TO FIGHT CANKER

House Committee Follows Suggestion
Of Agent Of Department Of

Agriculture

Tallahassee.—A dispatch from
Washington, D. C., says: It now ap¬
pears as though the house committee
on agriculture will not agree to ap¬
propriate more than two hundred antt

fB'iy thousand dollars in the next agri¬
cultural appropriation bill for the
eradication of the citrus canker in
the Gulf states.
That sum was agreed upon at the

hearing held before the committee, on
recommendation of Doctor Kellerman,
who has been in Florida making an
investigation in behalf of the depart¬
ment of agriculture. He said that he
thought a quarter of a million dollars
would be sufficient.
This brought forth the statement

from Congressmen Sparkman, Sears
and Clark of Florida, that it would
be insufficient, in their opinion. They
argued for an increase to at least
$50,000, as did D. C. Gillett of Tam¬
pa, who is here as chairman of the
citrus canker committee appointed by
a convention of Florida growers to
secure an appropriation in the agri¬
cultural bill.

LAKE WALES, THE "CROWN
JEWEL OF THE RIDGE"

Wonderful Progress Made in Section Which Was
Practically a Wilderness Three Years Ago

>\ Now a Modern Town

Progress and Lake Wales are synon-
imous. When one looks at the modern
bank building, the brick store buildings,
inspects the electric light plant and
water works system, the modern homes
and then gazes off to the hills, covered
with young citrus groves, and realizes
that all these improvements have been
made within the last three years, he
wonders where a better example of
progress could be found.

The accomplishments could not better
be described than by quoting from the
Semi-Tropic Florida Year Book:
Lake Wales, situated in the eastern

part of Polk County, is a glowing ex¬

ample of a really modern town. A
little more than three years ago it was
not even a wide space in the road, for
there was no road. The whole country
round-about was a trackless wilderness
visited only by the sportsmen or the
cattlemen. But even in its wilderness
the country was beautiful. It was a

land of rolling hills and lovely, clear
water lakes, high above sea level as

any in Florida, as free as any from
mosquitos and other insect pests; a
land of lofty pines and great park-like
open spaces, singularly free from that
too common pest in Florida, the scrub
palmetto; a virgin land unscared by the
husbandmen, because of its distance
from the railway; a beautiful land free
from malaria because of its elevation;
a land only waiting the transforming
hand of man to become the seat of
handsome homes and a happy contented
people.

But the land, if unhabited, was not
unknown, and when one day an engineer¬
ing party came down from the North
and established a branch line of the A.
C. L. from Haines City, it awakened
from its long sleep with a suprising
suddenness. A company of enterpris¬
ing, far-sighted men realizing the
wonderful possibilities of the country,
secured 5,000 acres in the vicinity of
Lake Wales, and began the planning
of an ideal home community. The new

community was to be a place for ideal
homes in an ideal land,' It was to have
its gardens, its parks and playgrounds
ts open air recreations, its boating and
yachting, etc.
It must be remembered that no far¬

ther back that October, 1914 the Lake
Wales tract was nothing but an un¬

broken wilderness. The accomplish¬
ments since that time have no parallel
in the history of Florida, where great

accomplishments are common occur¬

ences. It was realized that one of the

first necessitu ~ of a town to which a

high-class visitor was to be invited
would be a good hotel and accordingly
the Lake Wales Hotel, a commodious
and modern hostelry, costing $20,000
was one of the first buildings erected.
A public school building was erected

and furnished entirely at the expense
ol the company. Tuition is free and
the school is under the jurisdiction of
of Polk County School Commisioners.

A beautiful little church building is
the free gift of Mr. E. C. Stuart, the
President of the company. Affiliated
with the Associated Reformed Presby¬
terian denomination, it is freely open
to ministers of the orthodox church.

Several handsome dwellings, costing
from $3,000 to $6,000 have been erected
as well as a number of less pretentious
ones. Stores, groceries and markets
are found as in larger towns.
A modern electric light, ice and water

plant has been provided. The water
is drawn from a well, reaching down

feet into the bowels of the earth.
It is stored in a 50,000 gallon steel tank,
and sent through mains to every part
of the city. Electric light poles, so far
as practicable are placed in the rear of
streets and avenues, so as not to dis¬
figure the frontage of the homes.
Lake Wales has double daily mail

passenger and freight service and tide
phone connections. The Atlantic Coast
Line, coming down from Haines City,
initiated the development, but the Sci|r
board wyxc .juick to see the-»v/onderfiii
possibilities of the country, as well
as the desirability of a line from the
West to the East Coast, and began
building east from Bartow, and has
now reached and is now operating to a

point six miles east of Lake Wales.
It will eventually reach a point on the
East Coast, not yet divulged to the
public. The strategic possibilities of
Lake Wales' future are easy to be
seen; midway between the East and
West Coasts, twenty miles from the
nearest town of any importance, the
center of as rich and fertile country
as can be found in Florida, especially
adapted to the cultivation of the citrus
fruits, equally good for trucking and
general farming, there is every reason

why it should grow to be an important
town in a very few years.
It is the trading point for the produce

that will be seeking an outlet in ever

increasing quantities as the country
developes. Back of, and surrounding
the town, are 5000 acres of as good
country as the sun shines upon, land
that will produce anything thatman can
want in the way of necessities or luxur¬
ies, Dotted about in the 5,000 acres are

thirty-five lakes, some larger, some,
smaller, but all of beautiful, clear,
spring water, furnishing ideal locations
for lovely homes.

public school building was erected
: ! furnished entirely at the expense

oi the company. Tuition is free and
the school is under the jurisdiction of
of Polk County School Commisioners.

A beautiful little church building is
the free gift of Mr. E. C. Stuart, the
President of the company. Affiliated
with the Associated Reformed Presby¬
terian denomination, it is freely open
to ministers of the orthodox church.

Several handsome dwellings, costing
from $3,000 to $9,000 have been erected
as well as a number of less pretentious
ones. Stores, groceries and markets
are found as in larger towns.
A modern electric light, ice and water

plant has been provided. The water
is drawn from a well, reaching down
800 feet into the bowels of the earth.

It is stored in a 50,000 gallon steel tank,
and sent through mains to every part
of the city. Electric light poles, so far
as practicable are placed in the rear of
streets and avenues, so as not to dis¬
figure the frontage of the homes.
Lake Wales has double daily mail

passenger and freight service and tele
phone connections. The Atlantic Coast
Line, coming down from Haines City,
initiated the development, but the Sea¬
board wp.c ,uicl: to see the wonderful ,

possibilities of the country, as well
as the desirability of a line from • he
West to the East Coast, and began
building east from Bartow, and has
now reached and is now operating to a

point six miles east of Lake Wales.
It will eventually reach a point on the
East Coast, not yet divulged to the
public. The strategic possibilities of
Lake Wales' future are easy to be
seen; midway between the East and
West Coasts, twenty miles from the
nearest town of any importance, the
center of as rich and fertile country
as can be found in Florida, especially
adapted to the cultivation of the citrus
fruits, equally good for trucking and
general farming, there is every reason

why it should grow to be an important
town in a very few years.
It is the trading point for the produce

that will be seeking an outlet in ever

increasing quantities as the country
developes. Back of, and surrounding
the town, are 5000 acres of as good
country as the sun shines upon, land
that will produce anything thatman can
want in the way of necessities or luxur¬
ies, Dotted about in the 5,000 acres are

thirty-five lakes, some larger, some,
smaller, but all of beautiful, clear,
spring water, furnishing ideal locations
for lovely homes. Boating, bathing
and fishing in these lakes will add im¬
mensely to the joy of living of the for¬
tunate inhabitants.

Training Corps In Florida Colleges
Tallahassee.—A reserve officers'

training corps may be established in
every college and university in Florida
requiring four years of study for a
collegiate degree under the provisions
of the army bili which the senate
military committee will shortly rec¬
ommend for passage by congress at
Washington.
The aim is to provide a sufficient

reserve of officers for the military
forces of the United States. The com¬

mittee has decided to incorporate in
its measure all of the provisions cf
the bill introduced by Senator Pnrae-
rane of Ohio, and endorsed by the
general staff of the regular army. In
each case the college authorities must
agree to establish and maintain a two
years' elective or compulsory course
of military training for its male stu¬
dents.

Fair Association Has $1,591 On Hand
Tampa.—With a surplus of $1,591

and with other assets on hand for
the fair of 1917, the South Florida
Fair association is in good shape for
the carrying on of even a bigger fair
next year.
Its financial statement, issued in

short form, shows that there was a
total of 76,846 paid admissions and
as there were many thousands of
school children passed in free on oth¬
er days and the usual long list of free
admissions to exhibitors, etc., it is
more than probable lhat over 100,000
people saw the fair in the eight days
that it was open to the public.
This is considered an excellent at¬

tendance and one sure to put the fair
on a good paying basis as it will in¬
crease year after year with the bet¬
tering of the exhibits and the attrac¬
tions. The total sum received from
tickets was $20,300.65.

Adhesive Stamp Sales $22,373.30
Jacksonville.—The sale of adhesive

stamps by the internal revenue depart¬
ment here during the month of Feb¬
ruary totaled $22,373.30, which was
larger than any receipts taken in dur¬
ing any month since December, 1914,
when the law became effective.
According to the collectors the deal¬

ers in certain commodities requiring
use of these stamps were then laying
in additional stocks, which necesasrily
brought the sale up to a big figure.
Of the stamps sold during February

the sum of $21,226.34 was the docu¬
mentary, $1,074.53 for wines and cor¬
dials and $99.43 for proprietary
stamps.

Fish Hatchery Recommended
Tallahassee.—Secretary Redfleld of

the department of commerce at Wash¬
ington sent a favorable report to the
senate on the bill to provide a fish
hatchery in Florida.
To Senator Johnson of Maine, chair¬

man of the committee on fisheries, Mr.
Redfleld said: "The commissioner of
fisheries has referred to me your let¬
ter of the 17th instant transmitting
ten bills for fish hatcheries in various
states. Your letter requests informa¬
tion or suggestions regarding these
measures for the use of the commit¬
tee on fisheries, and Itoke pleasure
in stating the views of the depart¬
ment."

Thousands Of Strawberries Shipped
Plant City.—The total receipts of

strawberries at the local express and
car-loading platforms for the week
ending March 3, amounted to 219,520
quarts, valued to the growers at $29,-
635.20, the average at the platform
was thirteen and one-half cents for
all berries coming in, the range of
prices paid each day being from ten
to sixteen cents.
The shipments for the week ending

March 4 send the receipts for the sea¬
son to date over one million quarts—
a total of 1,149,354 quarts having been
shipped, the net value of the total to
the growers being $751,960.18.

Plant Resistant Cowpeas
Jacksonville.—Florida soil needs or¬

ganic matter more than anything else.
The hot sun, loose sand, leaching
rains and depleting crops contribute
to the rapid disappearance of organic
matter. For this reason farmers must
continually refurnish the soil with or¬
ganic material. Legumes and green
manuring plants are natural fertilizing
crops. The value of cowpeas as a soil
builder and forage crop is known. E.
S. Pace, district agent for the Uni¬
versity of Florida extension division,
recommends that farmers plant
disease resistant varieties. The Brab¬
ham and Iron are more resistant than
the other varieties. They are recom¬
mended for land infested with root-
knot. , It may not be possible to obtain
all the seed necessary to plant the
whole crop, but a small plot for seed
should be planted to Brabham or Iron
or a small plot to each.

This, no doubt, is contrary to the gen

cral idea that prevails among snow¬
bound Northerners who forget that
warmth is life and cold is death, in re¬
gard to Florida chiefly because it is in
the southernmost land of this country
lying north of the tropic of Cancer.
This fact places it within the temperate
zone. Still it is subtropical in climate
and products.
Altho the midsummer sun is directly

overhead, and short is the noontide
shadow cast northwards by a full-grown
person, yet the salted breezes that
blow overland from the Gulf of Mexico
on one side or the Atlantic on the other
side, temper the heat aud give refresh¬
ing coolness to the shade.
So the climate is not enervating, nor

are the people racked with chills and
fever, or annoyed and vexed by the sun
and bite of mosquitoes on these hills in
the interior of South Florida.
Lake Wales claims to be the "crown

jewel of the ridge" that extends south
from Haines City for some sixty miles.
Wonderful indeed is the progress that
has been made in a location that was
practically a wilderness three short
years ago, but they have been busy
years to have accomplished so much.
Yet, when it comes to the hundreds of
lakes that adorn the ridge, Crooked
Lake is the largest gem of them all,
and little Blue Lake was pronounced by
a visitor last year, who had seen all
parts of the state, "the handsomest
lake in Florida,'' and as yet civilization
has not marred its beauty.
Every foot of land along the scenic

ridge will be wanted, and fortunate
will be those who get the early start in
the highland lake region. Already dur¬
ing the three years since the first Mich-
igander moved here, 246 acres have
been cleared and planted to citrus trees
at the north end of Crooked Lake, and
seventeen voters have become satisfied
citizens of Polk county.

Stamp Law Constitutional
Tallahassee. — A dispatch from

The widespread practice of giving

coupons with cigars, cigarettes and
tobacco or premium slips or trading
stamps with other merchandise was
thus held to be entirely under the
control of the state.
The attack on the laws contended

that the statutes were unconstitution¬
al discrimination against a legitimate
method of advertising and within the
protection for freedom of contract
contained in the federal constitution.
The court, however, held it was for the
legislatures to pass on the public pol¬
icy involved in the questions and to
adopt such regulation thereof as they
might choose.
The Supreme court never has pass¬

ed on the question before, but some
state courts held coupon regulation
laws unconstitutional.

New Rates Are Authorized

Jacksonville.—Following a long
fight which was started by H. S. Keal-
hofer, then traffic manager of the
Jacksonville board of trade, now the
chamber of commerce, Jacksonville
gets a more favorable rate on cer¬
tain commodities shipped between
Jacksonville and Tampa direct. An
order giving the Atlantic Coast Line
and Seaboard Air Line authority to
inaugurate the new rates without the
usual thirty days' notice was issued
by the Florida railroad commission at
Tallahassee on March 8. Notification
of such action is just now being an¬
nounced.
By the new rates it is possible for

Tampa and Jacksonville to ship direct
certain commodities in carload or less
than carload lots considerably cheaper
than at present.

Rural Credits Measure Urged
Washington.—Senator Fletcher of

Florida, chairman of the joint com¬
mittee of congress which framed the
administration rural credits bill, made
a speech in the senate outlining the
provisions of the measure and declar¬
ing its passage would "furnish a sound
basis for financing the farm and bring
real—to take the place of fancied—
independence to the farmer.
The senator defended the constitu¬

tionality of the rural credits measure,
citing numerous decisions in support
of his position. He referred to recent
statements' by Comptroller Williams
regarding high interest rates charged
in many states and presented a letter
from the Florida commissioner of ag¬
riculture estimating that loans to the
farmers in that state cost the borrow¬
ers, including attendant expenses, an
average of 12 per cent.

DEFENSE PLANS
WILL BE RUSHED

Mexican Situation Will Hasten Completion
Of The Administration's Plans To

Strengthen Army And Navy

TO MAKE RAPID PROGRESS
Raid Of Bandits On Columbus, N. M.,

Has Marked Effect On Law-
makers At Washington

Washington.—Ordering of United
States troops into Mexico to pursue
General Villa and the administration's
victory in the armed ship controversy
have had a steadying effect upon con¬
gress, which, for several weeks, had
been a storm center over international
affairs.
The vain effort to give official warn¬

ing to Americans against travel on
armed merchantmen of belligerents
had turned congress from its regular
course of business, and there were
fears of another outbreak to further
clog the progress of legislation when
Villa and his bandits raided Colum¬
bus, N. M., but the prompt action
of the administration has served as
an efficient check thus far upon con¬
gressional agitation with regard to
Mexico, and no legislation on this
subject is now contemplated unless
there should arise entangling devel¬
opments with the de facto government
in Mexico.
With these issues apparently out of

the way, congressional leaders hope
to make rapid progress with import¬
ant domestic business at hand, par¬
ticularly the appropriation bills and
the national defense program. With¬
in ten days at least the house ex¬
pects to have the army reorganization
bill before it. The senate already is
at work on the government armor
platep lant bill and will have the sen-

plate plant bill and wil have the sen-

it in a few days.
That the military activity in Mexico

will serve to hasten the completion
of the administration's defense plans
is admitted even by the staunchest
pacifists in congress, nor does any
one deny that it will win votes for
preparedness.

Carranza Issues Manifesto
Mexico City.—General Carranza has

issued a manifesto to the nation de¬
claring that under no circumstances
would the Mexican government grant
the right to the United States to vio¬
late Mexican territory by sending in
an armed force in pursuit of Villa
without consent, and the reciprocal
privilege being first obtained and ad¬
mitted. Word was sent to the con¬
fidential agent of the Mexican govern¬
ment in Washington to make imme¬
diate representations to this effect.

SOUTH'S MILITIA IS
READY FOR MEXICO

About Twenty-two Thousand National
Guardsmen In Southern States

Will Answer Call

Washington.—Approximately twen¬
ty-two thousand National guardsmen
in the Southern states can be made
ready for service on the Mexican bor¬
der within a very short time, accord¬
ing to statements made by officials
of these states. This force would in¬
clude about twenty-eight regiments
of infantry, at least one squadron of
cavalry, six or more batteries of field
artillery and several field signal and
hospital corps.
Virginia has placed at President

Wilson's disposal three infantry regi¬
ments, three batteries of field artil¬
lery, a field signal corps and a field
hospital corp, while Texas can put
into the field 3,400 officers and men,
composing three infantry regiments,
a squadron of cavalry, a battery of
field artillery and a field hospital
corps.

Villa Splits Force Into Small Bands
Columbus, N. M.—Reports multi¬

plied here that Francisco Villa is dis¬
integrating the force of 1,500 to 2,500
men whom he used to support or to
make the Columbus raid. These re¬

ports indicated that Villa apparently
whs carrying out a plan to elude pur¬
suit by breaking up his force into
small bands and hiding among the
mountains. Some of the force is re¬

ported to be approaching the Sonora
state border

GREAT DRAINAGE

DISTRICT FORMED

Jacksonville.—The creation of the
first special drainage tax district in
Duval county is announced. It will be
known as Baldwin district No. 1, and
embraces 70,000 acres of what will
prove some of the best and most fer¬
tile lands in the state after drainage
plans are carried through to perfec¬
tion.
The circuit court of Duval county

has acted upon the petition of some
20(4 or more freeholders in this dis¬
trict and has approved the creation
of a special drainage district.
The movement for the creation of

the district was started some months
ago, and with the creation of the dis¬
trict by the court preliminary sur¬
veys will be-rushed through and plans
for the drainage of the big tract com¬
menced as early as possible.
William Nussbaum, A. T. Williams

and J. G. Boyd have been appointed
trustees, and arrangements for the
employment of an engineer and the
surveying of the entire tract have
been completed. Until these prelim¬
inary surveys are perfected it will be
impossible to approximate the cost
necessary to drain.

Pinellas Sells Its Road Bonds
Clearwater.—The issue of $715,000

of brick roads bonds has been sold
by the board of county commission¬
ers to Gunter & Sawyer and John Nu-
veen & Co., of Chicago. These two
concerns made a joint bid of $700,-
914.50 and interest from February 1,
last, to date of delivery. The bid said
the bidders were ready to have the
bonds delivered in ten days after their
final approval, and at which time they
would be ready to make the first pay
ment of $150,000, the remainder to be
placed in a bank in escrow.

Gibbons Property at Waverly Lake Pur¬
chased by St. Paul Capitalists Who
Will Make Many Improvements

One of the largest recent real estate
deals in Polk county was the sale of the
Waverly properties belonging to Mr,
Geo. A. Gibbons to a St. Paul corpora¬
tion. This corporation under the name
of the Waverly Florida Nurseries Co.,
is composed entirely of St. Paul capital¬
ists. Mr. M. P. Ryan, who has been in
the building business a great many
years is president of the company and
Mr. A. G. Briggs, a member of the
largest real estate firm in the state, is
secretary and treasurer.
The property consists of one of the

largest nurseries in Florida, containing
over 200,000 trees ready for planting.
No better trees have been grown in
Florida than the "Waverly", and the
company are very fortunate in having
such a reputation behind their nursery.
It will be greatly enlarged and put in
shape to do an increased business. In
a few years "Waverly" trees will have
as good a name all over the state as

they have in Polk county.
The property consists of about five

DEMONSTRATORS
HOLD MEETING

Inspect Operations On the State Prison
Farm at Raiford—Two Crops a

Year On Flatwoods Land

Gainesville.—All of ihe cotinly dem¬
onstration agents in east and south
Florida were engaged in visiting the
farms and groves throughout that ter¬
ritory recently. These meetings have
proven especially helpful, as the coun¬
ty agents must keep themselves in¬
formed as to the best and most suc¬
cessful practice that is being carried
out in Florida. The meating are held
each year, where the county agents
assemble, one at Gainesville in Sep¬
tember, and these group meetings are
at the most convenient season.
On March 3 the agents of the

northern part of the district met at
Raiford to see the operations on the
state prison farm.
The first lliing to inspect was the

five hundred acres of Irish potatoes
grown on flatwoods and new land.
This crop will be followed by corn.
The land has been put in the very
bast condition and demonstrates the
fact that two crops can be grown on
flatwoods land even the first year, al¬
though it could hardly be expected thai
as large a yield Will come as when
the land has been under cultivation a
long time.
Sugar cane was the next crop stud¬

ied. The superintendent made last
year an average of about four hun¬
dred gallons of syrup per acre, which
is used on the farm. He is also plant¬
ing a large acreage of sweet potatoes.
His cowpeas and other farm crops
were explained in passing. One of his
most interesting propositions was his
method of hog raisin-, which animals
were fed with llie slops from the din¬
ing hall. These hogs are for the most
part high grades bred up from the
natives and he frequently kills hogs
that dress from 350 to 500 pounds.

TWO IMPORTANT BILLS

Washington, March 12. — Nothing
that the Florida Congressmen have
done at this session could be of more

local importance than the passage of
the Fletcher Fish Hatchery Bill, and
the bill for the consolidation of the for¬
est lands, both measures having receiv¬
ed Hie sanction of the upper House.
For the fish hatchery there will be

appropriated within the next few
months the sum of $50,000, for the pur¬
chase of a site, the construction of
buildings and ponds, and general
equipment.
No particular location has yet been

selected for the location of the hatch¬

ery, as this matter will be left to the
discretion of the Secretary of Com¬
merce. Undoubtedly strong pressure
will be brought to secure it fori some
city in Florida.
The State of Florida must accord to

the United States Bureau of Fisheries
the right to conduct the fish hatching
and all operations connected therewith
at any time that may be desired.
Because of the fact that the National

forest of Florida will afford an excellent

opportunity for stock raising, in the
judgment of Government officials, the
bill which has also just passed the Sen
ate, to consolidate the forests, is of
prime importance. Lands which are
now owned by the United States may,
under this act, be exchanged for those
privately owned, of the same value, to
be determined by the Secretary of
Agriculture within the exterior limits
of the national forest, which lands up¬
on the consummation of the exchange,
shall become part of the Florida Na¬
tional Forest.
Although many local bills have been

introduced since the present session
of Congress began, there are none that
in actual results, will be ot so much
benefit to the whole state of Florida as

these. Practically every state in the
Union which now has no fish hatchery
is trying to secure one, and everywhere
the question of stock raising, which
will be afforded by the consolidation of
the forest land is receiving marked
attention.—Tampa Tribune.

DO NOT BURN

VEGETABLE MATTER

Everybody agrees that the man who
killed the goose that laid the golden
eggs was foolish. How about the man

who burns the vegetable matter on his
land when it needs all the organic mat¬
ter he can put into it? It is a common

practice in some sections to burn all the
weeds, trash and remains of former
crops when the land is ready for plow¬
ing.

S. S. Walker, associate chemist to
the University of Florida Experiment
station, reminds farmers that they not
only destroy organic matter but they
kill many beneficial bacteria which aid
in making plant food available when
they fire such material. It is not ad¬
visable to plow under a large amount of
dry matter,when one expects to plant a
crop immediately. But when land is in
dire need of such organic matter, not a
straw of it should be destroyed. Disc
the field both ways before it is plowed
and work it well after it has been plow¬
ed. Very little trouble will be had
and the results will be profitable.

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CRATE MILL
TO BE ERECTED

New Plant Will Manufacture Orange
and Vegetable Crates and Will

Employ Many People

C. L. Morrison and J. O. Densford
of Fort Meade, were in Lake Wales
Wednesday and consummated a deal
for a piece of property north of the
Seaboard depot and also adjoining the
A. C. L. tracks, which will mean much
to the future of the town.

The property was purchased for the
purpose of erecting a plant for the
manufacture of orange and vegetable
crates, and in the busy season it is ex¬
pected that from tifty to seventy-five
hands will be employed in the new in¬
dustry.
It is understood that work upon the

crate mill will be commenced at once,
but it wid be several weeks before the
machinery is set and the plant ready
for the output of its products.
Lake Wales is an ideal location for

an industry of this kind as it has the
advantage of having both the Atlantic
Coast and the Seaboard railways, and
there is an abundance of material here
tor the manufacture of the crates, as
much of the timber in this section still
remains uncut.

A large part of the output of a fac¬
tory of this kind can probably be used
right here, for, in addition to the large
truck farms, several thousand acres of
citrus groves will come into bearing in
a year or two, and a great number of
crates will be required to supply the lo¬
cal demand.
The business will also be the means

of bringing new people into town, and
will necessitate the erecting of more
homes to accommodate the employees of
the plant, and this will stimulate husi-
ness in many other lines.
With the building of this plant and

the work upon the homes already con¬
tracted for, it. looks as though Lake
Wales is to be a busy place this coming
summer.

ALTITUDE LESSENS
DANGERS OF FROST

Dear Mr. Editor:
The recent cold snap which came

down from the north "like a wolf on
the fold", while it did considerable
damage to tender vegetation on the low
lands fully a hundred miles south of
here, as in all other directions, did no
harm nor damage in this part of
south Florida's hill and lake region.
The "backbone" was chilly but immune
from injury by the frost that visited
every state east of the Rocky Moun¬
tains 14 below zero in northern Michi¬
gan.
Altitude proved to be a valuable safe¬

guard from invasion and injury by
"Jack Frost". Jason E. Hunt's tender
tomato plants, set out three weeks ago
on this north shore of Crooked Lake,
the high land bordering it rising eighty-
one feet above its surface, which is 132
feet above sea level, were not affected
by the frost, and look as green and
promising as ever. The test of exper¬
ience is worth more than volumes of
theory.
No wonder that this highest land of

South Florida, extending south from
Haines City for at least fifty miles,
now widely known as the backbone of
this portion of the state, from which
the water flows in all directions, is
being rapidly developed, since the
branch of the Atlantic Coast Line was
built five years ago. In this hill reg¬
ion danger from frost is proved to be
at the minimun, if it exists at all. The
extension of the railroad still further
south, now being surveyed, no doubt
with the intention of making this the
shortest and quickest route from the
North to Cuba and the Panama Canal,
will change it from a mere branch to
one of the great trunk lines of this
country.
Thousands of acres of citrus groves

have already been set out along the
Ridge, and more thousands are being
cleared and planted. C. H. Walker of
Bartow, the wide-awake manager of
the Polk County citrus fruit sub-ex-
change, was not making a random
guess when he said at the Haines City
meeting of the scenic highland boards
of trade, that within five years, there
will be thirty thousand bearing groves
along this Ridge.
Near by is also a large acreage of

excellent truck and cattle land, as well
as the best citrus soil and climate in
the world. Farm work can be performed
every month of the year. There is
practically no limit to the variety of
crops that can be profitably grown, and
there are ever-increasing markets for
them.
Wealthy northern people have com¬

menced to build expensive homes and
lay out artistic grounds on the Ridge,
as at Mountain Lake, close to Lake
Wales, having recently discovered its
advantages and attractions.

Decision Adverse To Complainants in
Suit Against State Naval Stores

Inspector

Tallahassee.—The question of the
constitutionality of the Florida naval
stores inspection law has been deter¬
mined by the federal court, the opin¬
ion having been handed down and
filed in the office of the clerk of the
United States district court, southern
district of Florida, the decision be¬
ing adverse to the complainants, the
court denying the motion praying for
a temporary injunction. There will
probably be an appeal taken.
Last autumn the matter was brought

in the federal court when suit was
brought by J. W. Jackson et al versus
E. S. Cravens, naval stores inspector
for the state of Florida. The petition
for injunction was denied by Judge
Walker of the fifth circuit court of
appeals and Judge Speer of the south¬
ern district of Georgia, and Judge Call
of the southern district of Florida.
The point raised was that of the con¬
stitutionality of the measure, and the
court, in the lengthy opinion, holds
that there is nothing to sustain this
contention.

State Training On Big Scale
Jacksonville.—Hon. J. C. Lunning,

state treasurer and member of the
cabinet committee which is in direct
touch with the development of the big
property at the state prison farm,
spoke of the plans which the state has
in mind in connection with the up¬

building of the 17,000 acre tract. Some¬
thing more than 2,000 acres of the
land has already been cleared and
stumped, and of this 550 acres has
been planted in Irish or white pota¬
toes, 250 acres will be planted in long
staple cotton, 75 acres in sugar cane,
200 acres in sweet potatoes, 50 acres
in natal hay and the remainder in
peas, velvet beans, grasses and other
crops.

Big Lumber Mill Will Be Erected
Tarpon Springs.—A lumber compa¬

ny, capitalized at $500,000, is to build
immediately and operate at Gulf Pine
one of the biggest and most modern
mills in the South at an outlay of ap¬

proximately $100,000. All machinery
has been ordered and practically the
last detail to commerce building oper¬
ations has been dispatched. Only
the last examinations of a few title
papers is delaying the first work, and
this will have been completed soon.
Plans for the company include a saw¬
mill of 60,000 to 70,000 feet cutting ca¬
pacity daily, a planing mill of 40,-
000 feet capacity daily, and dry kilns
to handle the finished output of the
entire plant. In addition there will
be a big commissary, of which Mr.
Vincent will have active charge.

Allen is secretary.

Bridge And Road Bonds Sold
DeLand.—The $350,000 DeLand-Lake

Helen special road and bridge district
issue of six per cent J. and J. bonds
were sold here at a premium of $21,-
050 plus accrued interest. The suc¬
cessful bidders were Bolger Mosser
and Willaman of Chicago. This is
believed to be the highest premium
paid to date for county road bonds in
Florida.
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THE ROAD QUESTION

In a communication printed in last
week's issue of the Polk County Record
Messrs. Johnson, Tillman, and Stuart
gave a summary of a recent trip made
by them to inspect the different roads
and the materials of which they were
constructed in other sections of the
state.
Their trip took them through Osceola,

Orange, Lake. Sumter, Hernando, and
Pasco Counties, and they covered al¬
most five hundred miles, and examined
new roads of every description.
In closing his account of their trip,

Mr. Stuart says, our conclusions are:
First. It pays to have good roads at

any price.
Second. That it pays to have i

competent engineer to direct the con
struction of any 'kind of a road and
that it is worse than folly to build
even clay roads without the services
of an engineer.
Third. That sand asphalt is the best

road considering cost, and we are not
sure but what it is the best without
comparing cost.
Fourth. That we are convinced that

the wisest and best way to build any
kind of a road is by doing a large
mileage at one time in order that it
may be done at least cost, and the
only practicable way to get sufficient
money to do this is to issue bonds.
Fifth. That the people where bonds

have been issued are well pleased with
the results and would not undo what
they have done for any consideration.
As to cost of construction, we learn

ed of contractors for sand asphalt
work at 55 cents to 65 cents per square
yard. The surface of these seem to be
generally three inches thick.
After a careful study of the subject

we strongly recommend that Polk
county issue bonds for an amount suf¬
ficient to put sand asphalt on a clay
foundation on all the important roads
in the county, even if it requires an
issue of $2,000,000 to do it.
We say this unhesitatingly from the

standpoint of taxpayers.
And, Mr. Editor, we honestly believe

that if you and every taxpayer in Polk
county could have been with us you
would all take the same view of the
matter that we do.

A MYSTERY ORANGE

Winter Park, Fla., March 17 — A
mystery orange has been grown here,
and J. C. Chase, of Jacksonville; W.
C. Temple, of Winter Park, and S. C.
Inman, of Florence Villa, have failed
to identify it, and can only guess at
its origin. The orange has the gen¬
eral shape and kid glove quality of
the tangerine and has the odor of the
pineapple orange. It is undoubtedly
a hybrid of many crosses with the
combined flavors of the large Va¬
lencia and the King orange. The skin
gives off the aromatic and pungent
odor of the sour orange, while the
flavor is delicious, and these experts
claim that it is the finest tasting or¬

ange they have ever eaten. It is, un¬
derstood that samples were sent to
Washington for examination, and ex¬
perts in the Pomological Department
of the Department Agriculture were
as much at sea as the Florida ex¬

perts as to identifying the variety.
They were unanimous in claiming that
it was the most handsome orange
that they had ever seen, and the finest
orange they had ever tasted.
It ripens late and is in prime con¬

dition during March and April, when
all other kid glove varieties are gone,
so that it would practically have the
market of this variety of fruit to it¬
self, as prime fruit of this variety is
now selling on the New York auction
at $5 and $6 per box. The fruit will be
called "The Winter Park Hybrid,"
and no doubt will be introduced on

the market by one or more of the
large nurseries in this state.— Packer.

PEANUTS LIKE WARM
AND SANDY SOIL

Peanuts like a warm, sandy loamy.soil
which is well drained. They also like
a sweet soil, according to John M.
Scott, animal industrialist to the Uni¬
versity of Florida Experiment Station.
The rows should be from three to four
feet apart and the plants from one to
one and one-half feet apart in the row.
Mr. Scott recommends that the nuts

be shelled to give a better stand. They
may be planted any time from March
15 to July 1. Some farmers like to
raise them between the corn rows. In
that case they should be planted at the
last cultivation of corn.
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LAKE HAMILTON NOTES

Fruit Superior to California Product-
Pineapple Oranges Recently Sold

For $4.85 Per Box

Tampa.—Florida oranges are bring¬
ing top-notch prices, and surpassing
the California product both in price
and demand, and the season as a

whole has been very satisfactory to
the growers of Florida. A few days
ago pineaple oranges brought $4.S5
per box in New York. From now on
the best of prices will prevail.
The shipments of oranges out of the

states are gradually diminishing and
the markets have strengthened gen¬
erally through the country. It looks
as though there is not much room
for a further advance on oranges, as
California is beginning to ship heavier
and selling at prices very much lower
than the prices being realized for
Floridas. The market for Florida or¬

anges has been from $2.75 to $3.00
f. o. b., practically no oranges selling
for less than these prices at the pres¬
ent time. Some of the better grades
are even bringing more than this,
and New York averaged as high as

$4.85 on pineapple oranges.
Shipments will decrease rapidly

from this time forward, as many of
the packing houses have finished ship¬
ping oranges, and a great many more
will finish soon. There does not ap¬

pear to be any reason why there
should be any decline from present
prices. Florida oranges are and have
been arriving in the markets in a
very satisfactory condition, there be¬
ing very little, if any decay, showing
up, and they are giving fine satisfac¬
tion both to the trade and consumer.

As long as this condition exists, they
will continue to demand Florida or¬

anges.

THE GOOD
ROAD BONDS

Questions and Answers Pertaining to
Issue, Which Will Make

Clear Many Points

Question 1. Show how a bond is¬
sue for $1,250,000 can be financed
without raising the present millage?
Answer 1. The books of the coun¬

ty officers show that the amount to
be collected for the road fund for
this year amounts to $116,000. The
interest at five per cent on $1,250,-
000. Ceunty Commissioner Mann
lates that it costs $25,000 to main¬
tain the convicts, an amount which
while they earn will have to be pro¬
vided for. This makes a total of
$87,0i0, leaving a surplus of $28,000.
Question 2. How are the bonds to

be redeemed?
Answer 2. The commissioners

propose to issue serial- bonds paya¬
ble annually (after five years from
date of issue) at the rate of $62,500
per annum, which will pay off the
principal in twenty-five years from
date.
Question 3. From the above fig¬

ures the changes for interest, sink¬
ing fund and maintenance of convicts
the sixth year after the issuance of
the bonds will be $150,000. How will
this charge be met with an income
of $116,000?
Answer 3. It cannot be done nor

is such an impossibility contemplat¬
ed. Th.e assessed value of the coun¬
ty has been growing steadily each
year for the past five years at an
average rate of 22 per cent per an¬
num. Surely no citizen of a county
like Polk will question that with
good roads the assessed value will
increase in an even greater ratio,
but, allowing only the increase with
bad roads, at the end of five years
the assessed value on that basis
would be $33,000,000 and the present
millage would give the road fund
the sum of $264,000 instead of $116,
000, which, after allowing $150,000 for
interest and sinking fund, and main¬
tenance of convicts, would leave a
surplus of $114,000; as much as the
entire income at the present time.
This is not merely optimistic— it is
logical and no good business man
will question it, or, if he does, in or¬
der to be consistent he should leave
the county.
Question 4. How do the taxpayers

know the roads will be built which
they are asked to bond for?
Answer 4. Before the bond elec¬

tion is called, a bid for the complet¬
ed work will have been accepted
subject to the carrying of the elec¬
tion, thus ensuring the entire carry¬
ing out of the contract for the whole
system for the price bid and asked
for by the bond issue.
Question 5. Who will handle the

money?
Answer 5. The law requires that

the money be disbursed by a Board
of Bond Trustees.
Question 6. Why is a large mile¬

age of 9-foot roads contemplated?
Answer 6. To allow for a larger

mileage On much travelled roads
the width will be fifteen feet; on
tbose less traveled 9 feet. The ad-
ditiona' width can be added after
the demand arises by the ability of
the county to do so. In the mean-
tim a 9-foot road is better than none
and a county-wide system of 15-foot
roads is thought to be feasible of
financing at present.
Question 7. What material will be

used in the construction of the roads
Answer 7. This can only be decid¬

ed by the commissioners after bids
are opened on April 18th.
Question 8. If asphalt roads are

decided on, will they last the life of
the bonds?
Answer 8. This subject has receiv¬

ed the most careful attention of con¬
servative and able men, assisted by
engineers and an inspection of roads
which have been built for ten years,
and, with reasonable maintenance a
properly constructed asphalt road,
such as has been built (32 miles in
length) in Lake county, will last long
»r than any other kind of road.
Question 9. What foundation woul

be used if asphalt was decided no?
Answer 9. Clay, which in this cli¬

mate is considered as good as con¬

crete, if proper drainage and levels
are obtained.
Question 10. Will brick be consid¬

ered?
Answer 10. The commissioners are

asking for bids on brick and several
other types of paving, but in view
of the large mileage needed and the
conservative attitude of a large num¬
ber of citizens with regard to the
amount of the bond issue, it is hard¬
ly likely that contract will be let for
brick or the commissioners submit
the question of a bond issue for such
an amount as would be necessary to
construct of brick. The mileage pro¬
posed would call for a bond issue of
three millions or thereabouts and
there are few citizens who believe
such an issue would carry. Besides,
the difference on the interest charges
between brick and asphalt would ab¬
solutely rebuild, from the ground
up, every mile of the asphalt roads
every ten years.
Question 11. Is there any reliable

information as to the cost of main¬
tenance of asphalt roads?
Answer 11. A report of the en¬

gineer of the Massachusetts State
Highway Commission, division 47, em
bracing the sand asphalt roads built
in Jhe Cape Cod district, shows that
a road constructed there in 1906 is
in as good condition today as when
it was built (asphalt roads improve
with reasonable use).- Two seal
coats have been added by way of
maintenance (not repair) one in
1909 and one in 1913, at a total cost
of 13 cents per square yard or less
than two cents per square yard per
annum, which engineers consider
lower cost than on any other type

of paving.

ASPHALT PAVING FOR
LAKE WALES STREETS

Lake Wales Land Company and Other Property Own¬
ers To Unite in Improving About Two

Miles of the City's Streets

There is no such thing as standing
still here in Lake Wales, and the
wheels of progress are continually re¬

volving, seemingly getting on more

speed with each revolution. Though
the town has not been incorporated,
the progressive spirit with which the
citizens are enthused has led them to

to take one more step of great impor¬
tance to the community, and they
have decided to lay asphalt paving on
over two miles of the city's streets.
The plans include nearly all of the

principal streets of the town, and the
paving will be from sixteen to twenty
feet in width, the asphalt being laid on
a clay foundation, which according to
many authorities, will give a roadway
superior to brick, and which will last
many years without repairs being nec¬
essary. Messrs. Stuart, Tillman and
Johnson of the Lake Wales Land Co.

recently made a lengthy trip to exam¬
ine newly constructed roads in other
parts of the state, and as a result of
their observations, they are convinced
that this method of construction is the
most satisfactory one.

The following streets are the ones
which will be paved:
Sessoms Avenue from First to Fifth

Streets.

Park Avenue from the railroad to the
Boulevard.

Central Avenue from Third Street to
the Boulevard.

Third Street from Park Avenue to
Central Avenue.

From Sessoms Avenue to Park Ave¬

nue, east of the A. C. L. Railroad.
The Boulevard from Park Avenue to

Seventh Street, just beyond the Bullard
residence.
Fifth Street from Park Avenue to

Sessoms Avenue.

Park Avenue, from First Street, to the
railroad, is not included in the plans,
as it is a county road and will be paved
if the bond issue is passed.
It the county road plans are not

approved by the voters, then this strip
will be taken care of, giving the town
a complete system of fine asphalt pave¬
ments.

The plans are now ready to be placed
in the hands of the engineers to be got-
ready so that bids for construction may
be obtained, and when this is done and
the contract awarded, the work will be
started, so it will not be many months
before Lake Wales will have a system
of paved streets second to no other
town of its size in the state.

Thus we have taken one more step
forward which will add to the attrac¬
tiveness of Lake Wales, and with its
electric light and power plant, its wa¬
ter system and ice plant, now in opera¬
tion, we shall have a city thoroughly
up to date in every particular.

LARGE TRACT SOLD
NEAR LAKE WALES

One of the most important deals for
a long time was made this week when
E. T. Roux & Son, of Plant City,
bought from the owners, The Timber
Products Company, of New York City,
their immense holdings of heavily tim¬
bered lands lying east of Bartow and
near Lake Wales, the consideration
being more than a quarter of a million
dollars and covering 35,000 acres of
land.

The purchasers will at once proceed
to erect a large new sawmill to handle
the timber. The new mill will be at
Lake Ann, and will necessitate the
building of houses for operatives.
Contracts for machinery for the mill

were placed yesterday by wire to in¬
cur as little delay as possible in the
work. The mill will be one of the larg¬
est in this part of the State. -Tampa
Sunday Tribune.

LARGE SHIPMENT
OF KUMQUATS

The shipments of kumquats for this
week is much larger than for lastweek,
Mr. W. E. Bryson who spent several
days in town purchased a large quan¬
tity, which are going forward daily to
him at Tampa, these are preserved in
various ways.
'This fruit is selling F. O. B., Frost¬
proof, at $3.00 per box or at the rate
of 6 cents per quart.
At these rates one acre of kumquats

would produce not less than $300.
Kumquats are the hardiest and best
producers of the citrus family.—High¬
land News.

Florida Postmasters May Lose Jobs
Tallahassee.—A large number of

postmasters in Florida will lose their
jobs if legislation which is now on the
verge of passage is finaly approved
in conference at Washington.
That such legislation is even con¬

templated will be news to most per¬
sons, as it has attracted virtually no
attention. Under its sweeping pro¬
visions 50,000 postmasters throughout
the country would be abolished. The
offices themselves would not be wip¬
ed out, but after the postmasterships
have bene abolished the offices would
be open to the appointment of super¬
intendents. Postmaster General Bur¬
leson is backing the legislation and
doing all he can to procure its pass¬
age.
The legislation referred to is now

in conference and is in a bill wbich
proposes a reorganization of the pos¬
tal savings system. The house com¬
mittee on postofflce and postroads re¬
fused to recommend it and the bill
as it passed the house did not con¬
tain the provision. It was incorpo¬
rated in the senate bill, however, and
is now one of the amendments in
dispute between the house and senate
conferees.

NATAL SEED MAY

BE DAMAGED

Farmers who intend to sow Natal
grass should avoid seed gathered since
the recent cold spells. It is probable
that seed has been damaged by frosts.
Frost stops development and hastens
maturity. The heads look ripe when
they are really dead.
A, P. Spencer, district agent for the

University of Florida Extension Divis
ion, suggests that it will be unwise to
sow until a new crop has matured. ' It
will be best to wait until June or just
before the rainy season this year be
cause the, present drouth will lessen
the chances for a good stand.
Many persons who have been spend

ing the winter on their farms here
want to obtain a start of Natal grass
Mr. Spencer recommends that these
persons set plants on a small area
Plants set about ten feet apart both
ways will seed the intervening space
between them by next year. These
will not give hay but on suitable land
they should be the means of producing
a hay crop next year. This method
would also be a good plan for the
farmer who wants a meadow but does
not have the time or money to prepare
a field and buy the seed.

SWAT THE FLY

Get rid of the fly and reduce the
chance of sickness. Dr. E. R. Flint
of the University of Florida says that
the fly is a real danger as well as
troublesome and dirty. Most trans¬
missible diseases are carried by this
insect.
The fly is a scavenger. The eggs

are laid upon human and animal ex¬
creta and all kinds of decaying mat¬
ter. In this filth the maggot lives and
develops into a fly, which may be the
same one that is so carefully fished
out of the milk the next day. There
is always a chance that this fly has
come from a place of filth infected
with disease germs. Its habits make
it a splendid carrier of such diseases
as tuberculosis, typhoid, and dysen¬
tery. A large proportion of the
deaths among children under one year
old are the result of intestinal disor¬
ders and diarrhoea which are carried
by flies.

Truth, based on realities, is a wonder
worker. It inspires men to make the
best of their opportunities. Citizens of
Polk have a justifiable faith in their
county. White folks are learning that
they can work out of doors with com¬

fort more days in the year than they
can in our northern states.
The planting season formarket crops

is in the fall and early winter, harvest¬
ing and shipping in the late winter and
early spring. August is a good month
for setting out a citrus grove. The
least rainfall is during the winter
months. About half of the annual
precipitation of 53 inches comes in fre¬
quent summers showers.
A great variety of products are

grown here. At this north end of
Crooked Lake Mr. Rhodes, an oldish
man from North Carolina, who has
been growing melons since he was a

boy, has thirteen acres watermelons,
canteloupes, and cucumbers. What
surprises him most is the retention of
moisture in the soil during a prolonged
dry spell. There's a reason for Polk
being one of the rapidly growing coun¬
ties of Florida. Three years ago Lake
Wales showed signs of a beginning.
Now it has a fine hotel, a state bank,
excellent stores, many fine residences,
and numerous citrus groves.
Twenty-five years ago Polk was the

twenty-second county in Florida in
point of population. Now it is the
fourth. In 1890 it had only 7,905 in¬
habitants; in 1905 the census enumer¬

ators found 17,863; and in 1915 they
discovered 37,422.
This is not surprising. The variety

of its products, its productive truck
farms, its thousands of orange and
grapefruit groves, its healthful hills,
its hundreds of beautiful lakes, its large

acreage of good land, its beneficent
climate with almost daily breezes
wafted mostly from the opalescent
waters of the Gulf of Mexico, the
summer temperatures that cause no
sunstrokes, so all that is known of
them in this attractive region is gather¬
ed from reading reports in the daily
newspapers of the depressing and
and killing heat in northern and
eastern cities, give to this South Flor¬
ida county a name and a fame that
will win for it fully one hundred thous¬
and inhabitants in the not far away
future.

The Michigan people who have bought
land and set out groves at Crooked
Lake, and the Minnesota people who
have anchored across the lake after
buying nearly 2,000 acres of hill land,
are here to stay. Much preferring
nature's genial warmth to seven months
of furnace heat to save life in the fall
and winter and spring of each year.
Our civilization began in the warm

region of Asia, and will finally attain
its highest development in the milder
climates of America.

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BETTER ROADS
CREATE WEALTH

flood Roads Increased Values Eleven
Times as Much as Road Con¬

struction Cost

Read the following article from the
Jackson,Mich, Patriot and digest itwell.
If improved roads will increase the
property values 82 per cent in six years
in one section of the county, why will
not proposed new roads in Polk County
do likewise?
Money spent in road improvment of

the right kind is making a profit of
of 125 per cent a year in Wayne county,
Michigan. The county spent $2,000,-
000 on construction and maintenance
during the eight years from 1906 to
1914, inclusive, and in this period the
assessed valuation of property in the
county, outside of the city of Detroit,
increased from $62,707,000 to $114,548,
120 or 82.6 per cent. The increase in
county valuation above the rate of
increase in the city was eleven times
the cost of road work, or 1,000 per
cent profit in eight years on the total
investment in improved roads.
More than 125 miles of concrete roads

have been put down by the Wayne
county commissioners since the county
system was adopted in 1906. and they
never have had to take up and replace
a single 25-foot section since they have
been developing this type of road, al¬
though some of the roads have been
down more than seven yearn.
Every mile of durable roads laid is

cutting down the cost of upkeep. Last
"year the commissioners had 45 miles
• more -rmtdsrssy to care- for thar. the
year Before, yet they spent $5,178 less
for maintenance.

TO MANUFACTURE
BRICK ICE CREAM

W. R. Clickener, proprietor of the
Lake Wales Dairy, is branching out in
his business and is installing an equip¬
ment for the making of ice cream.
He has purchased a power freezer of

400 gallon capacity, which will be oper¬
ated by a kerosene engine, as will also
his separator, churn and bottle washer.

FLORIDA'S CLIMATE

STATE PLANT

BOARD RULING

Gainesville, Fla. The sale, to tour¬
ists and others, of orange blossoms
which have attached to them leaves in¬
fested with the white-fly or other in¬
jurious insect, is not approved of by
State Plant Board. In discussing this
matter, Mr. Wilmon Newell, plant com¬
missioner, says:
"There are large sections of the state

in which the white-fly does not occur
and even many of the common scale
sects are not generally present in all
sections of Florida. Many of these
pests can be disseminated by the sale
of orange blossoms which have infested
leaves attatched to them, for these
bouquets are frequently carried consid
erable distances by the purchasers be
fore being discarded.
"In the same way, citrus canker and

other diseases might be disseminated,
and as a general proposition the prac¬
tice of selling orange blossoms is not
one that is conducive to the interests
of the citrus growers.
"Having in mind this danger the

State Plant Board at its meeting on
Feb. 14th, 1916, adopted the following
Rule, which has the force of law:
'Rule 21. The sale, gift, exchange,

shipment or movement of trees, plants
or plant products infested or infected
with any of the insects or diseases list¬
ed by the Board in accordance with
Section 12 of the Florida Plant Act of
1915, is hereby prohibited, except when
specifically authorized by the Plant
Commissioner or his duly authorized
representative. This rule shall not ap¬
ply to the movement of plant products
that are intended as food products un¬
less in the opinion of the Plant Com¬
missioner such shipment will be dan¬
gerous to the agricultural and horticul¬
tural interests of the state.' ''
The list of insects and diseases re¬

ferred to is contained in Circular 10 of
the Plant Board, which may be had
free of charge by addressing the Plant
Commissioner, Gainesville, Florida.

Dear Mr. Editor:
The genial Florida climate, flavored

by the salted seas that from it's
long coast line of not less than twelve
hundred miles, mapped as the Atlantic
Ocean, the Straits of Florida and the
Gulf of Mexico, cannot be too often
dwelt upon. It is one of the singular
facts of history and experience that in
the long period since the discovery of
the peninsula by Ponce deLeon, 403
years ago, there has not been a single
known case of sunstroke or heat pros¬
tration in the territory now included in
the State.
During the most of every twenty-four

hours cooling breezes blow across the
long and narrow peninsula, making it
only necessary to find a shady spot
where the breezes blow, to obtain com¬
fort during the summer. Hence it
happens that our northern friends, who
are permanently settled here, do not
perspire at the thought of Florida in
the summer.

The nights are always ceol and sleep
inviting. Why is this?. There is a
persistent cause for it. Most of the
soil is sandy. Itis not pulverized sand
hat fills the air with dust when a

strong wind blows over it. Its parti¬
cles are solid silica. Being a non-con-
ducter of heat, the rays of the sun,
however direct they may be, have no
power to carry heat to any depth.
There is therefore not much storage

of heat taking place during the hours
of sunshine, such as occurs in brick,
clay and rock—certainly not to any
where near the same degree. On the
other hand, the shallow heat accumu¬
lated by the sand is almost instantly
dissipated after the sun sets by rapid
radiation. Its natural sequence is in¬
comparable nights when life is a joy,
and refreshing sleep invigorates and
recreates the physical system.
Wherever the Gulf breezes blow

overland the climate is modified by
them. They make the nights cool.
For this reason it takes about three
weeks longer from the date of plant¬
ing for corn to mature in Georgia than
it does jn Michigan.
Another thing: Florida is the sum-

merland of showers as well as of flow¬
ers. Of the average annual rainfall
of 58 inches, fully one-half comes dur¬
ing the summer months of June, July
and August, and has a cooling effect
upon the atmosphere. During the six
months in California that no rain falls

upon the thirsty earth there is an ample
precipitation in Florida. The clouds
appear suddenly, the rain falls copiously,
quickly the storm passes away and
again the sun shines clearly through
the cleanly washed atmosphere.
People sleep with open doors and

windows nearly every night of the
year, but need some bed covering in
summer as well as in winter. At noon
when the sun is almost directly over¬

head, they sit on a shaded porch with
trees about, or in the early evening,
when the vast encircling night is only
coolness and a breeze, and the whole
host of stars on moonless nights are
their familians.
Take the season through, there is not

anywhere else so much that is enjoy¬
able as among the highland lakes of
this interior region of South Florida.

Tallahassee. — That Florida will
soon be one of the leading states in
the raising and feeding of cattle of
a higher grade than has heretofore
been the case is the idea of many
people who are familiar with this par¬
ticular industry, and who have been
in close touch with the various cattle
feeding propositions in this and oth¬
er sections for some time. The rais¬
ing of Natal hay has gone beyond the
experimental stage, and the fact that
the government statistics show this
product to be one of the best feeding
grasses has been the cause of large
financial interest locating in this
state.
One of the largest cattle feeding

and raising farms in this vicinity was
recently located in Clay county, the
company being composed of Ohio cap¬
italists. They purchased a tract of
land comprising some 53,000 acres,
with offices at Green Cove Springs,
the county seat of Clay county. The
company has to date a large amount
of the land under fence, and has
cleared several thousand acres ou

which they have planted various kinds
of grasses and other feeds for cattle.
Over three thousand head of native
and high grade stock have been pro¬
cured, and the native strain is being
mixed with the best grade stock that
could be purchased.

Great Season For Growers

Sanford.—Experts on growing and
shipping winter vegetables are all
agreed that this season will be the
most prosperous that has ever been
experienced. They base their conclu¬
sions on the fact that never before
has much stuff been shipped out nor
has it brough such a good price all
during the season and the prospects
seem good for the balance of the sea¬
son. This section was supposed to have
about 500 acres in lettuce and 1,000
acres in celery this season and the car-
lot shipments are a good barometer
of what the farmers have been doing.
There has gone forward in refriga-

tor cars alone 2,340 cars of lettuce
and celery; 1,000 of this was lettuce
and 1,330 celery. There will be about
700 cars of celery to be shipped yet
before the season is over and 150 cars
of spring crops. With this amount
of lettuce and celery and taking 350
crates of lettuce to a car there has
already been shipped from Sanford
in refrigator cars alone this season
$912,000 and as there are still about.
700 which will easily bring the grow¬
er at least $1 per crate brings up the
grand total of celery and lettuce from
here alone to $1,157,100, and as there
has been a tremendous express ship¬
ment this season, many firms making
a specialty of washed celery and let¬
tuce there is no reason to doubt that
celery and lettuce will total about
one and one-half million dollars.

EDITOR JORDAN SUGGESTS LAWS

FOR PROTECTION OF PRESS

At the meeting of the South Flori¬
da Press association recently held
at Bartow, Hon. A. P. Jordan, edi¬
tor of the Punta Gorda Herald, was
appointed a committee of one to urge
upon the attention of the State
Press association and all subsidiary
associations the importance of ac¬
tive efforts to secure legislation to
relieve the newspapers of some of
the restrictions, burdens and disad¬
vantages now imposed upon them.
Below are the suggestions adopted

by the South Florida association,
which each editor is urged to pre¬
sent personally to the candidates l'or
the legislature in his county and al¬
so to the press association of which
he may be a member:

1. The injustice of the present li¬
bel law arises from the wording of
Section 13 of the Bill of Rights cf
the State Constitution. The words
'■good motives'' should be stricken
out, and to this end a constitutional
amendment should be submitted.
2. A law should be passed to per¬

mit newspapers to publish any mat¬
ters contained in the public records
of town, city, county or state and
forbidding the taking of any legal ac¬
tion, civil or criminal, against editors
or owners of newspapers publishing
such records—unless it can be clear¬
ly shoWn that the publication there¬
of was prompted by malice.
3. There should be a law to pro¬

hibit the publication of legal notices
of any kind in newspapers that have
not been established at least one

year or in any that are not printed
wholly within the county. "Patent"
pages cut advertising rates below
cost.

4. All town, city, county and stale
officials should be required by law
to buy all their blank books and
printed stationery for their offices
from Florida printing concerns. if
such supplies can be furnished by
Florida printers.

5. The Bryan primary law should
.be so amended as to give the news¬
papers fair returns for political ad¬
vertising. Every candidate for state
or Federal office should be allowed
to spend for advertising in newspa¬
pers as much as $100 in each daily
and $25 in each weekly.

6. The fee for publishing the laws
passed by each legislature should be
increased from $100 to $250. You
know that $100 does not cover the
actual expense of this work; and, as
the publication is made only once in
two years, $250 for one paper in
each county would not be a heavy
expense upon the state.

7. An itemized list of all bills, ac¬
counts and claims ordered paid by
the county commissioners of each
county should be published in one
or more newspapers of each county
This publicity would greatly aid in
eliminating any graft that might be
going on and would prove a protec¬
tion to the taxpayers. For this ser¬

vice, the usual legal rate should be
allowed.

WATER NEEDED FOR

SWEET POTATO PLANTS

In many places the sweet potato
beds will not produce slips for early
April setting unless they are watered.
The continued drouth this season has

delayed many beds. C. K. McQuarrie,
state agent for the University of
Florida Extension Division, suggests
that; the water be applied to keep the
plants moving. Where irrigation sys¬
tems are available application will be
easy but if the water must be taken
from a well it will be more difficult. A

sprinkler should be used in the latter
case.

Hodges had not seen her brother in six
years and was very much pleased to
find him in such a fine locality.

TOMATO RUST CON¬
TROLLED BY SPRAY

Leaf and fruit spot of tomatoes,
which is known in Florida as rust,
usually causes damage to the tomato
crop during rainy weather. It injures
the foliage and rots the fruit. Buyers
will not take fruits which are spotted
and all such affected fruits are lost.
There is very little damage during

dry weather, nor much danger as long
as dry weather continues. But one
must be on the alert, because the disease
is present in practically every field and
is ready to work as soon as conditions
permit. A few days of wet weather
will give it opportunity to ruin a crop.
Dr. C. D. Sherbakoff, associate plant

pathologist to the University of Florida
Experiment Station, recommends spray¬
ing with some good fungicide if the
weather promises favorable conditions
for development of disease.
Bordeaux, 4:4:50, or ammoniacal

solution of copper carbonate will be
found effective. Sprayings should be
repeated about every ten days or
oftener if necessary as long wet
weather continues. It is best to use
the ammoniacal solution of copper
carbonate when fruit is nearing the
marketing stage because the bordeaux
will stain it.
To make the ammoniacal solution

of copper carbonate add water to five
ounces of copper carbonate to a thin
paste. Dilute three pints of 26 degree
Baume ammonia with from six to nine
pints of water. Add the paste to the
ammonia solution and make the whole
up to 50 gallons with water.

OATS AND RYE
SUFFER FOR WATER

C. K. McQuarrie, State agent for the
University of Florida Extension Divis¬
ion, advises farmers to save all the
rain that they can within the next few
months. Mr. McQuarrie thinks that
there is not much chance for plenty of
rain until the rainy season. At any
rate, as long as the present drought
continues moisture conservation should
be practiced.
Land should be cultivated after every

rain. This will break the crust and
prevent moisture from escaping. It is
not enough to cultivate near the plant
rows and leave the middles unbroken.
Moisture will soon find channels through
the unbroken surface. The capillary
force works horizontally as well as ver¬
tically, and can transport water in any
direction.

Orlando. Fla. —The Florida Growers
and Shippers League announces receipt
of telegraphic advices from A. C. L,
and S. A. L. Railways that, pursuant
to its application, special permission
has been obtained from the Interstate
Commerce Commission to make effect¬
ive on short notice the same rates in
cents per 100 lbs. on potatoes, when
shipped in hampers, as apply on pota¬
toes when shipped in barrels, and that
the tariffs containing the change be¬
came effective on April 10th.
Recently the railroad advanced the

rates on potatoes when shipped in ham¬
pers to such an extent as to practically
prohibit production with profit. The
League received vigorous complaints
from many sections which prompted
it to make a strong appeal to the head
traffic officials of the lines mentioned.
It was conservatively predicted that
without the reduction the industry, so
far as is concerned the red variety of
potato, would in time have become ex¬

tinct, and the growers and shippers
over the state will be gratified with
the result of the League's action,

Church Finds $5,000
Orlando.— A bequest to the Method¬

— Nearly eight mil¬
lion dollars is being expended or will
be immediately expended in develop¬
ment projects o£ importance in and
around Jacksonville..

new bridge across to South Jackson¬
ville, which it is estimated will cost
$60,0000, if the proposition is car¬
ried through to perfection. Nor does
it include drainage projects, which
will run in to the hundreds of thou¬
sands of dollars. It does not include
the scores of buildings which are be¬
ing erected in all parts of the city
and country, the cost of which does
not amount to the figures quoted
above. Plans are under consideration
for the construction of a concrete
bridge across Trout Creek to replace
the present wooden structure, and it
is probable that a bond issue will be
prosposed for this improvement in
the immediate future.

It was with regret
that his resignation was accepted, but
in the person of E. S. Byron of Crooked
Lake, who was elected to succeed him,
it is believed that the organization has
acquired an able secretary and a tire¬
less booster for the Scenic Highlands.

Many Apply For Enlistment
Jacksonville.—Floridians have ap¬

plied to the Jacksonville recruiting of¬
fice for enlistment in the United
States army at the rate of two and
one-third men a day since Sergt. Har¬
ry F. Conley and his staff came here
on March 15 to receive applications
for service following President Wil¬
son's call for 20,000 additional soldiers
for the regular army. This means 80
applied during the month.
When the Jacksonville recruiting

MUST MULTIPLY
THE PRODUCTION

Florida Should Have Half the Nation's
Trade in Oranges and a Monopoly

in Grapefruit

Tallahassee.—Florida has an oppor¬

tunity to take at least half the trade
of the United States in oranges and
a practical monopoly of the trade of
the world in grapefruit, and to mul¬
tiply the present production and de¬
mand many times over, but Florida
is neglecting this opportunity, accord¬
ing to United States department of ag¬
riculture experts.
With natural advantages, much

nearer the center of consumption,
which allows it to bring its product
to the market on an average of a

week quicker, fresher and free from
the bruising consequent to cross-con¬
tinent transportation, Florida has a
decided advantage geographically. She
should command, secure and hold the
patronage of the entire Eastern and
Southern sections of the United States
and at least half of the middle West,
according to these federal authorities,
and this territory is the most thickly
settled and therefore consumes the
most citrus fruit.
But Florida has failed to take ad¬

vantage of her opportunities through
not more aggressively making the con¬
suming public acquainted with the su¬
periority of her fruit and inciting and
encouraging a demand for Florida
fruits. She has failed to advertise
lier products as she should, accord¬
ing to L. B. Scott, expert pathologist
of the department of agriculture, and
L. C. Corbett, who is in charge of all
.Vuii and vegetable work far the gov
ernment.
Mr. Scott has but recently come

from the California citrus field. He
has just returned to Washington, af¬
ter making a careful survey of the in¬
dustry in the Gulf states. He spent
much time in Florida. His opinion
is given as that of a recognized au¬
thority, qualified to pass judgment
from personal and extensive acquaint¬
ance with the industry in both Cali¬
fornia and Florida. He and Mr. Cor¬
bett speak not as boomers for either
section in preference to the other, but
as government officials desirous of
promoting the industry along healthy
lines and getting the best fruits to the
market for the public.

Giant American Tugboat
Jacksonville.—The tugboat Huaste-

ca Grande, the largest steel hull tub
under the American flag, arrived in
port here in command of Capt. H. C.
Evans, and docked for minor repairs.
The Huasteca Grande, formerly the

tug Mary F. Sculley, is owned by. a
petroleum company, and is en route
lo Tampico, Mexico. She will be used
to tow oil barges from Mexico to gulf
ports.
As the Mary F. Sculley, the Huas¬

teca Grande towed a large government
floating dry dock from Pensacalo to
New York in the remarkably fast time
of fourteen days. The tug is 180 feet
in length; 33 feet breadth of beam;
has indicated horsepower of 1,250 and
is 735 net tons.
The boat was recently rebuilt, and is

fitted with every modern convenience
and safety appliance. Officers' quar¬
ters are finished in oak, are roomy
and comfortable and handsomely fur¬
nished.
Capt. Evans is well known in Jack¬

sonville, as he formerly was in com¬
mand of the famous local tugboat, the
Three Friends.

Contracts Let For Paving
Eustis.—Under a recent bond isue,

contracts were awarded for seventy
blocks of municipal improvements,
street paving, sanitary and storm
sewers, including Imhoff system of
disposal, sanitary sewers, streets and
storm sewers. Work began immedi¬
ately. Asphaltic concrete on con¬
crete base in fire limits and sand-
asphalt on macadam base, in residence
section. There is great rejoicing In
the city over the outcome. This will
complete thirty-five miles of asphalt
roads in and around Eustis and Mt.
Dora. •
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A TOWN WITH A PAYROLL

There are many towns in Florida to¬
day that are struggling for existence
because of the fact that they have
nothing of a permanent nature behind
them to keep them going.
Some have catered to the tourists,

and when the season has been a good
one they have fared well, but on the
other hand, if for various reasons the
tourists have failed to come, the strug¬
gle to get through the following sum¬
mer, with money scarce and no indus¬
tries to create a pay roll, has been a

trying one, and many of the residents
of such communities have given up the
fight, saying they could not make a liv¬
ing in Florida and gone back to their
homes in the north.
Other towns have been the center of

farming operations and have relied up¬
on the bumper crops to bring prosperity
to the community, but when a drouth
comes along or a blight attacks the
crops, they, too, are up against it, and
have a hard row to hoe until the next
time of harvest comes around.
While Lake Wales gets a fair share

of winter tourists, and hundreds of
acres of citrus fruits will soon come into
bearing and be a large source of reve¬
nue, and we also have some fine truck
farms adjoining the town from which
many carloads of vegetables are being
shipped, the men who are interested in
the upbuilding of the place and who are
looking ahead, realize that it is the in¬
dustry with a large payroll which is go¬
ing to assure the town a prosperous fu¬
ture.

We have already made a good start:
with an electric light and power plant,
a water and ice plant, a crate mill
which will be started within a few days,
a novelty works, an ice cream manu¬

factory and other smaller manufactur¬
ing concerns which will develop with
the town.

Efforts are being made at present to
induce other enterprises to locate here,
and we believe that in one instance in
particular, these efforts will be crowned
with success and we shall have a new

industry located here, larger than any¬
thing we now have. We are not at
liberty to divulge the nature of this
business at the present writing, but
this is not hot air, and we are told that
negotiations will probably be closed in
a few days.
Lake Wales is being built upon a firm

foundation, and will not easily be
shaken. A town with a payroll is usu¬
ally a prosperous town, and such a one
Lake Wales is going to be.

Why not get
properly organized and then have all
hands devote an entire afternoon to

the job. We could work wonders
in a few hours' time devoted to a

thorough cleaning up of the streets
and premises.

THE RURAL SCHOOL

Dear Mr. Editor:

The recent exercises at the close of
the school at Crooked Lake, showed
remarkable proficiency on the part of
the scholars. The term began with
Miss Mary Singleton of Fort Meade, as

teacher, but illness compelling her to
resign, Mrs. M. C. Dopier, who had
been a satisfactory teacher in Michigan,
was wisely chosen to complete the term.
The program was an excellent one and
every part was executed by the pupils
without a hitch or mistake. Parents
and visitors were all delighted, and the
school in the Crooked Lake sub-district
has got a start which promises a very
useful future.
Florida has an excellent system of

primary education. Higher institutions
are for the few, but the primaries are
for the many. Under anew law county
boards of education are clothed with
authority, upon petition by one-fourth
of the electors in any school district or
county, to call an election to determine
whether it shall or shall not be com¬

pulsory.
This is strictly local self-control, and

probably is wise action, as there may
be in sparsely settled sections of the
state, districts for which a compulsory
attendance law would be a hardship.
Under the same law county boards |of
education are given authority to appoint
attendance officers to enforce its pro¬
visions.

The new Crooked Lake schoolhouse
is a neat and attractive building. The
owners of the land gave the site to the
county board, contributed toward the
construction, and every member of the
community aided in its work.
A new departure in primary educa¬

tion is urged by the present able secre¬

tary of interior at Washington. In a
recent report to Congress he said that,
while education is our foremost indus¬
try, from whatever point of view it
may be regarded, it has made less pro¬
gress than any other industry during
the past thirty years.
He also expressed a desire to have

education made more practical—that is,
fitting scholars for the real work of
life—and he told Congress that, with
as little as $100,000 a year for several
years, "we could conduct a campaign
for a new Kind of rural school that
would work little less than a revolution
in rural life, because the primary aim
would be to identify the school with
the farm and the village, and develop
a new respect in fathers and mothers
for the school as a practical and not a
mere scholastic institution".
This sum would provide the superin¬

tendents, teachers and school boards
with the leadership they need—"an au¬
thoritative statement of conclusions by
the wisest and most practical men in
the land."
The girls and boys who attended the

Crooked Lake school-most of them
for the first time in their lives—have
to make their own way in the world,
and therefore the practical is the most
useful element for them in schoolhouse
education. Aftar that will come the
application of what they learn in real
life. E. W. BARBER.

IN NO corner of this whimsical oldworld of ours can there bt found
more traditions of Eastertide than
those treasured in the heart of the

Macedonian race, on the border be¬
tween Europe and Asia.
Even before the forty days' fast is

quite over the rejoicing that is to
flower full blown at Easter begins, cro-
cuswise, to push its bright way upward
through the gloom of abstinence and
vigii, says a writer in the Housekeeper.
On Palm Sunday, in little bands of
three and four, the "Palm Maidens,"
each flourishing a festive gold-embroid¬
ered handkerchief, go from bouse to
house singing their happy carols.
Holy Thursday, radiant with red

sashes from every balcony—fluttering
symbols of the brightness of the spring
—is the great egg-dyeing day. With
the first egg dyed the fond mother
forms the sign of the cross upon the
face and neck of her dear, wee nes¬
tling, saying: "Mayest thou grow as
red as this egg and strong as a stone."
Then gently she places it beside the
icon of the Virgin where it remains
during the coming year—perhaps for a
tender reminder to the holy image of
the wish that the'earthly mother has
just uttered that the divine mother
may grant its fulfillment.

AVOCADO LIKES

CITRUS SOIL

The popularity of avocado fruits is
growing steadily in the big eastern
cities of the North. The demand in
those cities has never been supplied.
There is also a potential demand in
many other cities where the fruit is
not known. There is a small fortune
in the culture of this fruit for the man

who cares to prepare for it.
Those who comtemplate setting a

grove should begin preparations now.
The avocado is suited to citrus soils
and prefers the best type. The cul¬
ture is practically the same as for cit¬
rus, according to P. H. Rolfs, dean of
the University of Florida college of
Agriculture and director of the Ex¬
periment Station. The land should
be cleared of trash and well prepared.
The organic is the best form of nitro¬
gen for avocados, and prospective
avocado land should be seeded to a

leguminous crop before the grove is
planted.
Velvet beans is one of the best

crops for this purpose, and it will fur¬
nish an abundance of feed in addition
to the nitrogen for the soil. It will
be well, however, to turn the crop
under as green manure, because the
trees will need the organic matter.
Those who have groves set should
prepare for a summer cover crop of
velvet beans, beggar weed or some
other legume. Careful culture should
be given in dry weather.
The greatest difficulty with prop¬

agating a grove is to obtain the seeds
and bud wood. Mr. Rolf advises
those who want to start a grove to en¬
gage seeds and bud wood in advance.
It is advisable to grow the early, late
or very late varieties, because the in¬
termediate will have to compete with
the seedlings, which'ripen about mid-
season. The earliest varieties are the
Baldwin and Early; late, Trapp; very
late, Guatemalan.

If fertilizers fail to make a crop, try
an application of horse sense. Itmight
be profitable to make the latter appli¬
cation first and it will certainly be more
profitable to apply the two together.

New Potatoes Being Harvested
Plant Cilv.—New potatoes, the first

of the spring crop, have been going
forward from the local platform for
the last few weeks in small quanti¬
ties each day in hamper shipments.
An average price of about $1.75 per
hamper has been paid for them by
local btyers, and every indication
points to a good demand for pota¬
toes with better prices than have been
received for several seasons past. No
carlot movements have gone forward
of local potatoes yet. Heavy ship¬
ments will now proceed.

Soil Survey Is Urged
St. Augustine.—Among the import

ant matters which came up before the
county commissioners at the monthly
session was a petition whi'cli has been
gotten up urging the United States bu¬
reau of soils to have a soil survey of
St. Johns county made at the earliest
possible date. This petition was sign¬
ed by the members of the board and
the county clerk and upon its approv¬
al by the board it was turned over
to Secretary Kidder to be held at
the chamber of commerce headquar
ters for additional signatures.

CALIFORNIA FRUIT IS

BARRED FROM STATE

Owing to the prevalence in California
of the disease known as the brown rot
of lemons and oranges, the State Plant
Board of Florida, at its meeting at
Gainesville on the 10th instant, adopted
the following rule:
"The shipment, transportation or

carrying of any and all citrus fruits
either by common carriers, dining or
buffet cars, railway news companies, or
individuals, into the State of Florida
from the State of California, is hereby
prohibited on account of the prevalence
in that state of the disease known as

the Brown Rot of lemons and oranges

(Pythiacystis citrophora.)''
Considerable alarm is felt by the

growers of citrus fruits in Florida re¬

garding the increasing destructiveness
of brown rot in California, and it is
realized that the introduction and estab¬
lishment of this disease in Florida
would cost the fruit industry of the
state hundreds of thousands of dollars.
This timely action on the part of the

Plant Board will probably meet with
the approval of all who realize the im¬
portance of the citrus growing indus¬
try in this state.

DO NOT FIRE THE RANGES

The wild lands are the farms of

posterity. The man who deliberately
sets fire to the forests or prairies de¬
stroys the legacy of his children.
Florida land needs the organic matter
that the decaying vegetable matter on
wild land affords.

S. S. Walker, associate chemist to
the University of Florida Experiment
Station, cites three phases of this
wasteful practice for the consideration
of farmers; The first is the destruc¬
tion of organic matter mentioned. The
other two are the destruction of soil
bacteria and the deforestation of land.
Millions of little pine trees are killed
by the fires and the loss to the soil
through the destruction of organism
which render plant food available can¬
not be estimated.

That range fires destroy cattle ticks
is a fallacy, according to C. K. Mc-
Quarrie, state agent. The ticks are
usually dormant at the time fires take
place and, hence, are hidden where
they are not subjected to the fire.

Asks For Free Delivery
Clearwater.—The state board of

health train with Doctor Porter in
charge was in Clearwater, and crowds
of people visited the exhibits and
much interest was manifested in the
work of the board.

Hughey showed thai all of the condi¬
tions required by the government for
instituting a free delivery system had
been complied with, such as paving
sidewalks, posting the names of the
streets, numbering the houses, etc.

THE Christian artist, about thefourth century, when he made
his first hesitating attempts to
treat the subject of Easter,

carefully refrained from showing
the risen Lord at the moment of
resuscitation. With a proper rever¬
ence for the Scriptures, he refused to
show what they did not reveal. He de¬
picted an empty tomb, watched by the
Roman guard, or visited by the holy
women. A sareophngus in the Uateran
museum simply shows a labarum, or
Roman standard, under which the
keepers are fast asleep. Even the tomb
is only suggested. The Louvre has a
bas-relief in silver-gilt whleh formerly
belonged to the Abbey of St. Denis,
where we see an angel showing the
Savior's empty tomb to the two Marys.
A more realistic representation is
Thomas touching the Savior's wounds,
which may be seen upon an early sar¬
cophagus. preserved in the church of
St. Celso at Milan.
This chaste reserve, which was con¬

tent to depict only what was described
by the Gospel narrative, was main¬
tained by Christian art until the thir¬
teenth century, when, under the influ¬
ence of the Renaissance, men began to
paint the actual resurrection itself,
with a conscious striving for dramatic
effect. There is an early representa¬
tion which shows the upper half of the
Savior's body appearing above the
grave, and also a representation of his
appearance to Mary Magdalene, by
Duccio of Siena (1255-1319), who,
with Giotto of Florence, first attempt¬
ed to find a new artistic formula in
the observation of life. It is to Giotto
that we owe our first representation
of the resurrection. In a small picture,
which formed one of a series of panel
decorations upon a press for sacred
vessels, in the sacristy of St Croce,
Florence, now in the Florence acad-
emy, he shows us the risen Christ,
lightly standing with the cross and
banner of victory in his right hand,
upon the heavy slab which covers the
still closed tomb. The angel dees not
appear, but the Roman guards are
sleeping beside the tomb. The Savior s
feet barely touch the tomb and the
whole impression is that ot an ethereal
body, no longer subject to the physical
laws which attach us to this earth.
This now becomes the characteristic
feature of all resurrection pictures.
Taddeo Gaddi adheres to this in his
magnificent fresco, and so does Peru-
gino.
Among the many disciples of Giotto

there was but one great artist, the
painter-monk, Fra Angelico of Fiesole.
There is an indescribable sweetness in
his virgins and angels, enhanced by
his exquisite drawing and delicate, lu¬
minous color, but his very sweetness
often palls upon our modern taste. As
Reinach says: "We long for a few
wolves in this impeccable sheepfold.
Fra Angelico treated the resurrection
subject several times. In one of his
pictures he still has the pre-renaissance
reserve. He shows us the wondering
women and the angels at the sepul-
cher. In another he combines the old
version with the new. In the third
picture he shows the actual resurrec¬
tion scene.

Fra Bartolomeo, the teacher of An¬
drea del Sarto, though not a master of
the first rank, treated this subject with
great success in his picture, which is
now in the Pitti palace, Florence
fael also painted it. In his picture the
keepers are not sleeping, but they are
witnesses of the resurrection. Anni-
bale Carraci goes a step further. He
was not satisfied to prove by a wit¬
ness that Christ really arose from the
dead. He sets out to show that he
arose in a miraculous manner. He not
only paints a closed tomb, which is
scripturally correct, for the Gospels
describe the great earthquake and the
rolling away of the stone as taking
place after the act of resurrection, but
Carraci places a sleeping guard, lying
full length across the top of the altar¬
like tomb. There can thus be no doubt
that the Savior who soars above must
have miraculously passed this double
barrier.
It is a relief to turn from the con¬

templation of such ridiculous puerili¬
ties to the strength of Martin Schoen-
gauer's engraving. Albrecht Duerer s
resurrection in his Smaller Passion
series of wood cuts is rather empty ;
his Larger Passion shows us a much
more worthy and noble composition.
Rembrandt also treated this subject.
As usual with him the great problem
was the treatment of light. He does

not show the Savior, hut he selects the
moment of the great earthquake and
the appearance of the angel as the sub¬
ject for a most wonderful etching,
wherein he again, as Couture says,
"with black and white makes color."
Whenever the risen Lord Is shown

In these resurrection pictures, he ap¬
pears as the victorious conqueror of
death and the grave. This conception
has also passed into hymnology, for
the Lutheran hymn writer, Paul Ger¬
hard, sings:

They In a grave did sink him,The foe held jubilee;
Before he can bethink him,
Lo, Christ again Is free,

And "Victory!" he cries.And waveth toward the skies
Ills banner, for the field
Is by the hero held.

Perhaps the most natural and, there¬
fore, the most common representation
of the resurrection is the picture Of the
women at the empty sepulcher. Like
the kings who came to adore the infant
Savior, their number is always three.
We find them in the very earliest res¬
urrection pictures and carvings, as
well as in the richly illuminated Gos¬
pels of the tenth and eleventh cen¬
turies: Duccio's treatment of this sub¬
ject is fine, especially the expression
of awe in the women, and the action of
the angel, who points to the empty
tomb.—Christian Herald.

Improve Shell Road
St. Augustine.—At an expense of

less than one hundred dollars the
county commissioners of St. Johns
county have improved, by putting
down a quantity of shell, some bad
spots that "had developed in the four
miles of shell road extending from the
southern terminus of the brick pav¬
ing to the Volusia county line. What
is known as Beehive Hill, which had
become badly rutted, has been well
covered with shell and the rutted spots
where the road had become more or
less worn also have been filled in
with fresh shell and tramped. Travel
over the county highway has been so
heavy this winter that this section
of shell road has been subjected to
severe treatment.

Florida Pine In Demand
Bradentown.—The European war

and its attendant activities are said
to have effected the lumber industry
favorably in Florida and that an act¬
ive foreign demand is now unsupplied
because of absence of transportation
facilities. An unprecedented market
for the desirable yellow pine of Flor¬
ida will be available, according to
Manatee county lumber men, at the
close of the European war.
There are many townships of forest

on the line of the new railroad be¬
tween Bradentown and Arcadia which
never had been touched until last year.
Millions of feet of superior yellow
pine are available.

Hold Successful Meeting
Tampa.—The annual meeting of the

Southern Gas Association held here
last week was concluded and the del¬
egate returned home, stopping at vari¬
ous Florida cities, spending part of
a day in Jacksonville and going also
to St.. Augustine. ' The convention was
successful in point of attendance and
business transacted and when adjourn¬
ment was reached it was after select¬
ing Roanoke, Va., as the place for
the next meeting and the choosing
of officers for the year. Tampa was
complimented by the election of Ros-
coe Nettles of that place as president.

Horticultural Association Meets
Arcadia.—All citizens are greatly

interested in the coming meeting of
the State Horticultural society here.
During the week that the Horticultu¬
ral Association meets in this city- -
April 25, 26, 27—the ladies of the
Arcadia Civic League will have charge
of the issuance of the local paper.

EASTER GREETING

Sentiment by Author of "Alice,"
and Her Friends, the White
Rabbit and the Beloved

Cheshire Cat.

FORTY years ago Lewis Carrollwrote to his many little friends
"An Easter Greeting to Every
Child Who Loves Alice." The af¬

fectionate, earnest words—so charac¬
teristic of Rev. C. I. Dodgson and so

unexpectedly serious from the author
of the White Rabbit and the Mock
Turtle—were printed on a tiny open
sheet of paper autograph, and in¬
scribed with the Christian name of

every child to whom it was sent on
Easter eve. It read as follows:
Dear Child:
Please to fancy, if you can, that you

are reading a real letter, from a real
friend whom you have seen, and whose
voice you can seem to yourself to
hear wishing you, as I do now with all
my heart, a happy Easter. /
Do you know that delicious dreamy

feeling when one first wakes on a sum¬
mer morning, with the twitter of birds •

in the air and the fresh breeze coming
in at the open window—when, lying
lazily with eyes half shut, one sees
as if in a dream green boughs waving
or waters rippling in a golden light?
It is a pleasure very near to sadness,
bringing tears to one's eyes like a
beautiful picture or poem. And is not
that a mother's gentle hand that un¬
draws your curtains and a mother's
sweet voice that summons you to rise?
To rise and forget, in the bright sun¬
light, the ugly dreams that frightened
you so when all was dark—to rise and
enjoy another happy day, first kneel¬
ing to thank that unseen friend who
sends you the beautiful sun?
And these strange words from a

writer of such tales as "Alice"? And
is this a strange letter to find in a
book of nonsense? It^may be so. Some
persons may blame me for this mixing
together things grave and gay; others
may smile and think it odd that any¬
one should speak of solemn things at
all, except in church and on a Sunday:
but I think—nay, I am sure—that some
children will read this gently and lov¬
ingly and in the spirit in which I have
written it.
For I do not believe God means us

thus to divide life into two halves—to
wear a grave face on Sunday and to
think it out-of-place to even so much
as mention him on a week day. Do
you think he cares to see only kneel¬
ing figures and to hear only tones of
prayer—and that he does not also love
to see the lambs leaping in the sun¬
light, and to hear the merry voices ot
the children as they roll among the
hay? Surely their innocent laughter
is as sweet to his ears as the grandest
anthem that ever rolled up from the
"dim religious light" of some solemn
cathedral!
And if I have written anything to

add to these stories of ianocehi and
healthy amusement that are laid up in
books for the children I love to look
back upon without shame and sorrow
(as how much of life must then be
recalled!) When my turn comes to
walk through the valley of shadows.
This Easter sun will rise on you,

dear child, "feeling your life in every
limb." and eager to rush into the fresh
morning air—and many an Easter day
will come and go before it finds you
feeble and gray-headed, creeping
wearily out to.bask more in the sun¬
light—but it is good, even now. to
think sometimes of that great morning
when the "Sun of Righteousness shall
arise with healing in his wings."
Surely your gladness need not be the

less for the thought that you will one
day see a brighter dawn than this—
when lovelier sights will meet your
eyes than any waving trees or rippling
waters—when angel-hands shall un¬
draw your curtains, and sweeter tones
than ever loving mother breathed shall
wake you to a new and glorious day—
and when all the sadness, and the sin,
that darkened life on this little earth
shall be forgotten like the dreams of
a night that is past!

MEXICANS PURSUED U. S.
TROOPS FOR EIGHT MILES

Americans Were Greatly Outnumber¬
ed, And Were Instructed To

Fight Only On Defensive

San Antonio, Texas.—It was a force
of Carranza's soldiers who engaged
the little detachment of American cav¬

alry at Parral in a regularly organiz¬
ed action, according to a detailed re¬
port written by Maj. Prank Tompkins
and forwarded to General Funston by
General Pershing.
Forty of the Mexican soldiers, in¬

cluding one major and one civilian,
were killed by the retreating Ameri¬
cans. The American casualties were

two killed and six wounded, includ¬
ing Major Tompkins, whose wound
was described as a slight wound in
the breast.
Major Tompkins reported that he

entered Parral with ills detachment
upon the invitation of an officer of the
Parral garrison, who met the United
States troops about ten miles from
the town and that, after a courteous
reception by the civil and military
authorities, he was attacked, first, by
the populace and later by the troops,
as he was proceeding to a designated
camping site outside the town

Rritish And Russians Defeat Turks
London.—The British troops going

to the relief of Kut-el-Amara have
gained further ground against the
Turks who are barring their way along
the Tigris river. Pushing steadily
ahead, the British have driven the
Turks from their advanced lines on
the right bank of the river and occu¬
pied the lines, killing many of the
Turks and taking a considerable num¬
ber of prisoners. Petrograd reports
that the Russians have driven the
Turks from a strongly organized po¬
sition east of Trebizond.

Princeton Students To Attend Camp
Princeton, N. J.—One hundred and

thirty-six undergraduates have signi¬
fied- their intention of attending the
summer military camps, according to
an announcement by the undergradu¬
ate committee in charge of enlistment
at Princeton university. The men
who have signed up include 46 se¬
niors, 19 juniors, 36 sophomores and
35 freshmen. Thirteen have volun¬
teered for the Oglethorpe camp while
the rest will probably be at the Platts-
burg encampment, including some of
the most prominent men at college.

Fire Desroys Big Lumber Plant
Jacksonville.—Fire, thought to have

had its origin in a turpentine retort,
destroyed the lumber plant operated
by the George P. Rentz Lumber and
the Gress Manufacturing company, lo¬
cated about eight miles south of the
City on McGirt's Creek. The total loss
is estimated at about $200,000. The
fire continued its destruction through¬
out the night and was held to a limit
of fifteen acres occupied by the lum¬
ber company. The property lost con¬
sisted of a planing plant, lumber mill,
machine shop, turpentine retort, a
considerable amount of lumber in the
yards and part of the company docks.

IN THE SOUTHERN COUNTRIES

Easter Celebrations Have Their Own
Arrangements, Which Reflect

the People's Ideas.

Throughout Cuba and Central Amer¬
ica, the presence of soldiers dignifies
the clumsy quaintuess of the Easter
celebrations. Crowds gather early in
the plazas to watch the life-sized,
waxen image of Jesus borne out of the
cathedral on a high-draped platform.
Acolytes, bearing censers, precede it,
and behind it trail clouds of priests,
bands, and flags. The procession
moves slowly thi'ough a main thor¬
oughfare until it meets a second fig¬
ure, resplendent in blue paint, curls,
and finery. There is a pause as the
two figures confront each other. Then
the second—Mary Magdalene — is
turned laboriously about and gallops
away with its joyful news. It en¬
counters a third figure, painted yellow
and decked with gold, as befits the
Latin-American conception of the Vir¬
gin Mary. With the gilded figure lead¬
ing, the two Marys trot back through
the crowded streets to the first image.
As the three meet, their draped, plat¬
forms tip forward in solemn, silent
bows, while thousands of awed be¬
lievers watch in silence. Forming into
line, the three images are borne back
to the cathedral, the troops fire a
salvo, and the Easter services begin.

Tokens of Spring.
The husbandman—that is the man

whose agricultural ability bands the
households of the world together in
one great family to be fed by him—
stands before the tiny Spring Beau¬
ties, the Hepaticas, the Blood Roots,
the Adder's Tongue and the other first-
appearing lilies of the field, encour¬
aged, heartened, inspired. If these
delicate little visitors came up from
the cold, dark soil, after winter's ter¬
rors had had thetr way with it, why
so would his wheat and other grains,
his potatoes and other roots, come up
again with enhanced potentialities, it
he should commit them to the earth!

Census Bureau Issues Bulletin Which
Shows Florida is Gaining in

Manufacturing

Tallahassee.—The census bureau
has just issued a bulletin covering the
period from 1909 to 1914, which shows
that Florida made considerable prog¬
ress in the manufacturing line during
that period.
Principal among the facts brought

out in the bulletin are the following:
The population for Florida at the

census of 1910 was 752,619, and it is
estimated that it was 848,000 on July
1, 1914.
The summary shows a considerable

increase at the census of 1914, as com¬
pared with that of 1909. In the order
of their importance, from a pencentage
standpoint the increase for the several
items rank as follows: Capital, 85.2
percent.; materials, 29.4 per cent.;
number of establishments, 16.6 per
cent.; primary horse-power, 11.4 per
cent., and value of products, 11.3 per
cent.
The capital invested, as reported in

1914, was $88,299,000, a gain of over
$23,008,000, or 35.2 per cent., over
$65,291,000 in 1909. The average capi¬
tal per establishment was approxi
mutely $35,000 in 1914 and $30,000 in
1909. In this connection it should be
stated that the inquiry contained in
the census schedule calls for the full
amount of capital, both owned and
borrowed, invested in the business,
but excludes the value of rented prop¬

erty, plant or equipment which was
employed in the conduct of the manu¬
facturing enerprises. In the final bul¬
letins ard reports the rental for such
property will be shown separately.
The cost of materials used was

$33,816,000 in 1914, as against $26,-
128,000 in 1909, an increase of $7,688,-
000, or 29.4 per cent. The average cost
of materials per establishment was ap¬
proximately $13,000 in 1914 and $12,-
000 in 1909.
The value of products was $81,112,-

000 in 1914 and $72,890,000 in 1909,
the increase being $8,222,000, or 11.3
per cent. The average per establish¬
ment was approximately $32,00 in
1914 and $34,000 in 1909.
The value added by manufacture

represents the difference between the
cost of qaaterials used and the value
of the products manufactured from
them. The value added by manufac¬
ture was $47,296,000 in 1914 and $46,-
762,000 in 1909, the increase being
$534,000, or 1.1 per cent. The value
added by manufacture formed 58. 3
per cent of the total value of prod¬
ucts in 1914 and 64.2 per cent in
1909.
The salaries and wages amounted

to $30,112,000 in 1914 and to $27,936.-
000 in 1909, the increase being 02,-
176,000, or 7.8 per cent.
The number of salaried employes

was 4,914 in 1914, as compared with
4.625 in 1909, making an increase of
2S9, or 6. 2 per cent.

Sate Prison To Adopt Finger Print
Jacksonville. Recent communica¬

tions to Chief F. C. Roach of the po¬
lice department from Secretary A. II.
Roberts of the state prison farm de¬
partment at Tallahassee, point to the
early addition of the finger print iden¬
tification system at the state farm at
Raiford, with the view of protect¬
ing the state by the capture of es¬
caped criminals and intercepting the
professional crook.
In a letter received from Secretaiy

Roberts, he informed the local de¬
partment that the state department
would await the trying out of the sys¬
tem following the visit to New York
City of two members of the depart¬
ment in Jpne for a month's study in
the details of the system.

Wales met with Mrs. J. T. Rhodes and
Mrs. Devane' at the home of Mrs.

County Commissioners Let Contracts for Roads and
Bridges to Cost $1,500,000, Subject to Will

of Voters—Asphalt Material Chosen

The Commissioners of Polk County
on Friday let the contracts for the con¬
struction of 240 miles of asphalt high¬
ways to cost $1,500,000, the contracts
being let subject to the will of the vo¬
ters as will be expressed in a bonding
election to be called the first day of
June.
Asphalt was the material chosen,

over brick and several other materials
on which bids had been invited. The
$1,500,000 worth of work was divided
into five equal parts and five different
firms were awarded contracts. The
Eureka Paving Co., of Houston, Tex.,
were really the lowest bidders, but
they agreed to assign the contracts to
various firms and this was agreeable
with the commissioners on the basis of
the Eureks firm.

The plan adopted by the county Com¬

missioners, similar to that followed in
Pinellas County, gives the people an
opportunity to know just what they
are voting for before the election takes
place, and in this way they will be pre¬
pared to express their wishes intelli¬
gently.

tion with the carrying out of the pro¬
visions of the bond issue.

There was considerable disappoint¬
ment over the cutting out of several
roads in order to bring the work within
the $1,500,000.
A number of citizens from the towns

between Haines City and Frostproof
appeared before the commissioners on
Wednesday and protested against the
cutting out of the road between Frost¬
proof and the De Soto County Line, as
it made a break of six miles in the con¬

tinuous road along the ridge, which will
eventually lead to the East Coast. No
action was taken in the matter, though
it is believed that the connection will
eventually be made, from the road
funds.

The good roads boosters are now en
thusiastic over the prospects for a tine
system of highways for the countv.
and until the election is called on June

the unbelievers to see the advantages
of snch a system.
The registration books will close on

Monday and poll taxes must be paid

Hearing On Drainage Project
Jacksonville.—Although given a

hearing by chief of army engineers,
General Black, Floridians interested in
the putting through of the upper SL
Johns drainage district projects are
not in position to judge what action
will be taken by the department in
the matter of Major Ladue's report,
carrying adverse recommendations.
Accompanied by Congressmen Steve

Sparkman, chairman of the rivers and
harbors committee, and Frank Clark,
Messrs. Isham Randolph of Chicago
and Jacksonville, engineer for the
project; George Hills of Jacksonville,
resident engineer; J. N. Whltner ot
Sanford, and Frank L. Bills of Mel¬
bourne, the latter .two trustees for
the special tax district, called upon
the war department officials In Wash¬
ington to present arguments against
the stand taken by Major Ladue.
They are hopeful that the recom¬

mendations of Major Ladue, who
holds that the reclamation project, or
drainage scheme will interfere with
what he holds to be a navigable
stream, that portion of the St. Johns
from Salt Run to the headwaters, will
be overruled.

Seamen Out On Strike
Tampa—The crew of the British

steamship Etreria, which craft is
loading phosphate here to clear for
a French port, left the ship when
Capt. L. C. Wright refused their de¬
mand for a 25 per cent increase in
wages. They went before Federal
Commissioner Crane with their trou¬
bles, and later sought the British vice
consul, who ordered them to return
to their ship. This the men refused
to do. There are thirty-five men In¬
volved. They claim the wages are
too small for the risks taken in fac
ing submarines.
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FIRE EQUIPMENT

What might have been a serious fire
was prevented by the prompt action of
a number of our citizens on Saturday
afternoon. While some refuse was be¬
ing burnt up, a pile of lumber caught
fire and threatened the garage on the
Townsend property, but at the timely
call of Mr. Townsend a bucket brigade
was quickly formed and the fire extin-
quished with but little damage.
Lake Wales did have a volunteer fire

company, and there was talk some time
ago of having it reorganized and getting
several hundred feet of new hose with
a reel, but so far nothing has been done.
We believe.this is an important thing,
for we might have a serious fire and if
we did we would not be prepared to
handle it. There is a fire bell over at
the depot which has been lying in the
sand for several months, and as an
alarm, in its present position, it is not
of much account. If this bell was put
up and a system of alarms was arrang¬
ed, then we could turn out and, with the
equipment of reel and sufficient hose,
do some effective work in case of a
fire. 1

Delay in this matter may cause a
serious loss to someone in the town,
and everybody should be sufficiently in¬
terested to help pay for this needed
equipment.

The eastern part of Polk County is
going to be a busy place this summer
with the work on the Seaboard exten¬
sion east of Lake Wales, and the dred¬
ging operations in the Peace Valley
Drainage District. Both of these pro¬
jects are now under way and hun¬
dreds of men are at work on them.

HAD ITS ORIGIN IN AMERICA

British King's Roy*! Rifle Corps, Now
In France. Raised in 1755 in the

United States.

There is a,keen rivalry among the
various regiments of the British army
in every way. Naturally the rivalry
is greatest where fighting is concerned,
and every regiment is only too
eager to take part in the war, and so
add more fighting honors to its name.
The regiment with the greatest num¬

ber of battle honors is one that has
already been in the thick cf the fight¬
ing in France, the King's Royal Rifle
corps. Already in the great war it
has acquired another Victoria Cross,
that of Major Dimmer of the Second
battalion.
In the Boer war the regiment car¬

ried off two. V. C.'s, fourteen D. S.
O.'s, and thirty-five D. C. M.'s. It has
been through about forty battles, the
names of the most important of which
appear on the cap badge.
The King's Royal Rifle corps was

originally raised in 1755 in the United
States, when those states belonged to
us, and was known then as the Six¬
tieth (Royal American) Regiment of
Foot. It is supposed to have been the
first regiment to be armed with the
rifle.—Pearson's Magazine.

DIVERSIFICATION

Dear Mr. Editor:
A recent report of our national de¬

partment of agriculture shows that the
greatest increase in farm land values,
for the year 1915, among the national
grouping of states, was in the South
Atlantic group, which includes Florida.
In these states, all of which, except

Florida, formed an important part of
the original thirteen colonies, the re¬
ported increase was 19 per cent, while
for the whole country it was 11J per
cent. This is a remarkable showing in
view of the depression in the price of
cotton caused by the outbreak of the
European war in 1914.
Plainly the diversification of crops

and more live stock are raising the
price of southern lands, and they assure
a greater increase in the future.
The farther south one gets in Florida

the better the natural range* are for
cattle, and tt ".aiger the profit real¬
ized (Lowers of citrus fruits, espe¬

cially on the high pine lands of Potk
county, are making even more money
in the aggregate than are the cattle¬
men, but the latter, fewer in number,
show the largest individual gains.
Lightsey & Lewis, extensive stock
raisers, have turned their attention to
oranges and grapefruit on their Crook¬
ed Lake land.
In no place in this country has nature

made better provision for the farmer
than in south Florida. Long growing
seasons with plenty of rain, 53 inches
yearly, the soil needs only fair treat¬
ment to bountifully produce crops that
the world needs.
One learns from actual observation,

on such an occasion as the meeting at
Crooked Lake, April 18, of delegates
from the several boards of trade of the
Scenic Highlands association, made up
from towns along the Haines City
branch of the Atlantic Coast Line, that
a very optimistic spirit (prevails among
the settlers of this favored region.
Over forty were present at the splen¬
did dinner prepared by the ladies of
this locality. Helpmates of progress
are such women, and it was readily
seen that the men are wide awake and
enterprising. Pulling together-co-op-
eration—is evidently the purpose of
the people dwelling on this backbone of
south Florida.
Families are coming from every state

of the union. The name "Cracker" is
quite a distinction. Those from other
states have to reside here seven years
before entitled to the name. All, how¬
ever find cordial welcome. With immi¬
gration comes diversified industries.
Dairying is a success in healthy Polk
county. Mr. Wetmore, from Illinois,
has a fine herd of Jerseys on his new
farm near Lake Wales. Another citi¬
zen of that place furnishes as good
milk as can be had anywhere, and will
soon engage in making ice cream.
The Michigan people at Crooked Lake

are a satisfied lot. W. D. Allen has a
beautiful grove coming into bearing on
land that was a pine forest three years
ago, and finds that chickens and eggs
pay well.

feeding test

with silage

It is well known that the lack of feed
during the winter months is one of the
chief qauses of the small size of our
native cattle. The finding of some
cheap feed for carrying our cattle
through the winter will be of consider¬
able-1 value to cattlemen. An exper¬
iment was begun on December 8, 1915,
at the Agricultural Experiment Station
of the University of Florida, to com¬
pare the values of sorghum silage and
Japanese cane silage for feeding young
cattle during the winter. No attempt
was made to fatten the animals. The
intention was to see if the animals
would maintain their initial weight
during the winter when fed on silage
and a small allowance of cottonseed
meal.

The plan was to compare sorghum
silage and silage from Japanese, cane
for this purpose.

the test

The animals in the test were grade
Jersey heifers, from fifteen to thirty
months old. They were divided into
two lots, as nearly equal in weight and
quality as possible. The animals of
Lot 1 were fed all the sorghum silage
they would eat (about thirty pounds a
day each) and one pound of cottonseed
meal each, every day. The heifers of
Lot 2 were fed similiarly with Jap¬
anese cane silage and one pound of
cottonseed meal a day .each.
At the beginning of the test, the

heifers in Lot 1 averaged 355 pounds,
and those in Lot 2 averaged 353
pounds each.

results

The animals fed on sorghum silage
and cottonseed meal for sixty days
gained on an average 8.25 pounds each.
Those fed on Japanese cane silage and
cottonseed meal just maintained their
weight.
Although sorghum silage proves, in

this experiment, to be the better silage
for producing an increase in weight,
the Japanese cane silage supplemented
with cottonseed meal carried the cat¬
tle through the winter with little or no
loss in weight. Therefore both silages
can be depended upon to carry stock
through the winter in fair shape.
A most important factor in the rais¬

ing of cattle is the supplying of abun¬
dant nutritious feed. During the Sum¬
mer this is not difficult, as there are

large areas over which cattle can

graze. However, the winter season,
from December to March, is a critical
period for all range cattle, at least
over a large portion of Florida. At
this season pasturage is not good, and
as a result the the cattle become emac¬

iated; and, in some years, the loss from
starvation is heavy. Cattle raising
will never becc m * entirely satisfactory
so long as the cattle have to go through
a period of starvation each winter.
The result of this test shows that cat¬
tle can be fed during the winter at a
reasonable cost. Estimating silage
to cost $4 a ton, and cottonseed meal
$40 a ton, it would cost eight cents a
head each day to winter cattle on sil¬
age and cottonseed meal.

get ready for
the whitefly

The adult whitefly is on the wing. It
will not be long, therefore, until spray¬
ing time. J. R. Watson, entomologist
to the University of Florida Experi¬
ment Station, urges every citrus grow¬
er to prepare for spraying. The season
has been dry and consequently fungi
are scarce. It is probable that there
will be a big crop of whitefly. If con¬
trol is effected it must be done with
sprays.
The importance of controlling this

sect can hardly be overestimated. It
is useless to take precautions .against
other enemies, then let the whitefly hold
free reign. It will not oniy shorten
the crop, but it will make the fruit
smaller. By furnishing a medium for
the sooty mold it is responsible for
dirty and stained fruits which must
grade low. The sooty mold also shades
the leaves and diminishes growth of
the whole tree.

Paraffon oil, soap and other materials
should be on hand. Spraying machines
should be put in shape. Wait ten days
after the adults disappear to give time
for the newest eggs to hatch, and then
spray. Oranges and grapefruit should
be sprayed when they are about the
size of a walnut. Preparation should
be made to spray chinaberry and privit
hedges if there is any objection to cut¬
ting them down. Both these plants are
hosts to the whitefly and unless they
are sprayed will furnish enough insects
to infest the whole state.

Spraying should be thorough and
should be applied to the under side of
the leaves.

citrus crop not

injured by drouth

In spite of the fact that the weather
has been so dry this spring, the citrus
trees are looking well for they do not
suffer so much from drouth on the high
hills with the lakes in the hollows as

they do in the flatwoods districts. A
writer in the Highland News has the
following to say regarding the condi¬
tions of the fruit trees in the ridge sec¬
tion:

The drouth that had lasted from
about Christmas to April 2nd, with the
exception of one light shower during
that period, is well broken. Our last
rain, which was a downfall of about one
inch, fell April 8th. With these two
showers the trees are now coming into
full bloom, and what was thought would
be a very light crop of fruit here, is
showing every evidence of a good crop.

Mango and avacado pear trees are
putting out a tremendous amount of
blossom.

It was remarkable that all through
the drouth the trees here at Frostproof
appeared not to be suffering, the bear¬
ing trees held their fruit well, and the
young trees continued their spring
growth, though somewhat stunted.
Last March is said to be the driest

March that Florida has had for 45 years.
The movement of the late oranges

is brisk. Lates are selling for $2.25 on
the trees. —H. V. F.

DOG MOURNS FOR WILDING

Late Tennis Player's Sammy Is Pet
of British Soldiers on Fir¬

ing Line.

To the list of strange pets kept by
the British soldiers in the trenches
must now be added the favorite dog,
Sammy, of A. F. Wilding, the tennis
player. Wilding's friends in London
knew the little Irish terrier well, for
it was the inseparable companion of
the great tennis player.
Wilding, it seems, was killed in his

dugout, buried alive by a "Jack John¬
son," which pitched into the trench
in which he was on duty. The Lon¬
don correspondent of the Nottingham
Guardian says that a private letter
from the front mentions that Sammy
went about the trenches whining for
Wilding long after the worst was
known. The dog will be well looked
after, for the soldiers love these pets
of the trenches.
Only a few days ago soldiers of

the Second Rifle Brigade rescued a
little canary from a deserted house
which had been almost shelled to
atoms. On its cage was a ticket:
"Please look after the little bird." So
the men carried it off with them to
their trenches and take no end of
trouble to see that it gets groundsel
and the seed ita likes.

Internal Revenue Receipts
Jacksonville.—An increase of $196,-

206.52 in internal1 revenue receipts for
the district of Florida during the pe¬
riod beginning July 1, 1915, and end¬
ing March 31, 1916, over the corre¬
sponding months of the preceding fis¬
cal year, is shdwn in the report made
by M. A. Brown, chief deputy to Col¬
lector Hayes H. Lewis. Receipts for
the period just ended were $1,238.-
144.24, while those for the period
from July 1, 1914, to March 31, 1915,
were $1,041,939.72.
"When it is taken into considera¬

tion that there are practically no new
items of income in the last report
which were not in the former, the in¬
crease indicates a healthy condition
an an increase in business," said Mr.
Brown, in announcing the figures. "The
total collections for the last fiscal year
were $1,561,000, and, if the ratio or
increase shown in this partial report
continues, collections for the present
fiscal year will doubtless reach $1,-
800,000."

NO WITHDRAWAL
GF U. S. SOLDIERS

American Forces In Mexico Will Be Re-
disposed On Lines Recommended

By General Funston

Washington.—Behind a formal an¬
nouncement that President Wilson had
approved a plan for redisposition of
the American troops in Mexico, there
was a plain intimation that the Wash¬
ington government had determined to
maintain a military status quo beyond
the border until the Mexican de facto
government has demonstrated its
ability to capture or crush Villa and
his adherents, and prevent repeti¬
tions of the Columbus raid.
In the interim it is understood the

American troops will be so placed as
to safeguard the border towns by vir¬
tually policing the area south of the
line where General Carranza has been
heretofore unable to check bandit op¬
erations.
Secretary Baker announces the ap¬

proval of the redisposition plan after
consulting with the president over a
joint report submitted by Major Gen¬
eral Funston and Major General Scott,
chief of staff, in conference on the
border. The plan was proposed by
General Funston and concurred in by
Gene.ral Scott. The secretary an¬
nounces the administration's decision
as follows:
"General Funston has recommended

a redisposition of the forces in Mexico
for the purpose of recuperation and
pending opportunities for further co¬
operation with the forces of the de
facto government of Mexico.
"The recommendation has been ap¬

proved and its execution left to his
discretion."
Later the secretary dictated the fol¬

lowing :
The statement I have made indi¬

cates nothing whatever on the subject
irhen the American troops will be

withdrawn from Mexico. The whole
subject of withdrawal of the forces is
under arrangement and negotiation by
the state department."
The new military plan leaves the

pursuit of Villa at a standstill, but
frees General Funston's hands to
make the position of the forces In
Mexico secure by grouping them in
posts of such strength as to protect
them from attack by irresponsible ele¬
ments of the de facto government's
forces. It will also serve as a plain
warning to General Carranza that he
must bend every effort toward secur¬
ing complete control of the territory
south of the most advanced American
post if he hopes to have the troops
recalled.

1,000 LIVES LOST WHEN SHIP
SINKS AFTER A COLLISION

Steamer Hsin-Yu Sent To The Bot¬
tom By The Cruiser Hai-Young

South Of Chusan Islands

Shanghai.—More than a thousand
soldiers and men of the crew of the
steamer Hsin-Yu were lost when the
vessel sank after a collision with the
cruiser Hai-Young, south of the Chu¬
san islands.
The steamer, acting as a transport,

was taking troops to Foo Chow. The
collision occurred during a thick fog
and only one foreign engineer, 20 sol¬
diers and nine sailors out of six for¬
eigners and over a thousand soldiers
and members of the crew were saved.
The Hsin-Yu was a vessel of 1,629

tons. She was built in 1889 and was

owned by the China Merchants' Steam
Navigation company of Shanghai.

London.—An order for 3,000,000 Cos¬
sack boots for the Russian army—
the largest order ever placed in Eng¬
land at any one time—is now being
turned out by local manufacturers.
The high Cossack boots will con¬
sume an enormous amount of leather,
each pair of legs taking nine feet and
each pair of fronts two feet, the total
being equal to 300,000 hides.

General Villa Reported At Agua Chill
Presidio, Texas.—A messenger has

reached Ojinaga, opposite here, with
the report that Villa is at Agua Chili,
on Vincenti ranch, with 200 follow-

Agua Chili is 100 miles south of
Ojinaga in the Camargo district. One
hundred and fifty Carranza troops are
encamped on the Chonchas river,
about four miles from Ojinaga. The
report that the Ojinaga garrison had
been reinforced is denied by the com¬
mander of the garrison, Who made his
denial to the military authorities at
Presidio.
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BEGIN WORK ON
DRAINAGE PLAN

Dredges Being Assembled West of Wav-
erly, and Will Soon Begin Actual

Digging of Big Ditches

Work upon the Peace Valley Drain¬
age project is now actually under
way, and it will only be aquestionof a
short time when one of the two great
dredges to be used will be ready to dig
its way out from the place where it is
row being assembled, about amile west
of Waverly, and begin dredging the
system of canals which will drain about
35,000 acres of marsh land.
Twenty-six carloads of machinery

and dredge material have been unloaded
at Waverly and taken through the
woods to the point where the dredges
are being assembled. When it is under¬
stood that one of the beams of these
dredges weighs twenty-five tons and
one of the studs, or posts which anchor
the dredge, weighs ten tons, some idea
of the magnitude of this task can be
formed.
It has taken many days to get one of

these heavy dredge parts across the
country, as it bad to be moved with
a windlass as a house would be.
The dredges are being erected on

piling and when they are completed,
will dig down until a sufficient depth of
water has been obtained to float them.
They will work their way north as far

as Dundee and then make their real
start from that point.
It is expected that this great drain¬

age work will make thousands of acres
of finest muck land available for truck
ing purposes.

PLANS CITY MARKET

FOR LAKELAND

A movement is on foot looking to the
establishment of a city market in Lake¬
land. It is proposed to erect a building
to cost $6,000: the sides, front and back
being of wire screen. W. K. McRae is
promoting the movement and propo¬
sition is to construct sanitary stalls and
a thorough refrigerator system. These
stalls will be rented to the farmers for
the display and sale of their products
at certain hours during the day.

Armored Aeroplane Arrives
Pensacola.—An amored aeroplane

—the first*to be placed in the service
of the United States—is being un¬
packed at the navy aeronautic station
and will be assembled by two experts
who came here with the machine. It
is built on specifications supplied by
the navy department. Two machine
guns and an improved bomb throwing
device comprise its armament, while
six men make up the crew, as it is
capable of carrying a load of one
thousand pounds. The new machine
is classed as fool-proof, and it is said
will be impossible to capsize or wreck
in the air. It has a maximum speed
of eighty miles an htjur, ten miles
ahead of any aeroplane now in use
and a -climbing capacity of 380 feet
per minute. It has a cruising radius
of 500 miles, capable of a sustained
flight of eighty miles an hour for six
hours and carries ninety gallons of
gasoline. The present aeroplanes are
of light build and never get beyond
ten/miles from water, but the new
one can go almost any distance and
return with safety.

Big Cargo Of Trucks
Pensacola.—With a cargo of fifty

auto trucks for use in the war zone

and other items valued probably at
more than three hundred thousand
dollars, the Spanish steamship Vivina
cleared here for Liverpool. Her car¬
go consisted of 585 hogsheads of to¬
bacco, 50 auto trucks, 2,000 jute bags
4,200 pieces of pipe staves, 1,504 tons
of steel billets, 1,000 cotton bags,
000 cotton bags, 4,203 square bales of
cotton and a deck load of 240,000 feet
of timber. The shipment of cotton
which she takes is among the largest
to leave Pensacola this year.

The suburbs, im¬
mediately outside the city limits, have
a population of about 2,000 The col¬
ored population of the city is twenty-
one hundred and thirty four.

Submarines Continue To Destroy Sh
London.—The Italian steamer Jo¬

seph - Agost Tcherzee has been sunk
by a German submarine. The crew
was landed. The French bark Chan-
aral, of 2,476 tons* gross, was torpe¬
doed. The crew is believed to have
been saved. The captain and sixteen
hands of the British steamer Felici¬
ana, 4,277 tons gross, have been picked
up by a steamer, according to a re¬
port. Search is being made for the
remainder of the crew. The Felici¬
ana is a total loss. Another report
says the crew was saved.

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SHEET ASPHALT
FOR NEW ROADS

Will be Laid on Four-Inch Clay Foun¬
dation-Superior to Sand

Asphalt

The material specified in the contracts
for the proposed roads of Polk County,
is two inches of sheet asphalt on a clay
foundation, and it should be noted that
this is entirely different to the "so-
called sand asphalt or modified asphalt",
there being as wide a difference in the
sheet asphalt specified for Polk County
and the "so called sand asphalt or
modified asphalt" being laid in other
counties as there is between vitrified
paving brick used for street paving,
and the common building brick used for
buildings. In fact, the Polk County
specifications provide for a sheet as¬

phalt pavement, such as is laid in New
York City, Philadelphia, Washington,
Chicago, and in fact all of the largest
cities of the country—the most dense
and durable type of asphalt pavement
known in the industry.
Three foot clay shoulders will be

constructed on either side of the road¬
way to afford opportunity for the pass¬
ing of vehicles where the paved surface
is not sufficiently wide for that purpose.
Competent engineers, contractors,

and others who have gone carefully
over the specifications, state that these
specifications call for one of the best
types of asphalt construction known,
and much better than the famous as¬

phalt roads which have been laid in
Lake County, and highly approved.

Shipment of Flo-ida Cattle.
Gainesville.—Shipments of rattle

non, 28 machine guns and 10 piine
throwers. Russian efforts to reclaim
the lost ground were defeated. . The
situation abcut Verdun has not un¬

dergone any change of note. Paris
reports the failure of a German at¬
tack, pressed with the help of flaming
liquids, near the Thiaumont farm,
east of Verdun.

French Are Driving At German Lines
London.—The French and Germans

on several sectors to the northeast
of Verdun has been, engaged, in rela¬
tively heavy infantry fighting, with the
results evidently in favor of the
French. To the north of Le Mort
Homme the French seized a German
trench and captured fifty-three pris¬
oners, and to the north of Cumieres
made a still further gain, in which
thirty prisoners were taken. Berlin
says that strong French attacks from
Le Mort Homme to the north¬
ern part of the wood were repulsed.

COMMISSIONER McRAE
FAVORS BOND ISSUE

Dear Mr. Gallemore:
I am very glad to note that Polk

County—the most populous off the Sea
Coast fourth among the counties of
the State in population, and fourth
in percentage of increase- 109.5 per
eent in the last ten years, is to take
first place in the matter of building a
well devised system of good roads.
To build 217 miles of improved road¬

ways at a cost of $1,500,000 seems a

big venture for a County. However
when your situation is analyzed it is
not such a serious proposition. Polk
County is fifth in area in the State,
containing approximately 1,220,490
acres, so much larger than Rhode Is¬
land, a State with over 600,000 popu¬
lation, that the Florida counties of
Hernando and Pinellas could be thrown
in and then fall ten square miles of
being as large.
For Polk County to place $1,500,000

in permanent highways is merely an
investment of a little more than one

dollar an acre when the total acreage
of the county is considered.
Good roads are necessary if a country

is to prosper. Polk County has
doubled in population in the last ten
years. This will be duplicated and
more in the next ten years, by this
addition to its physical, strength and
resourcelulness. The desirability of
a community as a place of residence
turns more on the possession of easy
means of communication than almost
anything else. A comprehensive sys¬
tem of real roads in Polk County as
contemplated, will add millions to local
values.
Polk County has many good towns,

none more in numbers and enterprise
and thrift in the interior of the state.
Good roads Connect them - with each
other and the country side to facili¬
tate the cheap transportation of farm
products, the quick distribution of
mail and all other advantages of ac¬
cessibility will put Polk County away
at the frsnt and set an example to be
followed by all other counties and
Florida will take a position among the
most progressive commonwealths in the
Union.
Florida has reached a period when

the eyes of the whole country are up¬
on it. It has become the resort State
of the Union. No state can be made
more attractive with trees, plants and
flowers, but we are not fully availing
ourselves of this advantage. The con¬
dition of many of our roads is oftener
a cause of apology than of civic pride.
The poor road is destructive to vehicles,
a discomfort to travelers, a menace to
public safety. The poor road helps to
drive the young people from the farm
into the treadmill of city's wage life
and the social balance between the
productive and self sustaining life of
the country and the artificial life of the
city is being upset.
It is estimated that a million tour¬

ists visited the State last winter who
brought with them no less than fifty
thousand automobiles. It goes without
saying that that class—with money to
spend "will naturally seek the location
with the most desirable roads. The
completion of the Dixie and other High¬
ways connecting our State with the
North-means a large increase of visitors
of the automobile class,

Vastness of The Everglades
Tallahassee.—In spite of the many

things that have been said about the
Everglades of Florida, but few people
even in the state realize the vastness
of the project which the state govern¬
ment has shouldered. Many people
would be surprised at the assertion
that it is one of the greatest engineer¬
ing feats of the world. Yet that is
just what it is. It means the recla¬
mation of several million acres of
what is believed will prove the most
fertile and productive soil under the
sun. It means the realization of a

dream of early students of the situa¬
tion to see that part of the country
populated by milliolis of prosperous
and healthy citizens, the bqilding of
numerous thriving cities.
Eleven dredges are now at work on

cutting canals and laterals from Lake
Okechobee to the sea. When the
project is completed the state will be
able to control the waters of this vast
lake, which now tends to overflow
and make muck of these millions of
acres. These dredges now engaged
are throwing up thousands of cubic
yards of earth daily. With the many
handicaps that have been faced in the
past by reason of different conditions
which have arisen, whether through
the fault of the state or otherwise,
some progres is being made. The
other day the drainage trustees suc¬
ceeded in placing $3,000,000 worth of
bonds, subject to validation proceed¬
ings, with which to carry on the work
and increase its proportion. It is one
of the most important projects ever
undertaken by any state in the Union.

action the board had ordered a tax

Strawberries Are Good Crop
Zolfo Springs.—In casting about

for the line of quickest return con¬
sistent with absolute safety, the
farmers of this region are beginning
to agree that no winter crop is more
absolutely certain than the straw¬
berry. Every few years a chilling
frost may come sufficiently severe to
injure tender crops like cucumbers,
beans and other vegetables, but cold
that would stunt beans and melons is
not injurious to strawberries. To
facilitate marketing it is necessary
for farmers to agree among them¬
selves about a certain acreage—but
this does not appear to be a hard
problem, and the little red berries
are likely to be raised in greater pro¬
fusion each year.

BEGIN WORK
ON CRATE MILL

Two Large Buildings Being Erected -

Expect to Do Business by
August First

Work upon the new crate mill has
now been started with quite a large
force of men on the job, and C. O.
Densford, one of the partners interested
in the new industry, states that a lar¬
ger force will be put on as soon as
more men can be handled, and the
work pushed as rapidly as possible.
The new firm will be known as the

Lake Wales Manufacturing Co. and
they will make orange, vegetable and
berry crates, etc. and will employ from
fifty to seventy-five people.
There will be two large buildings

erected, the mill building which will
contain the machinery, being 75x156 ft.
and the wareroom, to be used for stor¬
age of the products, will be 150x60 ft.
The foundation for the wareroom is

now being laid, and this building will
be completed first, so that it can be
used to house the machinery, which
will soon be here.
Mr. Densford hopes to have the

plant in working order by August first,
so that he can begin the manufacturing
of crates to be ready for the fall ship¬
ment of oranges and vegetables.
In connection with the plant a number

of new families will be brought into
town from Fort Meade where the
business was formerly located.
, This new enterpriss will be of great
benefit to Lake Wales, and be the
means of bringing a great deal ot new
business lo the town.

EDITOR HANNA

IS VINDICATED

The libel suit brought by Elmer E.
Cline of Auburndale, against John G.
fanna, editor of the Auburndale News,
collapsed Saturday when, after an all
day investigation, the County Prose¬
cutor announced that he could find no

true bill against Editor Hanna, and dis¬
charged the latter from custody.
The warrant was served last Thurs¬

day. Mr. Hanna lost no time in ap¬
pearing to waive preliminary exam¬
ination by the court and he bound over

to the prosecutor for investigation, and
asked immediate consideration of his
case.

SULPHUR SPRAYS WILL
CONTROL RUST MITES

Citrus growers should be on the alert
for rust mites and red spiders. These
pests are easily overlooked by the aver¬
age grower and they are hard to distin¬
guish with the naked eye. Fruits and
leaves should be examinedwith a strong
hand lens for rust mites if one is not
accustomed to looking for them with
the unaided eye.

Those growers who have whitefly and
intend to spray for it will not need to
spray for the rust mite for a while,
rust mites are discovered, however, J.

Watson, entomologist to the Univer¬
sity of Florida Experiment Station,
recommends spraying with some form
of sulphur. Probably the most efficient
spray is limesulphur. Some growers pre
fer to use lime and sulfur dry. This ii
cheaper than the limesulphur but it is
not so efficient. The proportion should
be one pound of hydrated lime to two
or three of flowers of sulphur. For the
liquid spray use 1 part of commercial
limesulfur to 70 parts of water.

YOUNG CITRUS TREES
IN NEED OF MULCH

Dry weather is telling on the young
citrus trees which have been set this
spring. Those which were set during
February and March and were not
mulched have made very little growth
and may die if dry weather continues.
On the other hand those which were

mulched are standing the drouth and
are apparently making root growth,
according to A. P. Spencer, district
agent for the University of Florida
Extension Division.

Mr. Spencer suggests that any trees
which have not been mulched be mulch¬
ed immediately. Any material, such
as pine straw or Spanish moss, that
will protect'the ground around the tree
from the sun, will serve. The mulch
creates an air space which the capillary
moisture cannot span. It is well to
scatter the mulching matenal over con¬
siderable area around the trees so that
the moisture will not escape at the side,

Those interested in the highland and

lake section of Polk and DeSoto coun¬

ties, extending south of Hainfis City—
an attractive region opened to settle¬
ment and cultivation by the Atlantic
Coast Line railroad"company- are look¬
ing forward to better transportation
service before the close of the year
1917.
The country adjacent to the present

stations along the new railroad—at
Lake Hamilton. Dundee, Waverly,
Mountain Lake, Lake Wales, Crooked
Lake, Frostproof, Avon Park and Se¬
bring—has made remarkable progress
during the past three years.
The extension of the railroad south

from Sebring to the Caloosahatchie
river is one of the certainties of the
situation.

Indeed, men
are already planning to open up the
country at expected railroad stations.
A few miles south of Sebring the plat
of suburban tracts and farms, at the
townsite of DeSoto, is already in print,

That is calling, calling you,
Where the waving palm trees beckon
'Neath their skies of sapphire hue."
The fact that business is improving

in every section of the country is help¬
ing forward the southern movement of
population and progress. The dull times
that followed the outbreak of the infer¬
nal war in Europe have passed, and the
improvement is even more noticeable
in our southern states, and especially
in Florida, where railroads have begun
their extension work, than in other sec¬
tions.

This and the fact that the auto¬
mobile said to be responsible for the
accident could not be located and
was not seen by occupants of a car
close behind that of the Achors,
aroused suspicion and led to Achor's
arrest. The Achors had been married
about six months. Both were about
middle aged.
Sheriff Spencer, who made the ar¬

rest, states that the prosecution will
probably charge that Achor struck
his wife a blow over the head with
some heavy weapon, then smashed
the car into the tree and threw her
across the broken windshield In such
manner that it gashed her throat.

There was a bruise on the woman's
forehead but Dr. Achor claimed that

was caused by her head striking
the frame of the windshield when the
car struck the tree. ■

Death Rate Decreases

Jacksonville.—Very interesting in¬
formation is contained in the annual
report of the city board of health,
which has just been issued in book
form.
The city health officer reports that

during 1915 there were 1,354 deaths,
white and 824 colored, non-resi¬

dents included. This gives the city
a death rate of 18.5 per 1,000, the
same figure as for 1914. The mid-year
population, as estimated by the United
States bureau of census, is 73,137;
whites 39,508, or 49.1 per cent; col¬
ored 37,229, or 50.9 per cent. The
crude white death rates is 14.7 and
the crude colored rate is 22.1 per one
thousand.

SUGGESTS PLAN TO
CONSOLIDATE TRACTS

Secretary Houston Of Department Of
Agriculture Would Merge

Florida Forests

Pensacola.—Owing to the fact that
the Choctawhatchee national forest
lands are scattered through a wide
territory and government and private
land so intermixed that it is impos¬
sible for the forest service to proper¬
ly develop or care for the forest, Sec¬
retary of Agriculture Houston has rec¬
ommended the exchange of certain
tracts of government owned land for
private holdings, thus consolidating
ail government lands in one large
tract.

Secretary Houston has written a let¬
ter to Senator Hyers, chairman of the
senate public lands committee, rela¬
tive to the senate bill for the consoli¬
dation of forest land, in which he
says:
"The Florida national forests con¬

sists of two units, the larger and more
important of which is situated on

Choctowahatchee bay and Santa Rosa
sound in west Florida, in the coun¬
ties of Santa Rosa, Okaloosa and Wal
ton.
"The Choctawhatchee or western di¬

vision of the forest has a total gross
acreage of 467,000 acres, of which 157,-
718 acres belong to the government;
310,072 acres have been alienated and
are now privately owned. With one
exception of several solid bodies of
government land along Choctawhat¬
chee bay, the-government lands and
private holdings are intermixed check
erboard fashion throughout the divi¬
sion. Practically the entire area is un

formly covered with a foi^st growth of
long-leaf pine, valuable not only for
saw timber, crossties, etc., but for its
naval stores by-products. The consid
erable area of privately owned lands
within the forest boundaries presents
many difficulties in fire protection
and fire suppression. If the forest
lands lands were consolidated in one

large body or even in smaller bodies
their administration would be render¬
ed much less difficult, and it would
become possible to reduce the cost
of administration and increase its
fectiveness."

Summer Schools For Teachers
Tallahassee. — Three summer

schools for teachers will be conduct-
ad under state auspices the present
year, two for whites and .one for
negroes.
Of the two for whites one will be

at the university at Gainesville, the
other at the Woman's College in Tal¬
lahassee.
The school for negroes will be at the

agricultural and mechanical college
in Tallahassee.
All the schools will begin Monday,

June 12, 1916, continuing eight weeks,
and close August 4.
It was the hope of the state board

of education to continue these schools
for a longer term than eight weeks,
but the appropriation is found inade¬
quate.
After the close of the schools the

privilege of examination for primary,
special and state certificates will
given on Monday, August 7, at each
school.

Unique Well Is Discovered
Jacksonville.—The following inter¬

est announcement is made by the
United States geological survey:
"In their investigation of the wells

and underground waters of Florida
the geologists of the United States
geological survey have noted many
interesting things. Among these is a
well at Welaka, on the St. Johns river.
"This well is three hundred and nine

feet deep. The length of the casing
is one hundred and ten feet. The well
was first drilled to one hundred and
sixty feet, and from this depth ordi¬
nary sulphur water was obtained. The
drill was then carried to a depth of
three hundred and nine feet, where it
encountered strong mineral water,
having a disagreeable, salty taste. In
order to use both kinds of water an

Inner tubing was run nearly to the
bottom of the well. Both this and the
outer casing were connected with
pumps, so that ordinary water and
mineral water can be pumped at the
same time. A favorite joke played on
visitors is to give them a drink of the
weaker water in the first glass and to
replace it with the brine in the sec-

Three Thousand Five Hundred Cars
Sanford.—As the season progresses

it is estimated that the number of re¬

frigerator cars leaving Sanford this
year containing winter vegetables will
total 3,500, which is a record even for
Sanford, already recognized as the
largest center for growing winter veg¬
etables in the world.

IRISH REBELLION
HAS BEEN BROKEN

More Than Seven Hundred Rebels Cap¬
tured, Among Them Countess

Markievicz

LEADERS LAY DOWN ARMS
Despite Surrender of Leaders, It Is

Believed Small Rebel Bands
Will Continue Warfare

Kingstown, Ireland.—The main body
of the Sinn Fein rebels in Dublin have
surrendered.
There was, however, considerable

fighting in Dublin and the suburbs.
It was especially severe at Balls
Bridge, outside Dublin.
The rebels in the College of Sur¬

geons surrendered. One of the pris¬
oners taken here was the Countess
Markievicz.
The proclamation issued by "Provi¬

sional President Pearce advising the
surrender of all the rebels follows:
"In order to prevent the further

slaughter of unarmed people and in
the hope of saving the lives of our
followers, who are surrounded and
hopelessly outnumbered the members
of the provisional government at head¬
quarters have agreed to unconditional
surrender and the commanders of all
the units of the Republican forces will
order their followers to lay down
their arms. PEARCE."
Although the principal leaders of

the rebel movement have laid down
their arms and advised their followers
to acquiesce in an unconditional sur¬

render, there is no doubt that there
will be still great difficulty in restor¬
ing peace in Dublin and the surround¬
ing districts, for numerous small
bands of rebels evidently either have
not received the leaders' orders, or
doubt the authenticity of the orders,
and have determined to continue
guerrilla warfare. Dublin is filled with
small bands located in staunch hous¬
es and other buildings, who have al¬
ways been able to escape by subter¬
ranean passages as soon as the at¬
tack of the soldiers has proved too
strong.
Nobody is allowed to enter Dublin

without written permission from the
highest authority and then only at his
own risk. Moreover, the people are
warned that this risk is considerable,
as stray bullets are likely to meet the
visitor from some unexpected quar¬
ter.

PROSPERITY IS GROWING
IN THE UNITED STATES

Federal Reserve Agents Report On
April Business—The Out¬

look Is Good

Washington.—The monthly survey
of business conditions throughout the
country, reported to the federal re¬
serve board by agents in each reserve
district and made public, shows that
prosperity continued to increase dur¬
ing April in virtually every section
of the United States, especially in
pastern manufacturing centers. A
ynopsis of the survey by district fol¬
lows:
Boston: Business continues to im¬

prove; comparison with a year ago
shows that in many cases the im¬
provement is extreme.
New York: The volume of goods

produced and sold last month was

probably greater than in any March
record.
Atlanta: General conditions are un¬

changed; outlook for future conditions
favorable. There is a gradual selling
of the cotton crop. Manufacturers are

king full time and many are be¬
hind on orders.
Richmond: Business continues to

show improvement. Farmers are in
better financial condition than for
some time past.

Organized Labor Is Gaining Ground
Washington.—Organized labor re¬

ceived more in the year ending May
in increased wages, shortening of

hours and legislation than ever be¬
fore in its history, according to offi¬
cials of - the American Federation of
Labor. Wage advances were general
the country over in virtually every line
of industry, and laws benefiting la¬
bor were put on the statute books of
every state in the Union except five.
Wage increases were greatest in the
metal trades,

SHIP BUILDING BY ANCIENTS
Trade Was Old in the Days of Jacob

—Palatial Yachts for Hiero, Cleo¬
patra and Leo.

Some curious records of early ship¬
building are found in ancient history.
We read in Genesis that ships were

old on the Mediterranean even in the
days of Jacob.
Eighteen hundred and thirty years

before Christ, Ammon built long and
tall ships with sails on the Red sea.

Ninety years later the ship Argo was
built—"the first Greek vessel which
ventured to pass through the sea with¬
out sight of land—being guided only
by the stars."
The wonderful vessel built for Hiero,

king of Syracuse, excited curiosity and
wonder. The craft was constructed
under the direction of the celebrated
mathematician, Archimedes, by a ship¬
builder at Corinth, from wood cut on
Mt. Etna.
Her decks were paved with small

and odd tiles, on which were depicted
with wonderful art scenes from Ho¬
mer's- Iliad. On the upper deck was a
gymnasium, containing gardens plant¬
ed with many kinds of shrubs, with
walks between them overshadowed by
vines and ivy, the roots of which were
nourished in moistened earth.
Near this apartment was a dining

room dedicated to Venus, paved with
agates and other precious stones. The
walls and ceiling were of Cyprus and
the doors of ivory.
Near this was a library, the walls

being of boxwood and the ceiling rep¬
resenting the sky by night, with the
constellations embossed upon it.

We read also of the gardens of the
barge of Cleopatra, of the domones of
the Romans, long ships first used in
sailings matches, in which Leo, the
emperor, used to sail from Constant!
nople to the Asiatic coasts—and which
the sultan continued to use to a late
day—of the feluccas and the gondolas
of the Venetians, and a variety of
pleasure craft common to eastern coun
tries in early times.
Turning over the leaves of early An¬

glo-Saxon history, we find that about
1000 A. D. Harold sent to Athelstan a

magnificent ship, with "a golden beak
and purple* sails," surrounded by
shields internally gilt.
In this ship the wild northern mon

arch doubtless cruised the seas in com¬

fort, though the Norse vessels of the
period were but great undecked boats

SYSTEM COSTLY

Bonding Will Reduce Expenses — Less
Chance for Mis-Use of Funds —

Concentrates Resources

Believing that the bond issue for
good roads will carry in the Ft.
Meade district and that it will do much
to build up not only that community,
but the whole county, W. A. Evans,
one of the most prominent citizens
of that city and the largest hardware
man there, is boosting and working
for the bond issue.
" I believe that we ought to bond

and build the good roads," said Mr
Evans, "particularly on account of the
farmer. Good roads will enable him
to get his produce to market in shorter
time and thus in man| instances
prevent what is now, on account of
lack of proper transportation facilities,
a total loss, or at least forcing him
to sell for less than he would get for
his goods if he had good roads to bring
them over.

I am a merchant here and my bus¬
iness depends, in a great measure on
the farmer. When he prospers I
prosper, and I'm for anything that will
be of benefit to him and I know that
good roads will be the greatest benefit
that he can have.
" I am for the bonds,'' he went on,

"for I believe that method to be the
best and cheapest. It means putting
the road building and financing of the
road under one central head which
means less chance of the mis-use of
funds. Lalso believe that under the
bond issue that the roads will be less
expensive than under the district plan.
"Heretofore the cost of the roads,

under the present plan, has been ex¬
cessive and poor roads have been the
result. Not only have they been ex
pensive but their poor condition has
kept people away from Polk County.
Settlers will not locate in a community
that has bad roads, particularly if
they are from a community where
they have had good roads and know
what they mean th the people. We
need good roads and plenty of them.
I am certain that the bond issue will

carry by a good majority. We can't
afford to stand still. People must
either go ahead or go backward. To
vote fer the bonds means to go ahead
and Polk County in her whole history
has never been known to go backward.

School Laws Being Sent Out.
Tallahassee.—A new "Digest of

School Laws, prepared by Slate Su¬
perintendent W. N. Sheats, has just
been issued from the press of the
state printer at Tallahassee. It is a
volume of nearly three hundred pages
and, in addition to giving the consti¬
tutional and statute law provisions for
public schools, It contains the regu¬
lations of the state board of educa¬
tion, copies of all forms for the use
of school officers and teachers, and a

complete index. The provision of
the general statutes of 1905 and all
legislative enactments since then re¬
lating to Florida's school have been
classified and arranged according to
subject.
This latest edition of the school

laws is being distributed to county su¬
perintendents for the use of school
officials generaly.

Destroyers Sail For San Domingo
Key West.—There was great activ¬

ity In the navy yard when orders
came from the navy department to
provision and coal the destroyers in
port for immediate sea voyage. At
6 p.m. the destroyers Walker and Ter¬
ry, oil burners, sailed for San Domin¬
go, and the destroyers Flusser, Ster-
rett, Reid, Preston and Lawson, ac¬
companied by the supply ship Pan¬
ther, the latter boats coal burners,
will steam away later.

WILL IMPROVE
LATERAL ROADS AS

SOON AS POSSIBLE

If disappointment is felt in some
sections because no provision has been
made there for roads under the pro¬
posed bond issue, itmust be remembered
that Polk County covers a large area;
is one of the largest counties in the
State; is growing exceedingly fast,
and that in order to keep the bond
issue within reasonable limits and
guard against increased taxation, the
Commissioners were compelled to draw
some line and eliminate some roads
they would have been glad to include.
The main highways had to be taken
care of—those roads on which traffic is
now heavy and needing permanent im¬
provement. No laterals have been
possible under this scheme, but it is
the expressed policy of the Commiss¬
ioners, just as soon as the hard sur¬

facing of the main roads harf been
taken care of by the bond issue, to
proceed at once on the improvement of
lateral and other connecting roads by
using the surplus of the income after
providing for the interest on the
bonds. This interest will be $75,000
per annum for the next five years,
during which time no part of the prin¬
ciple will be refunded. The income
this year will be $116,000. The com¬
missioners estimate the assessed valu¬
ation for the next year as about $20,
000,000, which will give $160,000 income
for the road fund, without any increase
of the present milage -and this in¬
crease in the assessed valuation, year
by year, will enable more work to be
done—not included in the bonded
scheme—so that they are satisfied they
will be able in the five years following
the bond issue to bring these outside
roads into a system of fairly good
traversable roads.
It must also be remembered that if

the b?nd issue should fail to carry there
is no provision, and there will be no
funds for the improvement of these
roads outside of the bonded scheme,
for the reason that absolute necessity
and the conserving of the greatest
good for the greatest number will com¬
pel the commissioners to spend every
dollar of the yearly income, indef¬
initely, for the improvement and main¬
tenance of the present system of main
highways, nearly every mile of which
is needing urgent attention now and a
good deal of which will require more
money than the commissioners have
available from the present milage, and
it will indeed be a question of whether
the commissioners shall increase the
present milage to provide funds for the
immediate improvement of the main
thoroughfares, and spend the same on
the same old material which has been
found absolutely unsatisfactory.
If criticism is made of the roads be¬

ing too narrow, the answer to such
criticism is that, the Commissioners
specified nine foot roads only on those
thoroughfares having the least amount
of traffic and where by proper provis¬
ion in the way of clay shoulders on
either side for passing, a nine foot sur¬
facing would be sufficient to take care
of travel on that particular road. Nine
foot roads in other counties have prov¬
en satisfactory there having been less
accidents on such roads than on the
wider roads, such as the road from
Plant City to Tampa.

Solon G. Wilson, candidate for posi¬
tion of Senator, from the Seventh Sen¬
atorial District was one of the speakers
at the rally on Wednesday evening and
made a very favorable impression on
the voters.

Mr. Wilson, in his platform states
that he will work and vote for a law
prohibiting the manufacturing and sale
of intoxicating liquors. He says:
"I have no pet measures or hobby; but
I will support all constructive legislation
which I think will benefit a majority of
the people morally, socially, and finan¬
cially, irrespective of caste condition
and locality.

SAVE THOUSANDS

"The good roads to be built under
the plan outlined for the road system
by the Polk County Good Roads Asso¬
ciation, out of the proceeds of the
bond issue, will save the citrus growers
of this county $50,000," said Chas.
H. Walker, Manager of the Polk Co.
Sub-Exchange," or enough to pay for
the sinking fund for the bonds twice
over, and I am for the bonds.
"Under, the present system the farm¬

ers and growers are paying a road
tax and getting no benefits, when if
the bond issue carries and the system
of' good roads are built, as outlined,
they will be able at least to save 50
per cent on the cost of hauling. With
paved roads to haul the fruit crop
alone of Polk County, the saving over
the present cost of hauling will more
than pay the sinking fund for retiring
the bonds, as I have just stated. I
have figured it out and I know that
my figures are correct, as I keep tab

i all these costs down to a penny.
In my opinion," he continued, "it is

our rural people, the farmer and grow¬
er, who will receive the greatest benefit
from the good roads. A man with
a one horse wagon goes to town once
a week with half a load on account of
poor roads at present. When the good
roads are built he can haul a whole
load as often as he wishes, with less
wear and tear on his equipment.
"I approve the bond issue," he said,
because I want the roads built. Un¬

der any other system 75 per cent of
the county will be without roads for
possibly ten years or longer, probably
longer, as it will take all the money
we can get to keep what we have built
in repair and there will be nothing left
to build other roads out of. We can

build roads out of 5 per cent money
and we can not build roads out of 8
per cent money. That's the proposition
in a nut shell. I can't see for the life
of me why other people cannot see it
that way.
The proposition is so plain why we

bond," he continued,"that it's just
like this. Suppose Polk County had
the million and a half now to pay for
the roads, they could lend that million
and a half right here in the county at
8 per cent and borrow 'money outside
the state for 5 per cent, and make 3
per cent on the transaction. Besides
this the bonding and building these roads
means that over a million dollars will
be left in the county, for, labor teams
and materials, so that two-thirds of
our money will stay right here.
"I dont think there is any question

but that the bonds will carry. They
will by a large majority in this district
as we know that the good roads are
an investment, not an expense."

Gainesville Visited By Hail Storm

Jacksonville.—The corn of Hills-

boro, Polk and DeSoto counties is
doing well in spite of the continued
drouth. A. F. Spencer, district agent
for the University of Florida exten¬
sion division, reports that the drouth
has been more severe in south Flor¬
ida than in any other part of the
state. But the corn is growing well,
and has a good color. Some of it has
been cultivated the second time, and
a few garden patches of sweet corn
are in tassel.

STRIPPING SPROUTS FROM

YOUNG CITRUS MAY RE¬

TARD GROWTH

The common method of pruning
young citrus trees is to keep the side
branches rubbed off. A few are left
at the top to form the head. Accord¬
ing to B. F, ' Floyd, plant physiologist
to the University of Florida Experi¬
ment Station, this practice is not al¬
ways successful. If nothing happens
to retard growth, the branches left
for the top will develop. If unfavor¬
able conditions obtain, the tree may be
delayed a year or two.
Sometimes the tree puts out an addi¬

tional side branches to overcome the
unfavorable conditions. These are

usually rubbed off also in an attempt
to make the tree grow. This is an
effort to make the tree do what it
would not do naturally. Mr. Floyd
suggests that the side branches be
allowed to grow. A good growth of
lower branches will be had, and the
top can be formed from them. The
upper part of the trunk should be
pruned away later, and a well rounded
low topped tree can be had from the
remaining branches. In many cases
this is the only way to obtain a good top.
If the branches are allowed to grow

along the trunk it will be protected
from the sun. Sunburned trunks do
not distribute food efficiently. The
side branches will also,keep up a lively
movement of food along the trunk and
thus render it less susceptible to sun¬
burn. If a high topped tree is desired
the branches can be pruned later.
It is not wasteful to allow the

branches to grow and prune them
later. The fertilizer which they use
will be amply repaid by the more vig¬
orous tree.

GRANT FRANCHISE

FOR ELECTRIC LINE

One of the most important matters
to come before the commissioners

recently and one which will mean
more for the development of the
county than any other one thing, ex¬
cept the completion of the proposed
system of good roads, was the grant¬
ing of a franchise for the construction
of the Lakeland-Winter Haven-Bartow
Interurban line. This franchise was

applied for by two bankers from
Baltimore who do not want to be
known in the matter just at present.
This franchise grants this company

an interurban railway through, this
county, to erect a power station to
supply electricity for operating a rail¬
way, and permission is granted to lay
tracks and all other necessary equip¬
ment in the construction of this line.
The franchise runs for thirty years.

They agree to begin construction
within eighteen months from the
granting of the franchise and the
completion of at least one mile of
track within ninety days after the
work is started. The work will be

prosecuted just as rapidly as financial
and physical conditions will permit.—
Courier Informant.

HERD IMPROVEMENT

DEMANDS SYSTEM

The man who makes two pounds of
meat grow where one grew before will
do greater work for the state than the
man who mutiplies the grass popula¬
tion. Given all the grass the state can

grow, it will not produce meat efficient¬
ly unless the animal to which it is fed
has the capacity for it. The livestock
herds must be improved. That means
new blood and pure blood. The ability
of an animal to use food efficiently and
to make correspondingly cheap gains is
in direct proportion to the pure blood
in it, if other things are equal.
John M. Scott, animal industrialist

to the University of Florida Experi¬
ment Stations, offers the following
points for breed and herd improvement:
"1. Do not use a scrub sire or one

from a mixture of two or more breeds.
2. Do not use a sire that is no better
than the one discarded. 3. Do not se¬

lect the sire from within the herd. In¬
troduce new blood. 4. Good blood im¬
proves the quality, good feed also does
its part, but a combination of the two
is better and will go a long way toward
improving Florida livestock. 5. Do
not overcrowd the summer range. 6.
Do not expect livestock to obtain a

good living on the open range or among
the pine trees during winter."

AMERICAN NURSES IN SERBIA

Their Work, and That of the Doctors
Who Accompanied Them, Can

Never Be Forgotten.

The conditions of that pest camp
cannot be told, but this can—that not
one of those twelve women and six
men faltered or turned back. They
were engulfed; they were over¬
whelmed. Every nurse became a "lady
of the lamp." They were cooks, sis¬
ters, ministering angels, priests, under¬
takers. Mohammedans, unused to hon¬
esty or sympathy in women, reached
out feeble hands to touch their gar¬
ments. Soldiers cut off their prized
buttons and officers their stars and
chevrons that they might press them
into the hands that cooled their brow
or dressed the grievous wounds, writes
Loyal Lincoln Wirt in the Congrega-
tionalist.
Our girls did not become callous in

the presence of suffering or rebellious
and hard midst the scourge of death.
They had come not to question, but to
help; not to be ministered unto, but to
minister. And they did^they and
their brothers, the doctors, who fought
with them and for them through it all
until an unseen hand reached up and
drew them down, one by one, beside
their patients. It was not the work
and the overwork that did this, but
the dread typhus, a disease that car¬
ries oft half its victims and is spread
by the ever-present body vermin. It
was the introduction of the 60,000
Austrian prisoners scattered over
Serbia, one-half of whom died with it.
Doctor Lane was the first of the

staff to go down, then Doctor King.
Ten of the twelve nurses followed,
and five of the six physicians. Miss
Krueger, supervising nurse, had
pneumonia, pleurisy and typhus in
succession. Doctor Magruder, the no¬
ble director of unit 3; Doctor Don¬
nelly and Doctor Hodge, after a gal¬
lant fight for their alien brothers, laid
down their own lives.

REASON FOR HIS BRAGGING

British Soldier Felt He Had to Lie
About His Wonderful Deeds

In the Field.

An officer was surprised one day
when searching the letters of his de¬
tachment to read in oik of them a

passage that was something like this:
"We have just got out of shell-fire

for the first time for two months. It
has been a hard time. The Germans
were determined to take our field bak¬
ery, but, by gee! we would not let
them. We killed them in thousands."
This was r. letter from onr of the

bakers to his wife. None of the de¬
tachment had been a mile from the
base, and they had never seen a Ger¬
man. except as a prisoner. My friend
knew the writer well, and could not
help (although it was none of his busi¬
ness) asking him why he told such
terrible lies to his poor wife. The sol¬
dier said:
"It's quite true what you say, but

it's like this, sir. When my wife and
the wives of the other men in the
place where I live are talking it all
over in t^e morning I couldn't think
to let her have nothing to say and the
others all bragging about what their
men had done with the Germans.
That's the way of it, sir."—Manchester

drouth in a decade, on account of
which many truck growers had to re¬

plant their first crop. Other dis¬
couraging circumstances were en¬

countered, so much so, in fact, that
many growers threw up their hands
and quit the game for the season, but
those who persevered in the face of
all difficulties are now being reward¬
ed with big crops which are bringing
fine prices.
Something like 12,000 crates of veg¬

etables have been shipped and the
Shipping season has just begun. Three
carloads a day are gfiing forward to
northern markets. Although the crop
Is much later than it has been for
years, prices are holding up remark
ably well for potatoes, cucumbers and
beans.

Postmasters Of State To Meet
Jacksonville.—From all indications,

the tenth annual convention of the
Florida Association of Postmasters, to
be held in Ocala, May 9 to 11, inclu
sive, promises to be one of the best
meetings and most largely attended
of any thus far held.
Mrs. Grace' Barry Wise, assistant

postmaster of the Jacksonville office
has sent out notices to all members
of the association, of which W. R. Dor
man of Live Oak is the president. The
host will be Col. R. T. Rogers, post
master of the Ocala office. A fine pro¬
gram has been arranged, and it is ex

pected that all sections of the state
will be represented. Railroad rates
have been secured and the members
of the association when purchasing
their tickets to Ocala should ask the
railroad agent for certificate rate
Jacksonville will be well represented
at the meeting.
The State League of Postmasters of

which W. H. Brophy of Crystal
Springs is the president, will meet
with the association.

Spend $100,000 For Good Roads

Miami.—Increase in the cost
bridge materials and more insistent
demands for additional oiled roads
ha3 caused the county commissioners
to call an election on June 13,
$100,000 in place of $70,000 as had
before been planned,,for county roads,
bridges and a jail.
"The people want more oiled

roads," declared County Commission¬
er E. D. V. Burr, "and they are will
ing to pay for them. They reduce
the upkeep of roads enormously and
are thus economical, I believe."
The estimates for the county bridges

were made all of six months ago, and
the price of steel and other materials
has risen considerably during this pe¬
riod.

Work Started on Tamiami Trail

Miami.—Accepting the bid of a com¬

pany of Atlanta, Ga., for the construc¬
tion of the Tamiami trail, and the bid
of Hobart Crabtree for the supervis¬
ing 6f this work, the county commis¬
sioners took a long step towards the
consummation of this long hoped for
project. The bid of the company was
$257,500 and was the only one offered,
Mr. Crabtree offered to do the super¬
vising for $8,500.
The bid of the Atlanta company was

made conditional upon the agreement
on a contract satisfactory to both the
county and the company, holding that
some matters were not mentioned in
the specifications.

To Hold Pure Food Show
Jacksonville.—Announcement has

been made by those in charge of ar¬

rangements for the pure food show
and commercial exposition which is
to be held under the auspices of the
Shriners' band, that the opening day
has been definitely fixed for May 29,
and that the event will continue
throughout the week, beginning that
day. This anouncement comes from
headquarters following an active cam¬
paign by the arrangement committee
for the purpose of ascertaining the
most favorable time for those inter¬
ested in the show, and those who
have already taken space for exhib¬
its.

200 Cars Of Potatoes Shipped

FOR ROAD BONDS

Ratification of Issue of Million and a Half
Will Mean Big Improvement for

Polk County

The public of Polk County is being
aroused to the need of better highways
and great enthusiasm everywhere pre¬
vails in favor of building them, accord¬
ing to J. Walker Pope, Winter Haven
real estate dealer, and Mr. Gallemore,
editor of the Bartow Record, both of
whom were in Tampa yesterday. Polk
County, which in many respects excels
other counties of the state, will not be
left behind in the good roads proces¬
sion, they declare.
June 1 the voters of Polk County are

to decide whether or not a bond issue
of $1,500,000 is to be authorized for the
construction of an up-to-date system of
asphalt highways reaching every sec¬
tion of the county and connecting with
roads of other counties, and the bond
issue is certain to carry, according to
these gentlemen. A big educational
campaign is being carried on in that
county, showing the people the benefits
which will be derived from the bond
issue.
Among the reasons being urged why

the people should vote for the bond is¬
sue is the fact that better roads will
bring thousands of tourists to that sec¬
tion every winter; each one of them
spending much money before returning.
The lack of roads has been a serious
obstacle heretofore and Polk's slowness
in getting them has previously embar¬
rassed adjoining counties, who have
built to Polk's borders. The better
roads will be of tremendous advantage
to farmers in getting their crops to
railroads for shipment and as a matter
of general convenience to everyone.
Polk, it is said, is beginning to realize

the meaning of the important step Hills¬
borough took some time back, when a
bond issue of $1,000,000 was carried for
building seventy miles of brick roads.
The Polk County bond issue of $1,500,-
000, if it carries, will be the largest
ever voted by any county in the south¬
ern states for road purposes. •
Polk County is one of the best and

10 WAGE FIGHT
ON CATTLE TICK

Committee Has Been Selected To Vigor
ously Push Campaign For

Eradication

ORGANIZATION IS FORMED
Large Fund Placed At The Disposal

Of Body By Interested Men
Of The State

Tallahassee.—A campaign for the
eradication of cattle tick in Florida

will be conducted on a far greater
scale than heretofore, as the result
of the organization in Jacksonville of
a Florida cattle tick eradication com¬

mittee.
It is the purpose of the committee

to at onee undertake an active state¬
wide campaign of information and ed¬
ucation in cattle tick ex-adication and
to bring to its aid and assistance,
as far as possible, every organization
and individual in the state of Florida
who is interested in a bigger and bet¬
ter Florida.
The warm co-operation of the fede¬

ral department of agriculture, the
state department of agriculture, the
state agricultural college, the state
board of health and the Florida live
stock association have already been
assured, and resolutions were recent¬
ly adopted by the State Bankers' As¬
sociation at Daytona, and by the State
Press Association at Kjssimmee, offer¬
ing definite co-operation in the pro¬
posed campaign, and characterizing.it
as the principal business issue before
the people of Florida.
The first concrete step in this move¬

ment was the Florida cattle confer¬
ence held at Tampa on February 7 and
8 last. This was designed to bring
out as far as possible, in open discus¬
sion, by men of special training and
experience the real conditions in
Florida, whether advantageous or oth¬
erwise, with respect to the cattle in¬
dustry.
Much of a useful and interesting na¬

ture was disclosed in the Tampa meet¬
ing, and it was shown in a most strik¬
ing manner, by speakers of experi¬
ence and expert knowledge, who took
part in the discussion, that until the
Texas fever cattle ttck is entirely
eliminated from. the. .state, and the

federal quarantine restrictions re
ed, the cattle business'can never r
that high state of development which
is justified by the conditions of Flor¬
ida soil and climate.
Since the Tampa conference there

have been a series of meetings of rep¬
resentatives of txrge interests through¬
out the state for the purpose of dis¬
cussing the method Which ought to
be pursued to obtain the most satis¬
factory result. The earnest of these
discussions has been striking, and
a result a large fund has been placed
at the disposal of the committee for
the purpose of prosecuting the work.

Eppes Tucker Jr., who is a candidate
for the office of County Judge, wai
among the candidates who spoke ii
Lake Wales Wednesday evening and
during his speech outlined the qualifi¬
cations necessary to the maintenance
of this office.

MEXICAN BANDITS
RAID TEXAS TOWNS

American Patrol Almost Destroyed And
Places Looted Throughout The

Big Bend District

FOUR PERSONS ARE KILLED
General Funston Has Ordered Troops

To Pursue The Raiders—Other
Negotiations Halted

Alpine, Texas.—Villa bandits, some
seventy in number, forded the Rio
Grande and, sweeping fifteen miles in¬
land on American soil, raided the lit¬
tle settlement of Glenn Springs and
attacked a detachment of American
cavalry, consisting of nine men of
troop A, the Fourteenth cavalry.

Three Troopers And Boy Killed
Three troopers and a little 10-year-

oid boy were killed, two cavalrymen
were wounded and another is miss¬
ing. He is believed to be a prisoner
of the bandits, who are now fleeing
southward into Coahuila, Mexico.

Two Americans Abducted
Two American citizens were car¬

ried across the Rio Grande, and re¬
ports have it that their throats were
cut. The two wounded troopers, Pri¬
vates J. Birck and Frank DeFree, were
taken to Alpine badly wounded. Birck's
body was filled with small brass pieces
of tacks fired from a shotgun. De-
Free was burned about the head and
shoulders.
Battle Occurred in Adobe House
In a little adobe house nine cavalry¬

men made their fight for life against
the seventy or more Villista bandits
at Glenn Springs. A hail of shot poured
for more than two hours into the sin¬
gle window of the adobe house, but the
cavalrymen kept up a steady rifle fire
in defiant answer. Then the Mexican
leader ordered fire balls to be thrown
on the roof, thickly thatched with can-
dalaria.
Smoked The Troopers Into Open
The blazing weed tortured the sol¬

diers below and burnt their heads and
bodies. Smashing the door, the troop¬
ers broke for the open. Two were shot
and killed as they fled. One is miss-!,'
ing and it is believed he is dead, An¬
other was (tilled as he tried to climb
through a window.

Funston Orders Instant Pursuit

Major General Frederick Funston
ordered that four troops of cavalry
should proceed to the raided districts
to reinforce small detachments al¬
ready on their way to the scene from
Presidio, Alpine and other points.

Pursuers Will Cross Border
These troops got under way, and, it

is said that, if the exigencies of the
case require such action, they will
cross the border in order to run down
and disperse the bandits. The force
consists of two troop of the Eighth
cavalry from Fort Bliss, El Paso, un¬
der Major George T. Langhorne, and
two troops of the Fourteenth cavalry
from Fort Clark under Colonel Freder¬
ick W. Sibley.
Washington Greatly Surprised At Raid
Washington.—Renewed raiding of

American territory by Mexican out¬
laws at Glenn Springs and Boquillas,
Texas, under circumstances paralleling
the Columbus, N. M., massacre, im¬
pressed official here with the urgent
necessity for prompt conclusion of the
agreement with the Carranza govern¬
ment to give the United States great¬
er liberty in crushing banditry along
the border. The report of the new
violations of United States soil and
the killing of five Americans from a
quarter most unexpected and in which
General Carranza had declared he had
complete control against outlawry oc¬
casioned great surprise. Important
changes will probably be made in
the border patrol forces.
Forty-Two Bandits Killed in Mexico
Namiquipa, Mexico.—A full squad¬

ron of 230 men of tile Eleventh cav¬

alry surprised and routed a much
larger force of Vill abandits at Ojo
Azules, 17 miles south of Cusihuira-
chic. Forty-two Mexicans were killed
and a number wounded. There were
no American casualties. The Amer¬
ican command, under Major Robert L.
Howze, had been pursuing the bandits
under General Cruz, Dominguez and
Julio Acosta for several days, when
they encountered them encamped in
the huddled adobe huts of Ojo-Azules.

One of the biggest cattle men in the
state made the statement the other
day that Florida would be free from
the cattle tick within three years. He
may or may not be right, but it looks
now as if the tick's days were number¬
ed. Vats are certainly enjoying a
mushroom growth.
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West Florida Farmers Organize
Jacksonville.—West Florida farmers

are co-operating more than ever this
year. Several co-operative organiza¬
tions have been effected this spring
for various purposes. Farmers around
Telogia, in Liberty county, have or¬
ganized for buying fertilizers and oth¬
er supplies. They also intend to meet
regularly to discuss common prob¬
lems.

Quincy has a cantaloupe club, that
will control about four hundred acres.
A sweet potato growers' asosciation
has been formed at Bonifay. These
farmers have bought draws together,
and plan to plant at the same time,
so that they can ship together. Farm¬
ers near Greensboro are buying seeds
and fertilizers co-operatively.
At Santa Rosa, in the southern part

of Walton county, farmers have form¬
ed the Santa Rosa Growers' associa¬
tion. They had an excellent farmers'
institute recently. They plan to buy
seeds, ground limestone, fertilizers
and other supplies co-operatively.
Several West Florida counties have

decided to eradicate the cattle tick.
Each county has a director who is a

representative of the West Florida
association, and who is chairman of
the local association in his county.
In Escambia county the tick organiza¬
tion forms a local branch of the Crop
Improvement association.

Mendenhall Gives Up Fight
Tampa.—J. J. Mendenhall, who has

been in jail in Ocala recently, during
the time his appeal was pending in
the supreme court, will likely be mov¬
ed to the state convict camps very
shortly. The usual rule is that a pris¬

oner Is taken "to serve his sentence
thirty days after the appeal fails, un¬
less further action is begun in his
behalf. Thomas Palmer, attorney for
Mendenhall, stated that no further ef¬
forts would be made for the present.
Mendenhall, who was convicted last

September for having murdered Susie
Eliot, of Tampa, on July 2, 1915, en
deavored to get a new trial before
Judge O. K. Reaves, and when this
failed, appealed to the supreme court,
having been removed to the Ocala jail
in the meantime on account of the
crowded condition of the jail at Clear¬
water. Very recently the supreme
court refused the appeal in his case,
and it was then thought an effort
would be made for a rehearing, but
from what Mr. Palmer said this plan
has been abandoned.

his order with a letter to the officers
here to arrest any person violating
the law. The dealers in provisions
and fruits have obeyed the order gen¬
erally, hut there are afew -who are
inclined to defy the law, and these
will receive but little consideration if
arrested.

50 Carloads Of Potatoes Moving Daily
Hastings.—The potato shipment

here has about reached its maximum
movement. An average of fifty cars
per day are now rolling into the north¬
ern markets. These shipments are
moving from Hastings, Orange Mills,
East Palatka, Armstrong, Elkton, Yel-
vington and Federal Point, a radius
of ten miles. The yield as a whole
per acre is satisfactory • considering
that the prices have remained steady.
They are being bought on the track
here for $4.75 for ones and $3.75 for
twos and a healthy demand.

SENATOR FOR
BOND ISSUE

Present System is the Most Expensive
---Temporary Road is Makeshift

-Build for Permanency

"I firmly believe that the people are
generally agreed on I the proposition
that the present roaef system is inad¬
equate and too expensive," said State
Senator Drane, of Polk county, when
asked regarding the present good roads
movement in His district.

' 'The system which we have had for
some years past," he continued, "of
building clay roads has proven the most
expensive system that could be devised.
As illustrating what I mean by this I
refer to a beautiful clay road, which
was finished two years ago last Christ¬
mas, connecting Bartow with Lakeland
via Lake Hollingsworth- and Haskell.
"This was a magnificent road at the

time of its building. It has had fre¬
quent repairs since and is today al¬
most impassable! In other words, a
road which cost $3,000 to $4,000 a mile
to build, and which was constructed
according to modern and intelligent
methods, by reason of the materials
used is at this time ready to be aban¬
doned.

Again: A little more than eighteen
months ago, a similar road was con¬
structed from the city limits of Lake¬
land to the Hillsborough county 'line,
and there are thousands of people who
travel between Lakeland and Tampa
who are reminded daily that this road,
although only eighteen mon'hs old, is
practically destroyed. ^
"I hold, therefore,' lie sacj jmph.tt-

ically, "that a temporary road is in
dollars and cents, the most expensive
road. The alternative is to build roads
of a permanent material, such as the
sand-asphalt as is used in Lake county,
of which samples are now on exhibi¬
tion in five County Commissioners' dis¬
tricts in this county, or brick.
"While the initial cost is somewhat

greater than clay with the first named
material and more greatly increased in
the case of brick, still taking a period
of ten or fifteen years, either is prefer¬
able to clay because they will prove
cheaper in the end, more sanitary,
smoother and in every way more desir¬
able.

' 'There are two methods of obtaining
roads,"he went on. "One by direct
taxation, from year to year, which
means a heavy direct taxation with a
minimum of milage and requiring a long
term of years to complete the system
of roads. The other by bonding, which
places the payment of this tax in a sys¬
tem of installments covering a period
of more than twenty years and giving
a maximum of mileage in a minimum
of time.
"The methods of financing is the

question to be settled in this bonding
election, but the main idea to my mind
is that whatever the method chosen,
the final solution must be the building
of roads for permanency rather than
temporary makeshifts. Temporary
roads are the most expensive in the
world.

FLORIDA TO HAVE
GOOD ROAD

Covers Five Year Period—First Year's Pro
Rata Small, But Last Year's was

Over Quarter Million

Tallahassee.—A Washington dis¬
patch states that it is expected that
interest in road building in Florida
will he quickened by the passage by

Jthe senate, of legislation which will
encourage and facilitate the construc¬
tion of permanent highways through¬
out the state.
Under this legislation the large sum

of $840,750 will be paid out of the
federal treasury to aid in road-build¬
ing in Florida during the five fiscal
years beginning July 1, 1916, and end¬
ing June 30, 1921. The amounts to
be paid out by the government for
road building in Florida during these
five fiscal years vary as follows:

1916, $56,050; 1917, $112,100; 1918,
$168,150; 1919, $224,200-; 1920, $280,-
250,
These apportionments are for the

fiscal years beginning on July 1 of
each year mentioned.
In other words, Florida obtains its

pro rata share of an appropriation of
$5,000,000 for the entire United States
the first year, $10,000,000 the secona
year, $15,000,000 the third year, $20,-
000,000 the fourth year and $25,000,000
the fifth year. This pro rata allotment
is based on three factors—area, pop¬
ulation and number of rural delivery
and star mail routes.
On this basis of dividing the funds

the state of Florida will receive 1,121
per cent of all the money to be paid
out from the federal treasury. This
percentage showing Florida's share
of each item follows:
Area, 54,861 square miles, or 1.85

per cent.
Population, 752,619, or .822 per cent.
Mileage of rural delivery and star

routes 8,442.45 or .690 per cent.
Important provisions of the legisla¬

tion follow:
1. The federal government's share

of the cost of any road improved un¬
der the act is limited to 50 per cent.
The remaining 50 per cent must be
raised by state or localities.

2. The state must agree that such
road improved shall be properly main¬
tained.
The limit of federal contribution for

any one mile of roadway is $10,000.

RESIGNS EDITORSHIP

General E. M. Law, who has been
the editor of the Bartow Courier-
Informant for a number of years, has
resigned his position to take effect at
the will of the directors. The stock¬
holders of the paper have passed a
resolution expressing regret over his
action, and assuring him of their
high appreciation of his work.

BONDS A SAVING
TO TAX-PAYERS

President Hooker in Favor of Roads-
Election Will Carry is Opinion of

Head of Bartow State Bank

Expressing it as his sincere opinion
that the bond issue for good roads
will carry in the coming election and
that a bond issue is the most ecpnom-
ical, President J. N. Hooker, of the
State Bank of Bartow, voiced his sen¬
timents in favor of good roads.
"I am heartily in favor of the build¬

ing of the good roads as outlined in
the plan submitted to the people,"
said President Hooker, "and I am for
the bond issue as the best method to
accomplish that much desired fact,
"I can state conservatively that I

believe that the election will go in
favor of the bonds by a good majority.
Some of the districts will go solidly
for it and none, in my opinion, will
of against it. If any do it will be
some small district which will not
count in the final result.
The building of the roads by a bond

issue will mean the saving of consid¬
erable money to the people over any
other system, particulary over our
present system, which is wasteful and
extravagant.
"I am for the bonds and good roads

and will do all in my power to help
them through.

t
Prospects Good For Average Yield
Gainesville.—Dry weather has pre¬

vailed to a large extent over a large
section of the state, picticularly in the
northern and south-central parts, the
results be'na that crops are from two
to three weeks later than usual. Pros¬
pects, however, are good for an aver¬
age yield as the farmers are learning
how to prepare their seed beds better
than before, and also to pay more at¬
tention to cultivation of the crop at
shorter intervals with shallow work¬
ing tools. Quite a number of farmers
in the southern belt have already har¬
vested their corps.

Girl Who Killed Father Not Held
Jacksonville.—Dorothy Peers, the

little 9-year-old girl of Marietta who
was charged with having killed her
father, A. T. Peers, during a quar¬
rel with his wife, was exonerated at
the inquest relative to the death. The
verdict of the jury was that Peers
came to his death by a bullet wound
from a pistol in the hands of the lit¬
tle girl, while defending her mother.

Orlando Winner For Postmasters
Ocala.—The tenth annual meeting

of the Florida Postmasters' Associa¬
tion met here. Orlando was selected
as the place for the next meeting.
Col. R. F. Rogers of this city succeed¬
ed Riley Dorman of Live Oak as
president of the association. Other
officers elected were: D. N. Cone of
Benton, first vice president; A. B.
Brown of Fort Pierce, second vice *
president; Macon Thornton, third vice
president; Judge Paul Willis, Willis-
ton, fourth vice president.

Florida Strawberries Lead

According to estimates made pub¬
lic by the department of agriculture
at Washington, Florida is making
rapid strides in the direction of be¬
coming the leading strawberry pro¬
ducing state in the Union. Florida soil
and climate is particularly adapted
to the growing of strawberries and
this crop has been demonstrated as
one of the money crops of the state.

Hospital At St. Augustine Burned
St. Augustine.—Fire completely

gutted the elegant Flagler hospital,
entailing a loss of $60,000, only $18,-
flOO of which was covered by insur¬
ance.

Starting in the laundry of the build¬
ing, the flames spread rapidly and,
owing to the fact that the water press¬
ure was low at the time, the firemen
had difficulty in getting the blaze un¬
der control. There were a number
of patients in the hospital and these
were all moved to the Railroad hospi¬
tal with no ill effects.

While it is true that these roads
are not mentioned in the call for the
election and therefore the bond money
cannot be used for the purpose of
building these roads, the commissioners
have not rescinded their action in build¬
ing them and it is supposed they will
use the money derived from the reg¬
ular road fund in their construction.—

UNIFORM PIG CLUB
AGREEMENT ADOPTED

A uniform agreement between pig
club members and bankers has been
adopted. This agreement which was
submitted by G. L. Herrington, boy's
club agehtfor the University of Florida
Extension Division, was approved
by the State Bankers' Association at
a recent meeting. A tentative agree¬
ment was formed for those counties
which started the work earlier, but
that was considered a little too tech¬
nical. A uniform agreement for the
whole state was desirable.
The following is a copy of the

agreement between club members and
the trustee representing the banks:
"This is to certify that A. Club

Member has joined the Pig Club in
Any County, and has agreed to follow
the advice and instructions of the
county demonstration agent with re¬
spect' to the care of one pig which
has been purchased by John Doe as
trustee for certain banks in Sometown.
If the club member fails to follow the
instructions of the county demonstration
agent or neglects the pig in any other
way that will impair proper growth
and development, the county agent
may take the pig and dispose of it in
the best way to refund the banks.
In consideration of the confidence

placed in me, I agree to pay John Doe,
trustee, within 18 months from date

— with interest at per cent
from date. (Signature of club mem¬

ber.)
This agreement when properly

signed by any member selected by the
County demonstration Agent, becomes
an order for the amount named therein.
(Signature of trustee)."

Threefootclayshoulders,sixinchesthickaftercompressionundertentonroller,willbeconstructedoneithersideoftheroadwaytoaffordopportunityfortheeasy
passingofvehicleswherethepavedsurfaceisnotsufficientlywideforthatpurpose. Competentengineers,contractors,andotherswhohavegonecarefullyoverthespecificationsstatethatthesespecificationscallforoneofthebesttypesofasphaltcon¬structionknown,andmuchbettereventhanthefamousasphaltroadswhichhavebeenlaidinLakeCounty,andhighlyapproved. IfanyquestionshouldberaisedastotheabilityoftheCountytobondfortheamountcalledforwithoutanyincreaseinthepresentroadmillage,thevotershouldtake
intoconsiderationthefactthattheCommissionersaretaxpayersthemselves;thattheymaynotevensucceedthemselvesasCommissioners,andthattheyaregood,cleanmen

NOINCREASE—earnestandsincereinwhattheyaredoing,andhavethebackingofthisAssociation,composedofnearly400ofthebestandmostablemeninthecounty,equallyinter-OFTAXESestedastaxpayers—onememberrepresentingataxableindustrywhich,initsentiretypaysmorethanone-thirdoftheentiretaxesofthecounty.OneofthosemenmightNECESSARYerrinjudgement—ahalfdozenormoremightbeoverenthusiasticorotherwiseatfault—butitftsubmittedasentirelyimprobable—nay,impossible—forsolargeanumber ofmentobeeachoneofthemsufficientlyblindorindifferenttothewelfareofthecountyastoproposeandendorseaplanwhichhasanyrealelementoffaultinit.IfPolkCountyistomakeprogress,herlivemenmustbetrustedtodoallthatisnecessarytosafe-guardtheinterestsofthepeople. Ifcriticismismadeofroadsbeingmadetooharrow,theanswertosuchcriticismisthattheCommissionersspecifiedninefootroadsonlyonthosethoroughfareshaving
NINFFOOTROADSt*ie'eastamountoftrafficandwhere,byproperprovisioninthewayofclayshouldersoneithersideforpassing,aninefootsurfacingwouldbesufficienttotakecareoftravelonthatparticularroad.Ninefootroadsinothercountieshaveprovensatisfactory—therehavingbeenlessaccidentsonsuchroadsthanonthewiderroads,suchastheroadfromPlantCitytoTampa. Ifthequestionarises,"aretheasphaltroadsguaranteed?"theansweris"NO!"—andneitherisanyotherkindofroadsguaranteedforiongerthanveryreasonabletime

afterconstruction,inwhichtoremedyoccasionalfautlyworkinallconstructionandwhichistobetakencareofinthecaseoftheproposedasphaltroads.TheCom¬ missioners,aswellastheGoodRoadsAssociation,aresatisfied,afteramostthoroughandcarefulinvestigation,thattheasphaltroadwill,withreasonablemaintenance,givebetterresults,economically,thananyotherconstruction,consideringdifferenceinoriginalcostofmoreexpensiveroads.ReferenceisheremadetoastatementbyH.S.Jau-don,theEngineerinchargeofthework;"Nopavementisguaranteedundersuretybondsatthistimeforoverfiveyears.Thisisaverysmallproportionofthelifeofanypavementthatwewouldexpecttolay.Inrecentyearsprobablyninetypercent,ofthereputablepavingengineersinvariouscitiesthroughoutthecountryhavemaintainedthatthebestguaranteeiscompetentsupervision.ProbablythislargeproportionoftheEngineershaveabondonedtheoldcustomofmakingthecontractorsfurnishaSuretyCompanyBondguaranteeingthepavementforfiveyears.Thisbondprobablycostsintheneighborhoodoftwocentsperyard,andinthecaseofPolkCountywouldamount
toover$30,000,This,ofcourse,wouldhavetobeaddedtothecontractpricebythevariouscontractorsbiddingonthework.AChemicalLaboratoryestablishedonthe groundtomakeananalysisofthemixtureeveryday,aswillbedoneincasethisworkiscarriedout,isthebestguaranteethatyoucanget,andinpayingout$30,000addition¬ allyforthisAPPARENTprotectionisanabsolutewasteofmoney". While,forsomereason,adistrictroadbondissuewouldbemoresatisfactorytosomeofthedistrictsinthecounty—theGoodRoadsAssociationandtheCommissionersto¬

getherdecidedthatitwasbetterforthecounty,asawhole,thatacounty-widesystembecarriedout.Suchaplanismoreeconomical;bondswillsellmuchbetter;betterbidscanbesecuredforthelargework,andittendstogreaterharmonyinthecounty.Inanswertoasuggestionthatthephosphatesectionswouldpreferadistrictbondis¬ sue,attentionmightbecalledtothefactthatinsuchterritorythephosphateindustriespay85percent,ofthetax,andsowouldpay85percent,ofthebondissue.This wouldbereducedconsiderablyifunitedinacounty-widebondissue,morenearlymakinganaverage.Theaboveargumentmaybeallrightforthegeneraltaxpayerinthe phosphatesectionswhowouldhavetheroadsalmostentirefyattheexpenseofthatindustry,butitisnotlikelysuchaschemewouldbesatisfactorytotheindustryitself. Noplan,nomatterbywhosoevermade,wouldbesatisfactorytoeverysingletaxpayer,butasexpressedinarecentappealofoneofourmosteminentandreasonablyconservativemen—Mr.E.C.StuartofBartow,inaletterdatedApril24,1916:"Wenowhavebeforeusforconsiderationaquestionofthegreatestimportance,indecid¬ ingofwhichwecannotaffordtomakeamistake.ThestandwetakeamongothercountiesintheStatedependsuponit;ourimmediateprogressinallmaterialthingsde¬ pendsuponourdecision.Irefertothequestionofissuingbondsforgoodroads.OurCountyCommissionershaveconditionallyacceptedabidfortheconstructionofroads reachingpracticallytoallpartsofthecounty;theyhavecalledanelectionforJune1sttodecidewhetherornottheseroadsshallbeconstructed,andnowitisuptothepeo¬ pletosaywhetherornotweshallhavetheroads.Itmaybethattheplansandthebidsdonotconforminallrespectstosomeofourpreconceivednotions,butletusnot setournotionsupagainstthewelfareandprogressofourcountyasplannedbyourCountyCommissionerswiththeaidandco-operationofsomeofourbestcitizens.Theyhaveemployedmostcompetentengineerstoplanandsupervisethematerialandconstructionoftheroads.Theyhaveadoptedeverymeanswithintheirpowertogetthebest possibleresultsformoneyinvestedinroads;thenletusassumethattheverybesthasbeendoneandwillbedonethatpossiblycanbedoneinthepremises,andletushavetheroads.AsataxpayeroftheCountyIappealtoeveryvoterinthecountytovoteforbondsandthusallowmetheprivilegeofpayingtaxesforgoodroadsinstead ofpayingtaxesforbadroads,aswenowdo.Letusenjoygoodroadswhilewelive,andleaveanexampleofprogressforthosewhofollowus." Itshouldberememberedthatuptothepresenttime,andforthenext30days,PolkCountyhasreceived,andwillreceive,somesplendidadvertising,whichisattract¬
ingattentionalloverthecountry,inconnectionwiththeproposedbondissue.Ifthebondissuecarries,theresultsofthisadvertisingwillbetremendousand,ontheotherhand,ifthebondelectionshouldfailtocarry,theadvertisingofsuchanunfavorableresultwouldbemoredisastrousbecauseofthepreviouspublicity. Anothermatterforthevoterstoconsidercarefully:TheconservativeestimateoftheEngineersshowthatoutofthe$1,500,000tobespentontheroads,morethanone

milliondollarsofthatamountwillbepaidformaterialandlaborwhichthecontractorsdesiretoemployrightinthecounty,andtheyarerightnowengagedinmakingar¬ rangementswithpartiesalloverthecountywherebyeveryidlehorseandmule,everyunemployedlaborer,canbesecuredincasethebondissuecarries.Onemilliondol¬ larsofnewandrealmoneytocomeintothecounty,tobeputincirculationalloverthecounty,iscertainlysomethingtobeconsidered. Theargumenturgedinfavorofbuildingtheroadsbymeansofdirecttaxationisinfavoronlyofthenextgenerationandintheinterestofsettlerswhocomeinandfind
theseimprovementsalreadymadeandpaidfor.ItistruethattheCourtHousehasbeenbuiltandpaidfor,andbythoseofuswhoaretaxpayersrightnow,and,asamat¬ teroffact,thosewhoarenowcomingin,andwillcomeinfromthistime,willhavenopartinthepaymentofanimprovementwhichtheyneverthelesshavethebenefitof.If ourroadsarebuiltunderabondissue,thosewhopurchasepropertyduringthelifeofthebondswillhelpustopayfortheroads.ThepopulationofPolkCountywilldoubt¬ lessbemultipliedfourtimesduringthelifeofthebondissue.Thisnewpopulationwillenjoytheuseoftheroadsandoughttopaytheirshareofthecost.Anotherfact— bydirecttaxationwewouldhavetomakepaymentfortheroadswithmoneywortheightpercent.,whilefromabondissuewewouldmakepaymentwithfivepercent money.

Everytaxpayerisurgedtoconsiderthisimportantmattermostcarefully.IfhisinterestsaremerelyselfishandhehasnothoughtatallofthewelfareoftheCounty,
heisnotadesirablecitizenanyway,noronetowhomthisappealwillbepossible—butputtingselfishinterestsasideandlookingatthematterfromabig,publicspirited pointofview—havingatheartthedevelopmentandprosperityofthebestCountyintheState,inwhicheverymaninitwillshare,leteachmandecidethequestionatissue, andhecannotbutvoteinfavorofthebondsalonecanadequatelymeetthesituationconfrontingPolkCountyasshenowstandshaltingatthethresholdoffurtherdevelopment—asmuchimpossibleforherwithoutthisborrowingofnecessarycapital,asforamerchanttomeetthedemandsofhisincreasingbusiness.Hewiselyborrowsthiscapital,increaseshisbusiness,andhisprofits,andmeetswithfinancialsuccess,asarewardoffaithinhimselfandhisbusiness.Itisbelieved,too,thatPolkCounty,asrepresentedbyhertaxpayers,willshowalikewisdomandmeetthesamekindofasituationwithasimilarfaithonJunelsi

Declaring that the bonding of Polk
;County for the building of good roads
would be a good investment for the
tax-payers from the standpoint of econ
omy, W. E. Arthur, president of the
First National Bank of Ft. Meade,
aligned himself with the Good Roads
boosters in no uncertain manner.

"The development of a county de¬
pends on a system of good roads,"
said President Arthur, "to a large ex¬
tent, far larger than most people
imagine. I consider good roads the
best of investments from an econom¬

ical standpoint in every way, not only
of benefit to the car owner, who
really is a minor consideration, but
more so to the farmer and those who
live out in the country, in view of the
fact that they will be enabled, over
good roads, to reach their markets
and render them more accessible.

doned. This is poor economy.
"By bonding we will obtain ample

funds to buy the best materials, skill
science and labor and the roads will
be properly laid, requiring little at
tention for years to come. Polk Coun¬
ty has been advertised by her poor
roads all over the State and outside of
it; it is time to controvert this by
building good roads, the best that
money can obtain, and the bond issue
is the only way. Good roads are the
best of advertisement. I'm going to
vote for good roads.''

A road is an artery of civilization.
Professor Galpin of the University of
Wisconsin, has made some of the most
interesting studies of rural life of which
I have any knowledge, not the least
significant of which is the influence of
roads on our manners, morals, bank ac¬
counts and even religious activities.
After all, a man is only a little more

active than an oyster. An oyster never
moves. Nature says to the oyster:
"You have made your bed—now lie in
it." Which the oyster proceeds to do
indefinitely.
Every organism has its foes and the

oyster is no exception; but it seems ra
ther hard lines that any living being
should be so constituted that the evil
goes after it while it is inhibited from
going after the good. That, however,
is an issue for the oyster and not for
us. The present point is that we hu¬
man beings are only a shade better off
in this respect than the mollusk in
question.
We sit by the roadside and absorb

what good comes down the pike. If
we live on a good road the probabilities
are far greater that we belong to a co¬
operative association, or a farmers'
club, or a lodge, or a church, or all of
them, than if we are on one of those
byways that begin nowhere and end in
some equally obscure locality. More
good things come down the good pike,
and we suck them in.
The clionpenf way to get ail unpro-

greaaive region into the awiin of
progreaa ia to furniali it with good
roada. It is equally the best way to
get an unprosperous group of people in¬
to the list of people with bank accounts.
This isn't a theory of mine. The sur¬
veys show it.
I am free to confess that there may

be some slight confusion of cause and
effect in this, and that the strong, pros¬
perous and progressive to some extent
crowd the others off the good roads into
the backwash of the trails; but there
is more to it than this.

Go into any old neighborhood in which
the people started fifty years ago on an
even basis, and where the roads have
developed, and you will find the fami¬
lies which luck has favored with ade¬
quate means of getting about, living

broader, fuller and more prosperous
lives than do those who have been left
off the road map. The latter have had
harder work to get their produce to
market. They haven't read so much.
They have been deprived of the stimu¬
lus of meeting their fellows as often as
they should.
They have been oysters to whom the

human ocean has not brought so much
for progress. The road is the channel
through which runs a Gulf Stream
charged with food for man—who does
not live by bread alone.
One may be as fully alive on an iso¬

lated farm as anywhere else, if he is
the right sort of person; but very few
are of that sort. And it certainly is a
shame to have that person lost to the
world by marooning him on one of those
calf paths which I like to distinguish
from a highway by calling it a lowway.
The automobile people, therefore, in

their purely selfish campaign for better
roads, are really advance agents of a
higher civilization. They are working
for better education, more social cen¬
ters, more clubs, more lodges, more
life insurance, more books, more pa¬
pers, stronger churches, co-operation,
rural credit, better life.
Don't think I am criticizing them by

saying that their campaign is purely
selfish. Enlightened selfishness is so
near like altruism that it's hard to
tell them apart. Why do we work for
better things of all sorts, give to war
sufferers, sit up all night with a sick
friend' feed a miserable tramp, give a
vagrant an overcoat that we really
need, do any unselfish act? Nine times j
out of ten it is because we feel that we
shall be unhappy if we don't.
The good-roads propaganda of our ,

automobile-making andmotor-car-using
friends is not on this lofty plane per¬
haps, but it is good for all that. I do
not always favor their schemes for
getting good roads, but I am in favor
of the roads.

I am in favor,of them because I need/
them in my neighborhood; and 1 want
them in my neighborhood because
want the country to grow great and
noble. It's my country, you see.
Selfishness again.

The plans for the new Methodist

Church have been approved and the

BAD ROADS COST
TRAVELING PUBLIC

Chief of Bureau of Highways, Philadelphia
Through Municipal Journal, Says Wear

and Tear is $40 Per Vehicle

Very few people realize what the
actual loss, in wear and tear,
caused to wagon, vehicles and auto¬
mobiles in a year that is due to poor
roads.
The importance of a hard, smooth

surface has been emphasized again
and again, but it cannot be too often
stated. This applies equally to roads
of any kind, but particularly to clay
or shell roads whose surface has been
broken or worn out, by reason of the
type or material of which they are
made.
Speaking on this question of poor

roads, William H. Connell, chief of
the Bureau of Highways and Street
Cleaning of the city of Philadelphia,
in the Municipal Journal, calls atten¬
tion to the effect of poor roads
which is often overlooked. Said Mr.
Connell:

A conservative estimate of the
cost per vehicle for the renewal of
parts and ordinary wear and tear
caused through being compelled to
travel over poor pavements would be
at least $40 per year per vehicle. Be¬
sides this excessive cost poor roads
discourage travel and trade. They
prevent as heavy loading of vehicles
as would be possible over permanent
roads and again the farmer suffers.
This amount to each individual vehicle
owner would go a long way in paying
the cost of bonds, interest and sinking
fund.
"These figures are not imaginary.

Owners of a large number of vehicles
like the express companies, whole¬
salers, retailers and department stores
who have a large business outside of
cities and who keep accurate records
of their vehicle upkeep have seen these
figures actually appear on their cost
sheets.

If poor city pavements, which at
their worst, are infinitely better than
broken, rutty country roads, caused
this loss, what must the cost be to

LIME INJURY MAY BE
REMEDIED EASILY

A number of cases where youug citrus
trees have been injured by the applica¬
tion of ground limestone to a light
sandy soil lacking in humus have been
found. The following conditions, cited
by B. F. Floyd, plant physiologist to
the University of Florida Experiment
Station, are apparently common to all:
Ground limestone was used on a soil al¬
ready deficient in humus and no step
was taken to add humus making mater¬
ials to the soil. No cover crops were
grown or turned under and mineral fer¬
tilizers were used exclusively. The af¬
fected trees were all less than 10 years
old.
One grove was found where the fore¬

going practice was followed several
years ago. The grower began to use
limited quantities of organic sources of
ammonia and phosphoric acid and re¬
duced cultivation to the minimum. He
has been growing and turning under
cover crops, adding small amounts of
manure to furnish innoculation, mulch¬
ing his trees, and pruning severely the
weakened growth. The grove is
thrifty today.
It is probable that this is the method

which growers will have to follow to
bring groves back to condition if they
have been injured by injudicious use of
grond limestone on soil deficient in hu¬
mus. Lime can be used but provision
should be made at the same time to re¬
plenish the humus.

TRAIN HERE

Remarkable Exhibit is Viewed by a

Large Number of People and
Deep Impression Made

The exhibition and demonstration
train of the State Health Department
in charge of Dr. Joseph Y. Porter, ar¬
rived in Lake Wales Saturday evening
and the doors were thrown open to the
public Sunday morning.
The train consists of three cars, two

of which contain the exhibits and the
other being fitted up for living quar¬
ters for those in charge.
The exhibit is arranged for the pur¬

pose of giving an ocular demonstration
of the danger of contracting disease
from flies, mosquitoes, unsanitary out¬
houses and surroundings, impure water
and the careless expectorator, etc. It
is also shown how all these evil condi¬
tions may be overcome and right ones
established.
There is also a model cattle dip and

a stable showing all the newest sani¬
tary arrangements for the protection
of the cattle, as well as guarding
against infection of milk and dairy pro¬
ducts through uncleanliness.
Considerable space is given to illus¬

trating the proper care of children and
also showing by doll models the rate of
infantile mortality through improper
care during the first two years after
birth.
It is a wonderfully arranged exhibit

and made a profound impression upon
the large number of Lake Wales resi¬
dents who attended it on Sunday after¬
noon and Monday morning.
Dr. Porter entertained a number of

people in his private car Sunday
afternoon and Miss Domaris Herndon,
who is superintendent of the exhibit,
was the guest of Mr. and Mrs. M.
R. Anderson, whose little girl, Domaris,
is named after her.
The lessons learned from this exhibit

should be of untold value to to the peo¬
ple here, and it is hoped that improved
sanitary conditions will result.

Tick Campa gn Gainirg Momentum
Jacksonville.—The Escambia Coun¬

ty Cattlemen's Association has under
consideration the building of at leas'
ten dipping vats in line with the cam¬

paign now under way in West Flor¬
ida to wipe out the cattle tick. Twelve
members of the association have en¬

dorsed a note for an amount sufficient
to do the work with and they hold
themselves responsible for the sue
cess or failure of the movement.
The campaign for the eradication

of cattle tick in Florida is taking a
firm hold on the whole state. PeopP
not directly interested in the cattle
industry are becoming just as enthu
slsatic over the movement as those
who are. They are beginning to real¬
ize the great good that the state will
derive from the eradication of the pest
which is costing many hundreds of
thousands of dollars annually.
Prospects for the early and com¬

plete riddance of the tick in this state
were never better.

Escambia Agricultural School.
Escambia county is seriously con¬

sidering the erection of a county ag¬
ricultural school. Enthusiastic agri¬
culturists of the far western county
of the state are at work on plans to
float a bond issue for that purpose.
Escambia county has always been

to the forefront in matters concern¬

ing agricultural development, and we
believe that in this indication of pro-
gressiveness along those lines she
will accomplish far greater results in
the future. It is probable that these
schools will be the means of giving
the prospective farmers a fair educa¬
tion in farming and that they may
be fitted for post-courses at the Flor¬
ida state agricultural or other col¬
leges. It will have the efTect of
bringing about greater interest in sci¬
entific farming.

ROAD BOOSTERS
MEET IN BARTOW

Great Crowd Gathers for Final Rally of
Campaign - Prominent Men Speak

in Favor of the Road Bonds

The final rally of the advocates of

good roads bonds was held in Bartow
Tuesday, and if the enthusiasm of the

great crowd who gathered there is a

fair indication of the sentiment re¬

garding the bonds, there ought to be
an overwhelming majority of votes in
favor of them cast today.

acted as Chairman of the proceedings.
After an excellent talk on the road

question, he introduced the speakers.
E. C. Stuart, who is one of the lar-

g st taxpayers in t'ie county, was the
first speaker called and he was followed
by C. C. Clayton, a banker of Lakeland.
F. S. Ruth, manager of the Mountain
Lake Corporation, which is spending
hundreds of thousands of dollars in a

development just north of Lake Wales,
was the next to express his views on
the need of good road3.
Other speakers were Editor Hether-

ington, of the Lakeland Telegram; Ed.
Scott, Arcadia, State Highway Com¬
missioner; Hon. J, S. Cox, Mayor of
Lakeland; J. W. Dean, a banker of
Lakeland; and H. W. Snell, of Winter
Haven.
Telegrams were read from D. C. Gil-

lett and W. F. Stovall, of Tampa; W.
M. Overshire, of Orlando; C. B.Woods,
of Eustis; and G. D. Leach, of Lees-
burg, urging the voting of the bonds
and telling of the benefits that had ac¬
crued to Hillsborough, Orange and
Lake Counties by the building of hard
surfaced, permanent roads.
The automobile parade took place
hortly after three o'clock, and there
were a great number of machines in
line.
The objective point of the procession

was the baseball grounds, where a dou¬
ble header was played. The first game
was between Winter Haven and Kis-
simmee, and the former won by the
ore of 3 -0.
Lakeland and Bartow next crossed

Teaching Law Held Unconstitutional
St. Augustine.—Judge Gibbs of the

I do not feel though that
I am intruding, either as a resident of
Hillsboro County, or as an officer of the
Central Florida Highway Association.
All of South Florida is interested in the
election; every county in the state
south and west of Polk County feels
that Polk County's bad roads have re¬
tarded the growth of the other coun¬
ties, and this is an absolute fact.
During the past winter I have had

occasion to give road routings to thous¬
ands of tourists wishing to motor either
from Tampa north, or to those in the
North contemplating making a trip to

counties in order to avoid bad stretches
of the highway.

INJUNCTION DENIED

ANTI-BONDS ADVOCATES

Florida's Delegates Chosen By Lot
Tallahassee. — The five-year-old

daughter of Attorney General West
drew straws to determine who shall
represent Florida Democrats at the
next national convention. There were

no contests in the first, second and
fourth districts, and the drawings
were for contested places in the third
district and the state at large. It
was1 agreed by all the candidates that
the first names drawn should he the
delegates. State Chairman Raney ap¬
proved the plan and by leaving the
names off the ticket in the June pri¬
maries it will be shortened consider¬
ably.
Pat Murphy and John C. Cooper, Jr.,

of Jacksonville; E. H. Jones, of Lake¬
land, and H. C. Sparkman, of Dayto-
na, were chosen delegates from the
state at large.

Denying the petition of the anti-bond
men, Commissioner T. O. Rogers, sit¬
ting in the absence of Judge Whitney,
refused to grant an injuction directed
to the County Commissioners of Polk
County, not to hold the election for the
$1,500,000 good road bonds.
The main allegation of the petitioners,

J. Wes Bryant and others, was that
the election was in contravention of
the Constitution of the State of Flor¬
ida in that it should be limited to
"freeholders" and not to "legal" vo¬
ters only.
Arguments upon these allegations

were made by counsel for the petition¬
ers who endeavored to show that his
contentions were correct, bu» every
point made was successfully met by
counsel for the County Commissioners.
After listening to all arguments the

court announced its decision not to is¬
sue an injunction.
An appeal from this decision was

taken by the petitioners and the case
was argued before Judge Whitney at
Arcadia Wednesday. At the time of
going to press we have been unable to
get a report of the final decision.

Egrets Being Killed By Hundreds.
Tampa.—That the traffic in aig¬

rettes, the plumes taken from the
Florida egret, Is being carried on in
open violation of the law in this state,
is the statement made by Capt. B.
V. Pacetti, inspector of federal bird
reservations in the Southwestern dis¬
trict, department of agriculture. Capt.
Pacetti said he noticed a number of
aigrettes being worn on hats adorn¬
ing the heads of women in this city,
although the law makes possession of
such plumes a misdemeanor.
Captain Pacetti said he had been

told that during the past season
more than 500 egret plumes were
brought into Murphy and disposed
of, part of them at Bradentown and
others sent on to other cities and
towns. He said he recently visited
what has been famous as an egret
rookey, a point on Alligator bay in
Monroe county. There he found the
trees where the rookery was formerly
located had been cut down and even
burned, and the remains of many
birds lay on the ground.

LOWERING THE DEATH RATE

Report Shows a Gratifying Decrease
in the Victims of Tuberculosis

During Recent Years.

At the convention of the National
Association for the Study and Preven¬
tion of Tuberculosis, held recently at
Seattle, it was shown that the nation¬
al death rate from tuberculosis has
decreased from 326 per 100,000 in 1880
to 146.6 in 1913. This decrease is
equivalent to the saving of 179,027
lives in a single year. It proves that
the fight against the scourge is being
waged wisely and effectively.
It is estimated that there are to¬

day 1,430,000 consumptives in the
United States. Their existence means

an economic loss of $214,500,000 a
year. Any movement to lessen the
number of sufferers is commendable,
not only from the standpoint of the
humanitarian, but also from that of
the practical economist.
Such figures are highly interesting

just at present: They show that while
more than half the world is almost
wholly absorbed in the work of taking
life, the American republic remains
concerned in the business of saving
life. The contrast between the hu¬
manitarians in session at Seattle and
the strategy boards which are meeting
today in all the great European cap¬
itals is sufficiently striking.—Cleve¬
land Plain Dealer.

Thoughtlessness and Accidents.
"The vast majority of personal in-

Jury accidents are net due to mechani¬
cal defects," writes H. L. Gannett, in¬
spector of safety and fire prevention
of the Commonwealth Edison com¬

pany at Chicago, "but are plainly due
to some thoughtless act on the part of
the injured or his fellow man.
"An arm or leg off can never be re¬

placed—an eye lost cannot be put
back, and a life once surrendered can
never be recalled.
"Life is sweet. A home with a crlg-

pled father is not filled with the happi¬
ness that it is entitled to enjoy; and a
home from which the father has been
called to that land from whence no

traveler returns is truly in distress,
and has an added sadness when it is
known that an avoidable accident
caused by the thoughtless act had
caused the untimely call of the grim
reaper."

Unkind Fate.
Death quickly overtook the hero of

the German submarine war after his
decoration for the sinking of three
British armored cruisers. But it was

death in the line of duty. It was an
unklnder fate w.hich visited Lieu¬
tenant Warneford, whose unparalleled
exploit of destroying a German diri¬
gible in single combat had given him
first place in the aeroplane achieve¬
ments of the war. He met death
while off duty, freshly wearing the
decorations of two nations and appar¬
ently engaged in the peaceful and
easy task of giving the American
writer Needham a trial trip in the air.
It has often been remarked that peace
can claim more aeroplane fatalities
as to numbers involved than war. This
is a case in striking illustration.—
New York World.

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MEXICANS ATTACK
AMERICAN TROOPS

Natives Are Being Told Americana
Are Being Chased From

Mexico

Field Headquarters, Mexico, Via
Wireless to Columbus, N. M.—Troop¬
er of the Seventh cavalry were fired
upon near the town of Temosachlo,
and one was wounded. The attack
is ascribed to bandits hiding under a
bridge near the town, which is a
few miles southeast of Madeira on
the Mexican Northwestern railroad.
A very small group of Mexicans is

falling In behind the American col¬
umns as they move northward, al¬
ways keeping out of sight, but tell¬
ing the natives that they are chasing
the "gringoes" from Mexican soil.
They stop whenever the Americans
halt and hide or disarm if General
Pershing's men approach them. Two
suppositions are prevalent regarding
the Identity of these men. One is
that they are Carranzistas trying to
give the American movement the ap¬
pearance of a retreat. The other is
that they are bandits seeking to an¬
noy the Americans by sniping. The
latter conjecture is regarded as the
more probable.

Indians Threaten Langhorne
Marathon, Texas.—Army officials at

this place are investigating a report
brought from Boquillas by a truck
driver that Yaqui Indians were In
the rear of Major Langhorne's cav¬
alry detachment and in a position to
threaten it. According to the truck
driver, who said he got his informa¬
tion from couriers sent to the bor¬
der by the expeditionary forces, Colo¬
nel Sibley, who was leading the ad¬
vance out of Mexico, has retraced his
steps in order to reinforce Langhorne.
Marauders cut the army telegraph

line between Marathon and the Mexi¬
can frontier in three places. Capt.
H. L. Evans of the army signal corps
brought a report here that he had
been told that upon receipt of some
information concerning a Yaqui move¬
ment toward the American border,
Colonel Sibley had turned back to the
interior and was preparing, if neces¬
sary, to reinforce Major Langhorne,
who was holding up the rear.

Effects Junction With General Gor-
ringe's Army Near Kut-el-

Amara

London.—The Russians have achiev¬
ed in part one of their main object¬
ives in Asiatic Turkey—the joining
of hands with their British allies

fighting against the Turks on the Ti¬
gris river. Without preliminary an¬
nouncement and apparently quite un¬
expectedly, a force of Russian caval¬
ry, after a bold and adventurous ride,
has formed a junction with the Brit¬
ish general, Gorringe, on the right
bank of the Tigris, in the region of
Kut-el-Amara, where only recently a
British force under General Town-
shend, after a long siege, was forced
to capitulate to the Turks.
How the Russians made their ad¬

vance—whether along the Tigris val¬
ley past Bagdad or down through
Persia, has not been made known.
Coincident with their arrival, how¬
ever, comes a report that the Turks
have evacuated Bethaiessa, their ad¬
vanced position on the right bank of
the Tigris, and also have lost to the
British their Dujaillam redoubt.
Petrograd also says the Russians

are keeping up their advance on Mo-
An official communicated issued

concerning the situation along the Ti¬
gris follows "General Lake reports
that on the 19th the enemy vacated
the Bethaiessa advanced position on
the right bank of the Tigris. General
Gorringe, following up the enemy, at¬
tacked and carried the Dujailam re¬
doubt. The enemy is still holding
the Sannayyat position on the left
hank of the river. A force of Rus¬
sian cavalry has joined General Gor¬
ringe after a bold and adventurous
ride."

Nine Persons killed, And 18 Hurt
Denison, Texas.—Nine persons

were killed and thirty-eight injured
at Kemp City, Okla., eight miles east
of Denison, and the town was badly
damaged by a tornedo which swept
a path three-quarters of a mile wida
and five miles long In the vicinity of
Kemp. Only three small dwelling re¬
main intact at Kemp. Twelve busi¬
ness houses and sixty residences at
Kemp. Only three small dwellings re-
nine dead, eight were killed in the
town. Two children were among the
injured.

L irgest Deposits Of Phosphate Rock

In The United States Lo¬
cated In Florida

Tallahassee.—In an article on the
advantages and resources of Florida,
Commissioner of Agriculture McRae
shows that Florida is not merely a
winter resort region, but an all-the-
yenr-round state, and when by diversi-
lieation of crops this state produces
its own foods and feeds, Florida will
enter upon an era of growth unprece¬
dented among American states.
Florida has more forms of vegeta¬

tion than any other state, and new
uses for things considered useless are
constantly being made. The federal
government has three special experi¬
ment stations in Florida, more titan
in any other stntp, to try out growing
tilings brought from other continents.
Florida is not classed generally

among the mineral-bearing states, but
il has the largest deposits of phos¬
phate rock in the United States. It
produces more fuller's earth than all
others combined, and its kaolin beds
are extensive.
Florida is growing. The census of

1915—just now being tabulated—shows
a larger percentage of gain in popu
iation and wealth than in any other
of the stales taking a census at the
midway point between the federal cen¬
sus periods. And yet Belgium, with
scarcely one-fifth the area of Florida,
had a population before the war of
589 per square mile, being the most
densely inhabited country in Europe.
Of its area of 7,250,000 acres, about
two-thirds or 4,250,000 acres were cul¬
tivated. Florida has 35,000 acres of
land and 5,000 square miles of inland
waters in banks and rivers, and Flor¬
ida as densely populated as Belgium
would have over 35,000,000 people.

A few years ago the idea of improv¬
ing native livestock was pooh-poohed.
Cattle raisers thought that the Florida
steer could not be improved profitably.Then, too, there was little incentive
for stock men to build up their herds
under open free range conditions.
There have been a few men, however,
who believed that improvement could
be made profitably. During the last
fifteen years they have demonstrated
what can be done by bringing in good
blood.

These men have succeeded in the face
of discouragements. Many of the pure
blooded animals which they brought in
were from above the quarantine line,
and some of them died. Not more than
a dozen men in the whole state dared
to enter this pioneer field, but now that
they have shown what can be done in
improving native cattle others will fol
low. Purebred livestock has come to
stay. The scrub steer will pass sooner'
or later.
Some work remains to be done, how¬

ever to obtain widespread results with
herd improvement. John M. Scott,
mal industrialist to the University of
Florida Experiment Station. mentions
some of the most important: Do not
overstock the range but give the grass
a better chance to become better estab¬
lished; provide dry forage or ensilage
to tide animals through winter; buy
good breeding stock to encourage men
to raise breeding animals; do not mix
blood or use grade or scrub sires, and
above all eradicate the tick.

IN MANY SECTIONS

The brown rot of tomatoes, which
has been common on the east coast,
south of Miami, was found recently
near Bradentown. It is evident from
specimens that have been sent to the
University of Florida Experiment Sta¬
tion and from inquiries received, that
the disease is common in south Florida
low lands, especially in rainy weather.
The disease is conspicuous by its dark

greenish brown color, often by distinct
concentric rings, and by a hardened
area. It is caused by a ground fungus,
which, according to Dr. C. D. Sherba-
koff, associate plant pathologist to the
Station, probably cannot attack the
fruit unless it is near or touches the
ground. If the disease is causing con¬
siderable damage the plants may be
staked to hold the fruit off tha ground.

NEW REMEDY FOR
CHICKEN MITES

The Storrs Connecticut Station has
worked out a new remedy for chicken
mites, commonly known as lice. J. R.
Watson, entomologist to the Univer¬
sity of Florida Experiment Station,
calls attention of Florida poultrymen
to this remedy. Mix one part of mer¬
curial or blue ointment to one or two

parts of vaseline. Emphasis is laid on

thorough mixing.
A portion of this mixture the size

of a pea smeared on some part of the
chicken will, it is held, rid it of mites.
The best place is around the vent, al¬
though beneath the wing may serve.
The preparation should be well rubbed
into the skin. It is supposed that the
mites will cross this treated portion
some time in their wanderings, and,
consequently it is not necessary for
the whole bird to be treated.
Reports of this treatment are in

Bulletin 86 of the Storrs Connecticut
Station.

FLORIDA FARMERS RAISE
MORE HAY

Florida farmers are becoming more
and more independent of imported hay,
They are not only raising more hay but
they are holding it on their farms to
feed. The last report -of the United
States Bureau of Crop Estimates gave
the amount of hay on farms at 15,000
tons, May 1. This is larger by 4000
tons than the amount on hand at the
same period for several years. The
tons on hand May 1 for the last four
years was 1915, 9000; 1914, 11,000; 1913,
7,000; 1912, 7,000. Florida farmers fed
about 80 percent of the 1915 crop of hay.
C. C. Hare, field agent for the Bur¬

eau in Florida, calls attention to the
report for May. The percentages of
practically all crops except strawberries
are low. Field peas are placed at 76
percent of a normal crop. All vege¬
tables and staple crops are below 75
percent and some are 50 or below. Dry
weather is blamed for the poor con¬
dition of these crops.

SOW BEGGAR WEED
IN CORNFIELDS

Beggar weed should be sown in
cornfields during the early part of
June. Of course the seed from last
year's crop will produce a crop in
some fields, but where a good stand
is desired and risk is to be eliminated
seed should be sown. A. P. Spencer,
district agent for the University of
Florida Extension Division, recom¬
mends from 8 to 12 pounds of clean
seed to the acre. From 15 to 20 pounds
will be required if the uncleaned seed
are sown.

Beggar weed is high and some may
not wish to seed so heavily. Four
pounds sown this year will produce
enough seed for a good stand next
year. This method, however, is not
profitable where a good crop is de¬
sired this year.

Convicted Of Murder
DeFuniak.—Justice long delayed

has been given to Calvin Gray, col¬
ored, who was convicted of murder
in the second degree for killing Dock
Fleming in this county thirty years
ago. He was sentenced to life im¬
prisonment. When Gray murdered
Fleming in 1888 he fled this section
and lived in Texas and other states.
Three months ago Sheriff Bell located
and arrested the negro on an old in¬
dictment, long since delayed. When
the case came up for investigation it
was found that the foreman of the
grand jury returning the true bill was
dead. The state attorney and judge
of the court and all the witnesses also
had passed away, at least those wit¬
nesses whose names appeared on the
records, but sheriff and state attorney
found some witnesses, boys when the
crime was committed, who testified
and brought about conviction.

Tallahassee.—Florida counties have

424.37 for highway improvement pur¬
poses. According to figures which
have been collected from the state
comptroller's office and other sources,
the total bonded indebtedness of
counties of the state for road pur¬
poses now amounts to $10,771,424.37,
all of which was created during the
past few years.
The fact that Florida counties dur¬

ing the last several years have spent
or are not spending more than $10,-
000,000 in better roads, and the fac't
that nearly $5,000,000 more is propos¬
ed for the present year, makes Flor¬
ida one of the most progressive states
in the Union in this connection.
It is stated in Washington that the

government recognizes Florida as one
of the states, an example of progres-
siveness, that more money is being
spent in this state per capita for road
purposes than any other state in the
Union.

$1,500,000 for 217 Miles of Sheet Asphalt Roads Will Make
Polk the Banner County in the State

ONE OF BEST SYSTEMS EVER DEVISED

Lake Wales Citizens Give a Unanimous Vote for the Bonds, as Do Lake Alfred
and Waverly — Action of Voters Will Mean Rapid

Development of the County

The citizens of Polk County showed
their progressive spirit on Thursday
by piling up the handsome majority of
1500 votes in favor of the $1,500,000
bond issue for 217 miles of asphalt
paving.
The good roads boosters, who have

worked untiringly on the project, are
elated over the result, and predict an
era of unprecedented prosperity in
Polk County.
The carrying of this bond election

in Polk County brings to a successful
close one of the most strenuous good
roads campaigns that has ever been
held in Florida and sets a precedent
for amounts that have been voted for
that purpose, for by this action in
bonding for $1,500,000, Polk County
has far exceeded that of any other
county in the State.
This is the first bonded indebtedness

of any kind that has been put upon Polk
County, it having been the boast of her
citizens that it was a "county without
a single bonded indebtedness," and her
citizens by this voluntary action have
taken a long step forward in providing
such a large amount for providing easy
means of communication between her

thriving communities.
Winter Haven took the lead in the

voting and out of 510 votes cast, regis¬
tered 492 in favor of the bonds.
It had been thought that Bartow

would be about evenly divided on the
issue but the returns showed a fine

majority for the bonds, the vote being
379 for and 138 against them.
The three Lakeland Precincts gave a

good majority, though in the North
Lakeland precinct it was a close race,
the returns giving 169 for the bonds
and 164 against them.
Early in the day the reports from

Fort Meade indicated that the opposit¬
ion was in the lead, but the final count
resulted in a small lead for the good
roads advocates, the figures being 184
and 166.
In spite of the 'anti-bond campaign

waged by the Mulberry Herald, Mul¬
berry gave a good account of herself
with a majority of sixty-three votes.

Most of the opposition came from
the smaller districts where, in most
cases, the people did not thoroughly
understand the proposition, and did not
realize the great good that would come
out of a fine road system.
The Highland section made a particu¬

larly fine showing <n the returns.
There were 397 votes cast in Haines
City, Lake Hamilton, Dundee, Waverly,
Lake Wales and Frostproof, and 372 of
these votps were registered for the
bonds.

Lake Wales, with 110 qualified voters,
made the record of getting every one
of them to the polls, and every man
voted for the bonds.
Lake Alfred and Waverly also gave

Contracts, conditional upon the elec
tion being carried, were let several
weeks ago. The was work divided into
five divisions and five different contrac¬
tors will do the road building.
The material selected for the base is

the best quality of clay that can be
found in the county, which has been
noted for the excellent material which
can be obtained for road purposes.
This is to be laid upon the grade and
rolled with a ten-ton roller until it
cannot be further compresse.j, when
it must stand at a depth of six inches.
Upon this compressed clay base will
be laid modified sheet asphalt to the
depth of two inches. This is the same
material which has withstood the
heavy traffic upon the streets of
Washington, Baltimore, Philadelphia
and other cities of the North and has

given greatest satisfaction.
Competent engineers, contractors,

and others who have gone carefully
over the specifications state that they
call for one of the best types of asphalt
construction known, and much better
even than the famous asphalt roads
which have been laid in Lake County,
and highly approved.
To safeguard the interests of the

tax payers, three bond trustees have
been appointed by the county commis¬
sioners. These men are W. H. Lewis,
of Fort Meade; T:*L. Wilson, Bartow,
and C. M. Clayton, Lakeland.
It will probably be at least sixty

days before work upon the roads can
be started as the bonds will have to be
validated and then advertised, and
this will take several weeks, but it is
hoped that the contractors will be able
to get-busy some time in August, and
some portions of the work completed
before the winter is over.

FLORIDA FRUIT
ON DINING CARS

Early in the week, a committee of
the Jacksonville Chamber of Com¬
merce will meet and outline a campaign
in the interest of the Florida grape¬

fruit, which will include an effort to
induce all railways entering the State
to use exclusively* the Florida product
in their dining cars. It is stated that
the California citrus product, through
the efforts of interests on the Pacific
Coast, has been used on some trains
which come into Florida. The com¬
mittee has other work of similar char¬
acter to perform. J. S. Arnold, J. C.
Chase and Jefferson Thomas are the
members of this committee.
It is believed that Florida must of

necessity stand out for its rights in the
matter of selling its citrus product.

California was organized a long time
before this State in the matter and
has done concerted work in the mar¬

keting of its product. Florida is many
hours closer to the great Eastern mar¬
kets than California and the committee
believes it can overcome California's

jead in the matter.—Tampa Tribune.

To Pave 23 Miles
Miami.—Although thirteen miles of

streets are already being built or

paver with the oil-sand method, and
bids for ten miles more will be re¬

ceived by the council on June 15, a
third district of street improvements
is being prepared by City Engineer
Klyce and Street Commissioner
Wharton. "We will kee pevery team
and wagon "in the county busy until
next winter's farming operations be¬
gin, declared Mr. Klyce. "Horses and
mules will have no time to play this
summer."

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Exports And Imports Increase
Jacksonville.—An indication of the

return of port activities throughout
the state to normal and better is
found in the April report of imports
and exports for the district of Flor¬
ida as issued from the office of Col¬
lector of Customs J. F. C. Griggs of
Tampa.
The report shows that imports fir

the month of April, 1916, almost d> u-
bled the imports for the same month
in the previous year, and it also show#
that the exports for last month ex¬
ceeded the exports for the correspond¬
ing month in 1915 by three-fold, al¬
most.

Exports from the district of Florida
in April, 1916, totalled $2,486,386
against a total of $888,056 for the
same month in the year before, show¬
ing an increase of $1,598,330. Imports
for April, 1916, totalled $558,575,
against a total of $369,486 in April,
1915, an increase of $18,909.

Listing Industries Started By Aids
Jacksonville.—Assignments of vari¬

gold watch and a scholarship to the
short course at Tallahassee.

State Highway Body Meets June 21
Orlando.—Announcement has been

made that William F. Cocke, recently
employed state highway engineer, will
make an address before the State
Highway Association when it convenes
in Orlando June 21 for its annual

meeting. Mr. Cocke's speech, so far
as is known, will be the only set ad¬
dress on the program, but a number
of matters are to come before the as¬

sociation. It is expected that large
delegations from various counties will
be present at the meeting, and it is
estimated that some 5,050 visitors will
be in the city to attend the gather¬
ing.

Couple Shot By Assassin
Tampa.—Ignazio Caidaroni, an Ital¬

ian merchant of this city, and his wife,
were fatally shot by a double-barreled
shotgun in the hands of what the po¬
lice believe to be black-hand assas¬
sins. The shooting occurred when (die
merchant and his wife were sitting on
the back piazza of their home, and the
shots from both barrels took effect.
No trace of the would-be murderers
could be found by the police officers.

3,000 Acres Of Tract Drained
Orlando.—Major J. O. Wright, who

has charge of the drainage and recla¬
mation work at Zellwood, twenty-two
miles north of Orlando, has already
reclaimed some 3,000 acres of the
tract. For many months a huge dredge
has been at work night and day on
the mash, and a large canal has been
cut to drain the lowlands lying to
the north of Lake Apopka.

Yeggs Blow P. O. Safe
Ocala.—Forcing an entrance into

the postoffice at Belleview at night,
yeggmen blew the lock from the safe
and escaped with its contents. It is
not known how much money the safe
contained. The sheriff was notified,
and went out in pursuit of the rob¬
bers.

Heavy Shipment Of Tomatoes
Pompano.—The tomato shipping

season is now reaching its height, the
shipments from the Palmetto section
having averaged thirty cars a day.

The
packing houses are running at prac¬
tically full capacity. The prices are
still holding good, growers getting
anywhere from $2.50 to $3 a crate.
The first part of the week one promi¬
nent shipper was offered $1,000 cash
for every car he would ship during
the week.

WATERMELONS SHOULD
BE SPRAYED

For the last several years there
ha9 been considerable loss in water¬
melons when they arrived in the
northern markets. Quite a good deal
of complaint has been made against
watermelons on that account. There
are two principal diseases affecting
melons in transit. One is known as

anthracnose and the other as stem
end rot. From experiments that have
been conducted by Dr. W. A. Orton,
of the Bureau of Plant Industry,
Washington, D. C., it seems quite cer¬
tain that this loss can be largely
avoided by two sprayings of bordeaux
mixture, one on the watermelon vines
and the other on the melons.
This spraying is regarded so im¬

portant by the buyers that they intend
to pay a bonus of $20 a carload for
melons received from sprayed fields.
The first spraying should be made
as soon as possible to catch the fungi
that are likely to infest the leaves and
vines. The second spraying should
be made just a few days before the
crop is to be harvested and should be
directed to the fruit.
Dean P. H. Rolfs, of the University

of Florida College of Agriculture,
calls attention to the fact that it is
difficult to obtain a sufficient amount
of bluestone to make the bordeaux
mixture. It is necessary, therefore,
that melon growers make arrange¬
ments at once with the houses sup¬
plying this material. The spot cash
price for bluestone in New York,
May 19, was 18-14 cents, with no as¬
surance that this price would, continue
long.

CANNOT UNDERSTAND STEEL

Scientists Puzzled Over What They
Assert to Be a Most Unusual

Freak of Nature.

If it were not for one tiny, erratic
break in nature's orderly progression,
we should never have had the machin¬
ery that has brought about modern
civilization. For we should not have
had steel. It is true we should have
had iron, but pure iron is almost use¬
less. It is only when a small quantity
of carbon is added to it that it be¬
comes hard enough to take a cutting
edge. Then it is called steel.
Why steel hardens is an unsolved

problem. The Scientific American re¬

produces some extracts from an ad¬
dress before the British Institute of
Mechanical Engineers, delivered by
Professor Arnold, who had for many
years been investigating the chemical
and mechanical relations between
iron, carbon and other metals, and Sir
Robert Hadfield's experiments that
called attention to this "break" in the
order of nature which alone makes
steel possible.
Nickel and cobalt are so closely re¬

lated to iron in their properties and
in their position in the periodic classi¬
fication — atomic weights, specific
gravity, fusing point and valence being
almost the same—that it might be ex¬
pected they would behave identically
when united with carbon. Not so,
however. Sir Robert Hadfleld found
that when the "steel" made of nickel
and cobalt was heated or hammered
the carbon came out of the composi¬
tion and was precipitated as graphite.
If iron behaved this way tool steel
would turn to cast iron as soon as
heated; and it is on the fact that it
does not—"a seemingly quite erratic
departure on nature's part from her
orderly plan"—that modern manufac¬
ture is founded.

SELLING YOUR SOIL
IN THE ORANGE CROP

Do you know how much of the
three principal plant foods you shipped
in your orange crop this year?
The knowledge is important for an

intelligent application of fertilizers.
S. S. Walker, associate chemist to the
University of Florida Experiment
Station, throws some light on the
amount of plant food removed by a
crop of orangss in the following
statement:
"The Florida Grower of May 6,

1916, reports the total movement of
oranges up to that date as 17,500
carloads. This is equivalent to ap¬
proximately 6,335,000 boxes or about
253,400 tons of fruit. Eighty-five per¬
cent of this, or 215,390 tons, consists
of water which costs the Florida fruit
grower nothing, but there are also
considerable amounts of plant food
shipped out of the state in the orange
crop.
"According to analyses made by

the Chemistry Department of the Ex¬
periment Station, the Florida orange
contains on an average 0.143 percent
ammonia, 0.054 percent phosphoric
acid, and 0.293 percent potash. Fig¬
uring the totals for the entire crop,
it is found that last season's oranges
have carried with them plant food
equivalent to the following amounts
of commercial fertilizers: 1449 tons
of 25 percent sulphate of ammonia
855 tons of 16 percent acid phosphate
and 1515 tons of 49 percent sulphate of
potash.

Any grower who wishes to calcu¬
late the amount of plant food removed
by his crop may do so by the fol
lowing: Each 100 boxes removes the
equivalent of 46 pounds of 25 percent
sulphate of ammonia; 26.5 pounds of
16 percent acid phosphate; 47.8 pounds
of 49 percent sulphate of potash."
Growers should take account of

these figures when they are fertilizing
their groves. The figures apply
however, only to the fruit and do not
take account of the food which should
be applied for new growth and some
which necessarily is lost through leach
ing.

Carat.
The word carat Is derived from an

Arabic word meaning a weight of four
grains. In Greek it signifies little
horn, the fruit of the carob or locust
tree. The carat is a small weight
(originally in the form of a seed) used
for diamonds and precious stones, and
a measure for determining the fine¬
ness of gold. The exact weight of the
carat in practice varies slightly in dif¬
ferent places. In 1877 a syndicate of
London, Paris and Amsterdam jew¬
elers fixed the weight at 205 mil¬
ligrams (3.163 troy grains). The
South African carat is said to equal
3.174 grains. The fineness of gold is
measured by a ratio with 24 carats
as a standard; thus two parts of alloy
make it 22-carat gold, and so on.

Fooled Them AH.
The discussion about the fitness of

horse meat to eat calls to mind the
story of a young man in Paris, a good
many years ago, who made a wager
with some friends that at a dinner he
would serve one course would be
horse meat and that none of them
could tell which it was. After the din¬
ner he asked them to name the horse-
meat course, and found that they did
not agree. One named one course, one
another, and so on, but they all agreed
that it was a mighty good dinner.
"Gentlemen," he said, with his thumbs
stuck in the armholes of his waistcoat,
'it was all horse."

CHEMISTRY TO RULE WORLD

Men of Learning Must Equip Them
selves for the Future, Asserts

Writer on the Subject.

The nineteenth century has been de
scribed as the age of physics and en¬
gineering, since it witnessed such tri¬
umphs as the development of steam
and gas engines, and the utilization of
electricity as a source of light, heat
and power, and as a means of com

munication. The twentieth century
will quite certainly be an age of chem¬
istry. Germany realized this some
years ago. If we would not be left
far behind in the race, we must pursue
a similar course, and that at once. We
have yet to convince many of the na¬
tions of the earth that the form of
government in which we believe, and
to establish which our ancestors died,
is the best not only for the freedom
and happiness of the individual, and
the development of the noblest intel¬
lectual and moral standards,- but also
for the growth of the country in phys¬
ical strength and resourcefulness, and
that in the hour of need it will not be
found wanting in the vital matter of
industrial efficiency and solidarity
which is the corner stone of all mili¬
tary power.
The law of the survival of the fittest

will be found as inescapable, im¬
mutable and inexorable in the case of
the nation as it is with individuals. It
listens to no explanations, accepts do
excuses, and knows absolutely no pity.
Our own country is beginning to awak¬
en to the fact that civilization un¬
armed by science is at a terrible disad¬
vantage in the event of a struggle for
existence, and that this arming cannot
be done at short notice. The result
is a loud and urgent call upon the uni¬
versities, colleges and technical
schools of the land for help.—Prof. M.
T. Bogert in Science.

The municipal guinea-pig herd num¬

bers 700. The guinea-pig farm is a
necessity, not an idle experiment. In
their humble way these funny -little
animals play an important part In the
daily work of preserving the city's
health. They are the official "goats"
for the chemists in the city's bacterio¬
logical laboratories and at the federal
plague laboratory, which the city helps
to maintain.
In fact, the little guinea pig is one

of the most unfortunate of all ani¬
mals. Since doctors have learned that
he is subject to almost all the ills that
human flesh is heir to, life for him is
one long feast of germs.
Because the blood of the little cavvy

is so like human blood, he is ideal for
many bacteriological tests. Give him
a cold germ and he will promptly start
to sneezing and coughing; give him
too much red liquor and he will ac¬

quire a ridiculous headache. So good-
natured is the guinea pig that he will
accept the present of any sort of
germs without protest and during the
course of his life at the city laboratory
he gets all sorts.

Permit Issued To Build Bridge
Jacksonville. — Official announce¬

ment of a permit issued by the War
Department to the Duval County Com¬
missioners for the construction of the
long-talked-of bridge across the St
Johns connecting Jacksonville with
South Jacksonville. The bridge must
be started within a year, and com¬
pleted within three years, or the per¬
mit automatically is revoked.
The permit calls for a bridge of

steel on concrete piers, with a double-
leaf Bascule span 322 feet wide. The
bridge will be built paralleling and
not more than fifty feet below the
Florida East Coast structure, and will
provide for car tracks, wagon way and
automobile drive and walks for pedes¬
trians.
it will have its beginning at the

Riverside viaduct, rising to a height
of about sixty feet over the river and
dropping to the South Jacksonville
street level on the other side. This
great height is made necessary by
the fact that the draw of the F. E. C.
bridge must swing under the county
structure

Claims That the German Losses Ar»
Relatively More Than Those of

the British.

London.—Great Britain still holds
undisputed supremacy of the seas, in
the judgment of Winston Spencer
Churchill, recently first lord of the
admiralty, and whose opinions on na¬
val matters are still eagerly sought
in England. Colonel Churchill gave
the following statement:
"I have had an opportunity of exam¬

ining the reports of the admirals and
of considering the information in the
possession of the admiralty. The fol¬
lowing facts seem to me to be estab¬
lished:
"The naval supremacy of the Brit¬

ish fleet in capital ships depends upon
the super-dreadnaughts armed with
13.5-inch and 15-inch guns, and these
are sufficient by themselves to main¬
tain control of the seas. Of these vi¬
tal units of the first rank, we have
only lost one—the Queen Mary.
There appears to be no doubt that the
Germans have lost at least one com¬
parable ship. If this should be the
Lutzow or the Derfflinger, that vessel ,

is a heavier loss to them actually and
lativeiy than the Queen Mary is to

us.

Coming to vessels of the second or-
',- we have lost the Indefatigable

and the Invincible. These are of an

entirely different class from the super-
dreadnaughts, and, valuable vessels as
they are, do not rank as primary
units at the present time. A dread-
naught battleship of the Westfalen
type would be a loss comparable to
either.

The armored cruisers Black Prince
Defense and Warrior belonged to the
third order of ships, of which we pos¬
sess a very large superiority. The
sinking of the two brand-new German
light cruisers, Wiesbaden and Elbing,
is, in fact, a more grievous loss to the
enemy.
Say Eighteen German Ships Lost
London.—The British admiralty is¬

sued a statement saying there was
the strongest grounds for the belief
that the British navy in the battle
with the Germans off Jutland had ac¬
counted for a total of eighteen Ger¬
man men-of-war and that there was

nothing to add to or subtract from
the original announcement of the Brit¬
ish losses.
The statement gave the German

losses as two battleships, two dread-
naught battle cruisers, four light crui¬
sers, nine torpedo boat destroyers and
a submarine.
A dispatch from Copenhagen says

rumors are current in Hamburg that
two additional German warships than
those announced in the German com¬

munication—the battleship Westfalen
and the battle cruiser Lutzow—were
sunk in the battle. A wireless dis¬
patch received here from Berlin said
the German admiralty admitted the
loss of the Westfalen.

WILSON AT MEMORIAL

TO CONFEDERATE DEAD

President Enthusiastically Received
At The Exercises In Arlington

National Cemetery.

Washington.—President Wilson at¬
tended the memorial exercises held in
the confederate section of Arlington
National cemetery, but did not speak.
The exercises were impressive in
their simplicity. Senator Vardaman,
orator of the occasion, paid tribute
to the confederate soldier and the
self-sacrificing women of the south.
Defending the right of the southern
states to secede, he declared the an¬
swer to the question, "Is well that
the -confederacy failed?" rested with
the future and the way the general
government used Its power. A beau¬
tiful floral southern cross was unveil,
ed at the base of the confederate
monument, after which flowers wer®
strewn over the graves of the south'®
dead, including that of General Josepli
Wheeler, the confederate hero, whui
fought under the Stars and Stripes in
the Spanish-American war.

More Marines Ordered to Domingo
Washington.—Several hundred ma¬

rines, about 125 from New Orleans,
were ordered to Santo Domingo to
reinforce Rear Admiral Caperton's
command, which is protecting foreign
lives and property and aiding the
island government in overthrowing
the Arias revolution. The marines
were taken from New Orleans by the
transport Hancock, and numbered
five or six hundred. The Mare Island
and San Diego, Cal., stations and the
Bremerton navy yard will furnish
enough men.
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APPROPRIATIONS
FOR STATE WORK

Money To Complete Channel Up St. Johns
To Jacksonville And Other

Projects Provided

WATERWAYSJILL PASSED
Florida Projects Are Well Taken Care

Of In Measure Which Calls For
Expenditure Of $43,000,000

/ Tallahassee.—Three hundred thou¬

sand dollars is set aside for work

on the lower St. Johns river in the

waterways bill, which passed the
United States senate. The expendi¬
ture of this sum will bring the total
amount of money spent on the thirty-
fost project up to about two and a
half million dollars and should com¬

plete the dredging to that depth, ac¬
cording to Major W. B. LaDue, Unit¬
ed States engineer in oharge of the
Florida district.
The least depth in the portion of

the river affected by the appropria¬
tion is now about twenty-five feet, at
Dame's Point, near Berlin, where the
dredge San Diego is removing shoals.
When these shoals have been cut
down to the thirty-foot mark the
dredge will move to other work, prob¬
ably near the Talleyrand docks, where
the depth of twenty-six feet will be
increased to thirty, or to a point off
St. Johns Bluff, where there is now a
depth of twenty-seven feet. There is
considerable work to be done at this
point, and the dredge may be sent
there first.
In addition to continuing dredging,

some of appropriation will probably
be used in bank protection and the
repair and extension of training walls
already placed in the river.
The largest single item in the bill

for Florida waterways is. the appropri¬
ation of $350,000 for completion of
the government's part of the Tampa
improvement, for a mean depth of 24
feet. The appropriation should com¬
plete the work, according to Major
Ladue, and the Tampa estuary should
be ready for use before the appropri¬
ation is spent.
Miami received $140,000 for dredg¬

ing a channel three hundred feet
wide and twenty feet deep from the
bar to the point in the bay where the
city channel will connect. The city-
is dredging now on a channel calcu¬
lated to afford entrance to vessels of
considerable size.
Various smaller appropriations also

were included in the bill for Florida
projects, though no new work is con¬

templated under the schedule made
possible by the passage of the bill.
During the last forty years a total

of nearly six and a half million dol¬
lars has been spent on the St. Johns
river, bringing finally, under the pres¬
ent project, to a depth of thirty feet.

Florida Leads All States in Drainage
Tallahassee.—More drainage is un¬

der way in Florida than in any other
state in the Union, according to
figures recently compiled but which
at this time are not available, and
Florida is drawing the attention of
the entire country along these lines.
Under the drainage laws districts may
be formed in a manner which takes
absolutely from politics the drainage
of areas where such work is neces¬
sary, making for the efficiency of the
system and at once putting the re¬
sponsibility for the condition of their
lands dirctly on the owner.

Turtle Weighed 865 Pounds
Pensacola. — Eight hundred and

sixty-five pounds was what this tur¬
tle weighed. Of course, they couldn t
put him in the boat, so they towed him
to the dock here.

First Compulsory Law In State
Jacksonville.—Dade county was

the first county in the state to call an
election for compulsory education.
The result of the election showed less
than 100 votes were cast against it in
the entire county. The average at¬
tendance in Dade county schools the
year after the compulsory education
law went into effect reached 85 per
cent.

OVER $300,000 SPENT FOR
NEW BUILDINGS SINCE 1912

Remarkable Showing Made by Lake Wales During the
Four Years of Its Existence — Large Sum also

Spent in the Developing of Groves and
Building of Golf Links

One of the best talks, or at least one
of the most practical ones, given at
the Board of Trade banquet last week
was that of J. F. Townsend, who gave
a few facts in relation to the growth of
the town, supported by figures that
surprised many of those present, and
showed in a conclusive way what a

great deal of money has been spent in
Lake Wales during the past four years,
and what great progress has been made
in building up the town during that
period.
Early in 1912 there was but one build¬

ing in Lake Wales, but during the year
$22,700 was invested in new residences
and store buildings.
In 1913, according to his figures,

about $42,000 was spent in erecting
buildings, while in 1914 the amount was
increased by nearly, $29,000 more.
The year 1915 shows the greatest in¬

crease, for during that time the electric
light plant and water and ice plants
were erected, and the large amount put
into these buildings brought the total

expenditures;for buildings in that year
to $145,200.

far this year, fourteen new resi¬
dences have been built with a probable
valuation of $25,000, and many more

will be erected before the year is out.
In addition to these building oper¬

ations in town, about $45,000 has been
spent by the Mountain Lake Corpor¬
ation, on their property north of Lake
Wales.

It must be remembered that this

amount is for building only, and does
not include the great sum expended in
development work about Lake Wales.
Many hundreds of acres have been clear¬
ed and set out with orange and grape¬
fruit trees, as well as truck gardens
started. Roads have been graded and
strawed, and various other improve¬
ments made.

The Mountain Lake Corporation has
spent $20,000 for surveys alone, and the
fine golf course now being built will
cost an immense sum.

Independently of this development
work it will be seen that over $300,000
has been spent here in the erection of
buildings during the past four years.
It is a record of rapid progress to be

proud of. Lake Wales is not a boom
town but is pushing forward steadily
and surely, and with its ideal location
and exceptional railroad facilities, is
destined to become one of the leading
towns of the state.

NEW ATTRACTION CANDIDATES STAND
AT BATHING BEACH FOR CONSERVATION

Deduction In Tolls Desired
St. Augustine.—With the object In

view of obtaining a reduction of toll
rates across South Beach bridge, an
important meeting of the officials of
the company, county commissioners
and committee of the chamber of com¬
merce was held recently. The outcome
of the meeting is expected to result in
a satisfactory and substantial reduc¬
tion in the tolls.
The commerce committee has in¬

vested toll charges on other bridges
along the East Coast and found that
the rates here were much higher.

FROM THE SOUTH

Dear Mr. Editor:
It is gratifying to read in a Polk

County paper that the acreage of corn
is greatly increased this year, and that
the prospects are fine for a good yield.
Ensilaged corn is a profitable product
with Michigan dairyman.
A dispatch from a southern city says

that "what one mostly hears is that
weather conditions have been unusually
favorable to the growth of grain and
food crops.
This is certainly a new note from

down South, and one that is full of
promise for the future of that section.
It is evidence that the South has taken
an important step forward in the work
of freeing itself from the one crop idea,
and is learning the material advantage
of diversification.
After all, the European war and the

boll-weevil may prove to be of lasting
benefit to the agriculture of the South
Not long ago very few Southerners

paid much attention to the effect of
the weather on corn and other grains
The news that came to us was as to the
effect on cotton. Everything but cot
ton was comparatively an unimportant
side issue. In South Florida it was all
about citrus fruit.
Of course cotton will still be talked

about. It is a fascinating crop and in
normal times will bring a satisfactory
amount of cash to the grower, espec¬
ially if he gets a bale per acre; but,
more and more, we expect to see in
print that the weather is fine for corn,
oats and hay.
Many northern farmers stuck to

wheat for half a century as their prin¬
cipal cash crop, but not until they were
forced to change from wheat to corn
and oats, hogs and cattle, did they
prosper and the land become more val¬
uable.
No doubt a similar change will have

the same effect in the far South.
Dairying at Lake Wales is an indication
of the change that is taking place.

cordance with their behavior and their
appreciation of freedom allowances.
Regular work in factories is secured
for a number of prisoners, but they
are compelled to return to the work¬
house at night. They are required at
the end of the week to bring their
pay envelopes to the superintendent
of the workhouse. The latter sum¬

mons the prisoner's family and opens
the pay envelope with them and the
prisoner present. He divides the
money as seems best. It is said that
under this unique system of parole
one prisoner, who is serving a term
for nonsupport, has placed more than
$100 in a savings bank, in addition
to taking care of his family and pay¬
ing his creditors. He still has two
months to serve.

The Eternal Struggle.

One
woman said the other day that she was
9 struck with the failure of others
that she rushed into' blapk, which was
the most unbecoming thing she could
possibly wear; finding this out, she
gave up in despair, and remained at
home in house gowns for two weeks.

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ROAD DEPARTMENT
IS NOW ORGANIZED

A Letter To This Effect Has Been
Sent To All County boards And

Circuit Court Clerks

TO ASSIST THE COUNTIES
pepartment Is Rapidly Compiling Maps

Of Counties—Co-operation
Is Urged

Tallahassee.—The Florida state road

department, authorized by the last
legislature, is now organized and is
ready to actively take up the work for
which it was created. A letter to this
effect has been sent to all county
boards and circuit court clerks in the
state.
The letter is signed by William F.

Cocke, state road commissioner, and is
as follows:
The act of the legislature creating

this department provides that it shall
collect data relative to road construc¬
tion and maintenance, make maps of
the several counties and when request¬
ed by the county commissioners, furn¬
ish engineering help.
We have to date compiled maps of

twenty eight of the fifty-two counties
of the state and will make up maps
of the remaining twenty-four counties
as rapidly as the necessary data can
be secured. When completed, prints
of these maps, showing all county
roads, will be furnished free of cost
to the county commissioners of the
several counties on request for same
We are also ready to furnish assis¬

tance to the several counties in mak¬
ing surveys and in preparing plans,
estimates and specifications for road
and bridge work. This help will be
furnished free of cost to the counties,
except that the counties will be expect¬
ed to pay the actual traveling ex¬
penses of the engineer while engaged
on any special piece of work.
It is the earnest wish of this de¬

partment to co-operate with the coun¬
ty commissioners all over the state of
Florida and to be of real and practical
service to them in carrying on their
road work.
The law also provides that a quarter¬

ly report of all road work, done in
the several counties, shall be filed in
the office of this department, and we
believe that these reports, if properly
handled, can be made of considerable
value to those charged with the super¬
vision of the road work throughout the
state. We hope therefore that you
will £o-operate with us in getting up
these statements in such a manner
that the cost of the several items of
work may be clearly shown and the
data thus obtained be made of real
value to the state at large.
Forms for making up these reports

will be furnished you in the near-
future and in the meantime we would
appreciate any suggestions, which may
occur to any member of your board,
relative to the most convenient form
of reporting the cost of road work in
a comprehensive manner.

Fine Churches To Be Erected
Miami.—Five new churches are to

be erected in Miami during the pres¬
ent summer, according to reports.
The First Baptist congregation has
plans for a building, that will be
among the handsomest in the citj
When completed. Members of the
Christian church are planning for a
new building. Other churches are to
be constructed by the Christian Scien¬
tists, Congregationalists and the
Church of God. The First Methodist
church congregation is now complet¬
ing a large and handsome church
building. The various religious or¬
ganizations mentioned have been well
established in Miami for some time,
and the new churches will replace
buildings that have been out grown.

LAKE HAMILTON

Lake Hamilton voted solidly for
good roads bonds, 51 votes for the
bonds, and none against. In telephon
ing out the returns the error was made
of getting it "one" against, instead
."none" against. Lake Hamilton is one
of the four precincts in Polk County
that voted unanimously for the road
bonds, the others being Lake Wales,
Lake Alfred and Waverly. The vote
here was within 9 as many votes
Haines City, and a good many of our
residents go North in the summer

Mr. and Mrs. A. W. Meyers will oc¬
cupy the Alloway residence on Lake
Gordon. They will open up a bakery
in the Wagner building, now occupied
by the electric light linemen, as soon
as the boys are through with the wiring
job here, which will require several
weeks yet, although the electric lights
are now being used at the hotel and
elsewhere.

The city, through the Board of Trade,
has contracted for street lights. These
will be at the railway station, hotel
and north end of the rose park, etc.
These will be 60 candle power lamps.
Mr. Geo. Moore has just shipped in

carload of Phos-lime, having taken the
agency for this here.
The many friends of Mr. and Mrs.

A. Spinharney, who recently went
North, will be glad to know that they
are very pleasantly located in charge
of a hunting lodge at Mercer, Wis
A committee representing the Board

of Trade, was at Bartow Thursday, in
conference with the County Board of
Public Instruction, to arrange for cut
ting off a portion of the Haines City
school district, so as to make a separate
new district for Lake Hamilton. Haines
City needs a new school building very
badly and wishes to issue $10,000 bonds
for same, which makes it advisable to
divide the district. Messrs. Richard,
McCollum and Mosnat represented Lake
Hamilton, and Messrs. Stone, Moore
and Huie attended from Haines City

Pensacola Wili Get Large Plane
Pensacola.—The new armored aer¬

oplane which has been under con
struction several months is now nea

ing completion and is expected to be
sent to Pensacola for trial within the
next thirty days. The plane was built
according to government plans and
the largest ever constructed for the
navy, being about twice the size or
one of the ordinary planes here. Her
specifications call for a total weight
of 6,000 pounds and two 250-horsepow-
er engines, which will be capable of
driving at a great speed, particularly

the ascent. The enclosed cabin
has accommodation for a pilot and
scout and machine gun, which will
make the great aircraft a formidable
war engine.

Sawmill Burned; Loss $10,000
Bradentown.—The sawmill and

M. G. Rushton, at Manatee, was de¬
stroyed by fire. Cause of the fire is
ftinknown. Commissioner Rushton re-

cured.

Man Crushed Under Wagon
St. Petersburg.—John E. Bunn, aged

50 years, who was employed at Pinel
las Park, near this city, died in the
city hospital as a result of injuries
which he received when he was

over by a wagon and his skull frac¬
tured.
Mr. Bunn was driving a team of

mules hitched to a wagon when in
some way the lines became entangled
and he stepped down on the wagon
tongue between the mules to disen
tangle them. The team took fright and
ran, throwing the man to the ground
and eausing the wheel of- the wagon
to pass over his head. The injury
which caused his death was at the
base of the brain.

DISCOVERY MADE BY CHANCE

Astronomer Was Taking Photograph
of Jupiter's Eighth Satellite When

He Found the Ninth.

It was announced very briefly last
August that Seth Nicholson of the Lick
observatory in California had discov¬
ered the ninth satellite of Jupiter. Ac¬
cording to the London Times the dis¬
covery is a great optical achievement,
for the satellite is of the ninetenth
magnitude; that is, its light would
have to be increased 62,000 times to
make it equal to the light of a sixth-
magnitude star, which is the faintest
star visible to an ordinary eye. On
July 22, 1914, Mr. Nicholson was mak¬
ing a photograph to record the exact
position of Jupiter's eighth satellite.
He had the telescope guided to fol¬
low the satellite—a method that, of
course, made it appear in the photo
graph as a point, and the fixed star as
streaks of some length. Now, as
happened, the unknown ninth satellite
was close to the earth, and moving at
nearly the same rate of speed, and
as a result the photographic plate had
on it, not one, but two points. Mr.
Nicholson had to have several photo¬
graphs taken on differ nt nights be
fore he could be sure Lhat an extra
tiny dot was not a mere flaw on the
plate, but the image of an actual body
in the" heavens. As the diameter of
the new satellite is probably not more
than ten miles and as its least dis¬
tance from Jupiter is 14,000,000 miles,
it would appear even from Jupiter it¬
self as a tiny telescopic star of the
twelfth magnitude, and would, of
course, be wholly ineffective as a
giver of light. Its greatest distance
from Jupiter is about 29,000,000 miles,
which is nearly as great as some of
the interplanetary distances.

Club Raises Onions
Fernandir.a.—The Fernandian On¬

ion club harvested their onions. They
planted a quarter of an acre of on¬
ions for demonstration purposes, and
in spite of late planting, unfavorable
eatlier and neglect the yield is

estimated at 100 bushels, which
means that at least 400 bushels of
onions can be produced here upon

acre of ground under the most
adverse conditions. At the low price
of $1.25 per bushel an acre of onions
would be worth $500. Under favor¬
able conditions an acre would produce
from 600 to 800 bushels of onions
worth from $750 to $1,000.

Its Real Meaning.
A train which left a southern city

soon after the news of the Willard-
Johnson fight ha i been received made
its first stop at a little town chiefly
inhabited by negroes. A group of
them sat near the little station, shoot¬
ing craps. They asked eagerly for
news of the battle, and on learning the
result from the conductor a mournful
murmur of disappointment arose. One
only seemed indifferent, and impatient¬
ly started to resume the game. His
neighbor waxed indignant.
"Ain't yo' got no heart, niggah," he

demanded. "What fo' am yo' so indif-
f'rent? Don't yo' realize de metamor¬
phosis dat am befallen our race. Don't
yo' know what it means?"
"Deed Ah do know what it means,

deed Ah do know. It dun mean, nig¬
gah, de return ob crap shootin' as de
national game."

Big Lot of Cattle Shipped
Arcadia.—Parker Brothers, who are

among the largest cattle raisers of
South Florida, shipped in one day one
thousand ar.d nine head of cattle to
the firm of Dred Brothers, in lexas.
These cattle were brought in direct
from the cattle ranges, where they
^ere raised, and shipped over the
Charlotte Harbor and Northern Rail¬
road. This is the largest shipu eat of
cattle that has left this county this
year, but several more large train
loads will leave Arcadia soon.

ers taken and t!:e enormous captures
of guns, machine guns, ammunition
and other war stores. In the week that
has elapsed since they first threw
their attacks against the Austrians,
the Russians report that they have
captured approximately 10S,000 offi¬
cers and men and forced back the or¬

ganized lines of their antagonists from
the region of the Volhynian fortress
triangle to Roumania.
Having previously captured Lutsk,

the Russians now have retaken Dub-
no, the second of the fortresses in the
Volhynian triangle, and are pressing
the retreailug Austrians westward.
In Galicia and Bukowina progress has
also been made by the Russians. The
Austrians admit the withdrawal of
their forces in northeastern Iiukowina
The Austrians all along the battle

WHY CULTIVATE CROPS?

Why should crops be cultivated?
Well, weeds and grass should be kept
down. Everybody knows that, but
there are other reasons, C. K. Mc-
Quarrie, state agent for the Univer¬
sity of Florida Extension Division,
suggests three. Cultivation conserves
moisture—if it is done in the right
way. Cultivation in dry weather
should be shallow so that only the
top two or three inches becomes dry.
Then the moisture below cannot

bridge the dry soil and will be con¬
served for the crop.
Roots need air. Cultivation opens

the soil to allow air passage. The or¬

ganisms which liberate -plant food
also need air. Cultivation not only
furnishes this air but it stirs the soil
particles so that they come in contact
with reducing agents, breaks up clods
so that greater soil surfaces are ex¬
posed to the feeding roots tips.

Fire Prevention Body To Meet
Jacksonville.—Plans are now being

made for the annual convention of the
Florida Fair Prevention Association,
which will be held at Atlantic Beach
July 3 and 4, according to announce¬
ment made by Chief Thomas W. Ha-
hey of the Jacksonvile fire depart¬
ment, who is vice president of the
organization.

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TREES HEAL THEIR WOUNDS

Provision of Nature That Assures
Preservation of the Forests for the

Benefit of Mankind.

When a bullet or any foreign body
penetrates a tree not sufficiently to kill
it, the wound cicatrizes almost in ex¬

actly the same way as a wound on the
human body heals. If it did not, de¬
structive microbes would enter and
jpnuse decay of the tissues.
"Tree6." writes Henri Coupin in La

Mature, "are very well equipped for
beating their wounds, and, more for¬
tunate than we, an antiseptic dress¬
ing is almost automatically applied.
|As soon as the lesion has taken place
the vegetable reacts to the wounded
pot; its breathing at this point .is
uiekened and at the same time pro¬
tein matters are rushed to the scene.

"Many plants are provided with se¬
creting canals filled with more or less
gummy substances which are instantly
poured out over the wounded surface
and protect it. This is true especially
of the conifers—pines, firs, etc.--of
which the resin makes a swift and im¬
permeable antiseptic dressing."
In trees that have littie or no resin

the wounded part turns brown. This
is due to the appearance of a juice that
seems to be a mixture of gums and
tannin. And the cells of the tree start
into activity, proliferating and filling
up the cavity with new cells. If the
wound be large these take the form of
vegetable cicatrical tissue, which
makes a plug and remains as a scar.
In the event that the wound be con¬

fined to one of the limbs of the tree it
not infrequently happens that the limb
becomes dead and drops off, the
wound healing and leaving the tree
in no wise the worse for the loss of the
absent member.

Tick-Free Cattle May Be Shipped
Jacksonville.—Non-infectious cattle

pens have been established at Jack¬
sonville, in accordance with the pro¬
visions of law and regulations accord¬
ing to announcement of Dr. E. M.
Nighbert, inspector- in charge of the
Atlanta office of the Department of
Agricultural and Bureau of Animal
Industry. The equipment of these
pens has been thoroughly cleansed
and disinfected under official super¬
vision of an employe of the bureau
and the pens are now ready to handle
cattle from the non-quarantined area.
Cattle from this area leaving the

state will be handled in these pens for
feeding, rest and water.

First Texas Bale Sold For $1.56 atb.
Houston, Texas.—The first bale of

cotton of the 1916 crop arrived here
from Lyford, Texas, and was sold at
auction on the floor of the Houston
Cotton Exchange, to J. H. Jones of
this city, for $950, approximately $1.56
a pound. The bale weighed 60S
pounds and classed strict middling,
good staple.

Florida Woman Honored
Jacksonville.—For the first time in

the history of the General Federation
of Women's Clubs, Florida is repre¬
sented among the officers of this great
body numbering about 2,500,000 wom¬
en, Mrs. William B. Young of Jackson¬
ville, being treasurer for the biennial
period 1916-18.
Mrs. Young, a former president of

the Woman's Club of Jacksonville, and
who has been prominent in various
phases of club work in Florida, served
as Florida secretary of the General
Federation, and in Chicago in 1914,
was elected one of the eight directors
of the General Federation, represent¬
ing Florida, and several other large
Southern states.
At the biennial convention recently

held in New York City, Florida,
through its president, Mrs. William S.
Jennings of Jacksonville, nominated
Mrs. Young for the office of treasu¬
rer.

Recruiting Breaks Record
Jacksonville.—Since many new at¬

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100,000 TROOPS
CALLED TO ARMS

Entire Strength of National Guard of
All States and District of Colum¬

bia Ordered Into Service

Washington.—Virtually the entire
mobile strength of the National Guard
of all the states and the District of
Columbia was ordered mustered into
the federal service by President Wil¬
son. About one hundred thousand
men are expected to respond to the
call. They will be mobilized imme¬
diately for such service on the Mexi¬
can border as may later be assigned
to them. General Funston, command¬
ing the border forces, will designate
the time and place for movements ol
Guardsmen to the international line
as the occasion shall require.

Called For Guard Duty Only
In announcing the orders, Secretary

Baker said the state forces would be
employed only to guard the border
and that no additional troop move¬
ments into Mexico were contemplated
except in pursuit of raiders. Simul¬
taneously with the National Guard
call, Secretary Daniels of the navy
department ordered additional war
vessels to Mexican waters on both
coasts to safeguard American lives.

No New Advices From Mexico
At the war, navy and state depart¬

ments, it was stated that no new ad¬
vices as to the situation in Mexico
had come to precipitate the new or¬
ders. Within the last two weeks,
however, tension has been increasing
steadily. The crisis presented by
General Carranza's note demanding
the recall of General Pershing's expe¬
ditionary force has been followed by
a virtual ultimatum served on the
American officer by General Trevino,
the Mexican commander in Chihuahua.

•Secretary Baker Issues Statement
Secretary Baker issued the follow¬

ing statement: "In view of the dis¬
turbed conditions on the Mexican bor¬
der and in order to assure complete
protection for all Americans, the pres¬
ident has called out substantially all
the state militia and will send them
to the border wherever and as fully
as General Funston determines them
to be needed for the purpose stated.
If all are not needed an effort will
be made to relieve those on duty there
from time to time so as to distribute
the duty. This call for militia is
wholly unrelated to General Pershing's
expedition, and contemplates no addi¬
tional entry into Mexico except as
may be necessary to pursue bandits
who attempt outrages on American
soil. The militia are being called out
so as to leave some troops in the sev¬
eral states. They will be mobilized
at their home stations, where neces¬
sary recruiting can be done."
Fourth American Expedition Returns
Brownsville, Texas.—Having accom¬

plished its object, the dispersing of
Mexican bandits who raided Texas
ranches and attacked a detachment of
the twenty-sixth infantry east of San
Benito, Texas, and upon promises of
the Carranza commander at Matamo-
ras that he would run down and pun¬
ish the outlaws, the fourth American
punitive expedition to enter Mexico
was withdrawn. There were no Amer¬
ican casualties. Two bandits were no
American casualties. Two bandits
were killed and two wounded, ac¬

cording to the official report.
Total Of 1,148 Companies Called Out
Washington.—A total of 1,148 com¬

panies, each of which must have a
minimum strength of sixty-five men
when mustered into the federal serv¬

ice have been called out. The total
enlisted force of infantry, therefore,
will be not less than 85,000 men.

Mexicans Seize South Pacific Railway
Tucson, Ariz.—Sonora military au¬

thorities have seized the Southern
Pacific of Mexico system and cut all
telegraph wires at the border, ac¬
cording to private advices here. The
Mexican custom house records have
been transferred from Nogales, Mex¬
ico, to some point south of the inter¬
national lffie. Eighteen carloads of
Mexican families have been sent
south.

Rifle Clubs Organized
Jacksonville.—Four hundred and

forty-three civilian rifle clubs have
been organized in this country since
January 1, 1916, according to informa¬
tion obtained from the war depart¬
ment. Of this number, New York led
with thirty-eight new clubs, while
Florida organized only one. This
raises the total number of clubs in the
country to 1,082.
Seven college rifle clubs were also

organized this year, two in "prep"
and military schools, thirty-ono in high
schools and eight among boys' clubs.
Thus Uncle Sam has 1,258 rifle clubs
of all characters organized in this
country, a powerful medium for train¬
ing civilians and school boys in the
art of straight shooting.
It is estimated that these clubs have

between 80,000 and 90,000 members,
which gives evidence that rifle prac¬
tice among civilians is being promoted
with great success by the National
Board for the Promotion of Rifle Prac¬
tice, which governs the National Ri¬
fle Association of America, the body
with which these clubs are affiliated.

Drugs Must Be Stated In Inventories
Tallahassee.—Much trouble is being

experienced by the headquarters of the
internal revenue department by physi¬
cians, druggists and others who are re¬

quired to be registered under the Har¬
rison drug law, failing to file proper
inventories, and the work of the de¬
partment is seriously hampered by
such neglect. Those subject to the tax
and who are required by law to file
inventories of drugs on hand, are di¬
rected to make their statements full
and complete and avoid trouble, b
for the department and themselves.
Blanks and forms were sent out re

cently and have been coming ir, at a
rapid rate. A number of those sub¬
ject to the supervision of revenue
agents and officers under the law.
have filed their applications properly,
while a large part have failed to com

ply with the inventory feature.

REVENUES WILL
BREAK RECORDS

Receipts Are a Quarter of a Million
Dollars Ahead of the Fiscal

Year of 1915

Jacksonville.—Internal revenue col¬
lections for the Florida district will
pass last year's collections by a quar¬
ter of a million dollars, and break
all previous records, unless there is
a decided and unexpected slump in
business the balance of this month.
The fiscal year closes June 30 and
collections already are ahead of last
year.
Total collections for the present

year should be about a million and
three-quarters against a million and a
half dollars last year. Last year's
collections were $1,565,000, to be ex¬
act, and collections for the first eleven
months of the present year were $1,-
519,581.90. Collections for the month
of June last year were $273,000, and
indications are that the present June
will be a better month.
Payments of special taxes are com¬

ing in rapidly and the local revenue
office force is kept busy receiving
money and giving receipts. However,
it is likely there will be a large num¬
ber of penalties attached for non-pay¬
ment, as many subject to these taxes
are neglecting their duty and unless
they make payments before the last
day of the present month they will
be penalized by an increase of 50 per
cent in the tax levy. Such an in¬
crease attrches automatically and
cannot be escaped.

Will Ask Estimates For Depot
Jacksonville.—All arrangements for

the financing of new union passenger
staticn in Jacksonville have been per¬
fected and jurt as quickly as arrange¬
ments can be made bids will be called
for and work started. At a conference
of the engineers of the railroads in¬
terested and other officials, held in
Washington, D. C., all arrangements
for the erection of the proposed new
$2,000,000 structure were perfected
and all that now stands in the way
of commencing work is the arranging
of details. None of the officials here
are in position to give out any details
as to just when the work will be
commenced or when the completion of
the new structure Is hoped for. All
they knew was the finances and the
other major arrangements were in
good shape and that thf remainder
now rests in the hands of the archi¬
tects, engineers and contractors who¬
ever the latter will be.

To Standardize Hogs
Ocala.—Officials of the five banks

in Marion county set aside a fund
of $1,000 to be apportioned according
to their several assets for use in the
furtherance of the Boys' Pig Club
work in this county.

FLAG DAY OBSERVED

Jacksonville.—The unfurled banner

greeted the gaze of those who fared
forth, and the flutterllng folds of Old
Glory rippled in the breeze proclaim¬
ing Jacksonville a patriotic city and
the day the one officially- designated
as Flag Day the country over. From
tops of buildings, office windows,
homes, the masts of ships the star
dotted and striped emblem of the land
unflung itself to the breeze reminding
citizens that citizenship entails some¬
thing more than mere residence.
This year is the 139th anniversary

of the adoption of the Stars and
Stripes as the national emblem. For
nineteen years June 14 has been cele¬
brated by the people of the United
States as Flag Day by proclamation
of Governors and municipal officers.
The story of the flag at this time is

apropos:
On the 14th day of June, 1776, con¬

gress enacted: "That the flag of the
thirteen United States be thirteen
stripes, alternate red and white; that
the Union be thirteen stars, white in
a blue field, representing a new con¬
stellation." The number of the stars
have been increased by the admission
of new States. The possibilities of
the nation's future development
dawned upon our fathers. The
original thirteen stripes continued
for several years and were then
changed, after a few years only were
unchangeably restored by act of Con¬
gress on April 4, 1818, when it was
enacted: "That from a«d after the
4th day of July next, the flag of the
United States be thirteen horizontal
stripes, alternate red and white; that
the Union be twenty stars, white, In
a blue field, and that on the admis¬
sion of a new State Into the Union
one star be added to the Union of
the flag, and such addition take effect
on the 4th day of July next succeed¬
ing such admission" The flag has so
continued ever since.
Since the struggle of 1861-1865, the

flag has become the symbol of a

mighty nation. It has been carried to
the utmost parts of the earth, carry,
ing liberty wherever it has been
thrown to the breeze.

WANT ROAD TO
COUNTY LINE

Associated Boards of Trade to Petition
Commissioners to Build Road from

Frostproof to De Soto County

A special meeting of the Associated
Boards of Trade of the Scenic High¬
lands was held at Lake Wale9 Tuesday
afternoon, for the purpose of consider¬
ing a proposition for widening the new

asphalt road from Haines City to
Frostproof, from nine to fifteen feet,
and also to see what could be done
toward having the strip of several
miles of road from Frostproof to the
south county line, built to connect up
with DeSoto County.
Representatives were present from

Lake Hamilton, Dundee, Lake Wales,
Crooked Lake and Frostproof, with
President Kellog, of Avon Park, in the
chair.
Regarding the proposition to see

what could be done towards having the
road from Frostproof south completed,
a committee was appointed to present
the following resolution to the Polk
County Good Roads Association, which
has promised to use their influence to
help secure this much-needed connect¬
ing road.
"Resolved that this committee ap¬

pointed by the Associated Boards of
Trade of the Scenic Highlands do re¬
spectfully petition the Polk County
Good Roads Association to use their in¬
fluence and best efforts as a body with
the Commissioners of Polk County, to
secure the building of the seven miles
of road between Frostproof and the
DeSoto County line, with the earliest
available funds, inasmuch as DeSoto is
building an asphalt road with the ex¬
pressed intention of connecting with
Polk County system of hard roads."
Messrs. F. E. Ohlinger and M. Thomp¬

son, of Frostproof, were appointed a
committee to wait upon the county
commissioners and see what could be
done regarding the talked of change
in the width of the Haines City-Frost¬
proof road, and also delegated to as¬
certain the cost of such work.

FLOWERS TELL OWN STORY

JapaneM Art Enables One Readily to
Understand the Significance of

Their Arrangement.

In the Flowery Kingdom they work
wonders with their flowers. They
make calendars of them. They tell
stories with them. They symbolize
aeroplanes, dainty women, and every
thing else by means of floral units,
which we In America would usemerely
for a bouquet. The folklore and
mythology of Japan are often vividly
expressed in flower arrangement.
In arranging flowers the Japanese

try to place them in the same posi¬
tion that they would naturally take.
An American would put a bunch of
cherry blossoms into a vase, upright;
a Japanese would place the branch in
a horizontal position, such as they
occupy in growing.
The Japanese idea of flower ar¬

rangement is that one perfect indi¬
vidual flower, together with leaves and
stem, is more beautiful than masses
of them bunched together.
By using special containers and

supports, the Japanese make flowers
last twice as long as we do. In ar¬
ranging flowers in a receptacle they
trim the leaves from the stalks be¬
low1 the water, and for a short dis¬
tance above. This gives the flower
the appearance of growing. By tak¬
ing a piece of bamboo, the Japanese
will conventionally place flowers in
it in such a way as to reproduce a
ship in a calm or in a storm.
The Japanese do not like the rose

and the lily. Flowers that have
thorns are cruel and those whose pet¬
als drop off symbolize inconstancy.
The cherry, wistaria, magnolia, azalea,
peony, camellia, peach, plum, maple,
pine, chrysanthemum, iris, lotus and
morning glory find more popular favor.

LITTLE THINGS THAT COUNT

Comparatively Trivial Trouble in Phil¬
adelphia Building Made Structure

Temporarily Worthless.

"Ye" Is Pronounced "THuh."
The "y" in "ye" is simply a substi¬

tute for the Anglo-Saxon "thorn let¬
ter," so called, which we have no way
of getting into thiB column. That
Anglo-Saxon letter, like the corre¬
sponding Icelandic character, stood
for "th." The Encyclopedia Britan-
nica says:
"The English letter 'thorn' sur¬

vived and continued in use down to
thb fifteenth century, when it was
transformed to y."

meaning "the," it is, of course (as near
as we can put it into printer's ink)
"thuh" today, sb was in Chaucer's
time and long before. Nobody who
speaks English ever pronounces "the"
as if it spelled "thee," but gives it
the same sound as the "e" has in the
corresponding French word. Just as
the French pronounce "le Jour" "luh
zhour," so is "the day" pronounced

This work being under¬
taken while the town is still new, is a
most excellent plan, as the town is
only about three years old, and in this
way splendid results will be sure to
result in time, and the best and most
artistic and effective results secured.
This is one of the few towns in Florida
where such a plan has been followed,
and it will make Lake Hamilton one of
the most beautiful towns in the country.
Many people who have travelled exten¬
sively, claim that Lake Hamilton is
naturally the most beautiful site for a
town in Florida, and with this excellent
and uniform tree planting and orna¬
mental plan, the most will be made
of Nature's great kindness here.
With the many sparkling azure lakes,
set like sapphires in the green citrus
groves, the possibilities here are with¬
out limit, if these methods of co-oper¬
ation are employed. Lake Hamilton is
certainly one of the coming great re¬
sort towns of Florida.

But with
the reputation for quality that these
melons are building up, the business is
sure to become more extensive here in
succeeding seasons.

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KINGSLEY A HARD WORKER

Famous Author Often Broke Down and
Had to Quit—His Impressive

Sermons.

Klngsley'a life was a series of tips
and downs. He would work with such
fury, writing letters, preaching, visit
ing the sick, teaching, smoking all
day, and at night, after the rest of the
house were all in bed, sitting up till
the small hours writing at one of his
novels, that, after several months of
this kind of thing, he would have a
breakdown and be ordered to quit.
At first he thought what he needed

was physical exercise, and off he would
go on a long tramp or a fishing trip.
But soon he learned that what he
must have was absolute quiet, says
Hildegarde Hawthorne in St. Nicholas,
and then he would ait for hours in the
sun, soaking in some lovely scene be¬
fore him and waiting till his energy
returned, as peacefully as he might.
Every now and then he was subject
to intense fits of depression, such as
men of his temper are apt to suffer,
but his buoyant spirit soon came sing¬
ing home again, and the boy in him
waked with a shout, ready for play
and for work.

Kingsley made a tremendous impres¬
sion in his lifetime, not so much from
anything he actually did, but because
of all he hoped and wanted to do, and
tried to make people see was worth
doing. His sermons were listened to
breathlessly; and though the conven¬
tional churchmen did not approve of
him, his congregations loved him. Once
he was preaching to a throng of work-
ingmen, and, when he had finished, the
incumbent, one of the dignitaries of
the church, rose and said that he did
not believe in most of what Mr. King¬
sley had said and had expected a very
different sermon. Kingsley made no
reply, simply bowing his head. But as
he walked back through the aisle the
men in the seats near him stretched
out their hands to touch him as he
passed and murmured blessings on
him.
He loved the poor, the weak, the un

happy, and he gave himself to them
with a fervor it is hard to realize.
He loved gay and gallant doings, clean
and bright, as you can see in his books.

HALF AS HEAVY AS CORK

Remarkable Species of Wood That
Has Been Given to the World

by Porto Rico.

A wood so light that it is only half
as heavy as cork ib Porto Rico's con
tribution to the commercial world. It
is known as balsa wood, the Porto
Rican name being goano, which
"corkwood" when translated, while in
Martinique the term applied to it is
floating wood.
Coated with paraffin to render it im¬

pervious to water, balsa wood is now
taking the place of cork in the manu¬
facture of life preservers, and modern
life rafts constructed entirely of the
Porto Rican product are being made,
Being extremely porous, balsa wood
acts as a natural insulator against
both heat and cold. Fireless cookers
made of it are found to require no ad¬
ditional insulation, and a piece of ice
placed in a box made of goano with
stood the heat of an intensely hot day
for five or six hours recently. The
United States government used it for
the construction of buoys used in the
coast service.

Pyjama Transformation.
"Meh's dressing gowns and pyjamas

have been transformed into things
of beauty. The "latest" takes a dam¬
ascened form. The jacket is cut ex¬

tremely low with lapels of black silk.
Pyjamas, and always with a "y!" Mr.
George Moore wrote fantastically
about them in his "lovers of Orelay,"
but the reader will not find the pas¬
sage or the account of the quest of
pyjamas in "Memoirs of My Dead
Life," as published in this country;
he must send to London for Mr. Heine-
mann's edition, the original one. "Py¬
jamas," says Mr. Moore, "redeem us
from the shame of the nightshirt."
Yet, there are some, and deep thinkers
are among them, who still prefer the
old-fashioned nightgown, the "nightie"
of their childhood. They say that the
pyjama cord hurts the waist; that
trousers bunch or slip down to their
discomfort.

It does not cost any more to ship a
thousand-pound pure-bred steer than it
does a scrub. And there is a difference
in the price.

Did you ever notice that one farmer
builds (a silo, uses it awhile and lets
it go to ruin? Another builds one, uses
it awhile and builds a second. Wonder
what is the matter.

LAND THAT IS IDLE

LEAKS FERTILITY

Florida land should be kept busy.
Some farmers will quarrel with that
.statenient because they think that
land should have a rest sometime
during the year. Some lands can be
benefited by resting if the vacation is
applied in the right way, but where
there is as much sun and rain as

there is in Florida, idle land does not
rest. It leaks. This is especially
true in summer. The warm sun and
heavy rains facilitate plant food liber¬
ation and the surplus water carries
the plant food away. Did you ever
notice the color of the streams and
creeks? They get the organic matter
that should stay in the soil.
Some crop should be planted to con¬

serve the plant food, to shade the
land, to enrich the soil and to check
the leaching water. This crop may
ba used as hay or green manure. C.
K. McQuarrie, state agent for the
University of Florida Extension Di¬
vision. recommends that some crop
such as German millet, cowpeas early
velvet beans, or other legume be
planted on watermelons or any other
land that has produced a spring crop.
It is true that weeds and grass will
cover the land and conserve some of
the plant food, but that land could
produce a valuable crop that would
not be so hard on it as weeds, and
the fertility could be actually increased
by the growth of legumes. If the
weeds are allowed to grow they prob¬
ably will be burned when another
crop is to be planted. Such practices
are wasteful. No farmer will burn a

cultivated crop, and all the plant food
which it gathers will be turned into
feed or plowed under to enrich the
soil.
The remains of the spring crop,

vines, plants and fruits, should be de¬
stroyed so that any disease which they
harbor will not be carried over to
infect new crops next year.

STARR LAKE ITEMS

STRAWBERRY PLANTS
BETTER IF CULTIVATED

Strawberry plant beds should
cultivated to keep weeds down and
to allow the plants to make good
root growth. A. P. Spencer, district
agent for the University of Florida
Extension Division, suggests that the
runners be trained down the row be
fore they take root. The middles
should be left free to allow cultivation.
If the runners are not trained along
the row they will set roots in the mid¬
dle, and cultivation • will have to be
given with tne hoe.
The most progressive growers use one

of two methods. The first is to turn
the runners along each row as previous¬
ly suggested. The other is to train the
runners from two rows into one mid¬
dle and cultivate alternate middles.
Either method will give more plants
and better plants than if the runners
are allowed to wander over the whole
ground surface and prevent cultivation.
The workings should be given with some
light implement that will keep weeds
and grass in check.

FLORIDA FARMERS
SAVING MORE FEED

Florida farmers are becoming more
and more independent of imported feed.
This fact is shown by the amount of
corn on farms this spring. C. C. Hare,
field agent for the Bureau of Crop Es¬
timates, calls attention to the esti¬
mates made by the Bureau during the
last three years. In the spring of 1914
the amount was 4,000,000 bushels; in
1915, 3,472,000, and this spring it is
f01,000.
The amount of oats on farms has

increased during the last three years.
In 1914 it was 130,000 bushels; in 1915,
135,000; and in 1916, 183,000.

When the market for truck sags,
do not let the vegetables lie in the
field and rot. Can some of them so
that they can be used between growing
and fruiting seasons. Some folks
think that it is unnecessary to can
farm produce in Florida because it is
so easy to raise. Make a visit to the
grocery store and note the canned

is there. If grocers find canned
goods profitable, the farmer can afford
to do his own canning.

LAKE WALES HIGHLANDER

GREAT TRAFFIC IN
FLORIDA PRODUCTS

Jacksonville.—Forty thousand six
hundred and eight carloads of Florida
products have been shipped out of the-
state to points in the south, east and
west since the season began, include
ing shipments of grapefruit, oranges*
mixed vegetables, lettuce, pineapples*
tomatoes, celery, strawberries, potaa
toes, .watermelons and cantaloupes.
Only one car of cantaloupes has been
shipped.
The people as a whole, outside of

the shipping and growing circles, have
little knowledge of the ponderous traf¬
fic in Florida products being carried
on every season. These figures only
include shipments made from Jack¬
sonville, High Springs and Hampton,
via the railroads, and would be in¬
creased greatly if the shipments via
other points and the steamship lines
were made known.
At this time the movement of prod¬

ucts consists chiefly of pineapples, wa¬
termelons and mixed vegetables. The
season for oranges, grapefruit and
such is practically over, with a few
shipments of carloads being made
daily.
Shippers and growers alike are en¬

thused over the amount of business
transacted this season, particularly in
the citrus fruit lines. Shipments of
oranges averaged 17,819 cars to dats,
and grapefruit 5,592 carloads.
The totals of each separate product

are as follows:
Grapefruit, 5,692 cars; oranges, 17,-

819; mixed vegetables, 2,568; lettuce,
2,205; pineapples, 69; tomatoes, 6,198;
celery, 3,598; strawberries, 702; pota¬
toes, 1,429; watermelons, 217, and
cantaloupes, 1 car.

Conference Of Y. W. C. A.
Jacksonville.—Much interest is be¬

ing manifested In the Southern city
conference of the Y. W. C. A. to be
held July 21 to 31 at Blue Ridge,
near Black Mountain, N. C., and it
is expected that Florida will have
quite a number of delegates.
The conference will be for the

young women of Virginia, North Car¬
olina, South Carolina, Kentucky, Ten¬
nessee, Mississippi. Alabama, Georgia,
Louisiana and Florida. It wil be held
under the auspices of the national
board of the Young Women's Chris¬
tian Association.
"These days," said an interested

party, "in which women from the cit¬
ies will talk over together some of
the perplexing questions of the life
of today, will mean new strength and
assurance for every delegate. Any
member of the Y. W. C. A. who can

attend may have the greater part of
her expenses paid, if she goes as an
appointed delegate. The helpful pro¬
gram, the^wonderful location and the
fellowship'of capable leaders all make
the ten conference days never to be
forgotten ones."

While
there was no official verification of the
reports that the airmen would go to
Mexican waters, it was known that
several gunboats had been ordered
there, and it was said machines were
being rolled out of the hangars with
the purpose of loading six of them on
the North Carolina.

said, would go on the vessels later.
Ten aviators were expected to sail on
the North Carolina. The latter ves¬
sel was said to be loading stores.

Blooded Bulls For Ranges
Tallahassee.—A shipment of poll-an-

gus bulls for breeding purposes on
Florida cattle ranges reached after a
series of holdups and delays due to
the cattle tick.
The shipment originated in Alabama;

and reached Atlanta June 1. On inspec¬
tion it was discovered the cattle were
tick-infested and they were stopped
and held until June 5, when they were
first dipped. The second dipping oc¬
curred before they were allowed to
proceed. They entered Florida without
inspection, having been dipped in com¬
pliance with the law regarding cattle
from tick territory.

Starke.—8t. Johns county has com¬

pleted her part of the Dixie highway,
which is mostly paved with brick.
Where the road crosses the north
boundary of the county a magnificent
arch has been erected over it, bearing
on the north side the Inscription,

again."

ORIGIN OF CURFEW BE.L

Merely Served as Warning to Cover
Fire in the Time of William

the Conqueror.

So many towns ring the curfew bell
to warn the children that 9 o'clock
p. m. must find them safe in the home
nest, it is interesting to know that the
curfew bell originated in the time of
William the Conqueror, says a writer
in the People's Home Journal. A "cur¬
few" was a fire cover of metal, shaped
like a hood, with a handle by which it
was lifted. It had an opening on one
Bide, and was about ten inches in
height. Because fires in early days
were made on large, open hearths, the
Emoke escaping through a hole in the
roof, fire risk was great. It was or¬
dered that every householder before
retiring must cover his fire with a
"couvre-feu," meaning "cover the fire."
He scraped the embers together at the
back of the hearth, putting the cover
over them, the open part close against
the chimney.
A bell was rung in the market place,

at an early hour every night, as a sig¬
nal that people must extinguish their
fires and go to bed. The term "cur¬
few" was associated with the ringing
of the bell. But in William the Con¬
queror's time a curfew was nothing
more poetical than a plain metal fire
extinguisher.

Jacksonville.—The United States

civil service commission will hold an

Valuable Wood.
The tree most valuable in the Gui¬

ana forests is that known as green-
heart, or siperia. Greenheart is among
Lloyds' list of eight first-class woods
and is one of the strongest woods in
use. It is employed largely in en¬
gineering and construction work, har¬
bor works, railway trestles and
bridges. The 50 large pairs of lock
gates in the Manchester ship canal are
all built of greenheart from Demerara.
Engineers have said it is impossible to
estimate the durability of greenheart.
particularly in the construction of
docks, their lasting quality being 11m
ited only by the iron bolts and other
fastenings used.

Most Lasting Wood.
Practically all of the lock gates of

the Bridgewater canal are made of
greenheart. For the last 50 years all
the dock gates in the Mersey harbor
at Liverpool have been made of this
wood, and when it has been found nec¬
essary to remove any of these gates
to widen or deepen the channel the
wood has been^found to be as good as
when it was first used. In the Canada
dock wood put down in 1856 was
again used in the construction of new
gates after 38 years' use.

48,000 ACRES

Peace Creek Drainage Scheme Will
Make Productive Farms of

Swamp Land

Addition of 48,000 acres to the arable
lands of Florida is assured by the execu¬
tion of the plans prepared for the
reclamation of the Peace Creek
lands in Polk County. The prelimin¬
ary steps were taken two years ago
by the organization of a drainage
district under the provisions of the
state drainage law enacted in 1913,
and the work has steadily pro¬
gressed until the actual drainage of
the big district has begun. The El¬
liott & Herman Engineering Co. of
Washington, D. C., and Peoria, 111.,
are the engineers and superintend¬
ents of the work which will require
two years to complete.
The estimated benefits assessed

against the property by the board of
commissioners, appointed under the
law for that duty, is $2,251,000.
The total cost of the project will

be something over a quarter of a
million dollars. Over half a million
-dollars annually will be added to
the agricultural wealth of this sec¬
tion and land which has a small
value will become productive farms.
The Peace Creek Drainage district

has issued and sold its bonds and
has let contracts for the entire
work. The plans which were ap¬
proved by critical engineers provide
for the construction of miles of
ditches for draining the lands,
vjeirs for regulating the overflow of
lakes and bridges where the ditches
cross the highways. Four dredging
machines of different sizes will fee
used in constructing the ditches.

. E^ace Valley Drainage district in¬
cludes about 48,000 acres at the
head of the valley of Peace Creek,
■one of two tributaries which form
Peace river. Bordered on all sides
except where the creek passes to the
river, by low hills and lakes which
cut off all surface flow into the dis¬
trict, the trace is unique in its
drainage problems. The Atlantic
Coast Line railroad skirts along its
eastern border with stations at Dun¬
dee, Waverly and Lake Wales. The
Lake Wales Extension of the Sea¬
board Air Line railroad crosses the
southern part of the district with
stations at Peace Valley and Altur-
us, while the west line of the dis¬
trict is four miles from Bartow and
Winter Haven, towns on the Coast
Line.

Swamp land largely comprises the
area to be reclaimed. It is made wet
by rain which falls direotly upon it
and by seepage from the surround¬
ing region which consists of low
hills interpersed with numerous
lakes, forming one of the most at¬
tractive citrus regions of the state.
The lakes having no outlet protect
the district to be reclaimed from
surface inflow. The plan of reclama¬
tion consists of a main canal
through the central part of the dis¬
trict twenty-four miles long, begin¬
ning with an eight-foot bottom and
ending with a fifty-foot bottom, the
entire line having a fall of twenty-
seven feet. The southern part of the
district is drained by a ditch with
a twenty-foot bottom which passes
through a lake one square mile in
area. The lake will be utilized as a

reservoir for controlling the flood
flow from that part of the district.
A system of branch and lateral
ditches provides outlets for the
drainage of each 40 acres. The to-
al length of ditches of all sizes is
142 miles, requiring an estimated
excavation of 2,432,743 cubic yards.
The lands of this district are se¬

curity for the bonds which have
been sold to cover the expense of
the work. About 40,000 acres have

FINE CORN CROF

St. Augustine.—It is now an estab¬
lished fact that the farmers of St.
Johns county will make one of the
best crops ever raised in this section,
provided weather conditions continue
favorable.

Infantry company.
Mr. Boyd is enthusiastic over the

proposition, and decided to organize
such a command here on receipt of
the news that the president had called
the National Guard for border service
in connection with the Mexican sit¬
uation.
A machine gun is essential to all

infantry regiments, and as the First
infantry, National Guard of Florida, is
without such a command, officers here
welcomed the news 'hat Mr. Boyd in¬
tends to organize this necessary unit.

Guardsmen Must Take New Oaths
Tallahassee.—The war department

made public a letter that has been
sent by direction of the secretary of
war to Adjutant General J. Clifford
Foster of Florida. It conveys the in¬
formation that every enlisted man
and officer of the Florida National
Guard will be required to take a new
oath under the penalty of withdrawal
of federal recognition if the require¬
ment is not complied with.
As every man must take an indi¬

vidual oath and execute a contract,
the process, it is expected, will con¬
sume a good deal of time. It will
be up to each enlisted man and offi¬
cer to decide for himself whether or

not he shall take the new oath, but
federal recognition and federal funds
will be withheld from all who refuse
to take the oath.

V. Oven and Thomas B. Adams, attor¬
neys for W. V. Knott, alleged that in
the returns for the election of officers
in numerous designated precincts there
had been discovered manv errors and
irregularities, which would materially
affect the final result as to the nomi¬
nation for Governor.
The justices of the Supreme Court

had notice served on the attorneys, rep¬
resenting Mr. Catts, and on the Attor¬
ney General, that the petition for in¬
junction would be heard in oral argu¬
ment by the court at noon today. Such
argument was had, both Mr. Knott and
Mr. Catts being present in person, and
both also being represented by counsel.
At the conclusion of the argument the
court announced that no adequate
showing had been made for the inter¬
position of a court of equity, and or¬
dered that the petition for injunction
be denied.—Tampa Tribune.

He declares that
the Forrest highway will be one of
the great highways of the South and
will connect with the great trunk lines
running east and west.

Second Regiment Florida's Best
Tampa.—Because the Second regi¬

ment had the cream of Florida's mili¬
tary organizations, it was picked to
answer the first call for mobilization
and because the Second regiment is
a south Florida regiment, witto all
of its twelve companies south of
Gainesville, Tampa was chosen as

headquarters for the recruiting to fill
all the twelve companies up to war
strength. Following out these orders
of Adjutant General J. Clifford R. Fos¬
ter, Captain Shields Warren of Gaines¬
ville was sent here to take charge of
the recruiting work.

Ornamental League Organized

Quarantine offi¬
cers said, however, that the refugees
described conditions at Progreso as

being unbearable.
The American steamer Ramos arriv¬

ed from Laguna, Mexico, bringing, it
was said, the American vice consul
from there.

MEN'S_RELEASE
American Note Sent as Result of Car-
ranza's Admission of Responsibility
for Attack on Troops at Carrizal

Washington.—A demand for the Im¬
mediate release of the American troop¬
ers taken prisoner at Carrizal, cou¬
pled with a stern notification that the
United States expects an early state¬
ment of the purposes of the Carranza,
government, was telegraphed to Mex¬
ico City by Secretary Lansing. The
note discloses that the state depart¬
ment received a communication from
the de facto government stating that
the Carrizal fight was the direct re¬
sult of orders to attack American sol¬
diers moving otherwise than toward
the border personally issued by Gen¬
eral Carranza to General Trevlno and
by the latter communication to Gen¬
eral Pershing. In reply Secretary Lan¬
sing requires that the de facto gov¬
ernment transmit a definite statement
"as to the course of action It has de¬
termined upon" through the usual
diplomatic channels, "and not through
subordinate military officers."
Carranza Note Deliberately Hostile
The Mexican communication is con¬

strued, Secretary Lansing states, "as
a formal avowal of„deliberately hos
tile action against the forces of the
United States now in Mexico, and of
the purpose to attack without provo¬
cation whenever they move from their
present position," despite the friendly
mission on which they are engaged
and which is reaffirmed in the Amer¬
ican rejoinder.

Force Will Be Met With Force
General Carranza is required to

place himself on record formally, and
the plain intimation lies behind the
restrained language of Mr. Lansing's
communication that force will be met

with force. Apparently, however, the
Washington government. Is determin¬
ed that the de facto government shall
not evade responsibility before the
world if war is forced upon the United
States. The note and the military
situation of the United States were

talked over at the white house by the
president with Chairman Stone of the
senate foreign relations committee,
Senator Lodge, ranking Republican
member, and Chairman Flood of the
ho'.se committee on foreign affairs.
U. S. Officer Says Mexicans Fired First
San Antonio, Texas.—Capt. Lewis

Sydney Morey, commander of K troop
of the Tenth cavalry, who, it was be¬
lieved, died of loss of blood and thirst
in a desert two miles from the scene
of the encounter between Americans
and Mexican troops at Carrizal, lias
made his way back safe to the Amer¬
ican lines, according to a wireless
message received by his wife and
transmitted to General Funston. Mrs.
Morey, who is now at Austin, repeat¬
ed the message to General Funston
over the telephone. It read: "Some¬
where in Mexico; am back on the
line with two men; safe." The mes¬
sage was signed "Sydney." That, ac¬
cording to Mrs. Morey, was the man¬
ner In which Captain Morey signed all
communications to her.
No Mexicans Allowed To Leave U. S.
New York.—Military authorities of

Mexico have prohibited the departure
from that country of any of her sub¬
jects—either men or women—on the
ground of "military necessity." The
passengers said the decree was is¬
sued just prior to the sailing of the
Esperanza for Tampico and it stop¬
ped between thirty and forty Mexi¬
cans who had planned to take the
ship for the United States. The Es¬
peranza brought mdre than one hun¬
dred passengers from the Mexican
ports, the majority officials and em¬

ployees of American mining and oil
companies. They united in saying
that the situation in all the port cit¬
ies was serious when they left and
that the safety of Americans depend¬
ed upon the uncertain power the mil¬
itary authorities held over the people,
supported by the fear of United States
war vessels which Mexicans generally
believed to be waiting within easy
call.

It is reported as we go to press that
Carranza will surrender the prisoners.
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A GROWERS' LEAGUE

The fruitgrowers of Frostproof

Notwithstanding the opposition
of the king and court, who thought
they would ruin the roads, they grew
to number over 300 by 1650.

ney carriages in Paris have since been
called "flacres."
By 1694 there were over 700 of these

conveyances in London.

First Footpaths in 1762.
The student of old London, notic¬

ing the whitened curbs in the streets
today, is inevitably reminded that the
institution of the footway is really
of quite recent date. It was not, in¬
deed, until after the Westminster pav¬
ing act of 1762 that footways became
at all general. Before that time man
and beast took the same road. Many
of the old iron posts, which are still
to be seen in Regent street and else¬
where, showing the crown and the
monogram of the Georges, indicate the
corners of these first footways.

How to Make Spirit Photographs.
Print from ordinary negatives in the

usual manner on printing-out paper,
then fix the prints in a solution of one
ounce hyposulphite of soda and eight
ounces of water, and wash them thor¬
oughly. While still wet, immerse them
in a saturated solution of bichloride
of mercury until the image disap¬
pears; then wash thoroughly. Be
very careful, as bichloride Is very poi¬
sonous. Soak some clean blotting pa¬
per in the hyposulphite of soda solu¬
tion and allow it to dry.
To cause the spirit photograph to

appear, cut a piece of blotting paper
the same size as the prepared print,
and moisten it; then hold the appar¬
ently blank piece of paper in contact
with it. The photograph will come
out gradually, clear and plain, and if
washed thoroughly will be permanent,
—Popular Science Monthly.

Orange Peel Oil Explosive.
Everybody knows the flavor of or¬

ange peel, but not everybody knows
what causes that flavor. It is due to
the oil contained in little cells in
the rind. If the peel is bent so as
to strain these oil-laden cells, the oil
bursts out, often as a visible spray and
usually perceptible to our sense of
smell, and often as a greasy film on
the fingers. The peel may be so bent
as to rupture a large number of these
cells at one time, and to fill the air
with an oily mist. If, at the moment
of bending, a lighted match be ap¬
plied by an assistant a decided explo¬
sion will follow. This experiment is
most successfully performed In a dark¬
ened room or in a room wholly dark
except for the light from the match.—
Popular Science Monthly.

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MANY MEN ADDED
TO FLORIDA GUARD

In Response To Recent Call About Si*
Hundred Have Enlisted In The First

And Second Regiments

FAIR SHOWING FOR MILITIA
The Strength Of The National Guard

In Florida Since Mexican Crisis
Shows Goodly Increase

Tallahassee.—The strength of the
National Guard in Florida since the
precipitation of the Mexican crisis and
the calling out of part of the militia
has increased from 1,411 enlisted men
and officers to approximately 2,000,
including the First and Second regi¬
ments. The Second regiment now has
approximately 1,200 men and officers,
while the First regiment has about
800 men, of which number approxi¬
mately 390 are located in Jacksonville,
comprising five companies.
The peace strength of the National

Guard as shown in the annual report
of Gen. Alfred Miles, chief of the di¬
vision of militia affairs, is 8,795 offi¬
cers and men. The report shows the
number who have actually passed the
federal inspection and means just that
many men ready for service. The fig¬
ures, if anything, underestimate the
present strength. Illinoils regiments,
quoted in the report at 522 officers
and 5,550, men, have a strength of
8,120. The same condition prevails
all over the country.
The campaign for recruits in the

National Guard of many of the states
is playing havoc with the help In
many of the shops in the industrial
centers. As a result of this, agents
have been sent south in search of
young men to work in many of the
manufacturing plants. Efforts have
been made here recently to employe
a large number of young white men
to go north.

Florida Inhabited By Large Animals

Tallahassee.—That Florida was

once inhabited by some very large
animals is asserted by the United
State Geologic Survey, which has re¬
cently issued the following bulletin
of special interest to this state:
"Phosphorus, oqe of the most im¬

portant elements required by plants,
is obtained from phosphate rock,
which is mined at many places in
the United States and foreign coun¬
tries. Florida supplies most of the
product of the United States and dur¬
ing recent years of normal production
its output exceeded that of any for¬
eign country. The normal annual out¬
put of Florida in recent years has
been valued at between $9,000,000 and
$10,000,000.
"Bulletin 604 of the United States

Geological Survey, prepared by George
C. Hatson, gives a comprehensive dis¬
cussion of the origin, mode of occur¬
rence and distribution of the phos¬
phate deposits of Florida and a sum¬

mary of the methods of mining the
rock.

Florida Second Melon Growing State
Tallahassee.—Out of a total acre¬

age of nearly two hundred thousand
planted in watermelons, Florida stands
second among states, according to the
department of agriculture reports,
there being an increase of about five
thousand acres planted in this fruit
this season over the last. Georgia
heads the list with 27,633 acres and
Florida comes next with a total acre¬
age of 29,626. In the fifteen principal
producing states there are 100,965
acres planted in watermelons. The
acreage is divided as follows:
Georgia 27,663 acres; Florida 20,626

acres; Texas 17,406; South Carolina
6,860; Oklahoma 6,195; North Carolina
6.07S; Alabama 5,484; California 4,817
and Virginia 4,686. Acreages in canta¬
loupes were: Georgia 5,978; North Cart
olina 5,734; Colorado 3,687, a decrease!
of more than 2,000 acres from laso
year; Arkansas 2,675; Arizona 2,000;
Florida 1,539; Texas 1,107; South Car¬
olina 1,035, with California leading in
cantaloupes with 14,935 acres.

Many Building Permits
Daytona.—The total value of the

building permits granted by the city
during the first half of the year 1916
was $88,075, according to a report re¬

cently submitted by Commissioner.

STATE HIGHWAY
ENGINEER REPORTS

W. F. Cocke Makes Report Before
Members of State Road

Board.

Jacksonville.—Detailing the work
already done on the state and county
roads, and other work in connection
with different county organizations,
William P. Cocke, highway engineer,
made a report before members of the
state road board.
Mr. Cocke said he entered actively

on the duties of his office May 19,
last, and had made a study of all the
road laws in his preliminary work,
and had advised the county commis¬
sioners of each county in the state
that engineering assistance for road
and bridge work was now available
from his office at any time desired.

Diseases Of Watermelons Explained
Jacksonville.—Owing to the fact

that Florida is one of the largest wa¬
termelon producing states in the Un¬
ion, Dr. W. A. Orton, the government
pathologist in charge of cotton and
truck disease investigation, has writ¬
ten a synopsis on this subject and
calls attention to the following field
diseases prevalent to this melon.
Anthracnose or watermelon small¬

pox, the remedy for which is spray¬
ing with bordeaux mixture in the
field. Diploda or stem and rot, caused
by germ gaining entrance through the
opening in stem end of melon after
it has been clipped from the vine.
Freight cars which have contained
diseased melons must inevitably con¬
tain millions of germs, and such
cars should as a precautionary meas¬
ure be thoroughly cleaned and then
sprayed with a solution of copper of
sulphate applied with a force pump
in sufficient quantity to barely wet
the ceiling, walls and floor of the
car. The majority of losses are caused
by diploda, a very contagious disease
and should healthy melons be loaded
in infected cars they are sure to con¬
tract the disease.

Census Of New Tuber Taken

Crystal Springs. — The United
States department of agriculture has
recently been getting information
from here as to the number of acres
in this locality planted to dasheens
this year. A canvass of Crystal
Springs colony shows that there are
somewhat over forty acres planted to
this new tuber, which is an Increase
of the acreage of last year. Those re¬
porting report from about a quarter of
an acre up to ten acres. The largest
acreage reported by any one individ¬
ual is five acres, the ten acres being
reported by Agricultural Director
Beech, who has fields in charge of
some non-residents. Last year few
planters here had more than one

acre, but this year a number hav«
from three to five.

School Of Sharks Drives Whales In

Jacksonville.—Driven into shallow
water by a school of sharks, fourteen
whales ranging in size from 10 to 25
feet, Stranded along a half mile stretch
along the Atlantic at Pablo Beach,
near Jacksonville, at night. Unable
to extricate themselves, the whales
died during the night. Citizens at
Pablo Beach were attracted to a com¬

motion along the beach when the
sharks drove the whales ashore. The
monster school could be plainly seen
in the distance in the bright moon¬
light, eye witnesses declare.
It is the first time in the memory

of the oldest inhabitants that such an

unusual occurrence has been recorded
on the Florida seacoast. One or two
whales were stranded during a storm
about fifteen years ago, it is recalled.

Taylor County Bond Election
Perry.—An epidemic of good roads

fever, remarkable for its intensity, is
spreading over Taylor county from
boundary line to boundary line in all
directions. People who never before
manifested any interest in such mat¬
ters, are now actively working in be¬
half of the $600,000' bond issue that
Is to be voted upon by the county on
July 25.
The proposed bond issue contem¬

plates the building of twenty-four
D iles of brick and sixty-five miles of
■:md-asphalt roads in various sections
of the county and the grading and
drainage of practically all of the pub¬
lic roads of the county.

CHANGE OF OWNERSHIP

J. I. Perry, who established a five to
twenty-five cent store here a few
weeks ago, has sold the business to
Elmer Ide, who comes here from St.
Cloud. Mr. and Mrs. Perry, who have
other interests here, will remain in
Lake Wales.

SORE-HEAD MAY BE

PREVENTED IN CHICKS

Sore-head usually gives trouble to
poultrymen during summer. It is prev¬
alent during the rainy season on late
hatched chicks. The disease is due
to small parasites which cause swell¬
ing and irritation of the head. The
eyes become inflamed and sore and
the chicks finally die.
The best means of control is pre¬

vention, according to A. P. Spencer,
district agent for the University of
Florida Extension Division. If one

waits until the disease appears he
will have considerable trouble and
probably will lose a number of chicks.
As soon as the chicks are strong and
active, epsom salts should be given
in the feed or water. A half pound
of epsom salts can be added either to
enough wet mash feed for fifty chicks
and fed three times a day or to three
gallons of water which can be kept
before the birds constantly. Enough
permanganate of potash should be
added to the water to color it. The
chicks seem to prefer the colored wa¬
ter to fresh. It is probable that the
salts will be more effective if given in
the feed.
Local treatment should be applied

as soon as the disease appears. W. L.
Floyd, of the University of Florida
College of Agriculture, has found the
following prescription effective: lard,
2 ounces; powdered copper sulphate, 1
ounce; table salt, 1 ounce; crude car¬
bolic acid, a few drops. This remedy
is severe but effective. None of the
mixture should be allowed to get into
the chick's eyes.
If the heads are sore and badly

swollen it is advisable to wash them
in warm water containing a little crude
carbolic acid before .the ointment is

applied. In severe cases the chick
should be destroyed.

CARING FOR THE MILK

Give the dairyman a square deal.
Milk customers are wont to blame all
the spoiled milk on the dairyman, and
if the milk does not keep as long as
it should, the dairyman is usually ac¬
cused of delivering old milk or pro¬
ducing unclean milk. Now in some
cases the criticism is justified. Dairy¬
men have been known to produce un¬
clean milk and some are probably do¬
ing it yet, but it is not advisable to
accuse a reputable dairyman hastily.
It is probable that he is more capable
of producing clean milk than ninety-
five percent of his customers are of
keeping it clean after he delivers it.
C. L. Willoughby, professor of dairy¬

ing in the University of Florida Col¬
lege of Agriculture, reminds house¬
wives that they should care for milk
just as carefully after it is delivered
as they would have the dairyman care
for it before. First of all it should be
placed in the refrigerator immediately
upon delivery. If it stands in the
sun an hour or two it cannot be ex¬

pected to keep well. The bacteria
which are present will have done con¬
siderable work before the tempera¬
ture can be reduced. Then the longer
the bottle sits on the steps or porch,
the greater danger there is of con¬
tamination. Dogs, cats and vermin
are sure to nose the bottle. If they
do not succeed in loosening the cov¬
er, they at least leave some of the or
ganism on the outside which they col¬
lect from familiar haunts. This con¬

tamination can easily get in the bot¬
tle after it is opened.
Milk should never be put in a dirty

refrigerator. Do not leave the bottle
uncovered. And above all else wash
the bottle thoroughly before it is re¬
turned to the milkman.

Claim Books Too High
Jacksonville.—A reduction in the

price of those books used in the high
schools in Florida, as well as a change
to others considered more fitted for
the students attending the public
schools in this state, are matters that
will receive immediate attention from
Prof. W. N. Sheats, state superintend¬
ent of public instruction.
Florida has a law governing the

cost of the books used in the gram¬
mar schools, which brought about a
40 per cent reduction, but the text¬
books used in the high schools re¬
mains at the same old advanced prices.
This matter has been vigorously com¬
plained about by parents of school
children, who claim that they are com¬
pelled to pay almost twice as much
for the same books as is charged in
other states.

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EDINBURGH WORTH A VISIT

Time of Traveler Can Be Well Spent
in an Inspection of the Scot¬

tish Capital.

There is generally an east wind
blowing in Edinburgh, whipping the
fog about, or else it is raining. Other¬
wise the climate is very attractive.
When a clear day does come, you ap¬
preciate it. It is very calm and clear
and bracing. You climb a hill—Edin¬
burgh carries an assorted stock of hills
—and you look down on a city that is
picturesque in the fullest and broadeBt
application of that overworked poly¬
syllable. Edinburgh is easily the most
picturesque capital in Europe.
The castle keeps you from looking

at anything else for the first fifteen or
twenty minutes. It stands in the mid¬
dle of things, capping a hill that shoots
up almost straight from the level. You
cannot see where the hill leaveB off
and the castle begins; it seems to have
grown from the living rock beneath it.
They tell you that the castle has never
been taken by assault, though it has
been perched there for a thousand
years or so. You are not surprised at
the statement, but you indulge in a
little mild speculation as to the par¬
ticular form of foolishness that led
anybody to assault it.
After a while you look away from

the castle and size up the city at large.
Miles of gray mansions spiked with
towers and spires stretch before you.
backed and cut off in all directions
by hills Just rough and rocky enough
to be decorative. Hundreds of little
blue pennons of smoke arise from the
chimneys. They do not consume
their own smoke in Edinburgh; the
Scots have nicknamed the capital
"Auld Reekie."

Edinburgh is running over with his¬
torical association and the tradition
of greatness. Here the national life
of Scotland has centered ever since
she had one. All her warriors, all her
patriots, all her men of sciences and
her poets have left their mark on the
capital. As a result, Edinburgh has a

personality as clear cut and individual
as that of some great actress. She is
as Scotch as Robert Burns. If you
like the reticence, the mixture of sen¬

timent and resolution that make the
Scottish temperament, you will find
Edinburgh a never-ending delight.

TELL OF HUMAN SACRIFICE

Significance of Pair of Thongs, In New
York Museum, Will Be Ap¬

parent to All.

The curator of anthropology at the
American Museum of Natural History,
New York, values among recent acqui¬
sitions in the Pa\ynee Indian collec¬
tion a pair of thongs which are, so
far as known, the only existing relics
of the Pawnees' tribal rite of mak¬
ing a human sacrifice to the Morning
Star, god of war. Curiously enough,
the Pawnee god of war star is believed
to have been the planet Mars.
When life grew dull It devolved

upon the Pawnee priests to relieve the
tedium of the tepees by dreaming that
old Morning Star demanded a sacri¬
fice. Then the bloods went on the
warpath until they captured a maiden
of a hostile tribe. After due ceremony
she was bound by thongs to a scaf¬
fold, her feet pointing right at old
Morning Star himself. When the
brave bucks, who rather prided them¬
selves on their sharpshooting, had
stuck her so full of arrows that she
looked like a hedgehog, and when her
heart had been cut out the party was
over.

Pencils Made Sterile.
School physicians have recently de¬

cided that Bchool lead pencils may do
deadly work as disseminators of dis¬
ease germs. The lead pencils for an
entire room are usually in charge of
the teacher and are distributed when
they are needed for class work. Chil¬
dren habitually moisten the pencils in
their mouths, a practice more unsani¬
tary than the use of the old fashioned
slate cleaned with saliva. It is now
proposed to have the pencils fumi¬
gated daily with formaldehyde gas,
and a small fumigator has been de¬
signed for that purpose. The fumi¬
gator is the size of a one burner gas
hot plate. The top will hold BO pen¬
cils. They are set in place and the
fumigating gas turned on for IB min¬
utes, which renders them absolutely
sterile.

BREED SOWS FOR

bring the pigs some time in October.
Then the sows will be ready in time
to breed for the April litter.
Since a packinghouse for Jackson¬

ville is assured, farmers need not hesi¬
tate to raise more pigs. By raising
two litters they can turn their money
twice and keep the sows busy. With
a home market the first litter can be
ready to ship by the time the second
comes.

Fodder pulling is expensive. The
corn plant is not done with its leaves
until they are dry. It is evident, then,
that stripping them while they are
green is sure to injure the plant. In¬
jury to the plant will cut the yield.

2 Warships Sunk By Austrian Boat
Paris.—The ministry of marine an¬

nounces that the Italian auxiliary crui¬
ser Citta di Messina and the French
torpedo boat destroyer Fourche have
been torpedoed in the Strait of Otran-
to. The Citta di Messina, which was

being escorted by the Fourche, was
the first victim of the submarine. The
Fourche later attacked the underwa¬
ter boat, which submerged and dis¬
appeared. Shortly afterwards the
Fourche herself was torpedoed. Al¬
most all her crew was saved. The
Fourche was built in 1910.

Austrians Driven Out Of Bukowina
London.—The Russians have con¬

quered the whole of the Austrian
crownland of Bukowina and the Aus-
tro-Hungarians are making their way
toward the Carpathian passes. Kim-
polung, in the southern part of Buko¬
wina, has been occupied by the Rus¬
sians, and the Austrians have fallen
back between that town and Jokobeny
and to the northwest have evacuated
the heights south of Betrometti and
Wiznie. Along the river Pruth,
their drive toward Kolomea, the Rus¬
sians captured two towns.

Certified Dairy For West Florida
DeFuniak Springs.—Great interest

is being taken here in the construction
of a certified dairy and ice cream plant
to furnish a market for the dairy farms
throughout this section. Machinery
for the factory has been ordered, and
work will be begun as soon as it is
on the ground. Dairy and other farm¬
ers in Walton and adjoining counties
are being informed of this market,
and every effort will be made to im¬
prove the dairy stock to insure milk
and cream for the operation of the
plant.

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FLORIDA TROOPS
NOW IN CAMP

Reported That Men Will Be Sent to Del
Rio, Tex., a Border Town on

the Rio Grande

TalMiassee.—The Floriua National
Guard will be sent to Del Rio, Texas,
ccording to a telegram from General
Funston to General Wood, commander
of the department of the east. Gen¬
eral Wood announced, however, thai
the Florida troops are not yet repdy
to move and will not be for some

time, as more than half of them are
raw recruits.
But it is evident that it will be some

days and perhaps weeks before the
Second infantry, National Guard of
Florida, now mobilized at State Camp,
entrains for the Mexican border. At
any rate if the emergency demands
that the command go forward within
the next several days it will undoubt¬
edly go at peace strength, sixty-five
men to the company, as officers be¬
lieve enough men with previous mili¬
tary training, together with the more
apt recruits, could be secured to make
up a command of this strength to war¬
rant its dispatch to the border for
patrol duty.
The decision of the department not

to order the regiment to the border un¬
der present conditions is an indication
that the general staff of the army does
not intend to rush militia regiments
into the danger zone until they are
"reasonably prepared" for active field
service.
On the other hand, the regiment is

still short all equipment above peace
strength. The state authorities have
been insistent in their demand for this
adidtional equipment, which should
have been shipped immeditely follow¬
ing the president's eall to the colors.
Telegrams from the department of
the east stated that this equipment
was en route from the Philadelphia
depot.
In the meantime officers at State

Camp are still working night and day
in their efforts to prepare the regi¬
ment for border duty, and there will
be no let-up in these activities. All
of the blankets in the possession of
the Jacksonville battalion were sent
to State Camp for the men who have
been without this necessity since the
regiment arrived.
Additional recruits, however, are ar¬

riving daily, the command now num¬

bering nearly 1,500 officers and men.
The organization of a battery of

field artillery in Jacksonville will mean
an expenditure by the United States
government of $387,000 to completely
equip the troups, on a peace strength
footing, and in the event of war, will
require the sending of one hundred
and thirty-eight horses and mules and
six three-inch field guns.
At the present time Maj. S. C. Har¬

rison, Jr., who has been busy recruit¬
ing the battery, has a hundred young
men enlisted out of the required one
hundred and thirty-three to place the
battery on a peace footing, and he is
expecting daily to recruit the desired
number and close the enlistment
books.
One hundred and three men and of¬

ficers will comprise the peace strength
of the National Guard organizations
after July 1, when the new federal
law governing state militia goes into
effect. Simultaneously with the be¬
ginning of compensation to guard
members will come this increase in
the size of the companies, raising from
65, the present peace strength, to 103.
With the change in regulations also

comes a new "line up" of the person¬
nel, changing the name of quartermas¬
ter to supply the sergeant and from
artificer to mechanic.
The new personnel of a company

will be as follows:
One captain, one first lieutenant,

one second lieutenant, one first ser¬
geant, one supply sergeant, one mess
sergeant, six sergeants, two cooks, two
buglers, one mechanic, 11 corporals,
19 first class private and 56 privates.
A first class private draws $3 more
a month.

ENDORSE PLANS
FOR HARD ROAD

Good Roads Association Will Help in
Working for Highway from Frost¬

proof to De Soto Line

At the meeting of the Good Roads
Association at Bartow on Monday, that
body endorsed the project for hard-
surfacing the road from Frostproof to
the DeSoto County line. They will
urge the county commissioners to build
this seven miles of road, which forms
the connecting link between the new
asphalt road from Haines City and
the new road through DeSoto County
to Okeechobee.
A committee from- the Associated

Boards of Trade of the Scenic High¬
lands, made this request of the Good
Roads Association, as with their co¬
operation, it was believed that the
commissioners would give the matter
closer attention and take quicker action.

Cultivating Beauty.
If the busy housewife can spare an

hour or so each day in the exercise
necessary to retain her youth and
beauty, all well and good. But if not
each daily task can be utilized to im¬
prove some part of the body. Dash¬
ing cold water, followed by hard rub¬
bing, tones up the skin and prevents
colds, improves the circulation and
takes no more time than a languid rub
with a wash cloth. Even dressing can
be made useful in this respect when
the housewife leans down to button
her shoes. The knees should be kept
rigid and the bending should be en¬
tirely at the waist. Instead of sitting
to dress the hair, hang the mirror at
a convenient height and as you put
in the pins rise and fall slowly on the
toes, keeping the chest well up. This
strengthens the back and ankles to a

great extent.

May Violate Law
Jacksonville.—Between forty and

fifty local corporations have violated
the act of October 22, 1914, by fail¬
ing to stamp stock certificates and
to affix stamps on transferred stock,
according to the local internal reve¬
nue department headquarters, and in¬
vestigations are revealing others to
be added to the list. No aggressive
policy in regard to these violations
has yet been adopted, those who havj
failed to comply with th« law being
allowed to purchase and cancel the
proper amount of stamps without be¬
ing penalized, but unless more prompt
action is taken by violators penalties
may be enforced.

Paper and Ink for Our Money.
In the manufacture and printing of

the paper money of the United States
it is necessary that there shall be im¬
ported materials from various parts of
the world. A part of the paper fiber,
for instance, is linen rag from the
Orient. The silk that furnishes the
strands that are run through the pa¬
per as a safeguard against counter¬
feiting comes from China or from
Italy. The blue ink contains cobalt
from Canada or Germany. The black
ink is said to be made at Niagara
Falls from acetylene gas smoke; and
the greater part of the green ink is
made with white zinc sulphite, de¬
rived from German sources. The red
color in the seal is obtained from a

pigment imported from Central Amer¬
ica.

LAKE GARFIELD MILL

RUNNING FULL FORCE

The Lake Garfield mill belonging
to E. T. Roux & Son, of this city
began Monday cutting lumber in full
swing. For several months this mill
has been getting ready for operation
and now a force of about 150 men

will be regularly employed in the
manufacture of the long leaf yellow pine
timber products, rough and finished.
The mill will be managed entirely
from the local office of the company
and it is expected that an avenge
output of 50,000 feet per day will be
maintained until the entire Lake Gar¬
field timber tract of about 40,000
acres is cut.
The several mills and retail branches

of the Roux business rank it as one of
the largest in the State and the busi¬
ness plays a very large, part in the in¬
dustrial activity of Plant City.—Plant
City Courier.

REGULARS GIVE HAS
BEENS" A DRUBBING

Banner Crop Of Corn Predicted
Hastings.—The entire neighborhood

Of Hastings presents a very beautiful
appearance by reason of the splendid
fields of corn that are everywhere ap¬
parent. Of course it is far too soon
for any conservative person to begin
to form any estimate of the probable
yield of this staple crop, but there is
certainly every reason for the farmers
to feel greatly encouraged. Every¬
where the same feeling of optimism
is apparent, the statement being very
freely volunteered that the prospects
were never better. We are inclined
to think, too, that this year there has
been more careful attention paid to
this crop than is ordinarily the case.
This arose partly from the very neces¬
sity of the situation. The potato crop
in some instances was not a very re¬
munerative one, and it thus behooved
the farmers to really try to make the
corn crop compensate for the, in some
cases, meager returns from the spuds.
So far, too, while there has been plen¬
ty of rain, there has not been too
much, except in those instances where
it has prevented the farmer doing all
the cultivating he should do, and
where as a result the grass has grown
thickly enough to menace the desired
crop.
However, it's a long way to the har¬

vest yet, and we shall be able to say
more about it in a couple of months
from now. One thing we can safely
repeat, the fields certainly look fine,
and the promise is excellent.

Hoke Wooten, a buyer for a com¬
mission house at Tallahassee, spent a
part of the week here looking over the
town and country. He is an experi¬
enced truck grower, and is planning to
bring his family here and locate in
Lake Wales. He has travelled exten¬

sively over the State, but is particular¬
ly impressed with this section, and
says that this soil can produce as good
truck as any land in Florida.

The Haines City team failed to put
in an appearance last Thursday, and
for the purpose of creating a little di¬
version, B. K. Bullard got together a
bunch of "scrubs," to give the local
nine a little warming up.
It had been a long time since some of

those "has beens" had played ball, and
many of them have been taking mas¬
sage treatment since the battle, (or
rather massacre) the score being 18 to
5 in favor of the regulars, though some
of the winning team claimed that the
scorekeeper was bribed, and it actu¬
ally should have been 25 to 5.

Imports And Exports Increase
Tallahassee.—Exports from Florida

(luring the month of May were nearly
two million dollars in excess of the

imports, as shown by the report just
issued by Judge J. F. C. Griggs, col¬
lector for the district. Exports total¬
ed $2,644,863, while imports totaled
$669,797.
The May exports were over a mil¬

lion dollars in excess of those during
the same month in 1915, $1,539,967,
and the gain over the month of April,
1916, was comfortable, April exports
totaling $2,486,386.
The imports grew during the month

over ttiose of the same month last
year. In May, 1915, imports were
valued at $508,739. The gain over the
month of April, 1916, also was satis¬
factory, April imports having been
$558,575.

Corn Club Boys Hold Meetings
Jacksonville.—Corn club boys are

about through with their work and
are holding meetings to discuss com¬
mon problems. G. L. Herrington, boys'
club agent for the University of Flor¬
ida extension division and the county
agents are fostering these meetings.
Soma of the boys usually take part
in the program. Such subjects as prep¬
aration of land and planting, cultiva¬
tion, cowpeas as a cover crop, and
winter cover crops are assigned to
members.
Mr. Herirngton sends literature on

assigned subjects to the boys who are
to take part and offers suggestions for
preparing the discussion. On addition
the club may hear talks from business
men, farmers, the county agent, or
other extensive workers. Some times
a visit is made to one of the club
members, a dairy, a creamery, a can¬
ning factory or to some of the farms
of the county.
Meetings are planned for each

month. New subjects are discussed
at each meeting and different places
are visited. Several county clubs
have held meetings since early in the
spring.

85,000 Votes Cast In Primary
Florida voters in the primary of

June 6 cast nearly ten thousand more
votes than the best estimators fore¬
casted for the gubernatorial race,
there having been 83,572 first choice
ballots, according to the latest figures.
This is the record for the state.

The brake horse¬
power of the engines is 130, being in
two sets of 65-75 horsepower, 4 cylin¬
ders, 8 inches by 10 inches. The en¬
gines to be installed are standard, us¬
ing gasoline.

Warning Against Typhus
Tallahassee.—The war department

has sent out a warning to the militia
against typhus, or spotted fever, with
instructions how to combat the dis¬
ease if it is encountered in Mexico.
Its Mexican name is "tarbardillo."
"Epidemics occur with a high mor¬
tality on the Grand Plateau of Mex¬
ico," says the bulletin.
"Typhus or spotted fever," the de¬

partment states, "formerly wa3 preva¬
lent among armies in epidemic form.
It has appeared among armies in sev¬
eral European countries during the
present war there.

ALLIES PRESSING
WINNING DRIVE

Steady Advance By Anglo-French Forces
Along Extended Front In

French Territory !

MANY TOWNS ARE OCCUPIED
Germans Are Offering Fierce Resist,

ance, But Casualties Are
Very Heavy

London.—The Anglo-French offen¬
sive in France continues with unabat¬
ed Intensity. Fricourt, an important
town three miles east of Albert, has
fallen to the British arms, while the
French have taken Curlu, to the south¬
east. The fighting at the south end
of the British lines, where it is in
eontact with the French, is of the
fiercest nature, tremendous artillery
actions preceding all the infantry at¬
tacks. Both the French and British
war offices report a steady advance
at certain points between the Somme
and the Ancre sectors, where the drive
began, but speak also of the formi¬
dable German resistance. The French
have taken 6,000 prisoners, according
to the latest estimates, while the Brit¬
ish, though reporting the capture of
3,600, later declared that the esti¬
mates were too low. Owing to the
nature of the battle, there is no doubt
that the casualties are very high.
Germans Attack Aronud Verdun

Notwithstanding the heavy attacks
against them in the Somme region,
the Germans have not ceased in their
efforts around Verdun. They have
bombarded several of the Verdun sec¬
tors and have launched infantry at¬
tacks against the famous Thiaumont
work were repulsed by curtains of
fire, the French war office announces
that this strategic position has been
recaptured by the French and is held
by them.

Germans Admit Allied Advance
Referring to the Anglo-French drive,

the German official statement says
that at several points of the ficst line
trenches along the Somme, the enemy
forces gained successes and were able
to advance. A German division in this
sector had to be withdrawn and ma¬
terial in the first line, which was im¬
movable and which had been rendered
useless, was lost.

OVER HALF BILLION
GOING INTO DEFENSE

Total Of Appropriations By Congress
Will Aggregate More Than a
Billion And a Half Dollars

Washington.—Congress is preparing
to complete its program of financial
preparedness with every indication
that appropriations this session will
aggregate considerably more than a
billion and a half dollars, at least a
half billion of which will be for na¬
tional defense. According to estimates
based on figures compiled by Chair- |
man Fitzgerald, of the house appropri¬
ations committee, and increases put
into pending measures, by senate com¬
mittee, the grand appropriation total
may reach $1,660,000,000, exceeding by
more than $500,000,000 the record of
any previous congress in the nation's
history. Representative Fitzgerald
has submitted a statement to the
house showing that the grand total for
the present congress, based on bills
passed and pending, would reach near¬
ly $1,500,000,000. Since then the sen¬
ate naval committee has added nearly
$50,000,000 to the naval bill and the
military committee has increased the
$182,000,000 army appropriation meas¬
ure by approximately $100,000,000.

It will also supply organic matter
which truck crops need. However, it
is not advisable to apply raw manure the
land immediately before truck crops.
A. P. Spencer, district agent for the
University of Florida Extension Divis¬
ion, recommends that stable manure be
well rotted before it is used on such
crops.
Those who expect to use it on Irish

potatoes should let it rot at least six
weeks before planting time. This will
give the plant foods time to become
available. Celery, lettuce, and other
truck crops also respond to rotted
stable manure.

Manure is not so rich in plant foods
according to its bulk as commercial
fertilizers and consequently more of it
should be applied. Mr. Spencerrecom-
mends from six to ten tons to the acre.
Ths amount necessary will depend on
the condition of the manure and the
protection it has had. Exposure to the
rain will make it less valuable. From
60 to 60 per cent of the fertilizing ma¬
terials will escape in a short time.
Consequently it should be protected.

8amaritana of Today Observe the
Passover With All the Traditional

Ceremonies Ordered.

"The Samaritans stood close togeth¬
er to prevent the Mahometan specta¬
tors, who delight to torment them,
from snatching even a bit of wool,
which would remain over and thus
cause them to break the command,
Ye shall let nothing of it remain until
the morning,'" says a writer in the
Christian Herald.
"After cleansing the lambs they re¬

moved a front leg of each, and these
were set apart as the priest's portion.
A long wooden pole was then threaded
through each of the prepared lambs,
and was carried thus to the pit near¬

by, wherein a large fire, which had
been kindled early in the evening, had
burned down, leaving a bed of red-hot
coals at the bottom. The poles, pro¬
tected by metal at the lower end, were
stuck into this bed of coals, being long
enough to reach to the top of the pit,
the lambs thus suspended about half
way up. A matting was placed over
the mouth of the pit, which in turn
was covered with earth, making a sort
of improvised oven, for the law de¬
mands that 'they be roast with Are,
not sodden with water.'
"The sheep were left to roast until

midnight—the appointed hour—and all
but the guards retired to their tents
during the interval.
"Being the guests of the Kahin, we

went to his tent, and he edified us by
reading the various laws in Leviticus
concerning the sacrifices, besides the
chapter which gives the narrative of
the first Passover."

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U-BOAT CROSSES
ATLANTIC OCEAN

German Submarine Arrives at Balti¬
more With a Cargo of Chemicals

and Dye Stuffs

Baltimore, Md.—The world's first
submarine merchantman, the German
underwater liner Deutschland,
chored below Baltimore, after voyag¬
ing safely across the Atlantic, passing
the allied blockading squadrons and
eluding enemy cruisers watching for
her oft the American coast. She car¬

ries mail and a cargo of 750 tons of
costl-y chemicals and dyestuffs and is
to carry back home a similar amount
of nickel and crude rubber sorely
needed by the German army.
Carried Letter From Kaiser To Wilson
It is reported that the vessel carried

a personal letter from the kaiser to
President Wilson. Fifteen days out
from Bremen Haven to Baltimore, the
submarine reached safely between the
Viiginia capes at 1:45 o'clock in the
morning, passing in on the surface
covered by a heavy pall of darkness,
which settled over the entrance of the
bay with the setting of the moon.

Submarine Uses Siren
Once inside the visitor threw cau¬

tion aside and began shrieking his
siren, signalling a pilot and at the
same time attracting the attention of
the tug Thomas F. Timmins which had
been waiting in the lower bay for
nearly two weeks to greet the Deutsch¬
land and convey her into port. Three
hours later, at 4:45 o'clock, the big
submarine started up the bay with the
German merchant flag flying, . under
her own power, piloted by Capt. Fred¬
erick D. Cocke, of the Virginia Pilots'
association and convoyed by the Tim¬
mins.

Carries Two Small Guns
The Deutschland carries, mounted

in her conning tower, two small guns
of about three-inch caliber. There
were no torpedo tubes. She is capable
of submerging in less than two min¬
utes. On the surface the submersible
has a speed of from two to three
knots an hour more than the average
merchant steamer. The commander
of the Deutschland made no effort to
conceal anything, and frankly stated
his mission to the United States was

to institute an undersea merchantman
export and import business between
the United States and Germany.

Interesting Problem Presented
Washington.—The first concern of

the United States in the arrival of the
German super-submarine Deutschland
is to determine whether the submer¬
sible is properly a merchant vessel or
whether under any interpretation of
the principles of international law she
could be classed as a warship. Noth¬
ing but an examination of the subma¬
rine itself, with a survey of her arma¬
ment, if any, and the composition and
character of her crew can settle the
point. This will be made by the state
department and the customs au¬
thorities as soon as the ship puts into
Baltimore.

FRENCH STORM GERMAN
WORKS ON SOMME LINE

Positions Of Kaiser's Troops Taken
Over Two And Half Mila Front

To Depth Of About a Mile

Paris.—The French have returned
to the offensive south of the Somme
and have captured German trenches
over a distance of about two and a

half miles east of Flaucourt and to a

depth ranging from about two-thirds
of a mile to a mile and a third. They
also captured by storm the village of
Biaches.
French And British Co-Operating
The French have thus resumed their

co-operation with the British, who
have been engaged in fierce fighting in
the neighborhood of Ovillers, where
the statement from the British war
office says, they have again made
"steady progress in the face of stub¬
born opposition."

MORE ROADS FOR

WINTER HAVEN DISTRICT

There is no question but that the
election asked for by the citizens of
the Winter Haven district, comprising
two townships, will be called by the
County Commissioners and that it will
pass by a substantial majority.

OFFICERS BUSY
EQUIPPING MEN

Pensacola Will Be Mobilization Point
If It Becomes Necessary to Call

Out Any More Troops

Jacksonville. —- Muster into the
state's service of the field hospital,
organized by Maj. R. C. Turck, sur¬
geon, "First infantry, has been accom¬
plished'. The hospital is now a part
of the National (Buard of Florida, and,
according to Major Turck, will pro¬
ceed to State Carup for inspection by
United States officers preliminary to
formal muster into the federal serv¬
ice.
The hospital will go to camp with

about fifty men, Who have been regu
larly enlisted, and who have satisfac¬
torily passed the physical examination
required by the state. These men have
been examined by Major Turck, and it
is believed that few, if any of them,
will be turned down by medical ofti
cers of the government. The peace
strength of the hospital was recruited
in Jacksonville, and Major Turck
states that he already has enough men
from other sections of the state to
bring the outfit up to war strength of
seventy-six men.
Work equipping the Second infan¬

try, N. G. F., now mobilized at State
Camp, awaiting orders to proceed to
the border, is going on steadily, and
it is expected that this will be entire¬
ly completed during the next few
days.
Training of the men goes on with

unabated vigor. The various compa¬
nies are now abandoning close order
work, and are putting in much time
in extended order drills, signaling,
etc. a

Adjt. Gen. J. C. R. Foster stated that
be is preparing to have the First in¬
fantry, N. G. F., of which the Jack¬
sonville battalion is- a unit, take the
new federal, oath, required under the
national defense act passed June 3,
which places the National Guard on a
pay basis.'
This regiment is due to have fifteen

days' field training this summer, and
General Foster stated that he has al¬
ready taken this matter up with the
war department, and hopes to have
this regiment ordered to State Camp
for its annual field work before the
Second infantry departs for the bor¬
der.
With the discontinuance of mobi¬

lization camps and the calling out ot
the field artillery battery and hospital
company, the State Camp grounds at
Black Point will be eliminated as a

point of concentration for troops in
Florida, and should the Second regi¬
ment be called it will mobilize at Fort
Barrancas, Florida. This is the gist
of an announcement made at the di¬
visional headquarters, Governor Island,
and as interpreted by General Fos¬
ter.
This change in plans is due to the

fact that mobilization camps in most
of the 22 states in the department of
the East are not at army posts or
forts and necessitates the sending of
regular army officers which takes
them away from their posts of duty.
If the field artillery battery is call¬

ed out it will be sent to Black Point
the same as if the hospital company
is called. Should a cavalry troop be
organized this would be mobilized at
Black Point also, as all these are pro¬
vided for in the militia plan of mobi¬
lization of 1914, which is the latest.
After they have departed should

the First Regiment or volunteers be
called, the mobilization would be Pen¬
sacola. When the camps are closed
recruits will be trained at army posts
already designated, according to an
order issued Major Leonard Wood.

KNOTT PETITIONS FOR
RECOUNT IN POLK

W. V. Knott, through his attorney,
T. B. Adams, of Jacksonville, filed his
petition in the circuit court of Bartow
Wednesday in connection with his con¬
test for the Governorship. The petit¬
ion names as defendants the county can-
vaasing board of Polk County, com¬
posed of P. W. Daniels, supervisor of
registration, J. C. Swindel, chairman
of the Board of County Commissioners,
and C. M. Trammell, county Judge.
It asks that the votes in the three
Lakeland precincts, and also in the
Winter Haven precinct, in so far as
they affect the race for Governor, be
thrown out, and the election for Gov¬
ernor in such precincts be declared
null and void.
Mr. Knott alleges that the inspec¬

tors at the precincts named allowed
Republicans and Socialists to vote in
the Democratic primary, knowing
them to be Republicans and Social¬
ists, and knowing that they would
vote for his opponent, Catts; further
that they did not give him all the
votes to which he was entitled. The
petition further alleges that in the
three Lakeland precincts there are
630 registered Democratic voters and
400 Republican and Socialist voters,
but that 950 ballots were cast in
the Democratic primary, showing
that 320 more ballots were counted
than there were qualified Democratic
voters. In the Winter Haven district
the s^me condition exists, there being
300 ' registered Democrats in that
precinct and 200 Republicans and So¬
cialists, notwithstanding which 410
ballots were cast.
The petition asks that a time for

an early hearing be set, and this
probably will be done.—Polk County
Record.

New Railroad Opened

and sixty miles south of Kissimmee.

Florida Cattle Shipped to Texas
Kissimmee — Six hundred and

eighty-One head of two-year-old steers
were sold to the Lykes Bros., ot
Tampa, and shipped by them to points
in Texas. They were furnished by
the Carson Cattle Company, Ed Wha-
ley, Henry O. Partin and Allen L.
Whidden.
The Lykes Bros, are at the head of

and own large interests in Florida, Cu¬
ba and Texas. They have made previ¬
ous shipments from this vicinity and it
is probable that others will follow.

Lake Hamilton People Setting Out About
Seventy Acres, Largest Known

Acreage Under Cultivation

Lake Hamilton, July, 12. About
seventy acres here have been or are
being set to Roselle. This is a new

crop. It is known "bs Florida cran¬

berry, Jamaica sorrel, lemonade plant,
etc., but the correct name is Roselle.
The pods or calyces which mature in
the fall, in November or December,
are used to make a jelly that is equal
or superior to the best cranberry jelly.
The plant does exceedingly well on
this high, Bandy land, and with the
remarkable protection here against
frost, afforded by the elevation and
numerous lakes. For Roselle is a

tropical plant, and a very little cold
will ruin it. The soil must also be
well drained and deep. This year the
seed was planted in a seed bed, provi¬
ded with over-head irrigation, but
next season a different plan will be
tried out, which is planting four to six
seeds in the hill, where the plant is to
remain, and then thinning down to the
one best plant. The hills should be
about five feet apart each way. Some
plantings here are between the rows
of young citrus trees, putting two or
three rows of roselle between each
row of trees depending on whether the
trees are 25 or 30 feet apart. Besides
jelly, there are many other uses for
Roselle.
The leaves of the plant are excellent

greens, better than turnip tops or beet
greens. The calyces can be dried and
used later on for jam or sauce. The
tender stems and leaves can be used
for jelly and jam as well as the calyces.
Besides jelly and jam, Roselle is used
for sirup, wine, jelly cake, baked pud¬
ding, cake frosting, cottage pudding,
pudding sauce, gingerbread, gelati n
pie, punch, roly poly, sherbert, short¬
cake, etc. There are six varieties of
Roselle in cultivation at Lake Hamil¬
ton this season. However, the main
planting is of the Victor variety,
which was developed by Mr. Webster,
formerly at the tropical plant experi¬
ment station at Miami, Florida, and
now in the Philippine Islands in simi¬
lar work. Other varieties are the Com¬
mon Red, Rico, Temprano, and Hybrid.
These are all red podded sorts. There
are also white or straw colored sorts,
these being the Archer, which is said
to make a wine of amber color which
resembles champagne in taste and
appearance. There is still another
amber or straw colored sort, which is
used for fiber, and is said to be super¬
ior to jute, but this is still in the ex¬
perimental state.
For twenty years attempts were

made, without success, to grow jute
in southern Texas, Louisiana, Alabama
and Mississippi. This variety of Ro¬
selle is not used for culinary purposes.
Lake Hamilton is certainly the cen¬

ter of the Roselle industry, not only
of Florida but the entire United States.
This is the largest acreage, by far,
ever put out anywhere in the United
States. The high grade citrus fruit
land here seems just suited to Roselle.
It gives excellent promise of becoming
a very valuable crop. A plant will be
put up in due time to care for the crop.
There is a large amount of suitable
land here. One great advantage of
Roselle is that it is a crop that can be
grown without injury to the trees,
between the rows of young citrus trees,
thus giving some returns from the
very first season, while the trees are
coming into bearing. This is an im¬
portant consideration.

8chool Attendance In Florida
Jacksonville.—Illiteracy Is diminish¬

ing proportionately in the population
of Florida. Whereas, in 1900, there
was 21.9 per cent of illiterates among
all classes of persons above the age
of ten years in this state, in 1910 the
proportion was only 13.8 per cent. Ne¬
groes as well as whites are becoming
better educated. Among them, in
1900, the proportion of illiterates
above the age of ten years was 38.4
per cent, in 1910 it was 25.5.
A table prepared by the Russell

Sage Foundation shows, by way of
contrast, the amount expended in pub¬
lic education in proportion to each
$100 of wealth in every state of the
Union, according to the last census.
In this table Florida, with 33 cents
to each $100, stands sixteenth. Mas¬
sachusetts spent only one cent more;
Ohio, two cents more. Only Oklahoma
at the head of the table with 75
cents and West Virginia with 37 cents,
among the Southern states, exceeded
Florida.

Nearly $2,000,000 Insurance Paid
Jacksonville.—Nearly two million

dollars in insurance monies was dis¬
tributed in 111 towns in Florida dur¬
ing the past year in the shape of set¬
tlement of death claims and by the
maturing of endowment policies. Of
this amount nearly one-fourth was
paid in Jacksonville. The total was
$1,922,500.
According to the Insurance Press,

the record of. the payments for death
claims and matured endowments last
year by the American companies show¬
ed that they transacted 94' per cent
of the business and that there was an
increase of over seventeen millions of
business. Both the amount of death
claims and endowments showed a

great increase in the past year. The
payments for surrendered policies
show a decrease and this indicates
forcefully an improved condition of
business conditions.

Fruit Growers Fight Rate Increase
Tallahassee.—Through the Florida

Growers and Shippers' League the
growers of Florida have petitioned the
Interstate Commerce Commission for
a suspension of the proposed increase
in rates on citrus fruit and pineapple
shipments from this State to the
Southeastern territory.
The new rates are scheduled to be

put into effect on the 15th of July and
within the next few days E. C. Has-
kins, traffic managers of the Growers,
and Shippers' League will appear be¬
fore the commission to present oral
arguments in behalf of a further post¬
ponement. The growers believe that
by the operation of the new rates they
will be suffering an injustice and their
being put into effect wili be vigorous¬
ly fought.

New Railroad In Osceola County
Kissimmee.—The first regular pas¬

senger train to run over the new line
of the^South Florida and Gulf railroad
in Osceola county, made the run a
few days ago from the headquarters
of the company at Kenansville, to a
point twenty-four miles southwest,
crossing the great prairie seetion of
the county.
Arrangements had been made by

the president of the new company to
have a barbecue and picnic at Pine
Island, where the construction camp
has been located for some time, and
the train returned from the south end
of the new road at noon, where more
than 300 persons were guests of the
president at an old fashioned barbe¬
cue.

Whale-Shark Caught
St. Cloud.—The scientists of the

Smithsonian Institute have decided
that the great fish caught off Knight's
Key is a whale-shark, and is supposed
to be the largest fish ever caught.
The monster weighed 30,000 pounds,
aside from the 1,500-pound porpoise
which it had Just swallowed. The
whale-shark is forty-five feet long, ana
the creature's mouth is more than a

yard wide. The whale-shark has sev¬
eral thousand very tiny teeth in its
mouth; also a tongue some forty inch¬
es long. The fish's tail is ten feet
from tip to tip, and his scaleless hide
is three inches thick.

Marion Gives Money To Fair
Ocala.—The farmers of Marion

county will not lack incentive to ex¬
hibit their products at the fair this
year. Always willing to aid matters
agricultural, the board of county com¬
missioners were more than generous
to the fair. Heretofore the board has
annually appropriated $500, and that
was the sum asked for this year. The
county board not only granted the re¬
quest, but increased the sum $500,
making an appropriation of $1,000.

R. Hodges and his family had a nar¬
row escape, when the boat going off
her course, ran afoul of a reef, where
the occupants were marooned for ten
hours before the crew were able to
extricate the craft.
The accident happened twenty

miles north of Cedar Keys at <
o'clock in the morning, and it was
o'clock in the afternoon before the
boat was again floating. The escape
of Mr. Hodges and his family from
death and the wreck of the Roamer,
accredited to the fact that the equip¬
ment of the yacht Includes an electric
capstand which was used to haul the
craft to cast astern at each swell of
the ocean.

Nurses Urged To Enroll
Jacksonville.—Florida has been re

quested to furnish ten graduates, reg
istered, trained nurses as its part of
a large reserve of nurses for immedi¬
ate duty along the Mexican border if
necessity arises, the work of securing
nurses being accomplished by the na¬
tional committee on nursing service.
In all base hospitals there are pro¬
vided orderlies, and various assist¬
ants for all' work which may be done
by untrained hands, and the Red Cross
nurses used in any army hospitals
must have received most excellenf
training, and must also be recom¬
mended as particularly suited to the
work.

Will Rout All Pests
Kissimmee.—War has been declared

on mosquitoes, flies and other insects
which help to breed disease. The Kis¬
simmee city council has decided to
turn the big guns of the city ordi¬
nances and sanitary laws upon the
mosquitoes and flies especially as the
two greatest allies of disease. At
the last meeting of the council, prac¬
tically the whole time was devoted to
a discussion of health preserving
measures. The sanitary committee
was given authority to take such
measures as it sees fit and to call
upon Mayor May and City Marshal
Overstreet to assist in bringing the
force of the law to bear upon those
who will not abide by the city ordi¬
nances.

Boys' Pig Club Organized
Ocala.—If an auspicious beginning

is any indication of the success of
a thing, Marion county's most youth¬
ful organization has a very promis¬
ing future before it. Thirty members
of the Marion County Pig Club gath¬
ered at the board of trade rooms to
perfect their organization, under the
direction of R. W. Biacklock, county
demonstrator, and listen to addresses
by prominent business men and farm¬
ers. The club has a membership of
41, nearly all of whom belong to and
have been active in the good work
done in former years by the Boys'
Corn Club, which has proven so suc¬
cessful in this county.

Movement Of Florida Melon Crop
Tallahassee.—Florida melons are

moving rapidly to market and during
the week ending June 30, 943 cars
were shipped. The average price in
Jacksonville was $85 a car, the price
ranging from $75 to $100. Extra qual¬
ity melons were sold on the tract for
$90 and $95 a car, the weight running
from 28 to 30 pounds.
The southern part of the state has

practically completed its melon ship
ping, while the middle and northern
portions are shipping on an average
of 170 cars daily.

WATCH FOR CITRUS SCAB
ON LATE BLOOM

•Late bloom is apt to be attacked by
citrus scab during the rainy season.

Owing to unusual conditions which ob¬
tained this year, there is a great deal
of late, and especially June, bloom.
July is the critical period for this
bloom, and unless something is done
to check the scab the crop will be re¬
duced materially in some sections.
H. E. Stevens, plant pathologist to

the University of Florida Experiment
Station, recommends two thoro spray
ings with a 3:3:50 bordeaux mixture
to control the disease during this per¬
iod. The first spraying should be
given the first of July and the other
about the middle. If scales increase
after the bordeaux is used they may
be controlled by some of the contact
insecticides. Ammoniacal solution of
copper carbonate may be used if bor¬
deaux is not available, but an addi¬
tional spraying may be required if the
ammoniacal solution is used.
The same spraying will also help to

control melanose in those groves where
pruning has not been done.

PLANT COWPEAS IN
JULY FOR HAY

There is no better hay than good
cowpea hay. Folks hear a great deal
about alfalfa these days, but if cow-
peas are cut at the right stage and
properly handled they make just as
good hay as alfalfa.
The greatest trouble with cowpea

hay is curing. This is especially true
in Florida during the rainy season,
and it is during the rainy season that
the Florida farmer wants to raise
cowpeas. But if they are sown dur¬
ing July they will mature in the fall
when there is not so much danger of
rain, because the rainy season will
have passed.
John M. Scott, animal industrialist

to the University of Florida Experi¬

LATE SORGHUM MAKES
GOOD FORAGE

Farmers who find that their feed
supply will be short may plant
sorghum. Most of the early plantings
of sorghum were intended to produce
grain for poultry, or to supply early
feed. Late plantings should not be
expected to produce seed. Their great¬
est value is to supply rough forage,
according to A. P. Spencer, district

agent for the University of Florida
Extension Division.
In some sections of the State or on

some farms the corn crop may fail. In
such cases sorghum will relieve the
feed shortage. Vegetable growers
who have not planted feed crops will
find sorghum valuable. Since in most
sections of the state it may be planted
as late as August 10, plenty of time
may be had to remove truck crops.
In South Florida it may be planted
even later.

This trail was the canyon gorge of

the Colorado. Through it Ta-vwoarts
led the chief, and when they returned
the god extracted a promise that the
chief would tell no one of its joys, lest,
through discontent with the circum¬
stances of this world, others should
desire to go there. Then Ta-vwoarts
rolled a river into the gorge,, a mad,
raging stream, that should engulf any
who attempted to enter. It was the
Colorado river.

Russia and Marriage Laws.
The women of modern Russia owe

a debt to their country's tyrannical
reformer, Peter the Great. Before
his era women in Russia were treat¬
ed with the utmost contempt. The
bridegroom and bride never met be¬
fore the actual ceremony was per¬
formed. Thus the bridegroom was
often disappointed when the veil was
raised and the bride did not come up
to the description. He could visit his
wrath on the unhappy girl by using
the whip which the father had handed
to him as a symbol of authority.

But if no outward record is kept, the
Society of Friends has remarkably
complete records of their own doings
and their registers of births, marriages
and deaths are among the most com¬

plete in existence. Friends, indeed,
are great on pedigrees, and they are
as proud of old Quaker blood as other
people are of more aristocratic descent.
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EYES TOO MUCH NEGLECTED
Resident* of Cities, in the Aggregate,

Are the Chief Offenders, for
Various Reasons.

The farmer at work tii his fields all
day long has much better eyesight
than the city resident. Farmers, as a
rule, have no need of artificial aid to
the eyes until old age comes upon
them.
On the farm the eyes receive more

rest than In the city, because they
work at more natural angles. The
farmer's work is not right up under
his nose. In cases of most city peo¬
ple their work Is over books or ma¬

chines, and they have a habit of stoop¬
ing over it.

This affects the eyes so that glasses
are necessary for relief. Nine-tenths
of the people who are suffering from
headaches and who wonder what the
trouble is can blame them on the treat¬
ment they give their eyes. Not enough
city people wear glasses. Perhaps one
in fifty wears glasses where the av¬

erage should be about one in every ten.
Children are affected In this way.

Most children lean over their desks
and have their eyes close to their
books. Teachers should prevent them
from doing this. Where children are
forced to wear glasses it Is not neces¬
sary that they should have to wear
them all the time. When the children
are at play they ought, in most cases,
to be allowed to go without their
glasses.

PLANT BOARD HA8
PROHIBITIVE RULE

Spiney Citrua White Fly And Infected
Plants Are Banned From

The State

Tallahassee.—Under rules and reg¬

ulations adopted by the state plan!
board, June 5, the spiney citrus white
fly and each plant and thing infested
with it are declared public nuisances.
Plants likely to become infested are
avocado, capparis spp., cestrum . noc-
tumum, citrus, coffee, guava, lignum
vitae, mango, salacea, reticulata.
Rule 26 made by the plant board

prohibits the importation into Florida
of plants or shrubs likely to be af¬
fected. The rule is as follows:
"The importation into Florida of all

trees, plants, vines, shrubs, cuttings,
scions, leaves and parts of plants from
the Bahamas, India and Jamaica, in
which countries the spiney citrus white
fly (Aleurocanthus woglumij is known
to occur, is hereby prohibited; pro¬
vided, that this rule shall not be con¬
strued as prohibiting the importation
of fruits and vegetables intended for
use as food products when such fruits
or vegetables are not Infested or in¬
fected with any injurious insect or
disease, or the importation of which
is not otherwise specifically prohibit¬
ed; and provided, further, that this
rule shall not prohibit the importa¬
tion of lumber, logs, sisal hemp or
manufactured articles."

Increase In Cotton Acreage
Tallahassee.—The crop reporting

board of the bureau of crop estimates
of the United States department of
agriculture estimates that the area of
the Florida cotton crop on June 26,
1916, was 207,000 acres as against
197,000 acres a year ago. The condi¬
tion of the crop on June 25, 1916, was
83; a year ago it was 78. A ten-year
average was 84.

Baptist Summer Assembly In Session
Lake City.—One of the greatest as¬

semblies ever held by the Florida Bap¬
tists met in Lake City. From every

section of the state the workers have
come for this great meeting. From
the southern part of the state, from
the orange growing section and from
the great farming regions of West
Florida; from the great cities and
from the towns and villages and from
the country they have come to drink
at the fountain of instruction and to
enjoy a brief time of vacation.

Pearl Five Million Years Old.
A pearl, estimated to have been

formed 5,000,000 years ago and said
to be the oldest specimen of its kind
in the world, found by Stanley C. Her-
old, a Stanford (San Francisco) stu¬
dent six months ago, will be present¬
ed to the Stanford museum.

The pearl, oyster and cockleshell,
in which it was Imbedded, came to
Stanford in a consignment of geologic
material from the coast of the state
of Washington disinterred in the con-
oliology course given by Prof. James
Perrtn Smith. University authorities
say the pearl is of little value as a
gem, but the oyster in which it was
found originated, they said, probably
In the paleozoic period.

Hard Order to Fill.
Mose Jackson, a gentleman of col¬

or, as spring came on, felt alarming
symptoms. Lassitude overcame him
to such an extent that he even had
no desire to go fishing. At that stage
he was convinced that he was in a

dangerous condition, so he consult¬
ed the village physician, who found
nothing in particular the matter with
Mr. Jackson, and knowing his aversion
to work and exercise, advised mis¬
chievously: "Mose, what you need is
calisthenics, night and morning." Mose
asked no questions, but hurried off
to the drug store and said to the clerk:

The tax levy will be 23 mills, which
is the same as it was last year, in spite
of the fact that 7J mills of this amount
will be applied to paying the interest
and providing a sinking fund for the
$1,500,000 bond issue for good roads.
It will be seen from the above state¬

ment that a separate road fund of 5
mills will provide means of building
new hard roads. The greater part of
the general road fund has heretofore
been used for the upkeep of the rock
roads in the county. With the new
asphalt roads now about to be built,
much of this repair work will be elimi¬
nated and the fund can be used for the
building of much needed hard roads.
It is expected that a part of this
money will be used in hard-surfacing
the road between Frostproof and the
DeSoto County line.
The assessed valuation of the county

has been placed at $15,293,140.00, an
increase of about a $1,000,000 over last
year.

SUSTAINED THE ACTS OF
THE STATE PLANT BOARD

Decided That It Has Power To Quar¬
antine And To Inspect In Case

Of Canker

Tallahassee.—Two recent decisions
of the supreme court are of much
importance to the citrus growers of
the state. Both were in cases brought
against the state plant board in con¬
nection with the work of eradicating
citrus canker.
In one case the owner of a citrus

grove requested an injunction re¬

straining the inspectors of the plaut
board from inspecting his property
for citrus canker, alleging that the
Florida Plant act of 1915, authorizing
such inspection, was unconstitutional.
The circuit court of Dade county held
the Plant act constitutional and sus

tained a demurrer to such bill, and
upon an appeal, the supreme court
affirmed the decision of the court be¬
low.
In the other case certain nursery¬

men whose citrus nurseries were lo¬
cated within one mile of canker in¬
fected property, and hence under
quarantine by the provisions of Rule
5 of the plant board, filed a bill to en
join the enforcement of such rule, and
praying for its modification so as to
permit the movement of nursery
stock situated within an infected zone

although such nursery stock might
have been subject to infection, if in
fact it did not show, upon inspection,
evidence of infection. To this bill the

attorneys for the plant board filed a
demurrer, contending the circuit
court was without jurisdiction to con
trol the discretion of the plant board
or review its findings, or to grant the
relief prayed, and that there was no
equity in the bill. The circuit court
overruled this demurrer, but the su¬

preme cburt reversed the decision of
the court below, holding that such
bill did not state any grounds
equitable relief, and thHt no facts
were alleged showing that the state
plant board, in making and enforcing
Rule 5, had exceeded its authority.

AT AVON PARK

The Associated Boards of Trade of
the Scenic Highlands gathered at Avon
Park Tuesday and the delegates were
royally entertained by the progressive
citizens of that town.

Over Three Hundred Men Found Not
To Come Up To Strict Govern¬

ment Regulations

Jacksonville—All men rejected by
the last physical examination left
Black Point for their homes, cars hav¬
ing been placed for their removal.
These aggregated about three hundred
men, who had been kept in camp two
weeks or more awaiting the arrival of
the proper discharge blanks. Many ot
them were physically unfit only where
weight is concerned, but the federal
regulations are strict, and these, with
those who were unfit otherwise, were
thrown out of the service.
The removal of the rejects leaves

large gaps in not a few of the com
panies of the Second regiment. These
gaps, however, are expected to
filled rapidly, as recruiting parties
probably will start out to visit vari¬
ous cities and towns to enlist men

for service. The principal question
the recruit wants to know is if the
regiment is going to the border.
Of the equipment yet to be received

are shoes and articles of clothing of
odd sizes, kit bags and pistol para¬
phernalia. This is expected any day
and with its arrival the regiment wil
be completely outfitted for service.
The men have completed pratcice on

the gallery range with .22 caliber
equipment, and with the arrival of am¬
munition from the Augusta arsenal
will be taken on the range for actual
target work.

This equipment has been
shipped from government depots and
is expected daily.
The war department's plan for the

mobilization of the National Guard
for border duty allowed Florida only
one infantry regiment, but this plan
was later modified to include one field
hospital.
At Black Point regimental parade

is the main feature, and hundreds of
visitors witness the ceremony which
takes place at guard mount, at five
o'clock, on the parade ground.
The regiment has rapidly been shap¬

ing into military form and the officers
are pleased with the results shown
during the few weeks since mobiliza¬
tion. The men have proved hardy and
apt and have exhibited the true mili¬
tary spirit, showing an eagerness to
learn and a willingness which has ever
characterized the guardsmen whose
enlistment was actuated by patriotic
motives, rather than the necessity of
employment forcing him into the
army.

Mission Board Successful
Jacksonville—Of much interest is

the quarterly report of the Florida
Baptist state board of mission, which
recently held its midsummer meeting.
Disbursements for the quarter were
listed at $27,066.63, and missionaries
of the board traveled in the state
more than twenty thousand miles,
making 5,803 religious visits. During
the quarter 422 members were receiv¬
ed into mission churches, three new
houseB of worship were begun and thir¬
teen were completed. Three new
churches were constituted and seven¬

teen Sunday schools were organized.
Thirty-eight families were found with¬
out Bibles in their homes.

NO MORE GUARDSMEN
FOR MEXICAN BORDER

Troops In Camp Will Be Held Until
Thoroughly Equipped And

Organized

Washington.—The war department
has sent orders to all department com¬
manders to delay transportation to the
border of National Guard organizations
now mobilizing until they are thor¬
oughly equipped and organized. The
effort will be to revoke a ruling
sued when the Mexican situation was

acute, waiving certain requirements
The order will affect about twenty-
five thousand men still help in the
camps.

100,000 Guardsmen At Border
The latest information of the de¬

partment is that about one hundred
thousand National Guardsmen are now
at the border. With the 50,000 regu¬
lars there and 5,000 additional men
called from the reserves. Officials es¬

timate that the American strength on
border service within a few weeks
will be adequate to cope with any
present emergency, and will make un¬

necessary the dispatch of any more
guardsmen until they are completely
equipped and organized.

Orpet Found Not Guilty Of Murder
Waukegan, 111.—William H. Orpet,

the university student charged with
murdering Marion Lambert, a high
school girl and his former sweetheart,
was found not guilty by a jury in
Judge Donnelly's court, after five
hours' deliberation. Three ballots
were taken. The first two stood 11
to 1 for acquittal. Orpet, brought from
his cell to hear the verdict, was si¬
lent through excess of emotion. He
was barely able to return the hand¬
claps of his attorneys. He shook
hands with the jury, however.

Hospital Train Asked For Mexico
El Paso, Texas.—General Funston

says he has asked the war department
to secure, if possible, an appropriation
of $300,000. It also was announced
that a hospital train was ordered to
leave Washington July 21 for service
between here and the border. Another
train, though not so thoroughly equip¬
ped as that which will be sent from
Washington, has been arranged to
run out of Brownsville. The train
from Washington will be equipped for
laboratory work and a detail of physi¬
cians and nurses will be assigned.

DEVASTATION IS
CAUSED BY FLOODS

Tremendous Damage In North and South
Carolina and Virginia -Property

Over $10,000,000

Columbia, S. C.—Serious floods in
North Carolina, South Carolina and
Virginia caused many deaths, render¬
ed hundreds homeless, damaged prop¬
erty and crops to the extent of $10,-
000,000, according to first estimates,
and demoralized railway, telegraph
and telephone communication. Fol¬
lowing the hurricane that struck the
south Atlantic coast, unprecedented
rains have fallen, driving rivers and
smaller streams from their banks and
imperilling many lives. The FYench
Broad river has broken from rts
course near Asheville, N. C., flooding
factories and homes in the lower part
of that city. At Biltmore, N. C., three
persons, Capt. J. C. Lipe, Miss Nellie
Lipe and Mrs. Leo Mulholland, were
drowned when their house was flood¬
ed. Two persons were drowned at
Asheville while trying to put food into
the upper story of the Glenn Rock ho-

Many were marooned in their
residences along the river, and res¬
cue parties for hours fought their way
against the rushing current in an ef¬
fort to reach them. * Swift streams
of water flowed down some of the
streets of lower Asheville.

Large Decrease In Citrus Canker
Jacksonville.—With 1G7 inspectors

and workers in the field, or two and
one-half times the number employed
a year ago, the amount of citrus cank¬
er reported to the plant board in June
was 50 per cent less for the entire
state than the total reported from
Dade county alone during the same
month last year.
This in substance was the report

made public after the regular July
meeting of the state plant board,
and, according to the members, shows
good results in the fight to eradicate
this blight from the citrus fruit in¬
dustry of Florida.

Naval Militia On Annual Cruise

Jacksonville.—The three local divi¬
sions of the Florida Naval militia left
for Hampton Roads, where they are
to embark on the battleship Louisi¬
ana for a ten days' practice cruise.
The two divisions from Key West will
also take part in th£ same cruise, and
arrived here in time to make the trip
to the point of embarkation with the
local sailors. This will be the first
cruise enjoyed by the local naval mili¬
tiamen since they were mustered in¬
to the service. The Florida men will be
given training in the handling of big
ships and the use of big guns. They
will be assigned to duty along with
the regular sailors on board the bat¬
tleship, and expect to receive a large
amount of instruction during the
tour of duty. While away they will
be landed at one or two ports in the
east.

Florida Troops Parade
Jacksonville.—Despite a rainstorm,

upward of two thousand people jour¬
neyed to State Camp to visit the
Florida militiamen of the Second in¬
fantry and to witness the regimental
parade, which took place late in the
afternoon after the storm was over.

This was the second regimental for¬
mation since the troops mobilized at
call of the president for duty on the
Mexican border.
The regiment was in command of

Col. A. H. Blanding, and the twelve
companies and band, recently outfitted
with brand new uniforms and equip¬
ment, made a splendid showing. The
regiment, too, is showing great im¬
provement in appearance and discip¬
line, being a far different outfit than
the one which mobilized weeks ago.

Large Sweet Potatoes
Stuart.—A colored man named

Brown living southwest of Stuart,
brought in two mammoth sweet pota¬
toes that the claims were dug from the
same hill. The larger weighed eight
and one-half pounds, and the smaller
seven and one-half pounds. Besides
the above he found three small po¬
tatoes in the same hill that weighed
a pound all told, making seventeen
pounds of sweet potatoes out of one
hill.

Fort Dade.—It was learned here

that another company would be sta¬
tioned at Fort Dade. The 162nd Com¬
pany, a mine company of the Coast
Artillery Corps, will be supplemented
by the 175th Company, a gun compa¬
ny. It is understood that enough men
to fill out the new company will reach
here soon. It is also thought that
Fort De Sota will be re-garrisoned
soon.

Tampa.—Two hundred and seventy-

five of the 665 refugees who arrived
on the transport Sumner from Vera
Cruz have been furnished with trans¬

portation and funds for expenses en
route to their homes by the state
department through Immigration In¬
spector W. A. Whalen here. Capt. C.
C. McCarthy of the Sumner declared
that two hundred of the refugees des¬
tined for Louisiana, Texas, Arizona,
and New Mexico would avail them¬
selves of the opportunity to continue
to New Orleans on the transport.

Matter That Is Very Largely in the
Hands of the Mothers of

the Nation.

"The dentil rate in this country from
diseases of the heart, blood vessels
and kidneys lias increased 14 per cent
in 20 years," declares a noted lender
in the widespread movement among
clubwomen for household efficiency.
"What accounts for this appalling in¬
crease? There is a lack of that some¬

thing in the human system which is
necessary to guard it against deterio¬
ration and the threatening multitudes
of the ever-present microbes. The in¬
visible enemies have conquered. How
much of this is owing to our imper¬
fect knowledge of the relative vnlues
of the elements contained in foods, to
the lack of adequate and hygienic
heating, ventilating and plumbing sys¬
tems, to the feeding of the nation on
denatured and adulterated food, we do
not know. But a realization of the
seriousness of this question makes us
feel that the general haphazard occu¬
pation of housewife requires the most
intelligent attention of every woman
who takes it up.
"It is only recently thnt women have

begun to realize that housekeeping is
a profession requiring their best in¬
telligence, and that it can and should
be standardized. For years the kitchen
has been relegnted to the basement
or to the darkest corner of the apart¬
ment, and the whole question of buy¬
ing and cooking the family rations has
been dismissed as speedily as possible
by the average housekeeper. This
should not be. The solution of the
food problem is in the hands of the
women. Wholesome, nutritious food Is
absolutely essentiul to the well-being
of the family. You cannot success¬
fully feed a fine racehorse on waste
products, and you cannot nourish a
fine race of people on poor food."

GNATS

The following letter is in reply to one
written by Mrs. A. L. Alexander, to
the Department of Agriculture, 'inquir¬
ing if there was any way in which to
prevent the breeding of the gnats
which cause considerable annoyance
during a part of the summer months:

Dear Madam:
In the temporary absence

of Dr. L. O. Howard I acknowledge
the receipt of your letter of June 30.
The specimens were referred to Mr.
Frederick Knab who states that they
are Hippelates pusio Loew. These in¬
sects breed in decaying vegetable mat¬
ter. The only suggestion we can make
about control is that steps be taken to
destroy or disinfect the material in
which they are breeding. It would
probably require some little study,
however, to determine exactly where
the majority of the insects are pro¬
duced. If that could be done the appli¬
cation of borax or some similar material
would undoubtedly be effective. You
will find information about the us*> of
some of these substances in Farmers'
Bulletin 679, a copy of which- .will be
sent by accompanying mail.

I regret that it is not possible to
give you more satisfactory information,
but the subject you bring jup is one
which has received little study in this
country.

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PREPARE TO ERADICATE THE TICKS

The white portion of the map
shows where preparedness for rais¬
ing tick free cattle and for diver¬
sified. farming has been made pos¬
sible by eradicating the ticks. The
dark portion shows where the ticks
are inviting battle by daily raiding
the cattle. "Watchful waiting"
never will kill any ticks. Concert,
ed action is necessary to extermi¬
nate them and there are enough
"home defenders" left in the state
to do the work, if each one will do
his share.

"Preparedness" has become a slo¬
gan throughout the United States,
originated for the purpose of having
an adequately armed force to success¬

fully defend the natioh's dignity.
Preparedness has called some of

Florida's best young men to the colors
and they have gone quickly and enthu¬
siastically.
However, Florida is sorely in need

of another form of preparedness; that
of cattle tick eradication so the live
stock industry may become an import¬
ant factor in the wealth production of
the state.
The cattle ticks in Florida are wast¬

ing more than 100,000,000 pounds of
cattle blood a year, in addition to the
margaropus annulatus variety of ticks
causing heavy death losses from Tex¬
as fever, splenetic fever, bloody mur-
rian or tick fever, the various terms
being used in different sections of the I
state to describe the same disease in ,

cattle.

While every other state in which
this fever exists has taken steps to
eradicate it from their herds, Florida
people have accepted it as a necessary
evil and done very little towards re¬
moving the cause, eradication of the
ticks.

The latest United States Depart¬
ment of Agriculture, Bureau of Ani¬
mal Industry map of government Tex¬
as fever quarantined area, issued dur¬
ing last December, shows all of Flor¬
ida colored in red, which signifies
that valuable cattle blood is being
sacrificed all over the state to cattle
ticks.
A small section of the state, em¬

bracing all of Dade and Broward coun¬
ties and a portion of Palm Beach
county, has been released from quar¬
antine this year, because they have
eradicated the ticks.
If the same preparedness is carried

on in every other county, improved
and unimproved farm lands will in¬
crease in value, better cattle can be
brought into the state and more of

them will be raised to utilize the lux¬
uriant forage crops which can be pro¬
duced on this land.
Foreign capital will be attracted to

Sunny Florida for investment in both
land and live stock, and the animal-
made fertilizer will increase the yields
of vegetables and fruits.
The present average farm wealth

of Florida is only $300, compared with
$3,000 in Iowa, where tillage of the
soil is halted by frosts for at least
four months in every year, but they
raise fine cattle free of ticks, and
are not subject to cattle tick quaran¬
tine.
When a farmer in that state sells a

fat steer, he Increases his bank ac¬
count at least $75, but when a Florida
farmer sells a ticky steer he is lucky
to get $25, and the majority of our
ticky stock does not bring more than
$20 per head at the farm.
We have an army of ticks scattered

through this state, more numerous
than the Mexicans in the sage brush
and cactus on the plains of that coun¬
try, which need immediate attention
to prevent them from continued raid¬
ing of our live stock.
The federal government will fur¬

nish a number of trained officers to
supervise this warfare if we can or¬
ganize the workers, and if we cannot
kill every "mothers' son" of a tick
along with their wives and offspring
within two years, we will be poor
fighters.
Just as soon as the quarantine is

lifted from Florida the cattle in the
state will increase in value at least
$5,000,000, which is about $5 a head.
Every cattle owner can figure what
this means to him, whether he has one
cow or 10,000 head.
You can help in this great state-wide

campaign of preparedness by work
ing up a lot of enthusiasm for the
complete eradication of all cattle ticks
in this neighborhood.

LAKE HAMILTON

The midsummer entertainment of the
Women's Club last evening at the
school house was a very interesting
program. About one hundred were
present. All the talent was local, and
the evening was very much enjoyed by
all present. The program was varied,
including a numberof excellent musical
numbers, a paper by Mrs. Wm. Geiley,
this being one of the regular club
papers, such as are read and discussed
at each meeting, to show the regular
work of the club, and other excellent
numbers. The program was in charge
of Mrs. E. S. Olson, chairman of the
entertainment committee of the Wo¬
men's Club. The school house has been
wired for electric lights, and these
were turned on for the first time last

evening for this entertainment.
The regular semi-monthly meeting of

the Improvement League was held
Tuesday evening. The Junior League
also attended this meeting. Prizes
have been offered for the best bird
houses, made by members of the Jun¬
ior League, and also there will be priz¬
es for the first houses nested in by
birds. In about a month, there will be
an exhibition of bird houses made by
the young folks, and some of these will
be offered for sale to raise more funds
for the work of the improvement Lea¬
gue. Then there will be a bird house
raising day, and other interesting fea¬
tures.

Wednesday, the 19th, has been set
aside as a community day, and work
will be done setting the east side of the
school house to St. Lucie grass, also
shade trees, shrubs, and the like.
There will be a picnic dinner at noon.
A delegation from the Lake Hamil¬

ton Board of Trade will attend the

meeting of the Associated Boards of
Trade of the Scenic Highlands to be
held at Crooked Lake on the 18th inst.

Mr. W. J. Richard has some fine
northern bunch grapes, which are bear¬
ing well, although only eighteen months
old. These grapes are now ripe and
are very fine. Grapes seem to do well
on this high, rolling land. It is likely
however, that if grafted on native wild
grape roots, they would live longer.
Wild grapes grow very plentiful here,
and bear splendidly. Mr. Dilsaveralso
is successful with northern and other
grapes here.

SWEET POTATOES
STAPLE CROP

If there is a strip of land that has
escaped a crop up to date, plant sweet
potatoes. Sweet potatoes have been
delayed this year on account of the
spring drouth. Some farmers failed
to obtain draws and vines and others
became discouraged and planted their
land to some other crop. As a result
it is probable that there will be a good
demand for sweet potatoes this fall.
There is usually a good market for

sweet potatoes. They are a staple
crop and those which are not consum¬
ed for human food can be fed to

pigs. According to C. K. McQuariie,
farmers have not found sweet potatoes
profitable hog feed at 35 cents as a
rule, but that depends on the price
of other feeds. However, if the
market price of potatoes drops below
35 cents the pigs afford a profitable
market.
The West Indian Yam and the other

coarse fleshed varieties will be found
best for stock food if the potatoes are
to be grown primarily for animals.

KITCHEN GARDEN

SAVES MONEY

The kitchen garden is perhaps the
most paying institution of the farm.
Probably no other plot of ground will
yield as much money or gastronomic
happiness. One tenth of an acre
planted to a garden will yield as
great an income as an acre

planted to ordinary farm crops, ac¬
cording to C. K. McQuarrie, state
agent for the University of Florida
Extension Division.
The kitchen garden needs good soil

for maximum results. Horse and cow

manure mixed or composted is the
best fertilizer. About ten tons to the
acre will be required.
Among the vegetables that can be

planted for the summer garden are
English peas, and turnips, about Aug¬
ust 1. Tomatoes planted every two
weeks will keep the table supplied
until frost. Okra, cowpeas, onions,
and parsley will also grow during the
latter part of summer. Carrots, beets
salsify and potatoes may be planted a
little later. Potatoes for the fall crop
may be planted between August 20
and September 1st.

FARMERS BUILDING SILOS

Florida farmers are building silos.
That, statement does not apply to
a small section, but to practically the
whole -State from Wauchula and Ft.
Pierce to Pensacola. The Extension
Division of the University of Florida
has been keeping records of the num¬
ber built. Last year a special agent
was sent out to give demonstrations
and to aid the farmers who wished to
build silos.
Now farmers are building silos and

not talking much. Extension work-
occasionally find silos of which

there are no records. C. L. Wil-
loughby, professor of animal huban-
dry in the College of Agriculture, es¬
timates that fifty silos will be built
in the state this year. This will
bring the total number close to two
hundred.

TIBETANS KNEW OF TOBACCO

Good Evidence That the "Filthy Weed"
Was Used in That Country

Many Centuries Ago.

It Is generally supposed that tobacco
was unknown in the Old World until
after the discovery of America. But
there is excellent evidence that It was
known and used In Tibet as early as
377 B. C. In a note to an article In
the Geographical Review Dr. Barthold
Laufer of the Field Museum of Natur¬
al History, Chicago, wrote as follows:

Among the many curiosities of the
Tibetan-English dictionary, published
In 1902 by Sarat Chandra Das, the
well-known Bengali student of Tibetan
and explorer of Tibet, we read that
the evil drug tobacco (in Tibetan tha-
makha) appeared In ancient time
about 100 years after the death of
Buddha, which would yield the date

B. C., and that mention is made of
tobacco also In the writings of a lama
who Is dated In the twelfth century A.
D. In 1908 I enjoyed the privilege
of spending several months in 'Lhasa
Villa,' the house of Das In Darjeeling,
and when one evening, In the course
of a learned conversation with him, I
ventured to druw his attention to this
chronological anomaly and the post-
Columbian introduction of tobacco in¬
to Europe and Asia, he replied: 'This
is your tradition, and that (pointing
to the passage in his dictionary) is
our tradition; and our traditions cer¬

tainly are as good as yours.'"

She evi¬
dently capsized during the hurricane
of July 5, for several vessels coming
into this port have reported her and
other derelicts in the gulf off Pensa¬
cola.

Citizen Naval Soldiers Begin Cruise
Jacksonville.—Between 4,i»0U and 6,-

000 naval militiamen, including the
Key West and Jacksonville divisions,
are mobilized on battleships off Char¬
leston.

They represent militiamen from the
eastern section of the United States
aboard the units of the Atlantic re¬

serve fleet that comprise the squad¬
ron. The following states are repre¬
sented by militia battalions: South
Carolina, New York, Pennsylvania,
New Jersey, Rhode Island, Massachu¬
setts, Maine, Maryland, Florida, Min¬
nesota, Ohio, Illinois, North Carolina,
Louisiana, Texas, Michigan and Con¬
necticut.
The fleet is under the command of

Rear Admiral John M. Helm, U. S. N.
He was at one time commandant of
the Charleston navy yard. Ships com¬
prising the fleet are as follows: Ala¬
bama, flagship; Kentucky, Kearsirgo,
Maine, New Jersey, Illinois, Rhode
Island, Louisiana and Virginia. In ad¬
dition there will be cruisers and gun¬
boats in the fleet.
The regular militia officers will be

paired with officers of like grade, and
duties in the service. The commander,
lieutenant commander, lieutenant and
ensign will thus be under the instruc¬
tion of men of their respective ranks
in the service. Navigating officers will
be placed with their kind, and so on
through the list of men.
After the return from the militia

training cruise preparations will be
made for the civilian training cruise
which takes place in August and Sep¬
tember. Rear Admiral Helm's fleet
will be used for this purpose, too.

Men Fight Over Big Sea Turtle
Jacksonville.—Five men and a sea

turtle which had been washed ashore
formed the center of amusement for
beach visitors at Pablo and resulted
in three of the participants in a fight
over the turtle being placed under
arrest by the Pablo Beach authorities.
One of the young men, J. D. Oates,
who engaged in the fight, was fined
$50 in the Pablo Municipal court, with
an alternative of forty days in jail.
Charles Oates, another one of the
young men, was acquitted, and J. Ha-
gan forfeited a bond of $10.
As the story goes of the affair, a

young man by the name of Brown
had captured a sea turtle weighing 200
pounds on the beach between Mayport
and Atlantic Beach, and brought it to
Pablo, where it was placed on exhibi¬
tion. The turtle was taken from its
how place to the beach, where it
was released. The owner of the tur¬
tle with assistance attempted to regain
possession of the shell animal and a

fight ensued. It grew to be a free-for-
all affair and deputies interfered. But
three were caught and arrested. The
turtle in the meantime gained an ad¬
vantage and slipped off into the sea
to liberty.

$50,000 For Replacing Property
Pensacola.—The United States sen¬

ate has adopted an amendment to
the army bill offered by Senator N.
P. Bryan, for an appropriation of $50,-
000 to replace army property in Pen-
sacola's naval station and other army
property in Florida destroyed by the
recent hurricane.

In Camp

Jacksonville.—The usual camp rou¬
tine Is going on. The Second battal¬

The week has been one of ceaseless

activity throughout the camp. Of¬
ficers' and non-commissioned officers'
schools have been in operation, the
enlisted men have been given their
daily tours of duty, close and extend¬
ed order drill, early rising, plenty of
work in the open, and early bedtime.

The First regiment is preparing to

go on the annual summer camp at an
early date, probably about August 1.
The companies which are below peace
strength are receiving recruits and
the command will be, it is said, in
excellent condition for the camp du¬
ties.
Maj. H. L. Covington, Jr., has be¬

come senior major of the First regi¬
ment. His advance comes about
through the "going up" of Maj. J. P.
Coombs, formerly senior major, for
a lieutenant-colonelcy. Major Coving¬
ton has been in the National Guard
since 1910 anC has held ilife rank of
major about a year. Lieutenant-Col¬
onel Coombs succeeded as ranking
major on the resignation of Maj. Sam
C. Harrison, Jr.
Recruiting for a battery of field ar¬

tillery, will begin at once under the
direction of Captain George R. Seavy,
quartermaster, First Infantry, N. G.
F., who was selected by General J. C.
R. Foster for this post. Men who
signed the roll of the proposed bat¬
tery, plans for which recently were
abandoned, are requested to com¬
municate with Captain Seavy.
This arrangement was decided on

at a meeting between General Foster
and officers of Post Jacksonville. The
local infantrymen failed to express a
great deal of enthusiasm at the pro¬
ject, feeling that their efforts are
most needed in recruiting their own
companies up to peace strength, sev¬
eral of which are below at this time.
However, when General' Foster in¬
sisted on the necessity of organizing
Ithe battery, which the War Depart¬
ment has requested of Florida, there
was evidenced a spirit of co-operation
and Captain Seavy will begin his du¬
ties determined to recruit 133 men, if
such is possible.
Infantry officers declared they

Washington To Take Retaliatory Measures
Because of Ban Put On Ameri¬

can Firms

TO BEGIN WORK
ON ALTURAS ROAD

Commissioner Mann began work
a few days ago in opening a clay pit
on the land of Clyde Smith near Polk
Lake for use on the road from Bar¬
tow to Alturas. This road was not
covered by the bond issue, but will
be entirely separate.

The County Commissioners, bond
trustees and advisory board will meet
in the commissioners' office today for
the purpose of discussing the sale of
the bonds and other matters pertaining
to the roads. The trustees are Col. T.

H. W. Snell, M. F. Hetherington.

Washington.—Indications that offi¬
cials are considering the advisability
of taking economic retaliatory meas¬
ures against Great Britain for black¬
listing nearly a hundred American
firms and individuals under the trad¬
ing with the enemy acts were appar¬
ent in administration circles here.
Definite conclusions and plans were
said not to have developed, but It
was intimated that action of that kind
might be determined upon after the
state department learned more of the
plans of the British government. In
the event of economic reprisals being
decided on, the department of justice
and the depAi. ment of commerce, it
was said, probably will develop means
of effecting them.

Sweden Forced Modification
Sweden retaliated when Great Brit¬

ain blacklisted Swedish business
houses and individuals by refusing to
permit shipments for Russia to pass
through her territory, according to in¬
formation received by the state de¬
partment. The action is understood
to have resulted in a modification by
the British government of the black¬
listing measures.
England Will Probably Modify Order
It was stated positively that the

United States Would take positive
steps of some sort to prevent injury
to American concerns through opera¬
tion of the act. The official making
this statement added, however, that
he believed Great Britain would mod¬
ify her stand without the necessity of
resorting to retaliation. Officials said
they had not heard of the protective
union of commercial Interests in neu¬

tral countries described in reports
from abroad. They expressed deep
interest, however, suggesting that such
a union might wield an enormous in¬
fluence toward securing modification of
the blacklist order.

Russians, Who Are Within Four

Miles of Hungarian Border

London.—The Austrians in the Car¬
pathian region, threatened with a

heavy Russian attack in the district
southeast of Tatarow, have withdrawn
their forces toward the main ridge of
the Carpathians, the Vienna war of¬
fice announces. Petrograd reports the
capture of additional men and guns
in this region.
Germans Disagree With Russ Report
While unofficial advices from Petro¬

grad give a report of a five-mile gain
by the Russians in the Riga region,
the Berlin war office says Russian at¬
tempts to advance southeast of that
city were broken up by the Germans,
as was also a maneuver in which the
crossing of the Styr river in Volhynia
was the objective. On the other hand,
Petrograd asserts that the Germans
attempted an attack on the Stokhod
river in Volhynia, but were compelled
to retire, and that an effort of the
Germans to recapture lost positions
near Smorgon, to the east of Vilna,
proved futile.

Italians Report Successes
Fresh advances by the Italians

against the Austriaps in the Trentino
and Dolomites Sectors of the Austro-
Itaiian theater are chronicled in the
Rome official communication and
further gains by the Russians against
the Turks in the Black sea littoral and
farther south near Erzingan are re¬

ported by Petrograd.

Body Of Riley In Indiana Capital
Indianapolis.—The body of James

Whitcomb Riley, the Indiana poet, who
died unexpectedly at his home here,
lay in state at the Indiana state cap-

from 3 p. m. until 9 p. tn. The
hours were fixed especially with the
view of providing a time when the
working people and children might
view the body.

No Money Turned Over To Florida
Jacksonville.—The sale of the $3,-

000,000 in bonds for Everglades im¬
provement work has not yet been fully
consummated, according to Attorney
General Thomas F. West.
Attorney General Weet stated, in

answer to the question, that the sale
which was reported tentatively, closed
some months ago, is still pending,
that the final details have not been
closed. He was unable to say just
when the money would be in pos¬
session of thq state.

No Trace Or Clue Of Bomb Thrower
San Francisco.—A day spent in

shadowing anarchist headquarters and
investigating rumors had brought to
the police at night no tangible trace
of the culprit who vented his feeling
against national defense by timing a
suit case bomb and leaving It on a
crowded sidewalk to explode and kill
six and wound more than two score
spectators and participants in San
Francisco's preparedness parade. Of
the score or more who were taken to
the hospital, all but one have been re¬

moved to their homes.

Boost for Lake Wales!

Highway Commissioners to Meet.
Jacksonville.—The members of the

State Highway Commission may hold
a meeting in Marianna August 10 for
the purpose of taking up the matter
of the acceptance of the government
appropriation for Florida of $56,000
for the betterment of public high¬
ways, and according to F. O. Miller
of this city, who is a member of the
commission, this matter is of the ut¬
most importance.
The government appropriation to

Florida as her pro rata share in the
good road fund, is based on the ques¬
tion as to whether the counties in
the State will raise a similar amount,
and Mr. Miller declares that the board
will take up this question and decide
whether to start a campaign in order
to raise the funds by November, or
to wait until next year and go before
the legislature with an effort to raise
$112,000 to match the government ap¬
propriation for the two years of a sim¬
ilar amount.

Heavy Damage To Cotton
Jacksonville.—Damage to cotton and

corn in the extreme western portion
of the state, by the recent gulf storms,
amounted to as much as 66 per cent
in s me places and ranged averaging
from 25 to 50 per cent, according to
the cotton region weather bulletin of
the weather bureau for the current
week.
The weekly mean temperature did

not depart greatly from the normal
over the larger portion of the cotton
region. In Oklahoma and Northwest¬
ern Arkansas the departure was 3 to
7 degrees above the normal weekly
mean and there was an excess of 3
degrees over a limited area in south¬
eastern Louisiana. In the Rio Grande
valley there was a deficiency of 3 to
7 degrees.

Commissioner Visitrng River Points
Palatka.—State Shell Fish Commis¬

sioner T. R. Hodges arrived in port
on board the state patrol boat Sea-
foam from a trip up the river as Jar
as Georgetown on Lake George.
Stops were made at Welaka, Buffalo

Bluff and other fiBh camps along the
route where Commissioner Hodges
conferred with the dealers and fisher¬
men, who all seemed pleased with the
fish law and its manner of enforce¬
ment
The St. Johns river is the home of

the shad, herring and big catfish,
which bring such fancy prices in the
market. It is not generally known
that Florida exports annually large
shipments of herring to the Northern
markets.

To Manufacture Dyes
Pensacola.—That a deposit of

earth has been found near here from
which Sap Brown or soluble Van Dyke
dyes is made and that a process has
been discovered and dyes being man¬
ufactured daily, became known here,
when articles of incorporation for the
company were applied for. The only
other place in the world where such
a dye is manufactured is in Cassel,
Germany, and so far as known the
process used there has never become
public. The deposit of dye earth was
found on Choctawhatchee bay about
a year ago by Dr. J. D. Haseman, an
explorer and scientist, who was witli
Roosevelt during some of his South
American trips.

First Regiment To Be Encamped
Jacksonville—Xhat the First regi¬

ment will go upon its regular summer
tour of fifteen days' field duty witbin
thirty days was the opinion of officers,
including Col. Joseph P. Hickey of
Apalachicola, commander. Such pros¬
pects are expected to result in the
addition of a number of recruits to
the command.
The new federal oath, provided for

in the national defense act of con¬

gress, June 3, will be administered to
the members of the First, and at the
same time the federal physical exam¬
ination will be taken, those men who
fail in it being rejected from the serv¬

ice, as was done with physical unfits
of the Second regiment.

Federal Funds Will Aid States
Jacksonville.—The Florida good road

department is greatly interested in the
federal aid bill, which became a law
July 11, appropriating the sum of $85,-
000,000 of federal funds for the con¬
struction of rural roads.
Of this sum $75,000,000 is to be ex¬

pended for the construction of rural
postroads under co-operative arrange¬
ments with the highway departments
of the various states, and $10,000,000
is to be expended in yearly appropria¬
tions of $1,000,000 for roads and trails
within, or partly within, the national
forests. The act limits the federal gov¬
ernment's share in road work in co¬
operation with the states to 50 per
cent of the estimated cost

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INCREASE PROFITS BY KiLUNG TICKS
DIPPING CATTLE

How would you like to make an ad¬
ditional 26 to 50 per cent profit per
year on your .cattle investments.
The United States Department ot

Agriculture officials says that It can
easily be accomptlshed by eradicating
the ticks.
Everybody in Florida has been in¬

terested in the recent mobilization of
state troops for service if war is de¬
clared against Mexico, but we have in
Florida a large army of cattle ticks
which are increasing rapidly every
season, that should receive a war dec¬
laration at once.

We ought to start preparedness pa¬
rades of cattle through the dipping
vats to kill the ticks before they do
more damage to the live stock indus¬
try.
Beginning with a pair of healthy,

well-fed cattle ticks in the spring, it
is possible to Increase the tick family
by a great many thousand before cool
weather lengthens their normal cycle
of life, so the easiest way to eradicate
the ticks is to prevent them from
maturing on the stock.
Two little seed ticks, sleeping on a

blade of grass in the spring are awak¬
ened by the warm sunshine and hear
a cow grazing in their vicinity. They
welcome her coming with wild gestic¬
ulations of their feet and as she
brushes against their winter abode
they make a quick transfer to her
warm skin, instinct telling them that
there is warm blood just Inside the
hide which they puncture with ease,
and start feasting.
Within a few days they shed their

old coats and In the transformation
get another pair of legs to help irri¬
tate the cow. They now are known
as nymps and disport themselves
gleefully as they continue to feast on
the rich, warm blood of their , host.
In a few days nature removes the

veil of innocence from them through
another molting of their skin and they
enter the bands of matrimony.
Mrs. Margaropus Annulatus then

proceeds to gorge herself with the
good blood of the cow, while preparing
for generous reproduction of her kind,
and her season having been fulfllled,
she drops to the ground to deliver her¬
self of the several thousand eggs.
Selecting a nice shady location, pro¬

tected from enemies, she concludes
her mission in life by laying the eggs,
and then dies.
As the weather continues warm, the

large cluster of eggs complete Incu¬
bation in about three weeks. The seed
ticks remain near the nest for a few
days and then climb the nearest piece
of vegetation to wait for a victim, in¬
tent upon going to dinner as soon as
possible.
However, they have the rare virtue

of stiok-to-itiveness and strong vital¬
ity, so if they do not get anything to
eat for several weeks they are Just
as cheerful, and just as active every

time they think they hear dinner com¬
ing. They have been known to live
five months in the summer and con¬
siderably longer in cool weather, wait¬
ing for that delayed opportunity to
get a meal.
If all, of the four or five thousand

little seed ticks are fortunate and get
a host in a short time, one can

estimate about how many little seed
ticks will result in the next cycle of
life, and so on during the entire sum¬
mer.

They are not very particular wheth¬
er their host is a calf, its mother, fa¬
ther, older brother or sister; whether
it is a horse or mule, as they grow
fat on any of those animals, but cause
Texas fever only in cattle.
However, all of the above-mentioned

animals on every farm should be
treated to the tick eradication method
used so that no guilty female tick es¬
capes to reproduce large numbers ot
additional ticks.
The stock will have more vitality

and be worth more money after the
ticks are thoroughly eradicated.

WARNING
You have been reading and hearing

a great deal about the present epidemic
of Accute Auterior Polio-Myelitis, or as
it is commonly called, Infantile Pa¬
ralysis. This present epidemic seems
to be more serious than former ones,
in that there are more fatalities and
the public hears very little about the
cases that don't prove fatal but the
majority of them are left crippled for
life. This is an infectious or contag¬
ious disease produced by a very minute
organism and its exact mode of trans¬
mission is not definitely known. It is
claimed by good authority to be trans¬
mitted by the stable fly. Health of¬
ficers throughout the northern states
are urging all property owners and
house keepers to keep their premises
in a sanitary condition relative to gar¬
bage disposed etc., thereby destroying
the feeding places of the flies.
Let us heed the warning of our dis¬

tressed neighbors and improve our sani¬
tary condition by removing promptly
all garbage and decayed vegetable mat¬
ter, tin cans, etc. The latter when
filled with water by the frequent
rains, forms a breeding place for the
mosquito and he too is a carrier of dis¬
ease.

Should the condition continue to

grow worse it may become necessary
to quarantine our State, a condition
which we would hate to see.

So let us strive to eliminate any
source of danger that might exist in
our town.

CULTIVATION OF SWEET

POTATOES PAYS

Sweet potatoes are so easily raised
that they usually raise themselves. The
average farmer considers his task
completed when he sets the plants, ac¬
cording to C. K. McQuarrie, state
agent for the University of Florida Ex¬
tension Division. Sweet potatoes do
not need much cultivation, but the lit¬
tle they do need is essential. There
is probably no crop which will respond
more generously to a little care.
After the vines have formed and

covered the beds they can be depend¬
ed upon to care for the weeds and
grass, but until then they should be
cultivated. Until the plants become
established they are not capable of
competing with weeds and are apt to
be smothered or stunted. With a lit¬
tle cultivation they will make quicker
growth and an earlier crop.
Cultivation should be continued only

until the vines have become large
enough to cope with the weeds. If it
is given later than that it is apt to in¬
terfere with the formation of potatoes
and with the root system.

CATERPILLARS ATTACK

SWEET POTATOES

Caterpillars attack sweet potatoes
almost every year. In some sections
they may not be so troublesome but in
others they may defoliate the crop.
They are between one and two inches
long and are marked with broad dark
narrow orange, and brown stripes.
They feed on the leaves of sweet po¬
tatoes and on a number of other
plants.
They may be controlled in the sweet

potato field by poisons, according to
J. R. Watson, entomologist to the
University of Florida Experiment Sta¬
tion. Lead arsenate is probably the
best poison. Use 1 pound of the pow¬
der or two pounds of the paste to 50
gallons of water. Spray the vines
until they are thoroly wet. If dusting
is preferred, each part of the lead ar¬
senate powder should be mixed with
four parts of air slaked lime. Dust
the leaves until they are well covered
with the mixture.
One treatment is usually enough.

However, if the first is not thoro an¬
other will be neccessary. The broods
are about a month apart.

SELL YOURSELF SOME HAY

Folks like bargains. If they can
buv at cost they will often go to town
and load up with things they do not
need just because they are cheap. If
the merchants placards his goods at
cost he has no trouble in selling his
stock and a great many farmers take
advantage of the great sacrifice that
must be made in 30 days.
It is funny that there are so many

who never think of selling themselves
something at cost. Take hay for in¬
stance. Some farmers raise hay but
they are not as numerous as they
should be in Florida. Other farmers
buy hay and still others do without
it. Neither practise is profitable.
Northern farmers sometimes say that
they cannot afford to raise hay. That
is true sometimes for the price may
be too low to pay them for the trou¬
ble of harvesting it. But in Florida
the margin of profit, sweetened by
freight rates, is always wide enough
to make home production profitable.
Suppose that northern hay is selling

for $20 a ton. Suppose again that the
Florida farmer can produce a ton of
hay for $10 to $15. He could sell him¬
self that hay at cost and keep the
difference, which he would have to
pay for northern hay, in his pocket.
That five or ten dollars is worth sav¬

ing. It is probable also that the
profit would be greater since the price
of northern hfly is usually higher
than $20 and hay probably can be
produced in Florida cheaper than $10
a ton.

P. H. Rolfs, dean of the University
of Florida College of Agriculture,
suggests that any excess that may be
produced will find a ready market.
Buyers do not care where hay is pro¬
duced if it is good. They will pay
northern prices plus the freight and
perhaps a few commissions for good
home grown hay.
A large acreage of melons and

spring vegetables have been harvested
this year. Any of that land which
is not occupied will yield good returns
if prepared for hay crops.

Wants Test of R. F. D.
Tallahassee.—The following amend¬

ment to the pos'toffice appropriation
bill was offered by Senator Fletcher,
of Florida, in Washington and adopt¬
ed:

purpose of determining the most prac¬
tical means of extending the opera¬
tions of the parcel post in the direc¬
tion of promoting the marketing of
farm products and furthering direct
transactions between producers and
consumers.

BOND MONEY WILL BE
PLACED IN LOCAL BANKS

State Is Rich In Phosphorus
Tallahassee.—Phosphorus, one

the most important elements required
by plants, is obtairied from phosphate
rock, which is mined at many places
in the United States and in foreign
countries. Florida supplies most of
the product of the United States, and
its output exceeded that of any for¬
eign country. The normal annual out¬
put of Florida in recent years has
been valued at between $9,000,000 and
$10,000,000,000.
A most interesting question is the

mode of origin of the rock. Examina¬
tion of samples dredged from the bot¬
tom of the sea show that there are

now accumulating in the Florida
Straits and elsewhere nodules of phos¬
phate of lime which are identical in
composition with the pure phosphate
rock of commerce.

The process of formation of these
phosphate nodules is not thoroughly
understood, but is believed to be in
some manner connected with living
organisms that swarm in sea water
in countless numbers. These marine
organisms appear to have been espe¬
cially abundant long ago when the
peninsula of Florida was completely
submerged beneath the sea and the
waves from the Atlantic rolled unim¬
paired into the Gulf of Mexico, for the
sands which were then deposited on
the bottom of the sea and have since
been converted into dry land contain
many nodules of phosphate rock that
are in all respects similar to those be¬
ing formed today. These phosphatic
sands contain in most places too lit¬
tle phosphate to be of commercial val¬
ue, but they are believed to be the
source from which the important de¬
posits of Florida phosphate rock have
been derived.
During the later stages of the accu¬

mulation of these sands, Florida was
inhabited by some very large animals
that are now either extinct or known
only in other Continents.

A joint meeting of the County Com¬
missioners, Board of Bond Trustee
and Advisory Board was held at Bar¬
tow Thursday afternoon, at which time
matters in connection with the sale
of the bonds and the proposed road
construction, were discussed in detail.
It is expected that confirmation of

the validity of the bonds will be re¬
ceived from the New York attorneys
in a day or so, and a favorable sale is
anticipated on August 7th.
It was the sense of the bodies

present at the meeting that the
money accruing from the sale of the
bonds should be brought to the coun¬
ty at once, and prorated among the
various banks of the county—in other
words it is desired that the sale of
the bonds be a cash transaction,
This may result in slightly lower
bids for the bonds, but it is consid¬
ered that the advantage of having the
money in the banks of the county
would offset any small difference this
might make.

Florida Growing Some Corn
Crystal Springs.—There are numer¬

ous indications that Florida is get¬
ting into the list of corn producing
states. Some corn is being produced
in this locality that is said to be the
equal of that grown anywhere. A few
days ago Agricultural Superintendent
Beech brought in three stalks of Cu¬
ban flint corn grown on the Lakeside
Farm here that stand over nine feet
high, and the three stalks have seven
ears of corn, two to a stalk for two
stalks and three for the other one.
This corn was grown from seed raised
by Mr. Beech in the same field last
year, and a test of the seed made by
F. R. Mads last spring, before planting
some of it, showed 100 per cent germi¬
nation.

The Methodists held a communion
service at the home of Mr. and Mrs,
W. F. Smith on Thursday evening
Rev. George York, of Frostproof, who
will have charge of the church here,
administered the Sacrament, and the
service was a very impressive one,
Cottage meetings are being held each
week until the church is ready. The
meeting this evening will be at the
home of Mr. and Mrs. R. N. Jones,
Christians of all denominations are

given a hearty invitation to unite with
the Methodists in these cottage meet¬
ings.

Exports Show Decided Increase
Jacksonville.—Florida's exports dur¬

ing the month of June, report for
which has just been made public by
Customs Collector J. F. C. Griggs,
totaled $2,250,914, with Key West
topping all exports with a total value
of merchandise placed at $1,108,326.
June exports showed a gain of $266,-
370 over the total of the same month
of 1915. However, June exports show¬
ed a decrease from the figures set by
May, being $383,949 shy of the pre¬
vious month's record.

Imports for June were $813,990, an
increase over the same month of the
previous year of $350,935. June's im¬
port figures also shaded those for the
month of May this year.

Heavy Damage To Cotton Crop
Tallahassee.—Continued heavy rains

in the western portions of the state
have aggravated the previous unsatis¬
factory crop conditions and fields are

soggy and grassy and cotton is report¬
ed as shedding and scalding. Rain has
fallen almost daily west of the Suwan¬
nee river, with a total for the week
of four to six inches. Ample rains fell
over the north and north-central por¬
tions of the peninsula.
Crops in the northern and central

sections have made good progress.
Citrus fruit, sweet potatoes and peas,
pastures and meadows are in good
condition. A good crop is assured,
and harvesting has begun in some lo¬
calities. Over large areas of the west-
central and southern sections of the
state it continues too dry for citrus
fruits.

Lands 98-Pound Tarpon
Jacksonville.—Probably the most

unique catch ever made on the St.
Johns river was accomplished by L.
T. Cheek, when, with rod and reel,
he landed a 5-foot 11-inch tarpon fish
weighing 98 pounds, off the docks of
the Carpenter O'Brien mills.
A tug of war, in which all the sci¬

ence of strategy in Its most finished
form (for catching tarpons) began.
For an hour the struggle continued
and by deftly handling the rod and

Mr. Cheek succeeded in slowly
drawing his quarry toward the boat.
It was but a matter of a few minutes
to draw the monster into the boat.
The prize was brought back to the
city.

Jacksonville. — Practice marches,
drills, parades and other intensive
training is keeping the Florida infan¬
try, now mobilized at State Camp,
busy these hot days and the grueling
work is having its effect, as the regi¬
ment is an altogether different outfit
now from the new command which
went into camp.
The three battalions took the roads

for hikes, the men being in heavy
marching order, and each outfit fol
lowed by an escort wagon for the men
dropping out of ranks. When the pat
talions returned from their eight or
ten mile marches, these wagons, how¬
ever, contained but few men.
Rifle practice on the big range at

State camp will begin soon.
As now provided for in the national

defense act of June 3 federalizing the
National Guard, all officers and enlist¬
ed men of the National Guard of Flor
ida in Jacksonville have been ordered
to report to the Duval county armory
for physical examination in accord¬
ance with the standard fixed by the
war department.
This is the first step In connection

with the new federal oath, which the
troops are obliged to take under the
new law, and the work will be pushed
with all possible speed. These require¬
ments also affect all units of the First
infantry, National Guard of Florida,
which are located 'in cities west of
Jacksonville to Pensacola.
Maj. H. L. Covington, Jr., post com¬

mander here, issued general orders to
the troops in Jacksonville pursuant to
orders received from the state mili¬
tary department to conduct the exam¬
ination.
First Lieut. Shaler Richardson, med¬

ical corps, National Guard of Florida,
has been detailed to make the exami¬
nation and will be at the armory each
day from 4 to 6 and 8 to 10 p. m. until
the work is finished. Commanding of¬
ficers are ordered to -see that their
units report promptly.

Examination Of Troops Takes 26 Days
Jacksonville.—At the present rate

of physical examination of the enlist¬
ed men and officers of the companies
comprising the local National Guard
organization, being conducted by the
federal authorities, at least twenty-six
days will be required to complete the
work. .

First Lieut. Shaler Richardson, med¬
ical corps, N. G. F., who has been fed¬
eralized, is the only medical officer
who can conduct the examinations, and
as five men an hour is the average it
is estimated that 26 days will be re¬
quired.
An appeal for recruits is being made

by the company commanders, who will
be please'd to explain the advantages
of being a member of the Guard under
the federal regulations.

Board Not Authorized To Treat Cases
Tallahassee.—The Florida state

board of health is not authorized to
treat individual cases of infantile pa¬
ralysis, according to Dr. J. Y. Porter,
state health officer. Therefore, phy¬
sicians having any such case under
their care, although they are required
promptly to isolate them and report
them to the board, must either look to
the patient or relatives for expenses
in the case, or call upon the city or
county for this assistance, if the pa¬
tient is indigent. In the latter case,
they must be turned over to the city
or county physician should there be
any such officer.

BARTOW WANTS

MASONIC HOME

At a recent meeting of the lodge of
Masons, at Bartow, it was decided
to make an effort to have the Masonic
Orphans' Home located at that place.
The Grand Lodge of Florida has on

hand or will have by January 1, about
$50,000 to be used for the erection of a
home. This will be increased to about

50,000 CARS OF FRUITS
AND VEGETABLES SHIPPED

Jacksonville.—Fruits and vegetables
of 43,917 cars were shipped from Flor¬
ida during the season of 1915-16, ac¬
cording to the statistics up to July 15,
which is practically the closing of the
summer shipping season, and although
there are a few cars of pineapples en
route north, the record up to July 15 is
as follows:
Oranges, 17,836 cars; grapefruit, 5,-

598 cars; pineapples, 596 cars; water¬
melons, 2,703 cars; cantaloupes, 99
cars; strawberries, 402 cars; tomatoes,
6,424 cars; lettuce, 2,205 cars; celery,
3,599 cars; potatoes, 1,434 cars; mix¬
ed vegetables, 3,021 cars.
On account of the good prices which

have prevailed this season on fruits
and vegetables, many farmers are
busy preparing their land for the fall
vegetable crops, and there is expected
to be a large increase in acreage of
lettuce and beans in the state. The
weather has been ideal for those pre¬
paring their land on account of the
frequent rains over the entire state,
which will cause the crops to sprout
quickly.

Seawall Work Progressing
Fort Pierce.—Work on the seawall

project, which is to provide nearly
eight and a half acres of valuable
reclaimed land along the river front,
is now well under way. The dredge
now on the job will throw up an earth
wall along the side and ends. A large
suction dredge will be brought here
about August 1st to make the fill
proper. The seawall will be 400 feet
from the shore line and extend from
approximately 1,000 feet north from
the south line of the county property.
The south end and south wall will be
concrete, eight inches in thickness,
with a cope along the top fourteen
inches thick. The north end wail,
which has already been constructed,
is of lumber and piling. This is not
constructed of concrete for the reason
that it is contemplated that the pro¬
ject will be extended at no very dis¬
tant future. The wall will be seven
feet above the water level.

On account of the rainy weather
and so many of the members return¬
ing late from the ball game, at Lake¬
land, on Tuesday last, the Board of
Trade meeting was postponed until
next Tuesday evening.

Live Stock Meet For 1917
Jacksonville. — The University of

Florida will hold a live stock institute
at Gainesville, January, 17, 18 and
19, 1917, during the last days of the
farmers' ten-day short course. John
M. Scott, animal industrialist to the
experiment station, took a census of
most of the live stock men of the state
during the spring. Replies were re¬
ceived from practically every man ad¬
dressed and favored the meeting.

TRAFFIC REGULATIONS

FOR IMPROVED ROADS

Since the good roads election there
has been considerable agitation with
regard to the securing of necessary
legislation looking to the prevention
of injury or destruction of the roads
by improperly tired vehicles, and it
is perhaps not generally known that
there exists now a law of the state
which fairly covers the matter. It is
found in Section 871a, ehapter X,
Title 9, as follows:

' 'That the width of the tires of ve¬
hicles used to haul wood or other
heavy loads over hard or improved
roads in any county of this state now
having, or that may hereafter build
and construct such roads, is herebv
fixed and established as follows: Of
a two horse wagon, cart or other
vehicle, shall be not less than four
inches wide; of a four horse wagon,
cart or vehicle shall not be less than
six inches wide; and of a four
horse wagon, cart or other vehicle
used to haul heavy logs, or stock
shall not be less than seven inches
wide and that it shall be unlawful
for any person, firm or corporation to
use or cause to be used any vehicle
mentioned in this section, with a less
width of tire than that specified in
hauling loads over roads therein men¬

tioned, and any person, firm or cor¬
poration so offending shall be guilty
of a misdemeanor, and, subject to
tne pains and penalties provided for
in Section 6 of this act.''
Penalty for the violation of this

law is provided in Sections 3662d
and 3662c, Article 8, Chapter 8, Title
2, as follows:
"That any person, firm or corpor¬

ation who may violate the provisions
of this act after it takes effect and
becomes operative in any county of
the state, shall be guilty of a misde¬
meanor and upon conviction thereof
before any court having jurisdiction
shall be fined not more than ten dol¬
lars for each offense committed, to
gether with the cost accruing in such
case, or by imprisonment in the coun¬
ty jail at hard labor for not more
than thirty days.
"The violation of any other section

of this act shall be punished by a
fine not exceeding twenty-five dol¬
lars for the first offence, a fine not
less than twenty-five dollars nor
more than fifty dollars for a second
offense, and a fine not less than fifty
dollars nor more than one hundred
dollars, or imprisonment not exceed¬
ing ten days, or both, for a third or
subsequent offence.

San Antonio, Texas.—Eight men

were Injured when a homeseekers'
special train collided with a troop
train at Bay City, Texas, on the St.
Louis, Brownsville and Mexican rail¬
road, according to official reports to
General Funston. Four of the injured
are members of the Second battalion
of the First Minnesota artillery on its
way to Brownsville. This is the first
accident in which any of the Guards¬
men have been injured. One hundred
thousand state troops have been sent
to the bolder without accident.

BRITAIN WARNED ABOUT
BLACKLIST BY UNITED STATES

Declares It Is Out Of The Question
That U. S. Should Acquiesce

In Such Methods

Washington.—Great Britain is warn¬
ed, in the American note of protest
against the blacklist, made public by
the state department, of the "many
serious consequences to neutral right
and neutral relations which such an

act must necessarily involve."
Already in the hands of the British

foreign office, the note declares "in
the gravest terms" that it is "mani¬
festly out of the question that the
government of the United States
should acquiesee in such methods,"
and that the United States regards
the blacklist as "inevitably and es¬
sentially inconsistent with the rights
of all the citizens of all the nations
not involved In the war." It reminds
the British government that "citizens
of the United States are entirely with¬
in their rights in attemping to trade
with the people or the government of
any of the nations now at war, sub¬
ject only to well defined international
practices and understandings which
the government of the United States
deems the government of Great Brit¬
ain to have too lightly and frequently
disregarded."

$25,000,000 LOSS DUE TO
EXPLOSION OF AMMUNITION

Munitions Destroyed Were Awaiting
Shipment To Allies And Were
Stored On Black Tom Island

New York.—Property loss estimated
at $25,000,000 was caused by a series
of terrific explosions of ammunition
awaiting shipment to the entente al¬
lies and stored on Black Tom Island,
a small strip of land jutting into New
York bay off Jersey City. Two are
known to be dead, and at least two
more are missing. Scores of persons
were injured, some of them probably
mortally. The detonations, which were
felt In five states, began with a con¬
tinuous rapid fire of small shells, then
the blowing up of great quantities of
dynamite, trinitol tunine and other
high explosives, followed by the burst¬
ing of thousands of shrapnel shell
which showered the surrounding coun¬

try and waters for miles around.

Morgues Of Chicago Packed By Heat
Chicago.—Promise of relief from

the torrid weather that has prevailed
for more than a week came at the
end of July 30, during which the ther¬
mometer reached a point within a
fraction of a degree of the highest ever
recorded in the Chicago forecast dis¬
trict. As the result of the protracted
heat, culminating in a maximum of
102 degrees, the human death rate
reached a point where county morgue
officials said there was no more room

in the institution for any more bod¬
ies.

Russian Wedge Splits Teuton Lines
Paris.—The Russians in Volhynia

in the region of the Stokhod river,
have forced the Germans to give fur¬
ther ground before their advance. In
the fighting between the Germans and
the Russians in Volhynia the men at
various points again met in hand-to-
hand combats. Berlin says that the
withdrawal from the Stokhod curve
had been contemplated for some time
and was made without interruption by
the Russians. Petrograd claims an
advance for the Russians near Brody
and in Galicla.

It is a matter of record that
whenever the Florida Citrus
Exchange has been marketing
at any period of the shipping
season more than half the cit¬
rus fruits going out of Florida,
prices have been generally
satisfactory to the growers.
This fact is something more

than coincidence. It is signifi¬
cant of what the Exchange
could do all the time if it were
selling fifty per cent of Florida's
oranges and grapefruit. Why
not join the Exchange for at
least one season and help it
secure the necessary volufne
of fruit to insure fair profits?
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TICKS WILL PREVENT FULL CALF CROP

A few specimen* of tick infested Florida native cows, photographed in
Columbia county during the last week in June. These cows had been
on good wire grass range with plenty of water ail season, but are quit*
thin, due largely to the amount of vitality consumed by the ticks. In
seasons when the grass is not so plentiful they have a hard time gath¬
ering enough material to support the ticks and keep blood flowing through
their own veins, resulting in considerable shortage of the calf crop. Un¬
der their present condition of reduced flesh, some of these cows will fail
to breed this season.

The future development of Florida
depends very largely upon the calf
crop, which, at present, is restricted
to a considerable extent by the pres¬
ence of cattle ticks.
Fruit trees often bloom freely, but

fail to set much fruit, owing to some
climatic condition or other destructive
influence beyond human control at
time of bloom, and the year's crop is
lessened to that extent.

Every mature cow which fails to
produce a calf each year lessens the
size of the crop, and the amount of
profit on the investment in the herd,
as the expense for her upkeep through
the unfruitful year is practically as
heavy as if she raised a calf.
Tick eradication will help to solve

this problem, so the matter of insur¬
ing a large calf crop rests within the
control of man.
After the ticks are all killed the

cows can give their energy to repro¬
duction of their kind and to nourish¬
ing same before and after birth.

Ticks Lower Vitality
If the cow is emaciated and has low

vitality at breeding time, the proba¬
bilities are that her reproductive or¬
gans will not respond and consequent¬
ly she will fail to produce a calf the
following year.
Every person who has studied the

activity of ticks knows that the para¬
sites are very insistent upon getting
their toll of blood so long as the cow
has any blood in her veins.
A number of reasons are given by

cattle owners when the calf crop

shortage is unusually large, but the
most important Influence causing it
in this state is ticks, which can be
easily eradicated.

Life Preservation First
A temporary shortage of grass is not

so important of itself if ticks are not
present. Where the ticks are permit¬
ted to draw on the limited quantities
of blood a poor cow converts from the
rations she is able to gather, the drain
on her vitality becomes very burden¬
some, and the cow devotes all of her
energies to providing for her own life,
rather than making provision for off¬
spring. Nature takes care of life first.
An increased calf crop on one farm

or cattle ranch Is not dependent upon
general tick eradication throughout the
entire district, but each cattle owner
can influence the crop by eradicating
the ticks from his own herd.

Start Tick Eradication Now
This is an opportune time to make

a start towards tick eradication so

that the cows will be entirely free be¬
fore the next breeding season. Also
this is an opportune time to start so
that the cows which have bred this
season will be able to use all the sur¬

plus energy they develop this fall and
winter for increased vitality of the
calf crop, which is being developed
within them for next season's produc
tion.
"Safety First" has become a world¬

wide slogan in all lines of endeavor
where there is danger of injury from
any cause. It is Just as important in
this state-wide cattle tick eradication
campaign for the prevention of loss
on the calf crop.
Florida ought to have several times

the present number of cattle to con¬
sume the wasted forage crops. The
cheapest way to get increased herds
is to raise stock from tick free cows,
Insuring a much larger crop each year
than is being obtained at present.
If you do not own any cattle you

can help to arouse enthusiasm for cat¬
tle tick eradication because increased
calf crops mean increased prosperityfor your community and for the state

WILL HOLD LIVESTOCK
MEETING IN JANUARY

The University of Florida will hold
a livestock institute at Gainesville,
January 17, 18 and 19, during the last
days of the farmers' ten-day short
course. John M. Scott, animal indus¬
trialist to the Experiment Station,
took a census of most of the livestock
men of the state during the spring.
Replies were received from practical¬
ly every man addressed and ell were
in favor of the meeting. A few said
that they could not come on account
of the great distance, but from those
who expressed their intentions of
coming it is estimated that the attend¬
ance will be large.
This meeting will give the stockmen

a chance to discuss subjects nearest
their hearts. Citrus men and general
farmers have been meeting at the
University for several years, but this
is the first time that a purely live¬
stock meeting has been held.
Some of the subjects that will be

treated are forage crops, pastures,
diseases, tick eradication, purebred an¬
imals, breeding, dairying, marketing,
feeds, and feeding. Experts from the
United States Department of Agricul¬
ture, from the state department, from
the Experiment Station and from the
livestock men's association will lec¬
ture.

MAKING PROGRESS
IN CANKER FIGHT

The State Plant Board is making
progress in the citrus canker fight.
The following is a statement from
Wilmon Newell, plant commissioner,
who is stationed at the Univers.ty of
Florida, Gainesville:
"Nineteen citrus properties, hich

have been infected with citrus "ker,
were declared by the State ,'lant
Board as being no longer dangerous
centers, at a meeting of the Board in
Jacksonville, July 10. This means
that, in the opinion of the Board, can¬
ker has been completely eradicated
from these properties and that they
are no longer considered as foci from
which further spread of the disease is
to be feared.
"This makes a total of one hundred

and eleven citrus growing properties,
formerly infected, which have been
declared clear by the Plant Board
since the beginning of the eradication
work last year. Of these 111, only
three have since shown reinfection
and the circumstances surrounding
these indicated that the infection was

from outside sources."

FALL TOMATOES MAY BE
HAD FROM CUTTINGS

Tomatoes grow readily from cut¬
tings, and an early fall crop may be
had by making cuttings from the
spring crop. Seedlings are hard to
raise during summer unless they are
given special care. But plants from
cuttings are comparatively easy to
obtain. Then when roots have form¬
ed the plants are two or three weeks
ahead of plants from a seedbed made
at the same time.
Probably the easiest way to obtain

plants, according to C. K. McQuarrie,
state agent for the University of Flor¬
ida Extension Division, is to bend the
old vine over and cover a portion of it
with earth so that the top protrudes.
In a few days roots will have formed
and the top may be cut off; with the
roots, and set. A more difficult way
is to make cuttings several inches
long and to set them in sand until
they are rooted. They should be wa¬
tered frequently and protected from
the hot sun.
Where the old plants are not dis¬

eased they may be pruned back to
eight or ten inches and allowed to
form new tops. This will perhaps
give the earliest tomatoes. In the
home garden this pruning may be ex¬
tended over several weeks so that a
succession of tomatoes may be had.
The cuttings may be made with the
same view.

Folks who like cucumbers may plant
some during the early part of August
for fall use. C. K. McQuarrie, state
agent for the University of Florida
Extension Division, recommends the
Klondike. This is the best variety for
table use because it retains its green
color. It does not produce as many
fruits as some other varieties.

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WILL ESTABLISH
FARMLOANBANKS

Country Will Be Divided Into Twelve
Federal Land Bank Districts—

Many Cities Want Banks

Washington.—The new farm loan
board, charged with organization of
the federal land bank system providing
methods for making loans to farmer
on first mortgages of land at the
treasury department. The most im¬
portant preliminary work of the board
will be division of the country into
twelve federal land bank districts
with a land bank which will furnish
the funds for the loans in each dis¬
trict.

Forty Cities Want Banks
Forty cities already ha\re applied or

have been recommended for banks. Be¬
fore it reaches any decisions the board
is expected to travel across the con¬
tinent to hear the views of farmers
on where banks should bo located and
how district lines should be drawn. It
is probable this work will take sev¬
eral months. Secretary McAdoo is
chairman ex-officio of the board and
the other members, appointed by the
president and confirmed by the senate
are C. E. Lobdell, George W. Norris,
W. S. A. Smith and Herbert Quick.

What System Will Do
In operation the system to some ex¬

tent will do for the farmer what the
federal reserve system does for the
business man. The farmer will be giv¬
en opportunity to secure money on his
most available commodity, his land,
just as the merchant and manufacturer
has been enabled, through the federal
reserve system, to have his paper,
based on commercial transactions, find
a ready market.
The new scheme has many points of

resemblance to the federal reserve sys¬
tem, but in many essential features it
is entirely different. In no way will
the banks created under it do com¬

mercial banking, and while it is pos¬
sible that in years to come they may
have funds to loan that will amount
to several hundred millions of dol¬
lars, it is not believed probable that
the system ever will have the re¬
sources of the reserve system.

Nearly Six Thousand Prisoners Taken
By The Russians And Also

Many Guns

London.—In northern Galicia the
Russians have struck another hard
blow at the Teutonic allies and oc¬

cupied along the Sereth and Graberld
rivers, south of Brody, six villages and
the entire ride on which they are lo¬
cated. Furious fighting marked the
engagement, the Russians being forc¬
ed in the villages to drive their ad¬
versaries from house to house. In the
fighting the Russians captured a reg¬
imental ccmmander and 140 other of¬
ficers and more than fifty-five hundred
men and also took numerous machine
guns and bomb throwers.
Berlin admits that the Russians have

gained the left bank of the Sereth
river, but asserts that the Russians
have been driven from positions along
the Stokhod river, south of Zareczo,
and that in the Carpathians the Ger¬
mans are still operating successfully.
In Asiatic Turkey the Russians re¬

port the capture at various places of
new Turkish positions. In the Kial-
kit-Chia river basin positions protected
by five lines of trenches were wrested
from the Turks, while south of Erzin-
gan and west of the village of Ognut
additional trenches and two heights
were captured. In the region of Mush
and Bitlis, the Turks have assumed
the offensive, but Petrograd says they
are being held by the Russian fire.

EIGHT MORE JOIN
BOARD OF TRADE

Organization of Local Boosters Holds
Meeting Wednesday- -Propose Many

Things for Good of Community

The Board of Trade met at the Hotel
Wales Wednesday evening and took ac¬

tion upon several matters of impor¬
tance.

President Bullard occupied the chair
and there were thirteen members pres¬
ent.

The membership committe, appoint¬
ed at the previous meeting reported
eight new members added to the Board,
with several prospects who will come
in later on. It is hoped to get every
man in town, who is interested in its
future welfare, to become active mem¬
bers of the Board of Trade.
J. B. Briggs tendered his resignation

as Vice President of the organization,
but it was voted to place the same on
file, as it was hoped he would recon
sider his action.
Sam Abernethy and A. L. Alexander

were appointed, a special committee to
act with Dr. Wilhoyte, to see that cer¬
tain nuisances now existing were cor¬
rected.
M. C. Cain, who has recently been

appointed a Justice of the Peace, re¬

quested that some action be taken re¬

garding the erection of a jail in this
vicinity, and he and G. V. Tillman were
appointed to interview the county com¬
missioners regarding the same.
Secretary Ebert was delegated to act

as salesman for the now Sceni-- High¬
land stamps, which will now soon be
ready. Orders for several thousands
were taken at the meeting.
There was considerable discussion re¬

garding taking steps to advertise open¬
ings for new business enterprises and
industries here, and it was suggested
that a list of such openings be prepar¬
ed, and that the Board of Trade adver¬
tise the same in the Highlander. The
next iheeting will be on the first Tues¬
day in September.

Former Justice Daly Passes Away
Yonkers, N. Y.—Joseph Francis

Daly, a former justice of the New
York state supreme court, died sud¬
denly of heart disease in his home
here. He was born at Plymouth, N.
C., in 1840. In 1900 he was made
a member of the commission to revise
the laws of Porto Rico.

Boost for Lake Wales!

Recruits Daily Arriving In Camp
Jacksonville. — Recrutlng stations

in south Florida cities and recruiting
parties traveling through that terri¬
tory are daily sending recruits to the
Second Infantry, now mobilized at
State camp, in an effort to bring the
regiment up to war strength.
It will be recalled that when the

weeding process began, shortly after
the regiment arrived in camp, it con¬
tained about 1,400 men, but nearly
375 of these were turned down be¬
cause of physical defects, leaving the
units at peace strength.
Officers in authority at camp are

still without information with refer¬
ence to border orders, but they ap¬
parently are not worried about this
and are going ahead training the reg¬
iment to the highest possible degree
of efficiency.

Many visitors are in the camp
on Sundays, particularly in the af¬
ternoon, to witness the regimental
parade, which is always a big Sunday
feature with the soldiers. Sunday is
an offday so far as training work is
concerned, and officers and men have
more time in which to entertain their
friends. ^

COAST LINE IS
PISHING AHEAD

At Work in Earnest on Extension of Line
to East Coast—Several Miles

ging and grading machinery have pas¬
sed through here on the way to Se-
bring, where the extension work was

started, and the indications are that
the railroad will now rapidly push for¬
ward to their destination on the East
Coast:
Regarding the terminal on the east

coast the Miami Metropolis says:
News was received at Miami last

Monday that the surveying party of
the A. C. L. railway has pitched its
camp at Moore Haven, It is sur¬

veying the route of the extension that
the Coast Line is building into Moore
Haven, which will be the lake termi¬
nal of that railroad.
The road is building now from Se-

bring south, and it is expected it will
be completed into Moore Haven by
the first of the year. The chief en¬

gineer in charge of the surveying crew
has selected sixty acres of land adjoin¬
ing the townsite on the lake for the
railway terminals.
The state dredge is now working

in the three mile canal and Moore
Haven has navigable water. These
railway terminals will face the
channel. It is expected that docks
will be built connecting with the
railway system. The new hard
surfaced highway from Fort Meyers
to Moore Haven will be completed
about . -at-ia *imt us this rail¬
way extension.
A. E. Campbell, of Lake Wales,

who has the contract for clearing the
right of way for the extension, has
already reached a point about four
miles south of Sebring.

POLK COUNTY SELLS
$1,500,000 ROAD BONDS

Lift Bridge To Span Anclote
Tarpon Springs.—The matter of

building a bridge across the Anclote
river at Tarpon Springs is in a rail¬
way of materializing. This matter
has been discussed from time to time
but definite action was always post¬
poned. The bridge is needed very
badly and nothing would please the
citizens more than a new bridge. It
is expected that the commissioners
will order the bridge at an early date.
The work includes the erection and
construction of a Scherzer roiling lift
bridge, clear roadway sixteen feet and
fifty-seven feet span, two reinforced
concrete approaches of two twin spans
each, sixteen feet clear roadway and
forty-three feet clear span.

Conference Held On Drainage
Jacksonville.—A conference between

Maj. W. B. Ladue, United States en¬

gineer, and members of the board of
supervisors of the upper St. Johns
drainage district was held looking to¬
ward arriving at a decision 'under
which the drainage of the immense
acreage included in the district may
be carried forward.
No definite settlement ofthe diifer-

ences between the engineer depart¬
ment and the board wAg reached^ Jjut
a settlement apepars TI%arer thjlh at
any previous time and those interest¬
ed in the prosecution of the work feel
much relieved at the apparent, bright¬
ening situation.

Owing to the fact that the adver¬
tisement for bids for the $1,500,000
road bond issue did not state the hours
at which the bids would be opened, the
county commissioners decided to re¬

ceive bids up to five o'clock Monday
afternoon and they were not opened
until Tuesday morning.
There were a large number of repre¬

sentatives of the bonding bouses on
hand, and it was expected that the
bonds would be sold at a good pre¬
mium, consequently there was con¬
siderable disappointment when it was
found that the highest bid was but
one and one eighth above par.
The commissioners wished to give

the matter most careful attention,
and met again Wednesday morning.
It was then decided to sell the bonds

to A.B. Leach & Co., of New York, at a
price of 100.179, the money to be paid
in cash v-hen the bonds are printed
and ready for delivery wnich will be
very soon.
Somewhat better offers were made

but all contemplated the holding of
the money and delivery to the county
at stated terms. Thd county commis¬
sioners thought it would be better to
have the money in hand and available
for use just as needed and it is prob¬
able that interest paid from the local
banks will more than make up for the
higher prices that were offered for
the bonds.
The bidders and the amount of the

bids offered for the million and a

half are as follows:

The Winter Haven Citrus sub ex¬

change has started work on its ad¬
dition which will make it by all odds
the largest and best equipped pack¬
ing house in the State.
The packing capacity will be in¬

creased 25 per cent and if necessary
the house could turn out more than
fifteen cars daily. Several new groves
have signed up with the Exchange and
it is thought that a record pack will be
put up next season even if the crop of
grapefruit and tangerines is short.
Winter Haven and Florence Villa
packing houses, one mile north of
town, being the heaviest shippers of
tangerines of any locality in the State.
The local Exchange is just sending
out a rebate on grapefruit of two cents
per box. The county Exchange will
make a rebate of a half cent per box
which while seemingly small will give
the local growers a nice sum of money
as this is a great grapefruit center.
Several improvements in the differ¬
ent packing houses are being made.

All Lights Out; Ships Wrecked
Pensacola.—D. F. Sullivan, a former

member of the crew of the schooner
Cavaire, which went on the rocks and
was a total loss off the coast of Mex¬
ico, has returned here and says that
Captain Brown and six other members
of the crew are still in Progresso,
where they will give testimony before
the American consul to the effect that
all beacon lights along the coast were
extinguished, greatly to the danger of
ships.
The Cavaire was one of several vic¬

tims of this action on the part of
Mexicans, running onto a dangerous
reef while looking for the light. A
report of the matter will be sent to
Washington.

Want Municipal Lighting Plant
Manatee.—Sentiment among prop¬

erty owners here in favor of a munic¬
ipal electric light plant is growing.
Superintendent of Water Works C.
H. Combs investigated the cost of in¬
stallation and maintenance and the
matter has been brought before the
city council with a view to calling a
special election. Estimates furnished
show a plant can be installed for $18,-
000. It is argued if run in connection
with the water works it would pay
for itself. The plan proposed is to
maintain the present rates until the
bonds have been paid.

Free Kindergarten Opened
St. Petersburg.—St. Petersburg's

free kindergarten is to be continued
with Mrs. Kate Nicholson in charge.
The fight for the free kindergarten
was led by Commissioners Thomason
and Odom. Commissioner Thomason
moved that the limit of the budget
should be $1',800 for the eight months
term. This means one teacher will be
cut out, leaving only three. Two ses¬
sions a day are to be held if deemed
necessary.

Heavy Cultivation Of Avocadoes
Sarasota.—Dade county is going

heavily into the cultivation of avo¬
cadoes. Experiments are being con¬
ducted by which varieties can be prop¬
agated that will produce fruit every
month in the year, and as it can be
profitably raised and successfully mar¬
keted in all the big cities, its value for
the great per cent of feed is becoming
better known, and nurserymen and
fruit growers pronounce it the com¬
ing fruit of the state.

Plant City Gas Deal Is Closed
Plant City.—Mayor C. B. Root sign¬

ed the city ordinance passed July 10,
granting Roscoe Nettles and associ¬
ates of Tampa electric light and gas
plant franchises.
Under the terms of the franchise

work on the gas plant must begin
within six months and a $5,000 bond
protects the city, guaranteeing the
fulfillment of the conditions of the
franchise.

Tampa.—Tampans, particularly mo¬

handled more than half the
production of the State? This
is a question every intelligent
grower should consider now.
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■ALVES SACRIFICED TO TICKS

A demonstration that tick eradication pays. This photograph was taken
June 13th on the dairy farm of J. C. DeBevoise, St. John's Park, Jack¬
sonville. The ten weeks old, tick infested calf at left had just been pur¬
chased at Greenville, Florida. The twelve weeks old tick free calf at
right was raised on Mr. DeBevoise's farm. Notice the much larger growth
attained by the tick free calf. Both were sired by Jersey bulls and were
out of mature cows about the same size. Mr. DeBevoise built his dipping
vat early in the year 1913 for the particular purpose of saving his heif¬
er calves from the ticks, and says that it has been the best investment
he ever made.

One of the greatest financial and
economic wastes in Florida is the
large number of calves of various ages
which are sacrificed annually to the
cattle ticks.

When tick infestation is especially
heavy the deaths from Texas fever
and exhaustion run as high as ten
per cent. That is a lot of good veal
to convert into fertiliser, when the
state is importing annually about 10,-
000 dressed veal carcasses to help
feed the people.
A little tick is very insignificant in

appearance, but a number of them on
a calf sap a lot of its vitality, stunt¬
ing the growth if they do not even¬
tually kill the animal.
During the former da-.' when ma¬

tured, tick infested, piney woods cat¬
tle sold for around 910 a head, it did
not make so much difference if a con¬

siderable number of calves and older
cattle died each year from Texas fe¬
ver, but since the cattle owners have
awakened to the advantages of breed¬
ing better quality stock, the grade
calves in thrifty condition at weaning
time are worth from 915 to 925 a

head, so the present calf loss is cut¬
ting a big hole in the possible income
from the cattle industry.

Building Vats To Save Calves
Progressive owners are building dip¬

ping vats to save their calves from
the ticks, and at the same time are
dipping all of their stock, obtaining
larger weight gains from the grass
consumed.
Intensive farming conditions in the

corn belt make it unprofitable for
those farmers to raise large herds of
beef cattle to produce calves and feed¬
er Stock to consume the grain and
forage grown on the farms.
The pasturage cost for carrying the

breeding cows is too high on the ex¬
pensive land. The cheap land ranges
can produce calves more che ply, for
which the grain belt farmers are will¬
ing to pay high prices, as they prefer
to feed out the crops on their farms
during the winter months, so that they
can keep the fertility on the land.
The finished cattle are marketed

early in the spring and the entire farm
acreage is again given over to produc¬
ing more crops.

Ticky Calves Not Wanted
The grain belt farmers are turning

their eyes toward Florida for their fu¬
ture feeding stock, as the western
ranges are being cut up into farms, bui
the buyers do not want calves or feed¬
ing steers which have been stunted
in growth from tick infestation as they
cannot make any profit feeding expen¬
sive grain to that kind of stock.
They will pay good prices for good

grade feeding stock, raised on tick-
less cut-over timber lands in this state,
where we can produce at least a mil¬
lion calves a year, after the ticks
have been entirely eradicated, so tick
free calves can devote all of their
blood to building muscle and bone.
Are you so strongly in favor of the

ticks that you are going to continue
raising calves to fqed them, or are
you going to eradicate the ticks, in¬
crease your profits and the food sup¬
ply of the country, and help to make
Florida one of the greatest live stock
states in America.

LAKE WALES

The new church organized at this
place with forty-five constituent mem
bers is beginning its career under a
promising outlook. Rev. R. E. Reed,
of Bartow, assisted Rev. Charles Mar¬
tin, who is missionary-evangelist in the
South Florida Association, on Saturday
and Sunday in the organization and
preached two sermons on Sunday.
There are probably no fewer than sixty
Baptists in the community, which
greatly enhances the prospects for the
growth of the new organization. It is
now planned to secure a pastor as early
as possible and no doubt the question
of a house of worship will at an early
date be considered and practical plans
be put in operation, for the construc¬
tion of the building.
Lake Wales is located in Polk coun¬

ty, about twenty miles from Bartow,
and at a junction of the A. C. L. and
S. A. L. railroads. There is a well
equipped bank building, an excellent
office building, owned by Mr. J. T,
Rhodes, and a number of handsome
residences. On Iron Mountain, a short
distance away, which according to
survey, is the highest point in South
Florida, has been established a winter
resort, where a number of residences
will be built. At least 1,800 acres are

NO MARKET FOR
WASTE PAPER

Following up the bulletin of the
Department of Commerce of the
United States calling attention to
the tremendous loss in the destruc¬
tion of waste paper and for which
there was now a profitable market
in view of the high prices on paper
stock, and asking the co-operation
of the Chamber of Commerce in the
matter of preventing as much as pos¬
sible this loss, Secretary Holworthy
has been for several weeks conduct¬
ing a correspondence with the depart¬
ment and other parties to whom he
has been referred by them, with the
final result that Jacksonville dealers
offer $2.50 per ton for waste paper
and two cents per pound for rags.
Tampa parties offer one and one-half
cents per pound for rags and nothing
at all for paper. These prices are
all delivered. The rate on waste

paper to Jacksonville is $6.20 per ton
in car lots and $8.20 in less than car

lots, so that it can easily be seen
that the people of Lakeland are no
longer justified in saving their waste
paper, for which (in spite of the as¬
surance of the Department of Com¬
merce) there is no profitable market,
for it may be stated the parties who
have made the above bids are those
to whom we have been referred by
the department.—Lakeland Star.

BROWN FUNGUS IS
ENEMY OF WHITE FLY

June and July are probably the
best months to put whitefly fungi in
the citrus groves, but the brown
fungus may not develop if applied
that early. J. R. Watson, entomolo
gist to the University of Florida Ex
periment Station, suggests that those
growers who failed to obtain a catch
of the brown at the first spraying
may do so during August. This fun
gus is particularly a late summer and
autumn form. Under natural condi
tions it seldom appears before Aug
ust, but will often continue to grow
well into November if the weather is
sufficiently moist.
The brown fundus is the most effi

cient of the entomogenous fungi that
attack whitefly larvae. This is true
because it is capable of spreading by
its vegetative branches from one lar¬
vae to another and does not have to
depend on spores entirely. It does
not produce as many spores as the
red fungus and consequently is hard¬
er to get started in a grove by spray
ing.
Since the red fungus is neither so

efficient and since it does not grow
as well in the fall as the brown
Watson urges growers to obtain the
brown fungus if they can. Unfor¬
tunately fungus material cannot be
transported legally from one grove to
another under rulings of the State
Plant Board because it is apt to car¬
ry diseases. However, growers may
find colonies of the brown in their
groves and foster their spread.

PRUNING HELPS
STEM END ROT

Stem end rot is another disease
that must be treated before it ap¬
pears. The fungus which causes it
lives in the dead wood of the tree
and infests the fruit several weeks
before the disease appears. It is too
late then to do anything. Precau¬
tionary measures must be taken be¬
fore the fruits are infested.
Several factors combine to give

stem-end rot an entrance to the fruit.
The first is the existence of the dis¬
ease in the dead wood. The next is
a weakening and wounding of fruits
around the stem end by purple
scales. Purple scales are fostered by
the sooty mold, which grows on the
honeydew secreted by whitefly lar¬
vae. Stem end rot fungus cannnot en¬
ter strong vigorous tissue, but fruit
weakened or wounded by these or
other agencies is subject to attack.
Control of these other diseases will
help to control stem end rot.
Perhaps the most important step in

control is pruning out the dead wood,
ccording to H. E. Stevens, plant
pathologist to the University of Flor¬
ida Experiment Station. This removes
the primary source of infection.
The latter part of July or early
August is perhaps the best time to
prune. The same pruning will also
help control withertip and melanose,
since the fungi which cause these
diseases live in dead wood also.
Even tho the stem end rot fungus

does not enter the fruit it may run
over the surface and make the rind
scabby.

COMMUNITY CAN
CONTROL MOSQUITOS

Do you know that the mosquito
which sang his blood thirsty song in
your ear last night was bred in your
neighborhood? Mosquitos are loathe
to wander and, if they can find a
host that will entertain them, will not
travel more than a quarter of a mile.
They may drift a few miles with the
wind, but the blame for mosquitos in
any community can be placed with
that community. The malaria mos¬

quito is less inclined to travel than
the ordinary mosquito.
Mosquitos breed in stagnant water.

They will not be found in running
streams except, perhaps, in pools of
still water at the shore. They do
not reach maturity in streams or

ponds stocked with fish, for fish feed
on the larvae- Their favorite breed¬
ing places are in water that is too
filthy for fish to live in, in open sew¬
ers, ponds, mud holes, tin cans, rain
barrels, cisterns, and clogged eaves

troughs.
Any community can control the

mosquitos by concerted action, ac¬
cording to J. R. Watson, entomolo-

These receptacles
are usually overlooked, because they
are not so noticeable. Every place
that holds water several days should
be drained or covered.

Much Drainage Work Done
Jacksonville.—Fully forty per cent

of $250,000 bond issue for sewerage
and drainage work has been expended
by the city engineering department,
which has been busy laying drains
and sewers for several months, and
already several contracts are complet¬
ed and others are in course of con¬
struction.

The Elev¬
enth street drain, which extends from
Hogan's creek up to Main on Eleventh
street, cost the city $15,000, and
brains the northwest section of
Springfield, while the Liberty street
drain, which is the largest, and 20
per cent completed, drains all East
Springfield. This cost $40,000. The
Harris street drain is half completed,
costing $51,000.

Pay Day Arrives For Soldiers
Jacksonville.—Thousands of dollars

were disbursed to the Florida troops,
at the State camp, this being the
second pay day since the troops mob¬
ilized at the call of the president for
border service.
Maj. George H. Weller, camp quar¬

termaster, who is the disbursing of¬
ficer, had a busy time paying off the
troops, as each man individually had
to come to the pay table for his sti¬
pend.
Despite the fact that the men had

received their pay, there were few
soldiers who visited the city, but it
expected that a great portion of the
money disbursed will soon find its way
into circulation.
There is a growing feeling at State

Camp that the regiment, together with
the field hospital, will soon receive or¬
ders to proceed to El Paso, Texas.
This feeling is strengthened by the
fact that the government is again
moving troops to the border, and these
from Southern states.
The final shipment of equipment

needed will arrive soon.

WORK ON ROADS

Lake Wales has a mystery to solve.
This is a law-abiding town and it
not often that anything happens to
disturb the serenity of the place, but
last Saturday morning between 7.30
and 8.00 o'clock, someone removed
$2.50 of Western Union money
automatic pistol and four quarts of
whiskey from the Atlantic Coast Line
depot, during the absence of the agent,
A. W. Smith, who was transacting
business at the bank.
The articles were missed soon after

his return to the office and suspicion
rested upon a gang of railroad painters
who were painting the depot.
Agent Smith swore out warrants

for the arrest of five men, and they
were arrested by Deputy Sheriff
Louis Parker.
The first court ever held in Lake

Wales was convened by Justice Cain
Saturday afternoon. All of the men

pleaded not guilty to the charge of
petty larceny, and disclaimed all
knowledge of the affair, but the evi¬
dence was such that two of them, C.
C. Pate and Robert Tanner, were held
under $100 bonds, for trial in the coun¬

ty court.
Deputy Sheriff Parker took the men

to Bartow and they were placed in the
hands of the sheriff there.
No trace of the missing property has

been found, though the men and the
car, in which they were quartered,
was searched as weii as the g.ounds
about the depot.

STATE FARM IS
MAKING SUCCESS

May Abolish the Convict Lease System by
Operation of the Raiford State

Prison Farm

Wants Islands Dredged Out
Miami.—The islands in the mouth

of the Miami river will not be im¬
proved by being bulkheaded and filled
in, but will be dredged out, if Major
W. B. Ladue, government engineer in
charge of this district, has anything
to say about it. This is the informa¬
tion from Council L. T. Highleyman,
who interviewed the engineer. Mr.
Highleyman says that he went over
the situation with Major Ladue and
that the latter advised that he would
oppose the proposed improvement of
the islands and will recommend that
they be removed.

Raiford.—During the month of Sep¬
tember forty-nine state prisoners lo¬
cated at different points in Florida,
insluding the State prison farm at
Raiford, will be given their liberty,
their terms of various lengths having
expired.
There in Florida today a total of

1,629 prisoners of both sexes and
races. Two hundred and ninety-seven
of these are white. There are 619
prisoners at Raiford, 367 of whom are

negro males, 55 negro women, and six
white women. No women of either
sex or white men are leased to private
parties or the counties.
Eight hundred and ten of the State

convicts are now leased to private
lessees. Two hundred and nine are

working on the county roads.
There is not enough work at the

Raiford State farm now to keep all of
the State Prisoners employed, so some
of them have to be leased to the
counties and to private parties, but it
is expected that by the time the pres¬
ent lease expires, two years hence,
the farm will have been so developed
and enlarged as to take care of all the
prisoners except those who will be
used on the county roads. Additional
legislation at the next session of the
General Assembly will be necessary,
however, in order to effect a complete
abolition of the convict lease system,
because under some administration,
many years in the future, it might be
claimed that ten men were sufficient
to run the farm. In that event the oth¬
ers could be leased.
The members of the cabinet believe

that the farm will be entirely self-
sustaining and capable of taking care
of all the states' prisoners, with the
exception of those wanted by the va¬
rious counties on their roads, at the
end of the next two years.

Boost for Lake Wales!

The different road gangs have be
gun to gather in Polk county and
establish their "bases" of supply and
operation. The first work will be
done on the Dixie Highway, across
the county and this will be rushed
to completion, then the other lines
will be completed and it will be next
summer before much of the work is
done. This 217 miles of road build'
ing is going to be watched with care'
ful eyes and interesting crowds of
anxious taxpayers will await with
longing desire the sight of the first
velvet stretch of asphalt roads. The
Dixie Highway will start with the
Dixie Highway from the Osceola
county line coming over the Lough
man hills to Haines City and on
across the county. The, road to
Plant City will probably be completed
next summer some time.
One of the gangs is now getting

located near Mulberry and others of
the five are gathering and all hope to
be ready for operations by the first
of September, There is nothing
more to do now but to have the sale
of the bonds approved by the bond
attorneys and the money will probab¬
ly come to this county in about two
weeks for distribution among the
banks of the county.
The commissioners have an inr

provement in mind in connection with
this work which will make the roads
leading to Lake county's fine system
of roads, passable. The asphalt
road will only go to Socrum and be
yond this point the commissioners
are now putting in bridges and fills
and grading the bad places so that the
road across the flat woods will be in
fairly good order the year round
However, they hope later on to use
a good share of thf $84,000 extra
road money now available for a good
clay road there and join that now
laid in Lake county. This is what
is needed and it will make travel
from the north to Polk county more
of a pleasure. Lakeland Morning Star,

1905 Game Law Is In Effect

Jacksonville.—According to Attor¬
ney General T. F. Wast of Tallahas¬
see, the law on the appointment, re¬
muneration and duties of a county
game warden is the act passed by the
legislature of 1905, chapter 5435, acts
of 1905. Under his opinion the nomi¬
nation of Stonewall Jackson parish in
the primary June 6—or rather by vir¬
tue of his having qualified for the pri¬
mary without opposition—has no legal
status, as the supreme court eliminat¬
ed the sections of the game law of
1915 dealing with the game warden.
Under the 1905 law the governor ap¬
points the game warden on the rec¬

ommendation of the board of county
commissioners, and the petition of
seventy-five freeholders presented
thereto. The salary is fixed by the
commmissioners not to exceed $60 per
month, with a term of office of two
years.

Big Barge About Ready
Jacksonville.-—One of the ocean-go¬

ing barges being built for service in
New York harbor is practically com¬
pleted at the plant at the municipal
docks and terminals tand the two
others are well under way. The first
barge was launched; her hull work
being completed, workmen are now

engaged on her decking and finishing.
The second barge is nearing the

state where it will be put into water,
her hull having been practically com¬
pleted, and the third is rapidly taking
bape.

Suwannee County Wants Agent
Live Oak.—The chamber of com¬

merce made a request to the Suwan¬
nee county commissioners to provide
in the 1916 tax budget for a county
farm agent. This work has hereto¬
fore been done by the chamber of
commerce, which believes that more
benefit can be derived if the county
will regularly employ an agricultural
agent.
The county is expected to pay $1,200

and the United States department of
agriculture $600 toward the support
of this work.

Special District to Be Established, Three
Trustees to Be Elected and

Millage Determined

The election for the purpose of es¬
tablishing the Lake Walps Special Tax
School District will be held next Tues¬
day, August 22, in the office of the
Lake Wales Land Co. The number
of mills to be assessed for the ensuing
two years will have to be determined
and the three trustees will also have
to be elected for two years.

When this district is established the

cost of a new school will be determined
a bond election called for the
amount necessary and the contract
let.

school ready for this term, but there
were so many preliminary steps to be
taken, that the work will not be started
for some time, but before the next
term begins we shall have a thorough¬
ly modern building, with ample accom¬
modations for the Lake Wales school
children.

PROPER EQUIPMENT
LACKING FOR SOLDIERS

Thi Reason Why Florida Troops Have
Not Moved To The Mexican

Border

Tallahassee.—Much comment has
currt£it of late concerning the failure
of the National Guard of Florida to
move to the border as has been re¬
ported impending a number of times.
The Florida troops were made the di¬
rect object of Senator Penrose's re¬
marks some time ago, when the Penn-
sylvanian severely criticised southern
troops because they had not moved.
That the senator was misinformed
about his subject there is little doubt.
Florida troops have been unable to
get equipment and have been un¬
able to entrains for the border. On
the other hand the Florida guard was
mobilized three days before the Penn¬
sylvania guard, the senator's home
state. The call was quickly responded
to throughout the state and men were
to be had in abundance. No equipment
was on hand and still there is lacking
sufficient to send the Florida regi¬
ment forward.
It has been said that had not the

methods of recruiting been interrupt¬
ed the regiment would have undoubt¬
edly been brought to war strength
within a very short time. Such work
is slowly being done at the present
time under the new methods. The
law requires that the government
ship sufficient equipment to the na¬
tional guards at their encampment to
place them upon a war footing as soon

call is issued and without requisi¬
tion. Such was not done. In case of
the Florida soldiers shoes were order-
bought at the expense of the state.
This action was taken after the regi¬
ment had been ordered to move to the
border. The shoes could not be bought
in the local market and the order was
evoked. Such are a few of the difficul¬
ties which the Second Florida regi¬
ment has met since the call was is¬
sued July 19.

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TICKS REDUCE VALUE OF CATTLE
A tick infested Florida steer which

had survived the ravages of numerous
ticks during his two years'of life and
had reached the weight of about 400
pounds soliloquized. on the futility of
trying to become a real beef animal..
"Tick free cattle of my age are

more than twice as large as I am, al¬
though I have labored faithfully gath¬
ering grass and converting it into
blood to build large frame and fine
tissue in the hopes that some day I
might be large and fat and my finish
would be as choice steaks and roasts
to tickle the appetites of particular
people.
"The United States Bureau of Ani

mal Industry officials state that a 1,
000 pound animal loses 200 pounds of
blood a year to the ticks, and I surely
am being bled for my full proportion
on the basis of my weight.

Handicapped By Ticks
"I have been greatly handicapped by

the numerous cattle ticks which have
lived on my blood and caused me
to remain thin, even when the sup¬
ply of pasture , was plentiful. And
when the pasture was dry and the
forage was short for a few months,
could hardly gather enough energy
to continue life.
"Why does my owner permit

ticks to take so much of my strength
and ambition when the ticks can be
eradicated so cheaply. I wish
would kill all the blood suckers on me
and give me a chance to show what
1 can do in the wax °f growth when
all of my food, which is converted
into blood, goes to increase my flesh
and bones.
"I feel like a piece of dried beef

right now, as there is so little blood
coursing through my veins. If I
could talk to my owner so he would
understand that the ticks are costing
him a lot of money, I know he would
eradicate the ticks. *

"What a fine state this would then
be for we ambitious cattle.

Grow Fast In Tick-Free States
"One of those Texas animals which

was shipped in here this spring told
me that some fine steers are raised in
all of the tick-free states. He had
heard of 100 grade Hereford calves
out in Ness county, Kansas, which
sold for $35 each at weaning time,
which was about seven months old.
My, if I ever get large enough to
bring that much, I surely will have
blue ribbons on my horns.
"The new owner kept that bunch

of lucky calves on Buffalo grass, what¬
ever that is, for eleven months, and
sold them for $65 apiece. I know
those cattle men out in Kansas do
not let any cattle ticks live on their
stock.
"I heard of a Missouri farmer who

bought a bunch of beef calves from
his neighbors and fed them cotton
seed meal, corn silage and some
ground corn from weaning time until
they were yearlings when 49 of them
averaged 970 pounds each and brought
the top market price the day they
were sold in St. Louis.
"Some calves are born lucky, but

Florida calves seem to be born to
raise ticks all of their lives, and I

Low Price For Ticky Cattle
"If I live long enough I may weigh

as much •a;-. 650 pounds, and then my
owner will sell nie to the packers for
about three fifths of what tick-free
stock brings, and when I walk into
the killing room the boss will say:
'Here comes another of those Florida
ticky steers; don't waste much time
getting the hide off of him as it is
full of tick holes and not very valu¬
able.' So I will die in disgrace and
what little meat there is on my bones
will be sold to a restaurant where
hungry people want a lot of chewing
for their thirty cents worth of dinner."
This steer had the right informa¬

tion about the low price obtainable
for ticky Florida cattle, as 148 head
of three-year-old steers averaged 622
pounds each on the East St. Louis
market on July 17th of this year, and
brought $5.40 per hundred weight. The
same price was paid for a lot of 48
head, which averaged 630 pounds. But
91 head, which averaged only 490
pounds each, brought only $5.10 per
hundred weight, and a mixed lot of
stock numbering 132 head, which ave¬
raged 420 pounds, brought only $4.70
per hundred pounds.
On the same market that day 16

head of yearling grade steers from the
belt, averaging 922 pounds each,

brought $10 per hundred pounds, which
totaled almost as much money as the
48 head of ticky best grade Florida
steers brought.

$66,000 For Improving Rivecs
Jacksonville.—The sum of $66,000

is to be spent at once improving aids
to navigation and establishing new
aids in the St. Johns river from Jack¬
sonville to the sea.

The sundry civil act approved July
1 appropriated funds for this work and
the rigllthouse service of the depart¬
ment of commerce has given instruc¬
tions that the work proceed and that
it be carried to a conclusion as prompt¬
ly as possible.

• The rearrangement and improve¬
ment of the system of aids marking
the St. Johns river is necessitated by
the new 80-foot low water channel
from the sea to Jacksonville, carried
out by the United States engineers.
Vessels of increased size wil'i now be
able to use this port. The,- present
post lantern lights are confusing and
inefficient by reason of their low in¬
tensity and fixed characteristic and
the large number visible at one time.
Consequently mariners calling here
will be delighted with the news that
these conditions are to be obviated.
The work contemplated to carry out

the provisions of this' appropriation
♦consists of the establishment of 26
range lights, 14 post, lights, 16 light¬
ed buoys and 5 unlighted buoys. In¬
structions have been given by the
lighthouse service of the department
of commerce that the work be pro-

• ceedecJi with as promptly as possible.

Florida Ahead On Dixie Route

Jacksonville. — No state of the
eight traversed by the Dixie highway
has made greater progress in con
struction of this great north and
south thoroughfare and feeder roads,
than the state of Florida, according
to W. S. Gilreath, field secretary of
the Dixie Highway association, who
has just completed a tour of the state.
When it is taken into consideration
that the good roads revival through¬
out the state grew out of the competi¬

tion for the route of the Dixie highway
in the early part of 1915, what has
been accomplished is little short of
miraculous. This desire to build the
Dixie Highway has not been confined
to the resort, or hightly developed
counties, but exists in practically ev
ery county no matter how thinly popu
l'ated it may be or what its resource.-
are. Within less than a year $8,000,
000 has been voted in bonds and
$4,000,000 more to be voted upon
within the next ninety days.

Tax Collections Ahead ol 1916
Tampa.—Sales of cigar stamps for

the month of July, according to fig¬
ures just given out, indicate that
Tampa's cigar industry continues to
increase. Custom house receipts also
show an increase in tobacco impor¬
tations. More than 3,000,000 cigars
were made here in July than during
the same month last year, and the
customs collections show a gain of
approximately $6,000, despite the fact
that July , 1915, started with this port
in seventh place in customs collec¬
tions in the United States.

Historical Society To Use Fort
St. Augustine.—The war department

having given permission to the St.
Augustine Institute of Science and
Historical Society to use the case¬
mates in Fort Marion, that organiza¬
tion is now installing in the famous old
fortress a collection of relics, historic
and pre-historic, and also objects of
interest to the students of geology and
natural history, as well as many oth¬
er subjects.

LET THE HOGS
DIP THEMSELVES

Lice and fleas are so prevalent in
Florida that every hog farmer should
make some provision against them.
There are two ways of combatting
lice. One is to pour oil over the
hogs at feeding time and the other
is to let the hogs dip themselves.
This is the easier way and it is
perhaps more efficient.
A. P. Spencer, district agent for

the University of Florida Extension
Division, suggests that the oil be
poured over the water in the hog
wallow. In this way the animals will
keep the pests off without further
trouble to the owner. Since the wal¬
low is necessary, it had just as well
be used as a dipping vat at the same
time.

PROPAGATE GUAVAS
PROM BEST TREES

Guavas are like all other fruit
trees, Some are good producers and
bear excellent fruit. Most of them
are loafers and produce fruit of poor
quality or small quantity. Most of
the fruiting guava trees in the state
are seedlings, and as a result the
crops produced from them are ex¬
tremely variable. Guavas come
fairly true to seed when the class is
considered, but there is a marked
variation in quality and productive¬
ness of individual trees.
P. H. Rolfs, dean of the University

of Florida College of Agriculture, sug¬
gests that anyone who wishes to
start a guava orchard should select
root cuttings from trees with known
performance. In this way the uncer¬
tainty which always attends planting
of seedlings can be eliminated.
There are three classes of coir-

man guavas. One is the table guava
which is used for desserts, canning
and preserving. Another grows
large fruits and is known as the
Sweet Brazilian, or South American.
It is inferior for jelly or dessert and
not as good for canning and preserv¬
ing as the table guava. The third
class is used for making jelly almost
exclusively. The fruit are rather
small and have pinkish or whitish
flesh and are very tart. The Catley
guava belongs to a different group.

COTTAGE CHEESE MORE

NUTRITIOUS THAN STEAK

Some milk spoils in the best of re¬
frigerators. The first thing to do
when this happens is to cancel the
steak order for the next day. This
sour milk can be made into a deli¬
cate dish for the table. Cottage
cheese contains more protein pound
for pound than sirloin steak, and
cottage cheese is made from sour
milk. By the addition of a little
cream the cheese will contain also
more fat than steak.
There is usually an excess of milk

on every farm, while beef is rare.
This excess milk can be made into
cheese that will take the place of
meat, and it should appear in the
farm diet several times a week.
C. L, Willoughby, professor of

dairying in the University of Florida
College of Agriculture, suggests that
farmwives need not wait for the
milk to sour. A better quality of
cheese can be made by using rennet
or junket tablets. These can be had
from most drug stores or from Parke-
Davis & Company, Detroit, Mich., or
other drug manufacturers. Twenty-
five cents worth will last a month or

two. Directions for use usually ac¬
company the package. The rennet
forms a curd much more rapidly than
the acid organisms in the milk.
The milk must be held at room

temperature until the curd forms.
Then the curd should be broken and
brought gradually to a temperature
of about 100 degrees. It thould be
kept at this temperature and stirred
gently until it becomes firm and the
whey clears. After the heating, the
curd is placed in a porous cloth bag
to drain. When .the water has drain¬
ed off, break the curd and salt to
taste. Addition of sour cream makes
richer cheese.

CONGRESS BREAKS
MONEY RECORDS

Appropriations For The Present Session
in Washington Will Total

About $1,700,000,000

ACTION ON NAVAL MEASURE
Over" Ninety Million Dollars Appro¬

priated By Congress For
Special Purposes

Washington.—The importance of the
two hundred million dollar revenue

bill on which senate Democrats de¬
voted many hours of deliberation in
caucus is being impressed upon (he
leaders by the fact that appropriations
of the session now nearing comple¬
tion have broken all records.
Over Billion And a Half Appropriated
With the passage of the fifty mil¬

lion dollar ship purchase bill and
probable approval by the house of
the senate's gigantic naval bill, the
appropriation of the Sixty-fourth will
have exceeded the previous high roc
ord by at least a half b'P.'on dollars.
While exact figures cannot be comput¬
ed until .the gavel has falle non the
last supply bill of the session, the ag¬
gregate appropriations by congress for
all purposes probably will approximate
$1,700,000,000 as against $1,114,000,000
for the Sixty-third congress.

Big Amount For Special Purposes
Besides regular supply bills which

total as they now stand $1,387,206,580,
congress will have added when the
shipping bill is approved more than
ninety million dollars for special pur¬
poses. There also have been contract
authorizations amounting to about
two hundred and seven million dol¬
lars, all of which would bring the
grand aggregate to one billion six hun¬
dred and eighty-five million dollars,
with the uncertain general deficiency
appropriation still in the making to
be added at the end of the session.
Special appropriations include $20,000,-
000 for a government nitrate plant,
$76,000,000 for good roads, $15,000,000
for rural credits and $50,100,000 for
the government shipping project.
Appropriations For General Purposes
General supply bills that enter into

the session's total are as follows :

Postoffice, $322,206,579; navy, yet to
be approved, $315,826,843; army, $267,-
597,000; pensions, $158,060,000; sun¬
dry civil, $128,396,445; rivers and har¬
bors, $42,886,085; legislative, execu¬
tive and judicial, $37,925,690; army
and navy and other urgent deficien¬
cies, $31,012,075; agriculture, $27,000,-
000; fortifications, $25,748,050; District
of Columbia, yet to be approved, $13,-
000,000 Indian affairs, $10,967,644; dip¬
lomatic and consular, $5,355,096, and
military academy, $1,225,043.

Asheville, N. C.—The Lake Toxa-
way dam, weakened by the recent
floods broke down sending a great
wall of water through the valley to¬
ward western North Carolina.

550 acres to an average depth of 30
feet. The dam, an eighth of a mile
long and fifty feet high, was complete¬
ly destroyed.

away suffered only minor damage,
though the lake was completely
drained. The lake was created in con¬

nection with a summer resort and
had a shore line of fifteen miles. The
dam was constructed at a cost of
about fifty thousand dollars.
A message from the railroad tele¬

graph operator at Toxaway, describ¬
ing the breaking of the dam, said a
section of the structure about the size
of a box car gave way without warning
shortly after seven o'clock and that
the entire structure quickly collapsed
under the weight of the thousands of
tons of water. One version of the
cause of the breaking was that a
small spring had seeped away the
foundation at a heavily pressed point.
Toxaway is the third and largest of
the lakes in western North Carolina
mountains to go out since July 16,
when heavy rains caused serious
floods in that section.

Hard Fighting In All War .Zones

Somme region in France, in Galicia
and in the Italian theater, with fur¬
ther gains for the entente allies in
all three regions, is announced.

the public good; a burden to the busi¬
ness men, and if the present policy is
-"pursued will prevent the expansion of
our manufacturing enterprises."

SURVEYING WINTER
HAVEN ROAD DISTRICT

Work has started at Winter Haven
on the survey for the forty-seven miles
of sheet asphalt road, for the build¬
ing of which a bond election will be
held. It will be known as the Winter
Haven Special Road and Bridge Dis¬
trict and the amount of the bonds to
be voted for will be $300,000. As about
75 per cent of the qualified voters have
signed the petition, the carrying of
the election is an assured fact.
With this amount of road in ad¬

dition to the road Winter Haven will
get from the county bond issue near¬

ly 100 miles of sheet asphalt road will
be built in the vicinity within the
next eighteen months.
These forty-seven miles of roads will

be laterals connecting up every out¬
lying district with the county roads.
Nearly every resident of that com¬
munity will be on a hard surfaced
road. The reason for the calling of the
election so soon after the county elec¬
tion was the fact that the contractors
could afford to bid low on this work, as
their equipment will be already in the
community and no extra expense will
be attached.

Florida Custom House Figures Show a

Gain of $1,509,196 During
Last Month

GROWERS FIGHTING
FOR LOWER RATES

Places License To Stop Exodus
Palatka.—To stop the recruiting of

negroes in this section for employ¬
ment in the north, the city council
has passed an ordinance imposing a
license of $1,000 on recruiters.
More than twenty-five negroes left

Palatka in one week for northern con¬
struction camps and, like other com¬
munities, the shortage of labor is felt
here. Since the passage of the ordi¬
nance and its approval by the mayor,
the police authorities have been on the
watch for recruiters, and it is believ¬
ed the license feature will end the
practice.

Work Commenced On Tamiami Trail
Miami.—Contractors have commenc¬

ed work on the Tamiami Trail road,
leading out of Dade county to Hope
City, and into the Everglades, con¬
necting with the hard-surface road
from Lee county. A large excavator
is being used, and the road will be
built along the banks of a drainage
canal, and will be surfaced with na¬
tive rock. This road will be thirty-
seven miles in length, and will pene¬
trate a desirable section for farming
and fruit growing.

START ROAD WORK
AT HAINES CITY

It was expected that actual work
upon Polk County's road system would
be started this morning at Haines City
by the McDonald Construction Co., of
Mt. Vernon, N, Y. They will work
west without interruption to Lakeland
and on to the Hillsborough county line.

Bee Industry In Florida
Crystal Springs.—The keeping of

bees is an industry or side line that
offers considerable possibilities for
making money in Florida, according
to J. E. Jleades of this place, who
has had some experience along that
line.
About a year ago Mr. Meads got

three hives of bees and set them up
in his back yard. He now has nine
hives, the increase all being from the
original three hives, and he is about
to divide these nine hives, making
18 of them, as they have, already
become overcrowded. He says he
could even make twenty-four or thir¬
ty swarms if he had hives for them.
During the time that the three swarms
have been increasing to eighteen, they
have produced about 600 pounds of
honey, which Mr. Meads has sold at
a good price locally. He says that
there would evidently be a local mar¬
ket for all that could be produced, as
one retail grocery store takes all his
surplus and would take more if he
could furnish it.

Labor Day To Be Celebrated
Jacksonville.—The labor organiza¬

tions of Jacksonville are preparing to
celebrate Labor Day this > year with
one of the most superb celebrations
at Amelia Beach ever held, according
to announcement made by W. E. Ter¬
ry, chairman of the Labor Day com¬
mittee of the Central Trades and La¬
bor Council.
The Central Trades and Labor

Council consists of five delegates from
each of the twenty-two white labor
organizations in Jacksonville and sev¬
eral- thousand working men are num¬
bered in the several bodies. Every
year plans are made for appropriate
observance of the holiday at some one
of the nearby resorts easily accessi¬
ble to the city by railway. Last year
the event was held at Pablo Beach
This year, however, the bodies have
decided to go to Amelia Beach for
the day.

Specifications For Waterway
Miami.—Specifications of the gov¬

ernment's portion of the Miami deep
water program have been sent by Maj.
W. B. LaDue, United States engineer,
to contractors and others interested
in the project. Sealed proposals for
the work will be received at the engi¬
neer headquarters, Jacksonville.

Tallahassee.—Showing an increase
in export values of $1,509,196 over the
same month last year, figures for the
July business of the custom house
for the district of Florida have been
given out.
During the month of July, last, to¬

tal exports from Florida amounted to

$3,182,301 against $1,673,105 for the
same month last year.
An increase of nearly a million dol¬

lars, $931,387, was noted in July over
the figures for the month of June.
Imports for July, 1916, increased

$344,083 over July, 1915. In the last
month, figures for which have just
been prepared, the total value of mer¬
chandise and other products imported
through Florida ports was $781,208,
against $437,115 for the same month
of 1915.
Imports, however, showed a drop

from the figures for June, as during
that month they were valued at $813,-
990.

Key West led in exports, the total
value of merchandise and other com¬

modities passing out through that port
during July being $1,659,784.
Tampa led in imports, with a total

value of in July of $418,899.

Examination Of Infantrymen
Jacksonville.—Thirty-five additional

men of the local infantry battalion
have been examined as to their phys¬
ical qualifications In connection with
the new law, federalizing the militia.
The work involved about. 250 men in
Jacksonville, aaft f.as been under way
for the past several weeks. There are

only a few more to be examined, and
when this is completed the surgeons
will check up the list and ascertain
the number rejected because of de¬
fects.
The examination is In charge of

First Lieut. S. D. Richardson, who is
assisted by Dr. Stanley Erwin and
several officers of the battalion.
It is stated that the examination

will throw many of the men, conse¬
quently It is necessary for the com¬

pany commanders to secure recruits
to replace them as the units must be
kept up to required strength. Every
effort is being made to interest young
men here in the service and officers
are appealing to business men to en¬

courage their employes, who are eli¬
gible, to enlist.

Aged Citizen Murder Victim
Caryville.—Indignation is rife in

this section over the murder of P.
H. Clemmons, whose mutilated body
was found in the Choctawhatchie riv¬
er. Mr. Clemmons' body was discov¬
ered as the result of a search insti¬
tuted by relatives and friends when
he failed to return home within three
days after leaving on a fishing trip
which usually took only one day.
His boat was dicovered overturned

in a drift, and nearby the mutilated
body was found. A bullet wound in
the mouth, a crushed place in the
skull and knife wounds across the
back and stomach gave evidence that
murder had been committed. When
found the body was clothed in only
a rough fishing shirt.

Plant City.—The fight for fair
freight rates and refrigerator express
service being conducted by strawber¬
ry and truck growers has extended to
the Hillsborough County board of
trade, where agitation was started at a
meeting recently.

NAVAL "ROOKIES" NOW

DOWN TO HARD WORK

Civilians On The Reserve Ships Of At¬
lantic Fleet Are Being Turned

Into Men-of-Warsmen

On Board U. S. S. Virginia, Off New¬
port.—The first week of the John Paul
Jones cruise for civilians on the re¬

serve ships of the Atlantic fleet has
seen adventure subsiding into work.
At least it is that way on the Vir¬
ginia, which carries three hundred odd
recruits who shipped at Boston, in¬
cluding many Harvard athletes and
students.
The Virginia anchored at the ren¬

dezvous in Gardiner's bay.
Then it was that the real work be¬

gan. Squads were detailed to man the
big guns. Then there was boat drill,
after which classes were formed for
practical and theoretical instruction.
A full crew reported for each big

gun. Efficiency demands that under
war conditions they fire three shots a
minute. It takes ten men to man a

12-inch gun. It took the civilian crew
Just five minutes from "hoist away"
to "fire." Yet a trained crew goes
through all in twenty seconds. It was
a better lesson than any amount of
preparedness talks on the necessity
of trained men.

German Crown Prince Is Wounded

Paris.—The report that the German
crown prince, Frederick William, is
wounded and is in a hospital in Ver¬
dun, is authoritatively denied. The
report that he had been wounded is
based upon a Zurich dispatch to The
Italia of Milan, saying that a Swiss
officer returning from the German
frontier was told by a German officer
that the crown prince had been wound¬
ed in the head and one of his legs
with splinters of a shell and that he
was being treated in an unnamed hos¬
pital. No confirmation of this report
is obtainable here.

Funston Favors Withdrawal Of Troops
Washington.—A recommendation

from General Funston that the Ameri¬
can troops be withdrawn from Mexico
was contained in a recent report on
the military situation made at the re¬
quest of the war department and de¬
signed for use of the joint commis¬
sion which will discuss border prob¬
lems. State department officials do
not attempt to disguise their regret
over premature publication of Genera,
Funston's conclusions, but they indi
cated that it would not cause any al¬
teration in plans.

Submarine Sinks British Cruiaers
London.—Two British light cruisers,

the Nottingham and Falmouth, were
sunk in the North sea by German
submarines, while the vessels were

searching for the German high sea

fleet, is the information in an official
announcement issued by the admiral¬
ty. One German submarine was de¬
stroyed by the British, while another
was rammed and possibly sunk. Re¬
ports from English lookout squadrons
show that there is considerable activ¬

ity in the North sea, and important de¬
velopments are apprehended.

Officers Looking For "Recruiters"
Jacksonville.—Several police detec¬

tives have been assigned to the task
of finding and arresting those who
are said to be spreading false reports
among negroes here to the effect that
special trains are to be ready on vari¬
ous specified dates to take them to
points in the North where they can
obtain work.
Recently large crowds of negroes

have gathered at night near the union
depot, believing that a special would

waiting to give them free trans¬
portation to Northern points.
Not one of these negroes when ques¬

tioned by the police has had a ticket
and the greater number have not had
sufficient money to travel very far.
Also none of the negroes in the crowd
seemed to know who was going to give
them transportation, nor did any of
them know the "recruiting agent" who
had promised that a special train
would stop at some indicated spot
and take them aboard.

Town To Extend Limits
—The town of Seabreeze

has taken first steps toward extend¬
ing its present incorporated limits to
nearly three times their present size,
by the annexation of the territory
above the present boundary of the
town as far north as Ormond Beach.
An ordinance stating the intention
of Seabreeze to so enlarge its size
was passed by the town council.
The present town of Seabreeze is

on the Halifax peninsula, which has
an average width of a half mile and
is bounded on the east by the Atlan¬
tic ocean and the famous Daytona
Beach and on the west shore by the
Halifax river.

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| Milk from Tick-Free Cows. From Cows with Few Ticks. From Cows with Many Ticks

Do you know that cattle ticks on the
cows get a part of the milk you ought
to have? Well, they do.
However, they do not drink the milk

as you do after you have drawn it
from the cow, but they suck the blood
out of her veins and take the mate
rials which the cow otherwise would
convert Into milk.
So you see the ticks get their share

first and you take what is left. That
is the reason why the dairy business
has not been very profitable for the
Florida farmers during the past yeans,
although wholesale and retail prices
for milk are higher here than in states
where the cattle have to be fed ex¬

pensive grain and hay during six to
eight months of every year.
Out large army of cattle ticks ex¬

plains why so much condensed milk
produced In northern states is used
In homes of farmers who should keep
one or more cows to furnish nice fresh
milk and rich cream for the family's
consumption, with a surplus supply to
sell each week, in place of buying milk
in tin cans. But the ticks reduce the
milk flow to such a small quantity that
many of the farmers do not bother to
milk cows.

Tick Eradication Adds Profit
The Bureau of Animal Industry,

United States Department of Agricul¬
ture, which has supervision of tick
eradication work in all of the quaran¬
tined territory, estimates that cattle
tick eradication means an additional
profit of from $20 to $50 a year on
each average dairy cow.

Every ounce of blood the tick takes
reduces the milk flow. This means
that part of every pound of feed a
cow consumes goes into the ticks in¬
stead of into butter fat. This is not
theory. These are carefully determin¬
ed facts certified to by Government
dairy specialists who find, after care¬
ful test, that even a light infestation

reduces milk flow 18 per cent, while
a heavy infestation will cut down a
cow's milk production as much as 42
per cent. Study the sums below,
worked out on a basis of cows that but
for the ticks ought to and can give
eight quarts of milk a day.
The valuation of seven cents a quart

is the average wholesale price in Flor¬
ida, and is not intended to represent
a retail price, which necessarily is
higher to cover cost of delivering the
milk.

"Cows carrying ticks did not hold
up so well in milk flow as the cows
kept free from ticks, and did not in¬
crease their flow of milk when the
feed was increased as did the tick-
free cows.
"The heavily infested cows lost an

average of 9.3 pounds in weight while
the tick-free cows gained an average
of 44.2 pounds, although both lots were
fed alike."—Farmers' Bulletin 639.
Does cattle tick eradication pay ?

The affirmative seems to be well prov¬
en by those figures. If more milk can
be produced from the same number of
tick-free cows on the same feed you
now are giving to tick-infested cows,
it certainly is worth while.
When the tick goes out the dollar

comes in. Why not get rid o* the
ticks in this community?

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TREES NEED AMMONIA
IN THE FALL

Citrus trees should have a fall ap
plication of ammonia. In most cases
the ammonia has been depleted. The
tree has not only used large quanti¬
ties to make foliage and fruit, but
the bacteria which convert insoluble
ammonia compounds to soluble have
been active during summer. These
organisms find the moist warm
weather particularly favorable to ac¬

tivity and they have consequently
,been liberating more ammonia than
.the trees could use.
The soluble ammonia, that which

the tree can use, has almost all been
washed away. It is probable that
there is not enough ammonia in most
citrus soils to continue normal de¬
velopment of the trees and to ripen
the fruit.
B. F. Floyd, plant physiologist to

the University of Florida Experiment
Station, recommends that an appli¬
cation of nitrate of soda or sulphate
of ammonia be made to replace the
ammonia that has been leached out
of the soil. This application should
be made during early September or
early enough that the trees may re¬
cover from the stimulating effect of
the fertilizer before the fruit begins
to mature.

Matches.
The principle of the ignition of sul¬

phur and phosphorous by friction was
discovered in 1080. An Englishman
named Walker made a kind of inntch
about 150 years later. The first pat¬
ent granted in the United States for
a friction match was to Alonzo D.
Phillips, October 24, 183B.
Previous to the invention of matches,

filnl—a variety of quartz—were much
used for the production of fire, the
flint being struck repeatedly against
a piece of steel, from which smull
particles were detached which were

rendered red hot by the friction. These
were caused to fall into a mass of
very dry and highly inflammable mat¬
ter, known as "tinder," which took
fire from them.

SHADE HELPS PRODUCE
EARLY FALL VEGETABLES

Seedlings are hard to produce dur¬
ing summer because the soil becomes
so warm and because moisture is de¬
ficient. Of course there is usually
plenty of rain during summer but oc¬
casionally several days of dry weath¬
er occur. This gives the soil time
to dry two or three inches. Such
dry spells occur sometime in the
early life of seedlings. As a result
the soil dries below the roots of the
small plants and they die.
This has happened so often that

few people attempt to raise plants
before fall. W. L. Loyd, professor
of horticulture in the University of
Florida College of Agriculture, sug¬
gests that the moisture can be con¬
trolled and the plants be brought
thru such spells by shading and wa¬
tering.
Plants for early cabbage and let¬

tuce can be produced this way. A
half shade such as is used for tobac¬
co can be placed over the bed and it
can be watered occasionly. The
plants can thus be kept growing un¬
til they become established. By this
method plants can be had several
weeks earlier than they can if seeds
are not sown until later.
In the south part of the state

where tomatoes, celery and peppers
are grown in the fall and winter the
plants may be produced early by this
same method. Some folks have
trouble in raising early fall turnips.
Turnips for the table can be planted
in August if water for irrigation is
available. Farmers who have no fa¬
cilities for irrigation or watering
may plant a small patch for home
use and shade it with brush to pre¬
vent evaporation. The brush should
not be left on so long that it will
make the plants spindling.

CITRUS SEMINAR

OCTOBER 17 TO 20

The Citrus Seminar will be held at
the University of Florida, October 17
to 20 inclusive. This will be the sev¬

enth annual meeting of citrus men
at the University. B. F. Floyd, plant
physiologist to the Experiment Sta¬
tion, who has charge of the program
says that spraying will be emphasized
this year.
Leetures will be given by authori¬

ties on citrus culture from the United
States Department of Agriculture,
from other states, from the State
Plant Board, and from the Experi¬
ment Station. Demonstrations will
be arranged in the laboratories of the
Station Building and exhibits of vari¬
ous kinds, illustrating insect or fun¬
gus diseases, spraying materials and
machinery and other phases of the
citrus industry will be arranged.
While spraying will be emphasized,

other features of citrus culture will
not be neglected. Some of the addi¬
tional subjects that will be discussed
will be fertilizers, soil amendments'
cover crops, citrus canker, cultivation,
grove management, grading fruits,
marketing, standardizing citrus pro¬
ducts, byproducts of the citrus in¬
dustry, physiological effects of differ¬
ent treatments on the trees, fungus
diseases, and insects. Every citrus
grower should prepare to attend this
meeting because some light will be
thrown upon the problems which
have been troubling him. The at¬
tendance last year was 100 percent
greater than the year before. It is
expeatfed that the attendance will be
even larger this year.

TO NEW YORK CITY

J. C. Swindel, Chairman of the Board
of County Commissioners, Commis
sioner, A. T. Mann, J. A. Johnson,
Clerk of the court, W. S. Wev, deputy
Clerk and L. C. Johnson, Attorney for
the commissioners, left for New York
Friday night to deliver the bonds re¬
cently sold by this county to the buy¬
ers, A. B. Leach & Co. These gentle-
men were accompanied by Hon. C. A.
Boswell, representing the buyers of
the bonds, A. B. Leach, & Co., and A.
J. Holworthy, secretary of the Lake¬
land Chamber of Commerce, to whose
splendid work is due in large part the
success of the bond election.
Mr. ^vindel will be accompanied on

the trip by his wife. The party have
been tendered substantial courtesies
on their arrival in New York, by W.
F. Hallam, who has made arrange¬
ments that will greatly enhance the
pleasure of the party during its stay
in the great metropolis.
The bonds are in three thousand

separate pieces of commercial paper,
and each of these will have to be
signed twice by both the chairman and
the clerk of the board. It will take
several days of good hard work to
complete this task and during this
time there will be little time for

sight-seeing.

Militiamen Mount Practice Guns
Jacksonville.—The naval militiamen

at this station now have a naval gun
installed in their armory which is
to be used for loading drills. It ar¬
rived and was immediately mounted
and is now ready for the use of the
citizen (sailors. The gun is a 4-inch,
40-caliber, mark IV, broad side drill
gun with stand, breech mechanism
and firing device complete. The gun
weighs 3,500 pounds. The barrel is
fifteen feet long, about one-half the
length of the barrel of such guns in
active service.
The rifle has a range of about 5,000

yards for effective work, it will fire
thirty-flve shots per minute. The pro¬
jectiles weight thirty-eight pounds
each and have a great destructive
force. This gun will be a great bene¬
fit to the militiamen in their drilling.
A gun crew from the local battalion
made an enviable record on the re¬

cent battle cruise by loading an 8-inch
gun in six seconds, which was three-
quarter seconds better than done by
the regulars.
The naval militia has taken over the

old Duval county armory and the
building has been put in a good state
of repair. A new roof has been put
on, the building has been repainted,
new lights have been installed and a
complete signaling device rigged, up.
When the destroyer Preston arrives
she will be anchored off the foot of
Market street. Work in signaling will
be carried on between the vessel and
the armory. Another signaling de¬
vice is to be installed upon the top
of one of the tall buildings in the city
for this work.
Bills of lading have already been re¬

ceived for a large amount of supplies.
Two 30-caliber Gatling guns are on
the way with field carriages. A new
division of sixty men is to be organ¬
ized to operate these guns. This di¬
vision will be organized primarily for
the handling of artillery. Two 33-foot
service steamerse are expected to ar¬
rive in the near future as are two
30-foot gig whaleboats and two 40-foot
pulling barges. Officers and men of
the naval miltia are anxious for the
arrival of the new equipment in order
that they may begin to learn how to
handle them.

PEAT DEPOSITS
TO BE DEVELOPED

The United States Agricultural and War
Departments Are Interested

In the Matter

Mexican Town Taken By 300 Villaists
Chihuahua, Mexico.—Three hundred

Villa bandits captured the town of
Satevo, Chihuahua, fifty miles south
of Chihuahua City, according to re¬
ports to General Trevino. The outlaws,
under Uribe Arango and Martin Lo¬
pez, surrounded the town and, after a
six hours' battle, the garrison, number¬
ing two hundred or more, under Cap¬
tain de la Fuente, being without am-
munition, was forced to evacuate.
Francisco Villa himself was not with
the outlaws, it was said in the reports
to Trevino.

Tallahassee. There is a prospect
ahead for the location In Florida of
a plant which will not only furnish
all the products which may be needed
for war purposes, but, at the same
time, will curtail the price of fertiliz¬
ers to the farmers.
Several parties have been in Wash¬

ington for the purpose of seeing what
could be done toward developing large
peat deposits in the state. Congress¬
man Clark has taken hold of the sit¬

uation, and had Congressman Lever,
chairman of the house committee on

agricultural, and Congressman Dent,
who will succeed to the chairmanship
of the military committee, hold a con
ference with officials of the depart¬
ment of agriculture and explain the
matter to him.
Mr. Lever said that the agricultural

appropriation bill of this year car
ries a sufficient amount to make all
necessary investigations, and, as a re¬
sult of Mr. Clark's work two special
agents will come to Florida and in¬
vestigate the peat deposits.
In addition to this, General Crozier,

chief of ordnance. United States army,'
when advised of the situation,
pressed the belief that should the de¬
velopment of this project turn out as
it is expected, it will prove to be a
big thing for the government, inas¬
much as it will not only furnish ex¬
plosives, but will do so at a piuch re¬
duced cots.
Mr. Clark said that he was entire¬

ly satisfied with the way that Con¬
gressmen Lever and Dent and the gov¬
ernment officials had taken hold of the
matter so quickly after he bad gotten
in touch with them, and tv lih his
knowledge of the real situation in
Florida with regard to the peat de¬
posits he felt assured that a very im¬
portant industry is just about to be
opened up.

FLORIDA CROP

CONDITIONS GOOD

After Special Road Funds
Lakeland.—Polk county citizens in

the Winter Haven special road and
bridge district will soon vote on a

bond issue amounting to $300,000. Pe¬
titions have been submitted to the
county commissioners by a majority
of these voters asking for an election.
It is proposed to use this fund in con¬

structing an asphalt road to Winter
Haven, a distance of 47 miles.
Nearly one hundred miles of new
roads will be built and surfaced with
asphalt within the next eighteen
months in this county. An expendi¬
ture of $250,000 will be made in the
drainage district and $15,000 on the
canal system connecting the twenty
lakes in this section.

Registration Is Not Sufficient
Tallahassee.—That registration for

the primary election is not sufficient
as registration for the general elec¬
tion is the opinion of Attorney Gen¬
eral T. F. West. He does not declare
unqualifiedly that the provision of the
Bryan primary law which seeks to
make unnecessary a second registra¬
tion is unconstitutional, but he asserts
that opinion in a letter to H. Clay
Crawford, secretary of state. Mr.
West advises that any voters who
were not previously registered on the
general election books see that they
are registered in compliance with the
general election laws while the lists
are open.

Big Warehouse Damaged
Jacksonvile.—Fire of an unknown

origin started at midnight in a large
two-story corrugated iron and wooden
warehouse located on the St. Johns
river front between Hogan and Laura
streets and owned by the L'Engle es¬

tate, did considerable damage before
it was extinguished by the fire depart¬
ment one hour after the blaze was

discovered.
The fire originating in the heart of

one of the most congested business
and manufacturing sections of the
downtown part of the city, for a time
threatened to spread to adjoining
property.

Jacksonville, Florida.- With the
early opening of the citrus fruit sea¬
son forecasted, a bumper pineapple
crop is expected for fall shipping,
avocadoes are forging to the front in
popularity and indications point to
a good strawberry season, Florida
growers are preparing for meeting
demands which will be put upon
them in the way of shipments and
supplying the markets. Already early
citrus buyers are in the field and
some good prices are being offered.
The Plant City Growers' Associa¬

tion is building 500 strawberry re¬
frigerator boxes for the coming sea¬
son and a total of about 4,000 such
boxes will be in use. The crop is ex¬
pected to be large and the market
firm.
The demand for the avocado is

larger this season than ever and
growers are reaping the benefit of
recognition of this tropical fruit,
which has been popularized recently.
The biggest crop ever marketed is
now moving from Dade county with
the prices good. The fruit is below
the average size this season but the
quality is good and the demand ex¬
cellent. Avocadoes will continue to
move freely during August, but the
height of the season will not be
reached until September.
While the pineapple situation this

summer has not been all the growers
desired, they are expecting a good
fall crop and a heavy demand, with
consequent satisfactory prices. A
considerable new acreage will be put
out this fall for the next summer

crop. More attention than previous¬
ly is being given this crop and grow¬
ers are in close co-operation with
the government in finding causes and
cures for different diseases and pests
which assail the fruit.

The total movement of pines from
Florida up to July 28 was 627 cars
for the season. The cars hold an

average of 320 crates eaijh. The to¬
tal crate movement figures at f"
640 crates for the present season.
This summer's production, according
to the estimate of growers, has been
only about 50 percent of the normal
and shipments have been a little less
than the previous year.

SCHOOL TO OPEN
MONDAY, SEPT. 4

Will Have Staff of Three Teachers to

Stait, But Another Will Re
Obtained Later

School will open here next Monday
morning, with a faculty of three teach¬
ers, though another teacher will be ob¬
tained after the opening of the school.
This it really the first year that the
school has been properly organized,
and while the county school board will
supply four teachers when there are
100 or more pupils, it must be demon¬
strated that that number are in at¬
tendance before the fourth teacher
can be appointed. There will be over
100 pupils when school opens here,
and as soon as possible the fourth
teacher will be obtained.
Those who will fill the teachers pos¬

itions at the opening next Monday will
be Ira M. Harrell, principal; Miss
Georgia Strain and Miss Maude Black¬
burn,
A junior high school will be added

this year which will be in charge of
Mr. Harrell.
An addition to the old school build¬

ing is now being built to accommodate
the increasing number of pupils.

Militia In Need Of Men

Jacksonville.—With federal exami¬
nations thinning out the ranks of the
National Guard companies in Jackson¬
ville, officers of the post are combat¬
ing with the problem of securing new
men for the organizations. It is esti¬
mated that approximately 20 per cent
will be rejected when the examina¬
tions are completed and, besides this
loss, the companies must be recruited
to 100 men each, considerably above
the old militia requirements of 65 men
to the company.
The brains of the officers and men

are being taxed to find some means
of securing more men from among the
business, professional and labor cir¬
cles of the city. Men of good charac¬
ter who can appreciate the facilities
of the armory and the advantages now
enjoyed under the federal regulations
are wanted for the companies.
It was with a view of obtaining en¬

listments that a ladies' day was set
aside every Friday afternoon and con¬
siderable success is being met so far
as the attendance is concerned, but
no enlistments as a direct result of
this feature have been obtained. It is
believed, however, that great results
will be obtained later.

May Become Berry Growers
St. Augustine.—An extensive grow¬

er of strawberries has made an offer
to come here and direct the planters
how to grow strawberries on a big
scale, offering to conduct this work
from planting to marketing. He de¬
sires that local growers plant so that
berries can be handled in car lots.
The profits are stated to be from $200
to $1,000 per acre,, and the proposi¬
tion carries with It an offer to sell the
plants to growers here at a much less
price than they can be obtained else¬
where.

LIGHTNING STRIKES

METHODIST CHURCH

Lightning struck the steeple of the
new Methodist Church during the
storm Sunday morning. The upper
portion was badly shattered and will
have to be rebuilt.
The lightning played some queer

pranks, tearing out five of the venti¬
lators in the lower part of the steeple
and burning out sections of the elec¬
tric wiring in parts of the building.
In some places the copper wire was
burned out of the insulation for sever¬
al feet, the insulation remaining in¬
tact.

The steeple was capped by a metal
dome which undoubtedly acted as a
conductor for the lightning.

ITALY DECLARES
WAR ON GERMANY

Paris.—A dispatch from Rome gives
a communication published by the Ste¬
fan! agency and addressed by the Ital¬
ian government to the Swiss govern¬
ment. It requests the Swiss govern¬
ment to inform the German govern¬
ment that Italy considers herself at
war with Germany from and after
August 28.

Statement From Berlin

Berlin.—The following official an¬
nouncement has been made here:
"The Italian government has declared,
through the Swiss government, that It
considers itself from August 28 at war
with Germany.

Italy's Act Clears Situation
London.—Italy and Germany have

been drifting steadily toward war. In
fact, Italy's formal declaration
amounts to little more than official
recognition of a state of affairs which
already existed. The declaration be¬
came inevitable when Italy recently
sent troops to Saloniki to co-operate
in the campaign on the Macedonian
front, as Germany is directing the op¬
posite forces, and has troops on this
battle line.
Her Lot Entirely With Allies Now
Italy's position has been anomalous

since she withdrew from the triple al¬
liance and declared war on Austria.
Although by this act she arrayed her¬
self against her former allies, Ger¬
many and Austria, she remained of¬
ficially at peace with Germany until
now. Germany exerted every effort
to induce her to remain neutral, send¬
ing to Rome as ambassador Prince von
Buelow, one of the ablest statesmen
of Germany. The prince for some
time averted war beteween Austria
and Italy, and when he saw a rupture
was inevitable he negotiated a special
agreement, under which in case of war
between Austria and Italy, Germany
and Italy pledged themselves to re¬
spect the properties and lives of their
respective subjects in each other's do¬
mains. This meant for Germany a
guarantee of many millions of dollars'
woi^h of properties in Italy and for
Italy the safety of thirty thousand
Italian subjects in Germany.

that it would see that any deserving
enterprise would be assisted to gain a
foothold here and that a continual
search would be kept for industrial
enterprises that might be induced to
locate at Tampa.

Bradford County Fair
Lake Butler.—At a meeting here

of the board of directors of the Brad¬
ford county fair association general
plans were perfected for holding the
fair the last week in October. The
directors intend to make this exhi¬
bition more comprehensive in its
scope than any previous fair held at
Lake Butler. The people generally are
lending their aid towards making this
event a success.

Broward County To Remain Dry
Fort Lauderdale.—Every precinct in

Broward county registered a major¬
ity in favor of the "dry" side, the elec¬
tion going for prohibition by an over¬
whelming majority. Out of 590 votes
cast, 420 went for prohibition and 170
against, il
The election was hotly contested

and victory was celebrated by the pro¬
hibitionists. Broward has been "dry"
since the county was created.

Wholesalers To Make Tour
s

Tampa.—With the completion of the
plans of the wholesale dealers of Tam¬
pa, to take a tour of the district im¬
mediately around that city, a great
trade extension movement will have
been started, which, it is thought, will
bring the merchants of the Cigar City
in closer touch with their out-of-town
customers, thereby bringing an in¬
crease of business.

Hurry Postoffice Plans
Bartow.—Plans for the new postof¬

fice here are being hurried in Wash¬
ington and bids will be advertised for
in the fall, according to B. R. New¬
ton, assistant secretary of the treas¬
ury, whose statement is quoted in a
letter from Congressman Sparkman.
In this connection the architect has
written to Postmaster Wilson asking
for information relative to the width
of sidewalks, distance of city hall
from the streets and other detail mat-

Reports Favor Tick Eradication

A grade cow raised in Florida under tick-free conditions, showing
large udder capacity. At time photograph was taken in June this cow was
producing 21 quarts of milk a day. Are you keeping cows to feed the
ticks or to produce large quantities of milk?

Eradication of cattle ticks is a pay¬
ing proposition, according to the ver¬
dict of farmers who have had exper¬
ience.
Some time ago the Bureau of Ani¬

mal Industry sent out the question,
"What is the probable per cent ot
increase in milk production of dairy
cows due to the absence of ticks?" to
numerous stockmen and farmers in
eleven states where tick eradication
work had made some progress.
More than 1,000 replies were re¬

ceived, from which the following sum¬
mary was made: "The owners of
dairy cows in the region cleared of
ticks are evidently well satisfied with
the results of the work, since 95 per
cent, of the replies admit there was
an increase, usually very substantial,
in the yield of milk.
"The lowest estimates are from

Alabama and ^Georgia, these two
states averaging 15 per cent, increase
in each, while the highest average,
25 per cent increase, is from Nortn
Carolina, closely followed, however,
by 24 per cent, each in Mississippi
and Oklahoma. The average for the
11 states is 23 per cent., or a gain of
nearly one-fourth in the total yield.
"It is easy to see what a great ad¬

vantage this would be if it could be
applied to all of the ticky cows in
the South. The additional milk would
in the aggregate be worth many mil¬
lions of dollars."
This report is based on results from

the grade dairy cows which predomi¬
nated in those states at that time.

Increased Milk Production.
Farmers' Bulletin No. 639 contains

the following authenticated report:
"The experience of a dairyman in the
heart of the tick-infested territory al¬
so strikingly illustrates how much it
costs dairymen to have ticks on cattle.
"Late in the season, when his cows

were covered with ticks, the cattle
were dipped ar.d the ticks killed. One
week after dipping, the 42 cows in

his herd gave 10 gallons of milk more
per day than before dipping."
At the average wholesale price in

Florida, of 30 cents a gallon, that
farmer increased his income $3 a
day, or about $90 a month as a result
of tick eradication. His monthly in¬
come would have been increased
more than that amount if he had pre¬
vented the cows from becoming tick-
infested at all, as they could not in¬
crease their milk flow in the same

proportion that ticks had reduced it
before they were killed.
Tick eradication makes possible the

importation of better cattle from
above the quarantine line, especially
of pure bred bulls, to breed up the
stock from the cows we now own in
the state.

Florida Average Lowest.
The last Government census gave

the average milk production of Flor¬
ida dairy cows as only 108 gallons
per year, which is the lowest In the
United States. At that time no tick
eradication work had been started in
Florida.
The American Jersey Cattle Club

reports that there are not any Jersey
cows in Florida entered in any of
their milk or butter fat tests for
register of merit and the Holstein-
Friesian Association of America re¬

ports that they have no representa¬
tives of their breed in Florida trying
for advanced registry.
Tick-infested cows cannot feed the

cattle ticks and make high milk
yields. There is a great opportunity
in Florida for the small farmer to
handle a few tick-free dairy cows.
They will consume his forage and
soiling crops, giving him a weekly in¬
come from milk or cream.
There is more tick eradication

work being done in Florida this year
than a total of all previous work. Is
this community going to get rid of
ticks, or continue to fesd them at a
cost of several hundred dollars a year?

WHY WE STAND ON ONE LEG

Few Understand That the Involuntary
Action Is to Rest the Bones of

the Hips.

Naturalists have distinguished us
from the higher animals by the fact
that we stand upright on two legs.
But do we? Watch a crowd standing
about a street orator, and see how
many are really standing on both legs.
Or try yourself to stand on two legs,
and see how soon you are ready to
fall from fatigue.
The truth is we have not yet abso¬

lutely acquired the upright position
ascribed to us by the scientists. Even
in the army, where comfort is always
sacrificed to trim appearance, the com¬
mand, "Stand at ease," which allows
the soldiers to throw one leg back and
prop themselves upon it, shows how
impossible a perfectly upright position
is to maintain for any length of time.
As any anatomist will tell us, we are

still built very much like the monkeys.
Standing perfectly upright can only
be done by a very complicated cross
strain, one set of muscles pushing for¬
ward, another holding back. With ev¬
ery movement we make a new adjust¬
ment of these muscles takes jjlace.
The trouble is all with our hip

bones. Therefore, to rest these
muscles we place one of them at rest,
by throwing one leg to one side, al¬
lowing the other to do the work. When
one leg has rested sufficiently, it takes
up the strain and the other takes a
spell. Nor does it matter how much
we strengthen our leg muscles by
walking or other exercises, the per¬
fectly upright position is still a hard
one to keep.

Boost for Lake Wales!

Membersof the FloridaCitrus
Exchange own the property of
the organization. Their local as¬
sociations throughout Florida
have plants worth hundreds of
thousands of dollars in their
packing houses and equipment.
Each of the members has an
interest in this property.
Growers who market their

fruit through privately owned
or speculative marketing agen¬
cies generally pay as much or
more in packing charges as do
those in the Exchange, but
have no financial interest in the
houses for which their money
largely is used to construct,
equip and maintain.
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DUCKS ARE BETTER

LAYERS THAN HENS

The man who desires a dual pur¬
pose fowl will find the Indian Runner
Duck suitable. This duck is especi¬
ally adapted to the poultryman who
wishes to produce eggs and to raise
some meat at the same time. They
are perhaps not so good for meat as
some of the other breeds, but they
make good roasters, friers, and broil¬
ers when they have been properly
fed. They are better layers than the
average hen. From 200 to 250 eggs is
not an uncommon yearly average for
them under good care. While hens
usually reach their maximum egg pro¬
duction in two years and then decline,
the Indian Runners retain their nor-
mal egg production up to seven or
eight years.
While they require good care to

make the best showing they are
'hardy and do not need as much care
as chickens. According to A. P.
Spencer, district agent for the Uni¬
versity of Florida Extension Division,
they are only slightly subject to dis¬
eases, and parasites seldom trouble
them. Hawks do not bother them
but if they ure not kept away from
sinks and streams they will be
caught by turtles.
These ducks enjoy a pond of

water, but it is not necessary for
them. It is best to keep them en¬

closed for they drop their eggs
wherever the notion strikes them.
They do not care much for nests.

It is about time to remember about
co-operation again. Co-operation can
be worked 365 days out of the year
throughout a life time. Some Florida
farmers are co-operating but the large
majority are not.

Did you ever try advertising farm
products in your local paper? M. N.
Beeler, instructor in agricultural jour¬
nalism in the University of Florida
College of Agriculture, says that a
good market can be built by sys¬
tematic and consistent advertising.

Quail Plentiful In State

Tallahassee.—Plenty of quail will be
found in the woods this season. Re¬
ports from all sections of the state
are that the crop of these coveted
birds is the greatest in years. This
season's conditions seem to have been
propitious for the raising of young
birds and an unusual number are to
be seen in the woods feeding in the
early morning and late afternoons.
This year's crop seems to have had
splendid growth as they are very large
for this time of the year. On almost
every road large covies of the "bob-
whites" can be seen running around.
The hunting season opens Novem¬

ber 20th and already dogs are being
trained and guns cleaned in prepara
tion.

TICK FREE PASTURES
SHOW ADVANTAGE OF

TICK ERADICATION

A few men who would not think of
breaking land with a wooden plow
cultivating corn with a hoe, still won¬
der if tick eradication is really worth
while. This fact is evident; pure¬
bred cattle and ticks do not mix.
Now the purebred animal is just as
much improvement over the scrub as
the threshing machine is over the
flail. The purebred steer will do a
much better job of converting feed
into meat than the range steer, be¬
cause that is his business. If he
could not have done better he -never

would have been originated.
Now lets get down to cases. Any

man who doubts that tick eradica¬
tion pays can find plenty of evidence
to satisfy his doubts in Florida. A
number of tick free pastures exist
and a number of herds of purebred
cattle have been raised on such pas¬
tures. A. P. Spencer, district agent
for the University of Florida Exten¬
sion Division, calls attention to a
herd of Holstein calves and yearlings
owned by Bright Brothers of Dade
county.
These animals have had the run of

a large tract of land and have been
grown under ordinary conditions ex¬
cept that they have had no ticks.
They are making as good growth as
could be wished and are as healthy
as their mothers back in Wisconsin
and Illinois. They have made nor¬
mal growth. A comparison with tick
infested calves of the same age will
show the advantages of tick free ani¬
mals. Even native cattle are stunted
by ticks and imported animals from
above the quarantine line seldom live
unless they are protected. No one
can doubt the efficiency of the
blooded animal, but it cannot abide
with the tick.

RAPE PROVIDES HOG

PASTURE THRU WINTER

Looking for a hog pasture? Rape
is what you want -dwarf essex rape.
It is probably the best hog pasture
that can be grown and on good land
it will support more hogs to the acre
than any other forage. It does not
thrive on poor land and of course
will not give satisfactory results. But
by proper manipulation it will give
pasture all winter and then some
more can be grown to make spring
pasture.
It will give best results when sown

in September or October. About five
pounds of seed to the acre will be
required when it is sown in drills 24
to 30 inches apart which are the best
distances. Planting in rows will al¬
low cultivation. Two or three work¬
ings will be enough and will make it
grow faster than if it is sown broad¬
cast or not cultivated.
Most farmers have two or three

patches, according to E. S. Pace, dis¬
trict agent for the University of
Florida Extension Division. In this
way the pigs can graze on one while
the others are growing. If rape is
not grazed too closely it will come
out repeatedly after it has been pas¬
tured.
A sowing can be made during Feb¬

ruary to provide late spring pasture.

GRAPE GROWING

Enough men have failed at bunch
grape growing in Florida to gjve the
impression that these grapes cannot
be grown in the state. A few men

have found them profitable and their
success shows that under proper care
grapes can be grown profitably. One
man near Green Cove Springs has
three acres and he finds a ready
market for the product. Like all
men who have succeeded, he prac¬
tices close pruning and cuts back
close to the stump each year.
It is generally supposed that the

heavier soils are best for grapes.
This man, according to A. P. Spencer,
district agent for the University of
Florida Extension Division, has his
vineyard on loose white sand. The
Niagara has been most satisfactory
to those who have succeeded in grow¬
ing grapes.
While bunch grapes may not be

profitable on a large commercial
scale, they may pay when grown for
local sale. Certainly they would be
worth trial for home use.

Actual Accounts Of The Dispute Be¬
tween The Two Nations As To

What Occurred Varied

Washington.—Secret demands, in
addition to those published in dis¬
patches from Peking, are being
pressed on China by Japan as a re¬
sult of the recent clash of Chinese
and Japanese troops at Cheng Chia-
tun. It became known here that the
situation is much more serious than
has been indicated, confidential re¬
ports saying the unpublished de¬
mands threaten the authority of
China over the whole of Inner Mon¬
golia. Officials here view the de¬
velopment with real anxiety, feeling
another China-Japanese crisis which
might Involve the Interests of the Un¬
ited States. The Cheng Chiatun in¬
cident, trivial in itself, but coming on
top of the strained relations ever
since Japan took over Kiaochow from
Germany, has been closely watched
Japan's demands as published call

for dismissal of Chinese officers in
command of the troops at the scene
of the trouble, withdrawal of the
Chinese garrison, indemnification of
the families of the Japanese killed
and extension of Japanese police
rights to Inner Mongolia. Actual ac¬

counts of the dispute vary. The Chi¬
nese claim it arose when Japanese
soldiers attacked the Chinese gar¬
rison at Cheng Chiatun and seized
both the local magistrate and a Jap¬
anese merchant who had refused to

obey Instructions by the Chinese be¬
cause bandits were operating in the
city. The Japanese contend the Chi¬
nese arrested the merchant illegally
and fired on a small body of Japan¬
ese troops sent to investigate.

Ex-Governor Pennypacker Is Dead
Philadelphia.—Samuel W. Penny-

packer, former governor of Pennsyl¬
vania, died of uraemic poisoning at
his home at Schwencksville, Pa. He
was 73 years old. Governor Penny-
packer for many years had been a
foremost figure in Pennsylvania af¬
fairs. Before the notable contest in
the Republican party in 1903 which
resulted in his election as governor,
he served for many years as a judge
in Philadelphia. For the past four
years he had been a member of the
state public service commission.

BUILD FINE BRIDGES TO
CROSS 'GLADES CANAL

Bascule Type Struckture Will Span
Drainage Ditch At

Davie

Miami.—Contract for a modern bas¬
cule type bridge across the drainage
canal at Davie, has been awarded by
the Broward county commissioners,
and work is expected to start at an
early date. The bridge wfll cost about
twelve thousand dollars, and will be
the first of the kind to be built across
any of the Everglades canals.
The Broward county commissioners

have made some changes in their
plans for the construction of roads in¬
to the Everglades. Bonds were sold
some time ago for such purposes and
the money is in the banks at Fort
Lauderdale. The change in the plans,
however, will delay the construction,
though not greatly, it is believed. New
bids are being advertised for.

New Rates On Florida Corn
Jacksonville.—There will become ef¬

fective in a few days a new schedule
of rates on corn in car loads of 40,-
000 pounds minimum, from Florida
points to Tampa and Jacksonville,
with the idea of giving Florida grown
corn an opportunity to compete in
the markets of Tampa and Jackson¬
ville with Western corn, which reach¬
es said markets almost exclusively by
cheap water rates.
The new rates are a great reduc¬

tion ranging from 3 cents a 100 pounds
to 11 cents a hundred for the longer
distances. Florida farmers have had
to turn their attention more to the
growing of corn and other staple farm
products in northern Florida on ac¬
count of the destruction of the boll
weevil in the cotton belt. Middle
Florida and other parts of the state
are also raising larger crops of corn
and in order that the Florida farmers
may find the growing of corn more
profitable and be able to better com¬
pete with Western corn, the commis¬
sions asked the railroads if they would
not put in a cheaper line of rates to
meet these conditions, which they did.

Counties Cannot Be Sued

Tallahassee.—That a county in Flor¬
ida canont be sued, since counties are
not incorporated, but are merely po¬
litical and government divisions of the
state, is affirmed in a recent ruling
of the Florida supreme court in the
case of James W. K^ggin against the
county of Hillsborough. The written
opinion of the court has been handed
down and is the subject of much in¬
terest throughout the state.
The opinion, written by Chief Jus¬

tice Taylor, was concurred in by Jus¬
tices Shackleford, Cockrell and Whit¬
field, and is of great importance in
that there are a number of suits pend¬
ing against counties, it is. said.
The opinion holds that as counties

are not incorporated, as are towns
and cities, they cannot be sued. The
suit of Keggin was against the county,
as an artificial person, and had been
pending some time.

WILL BEGIN ROAD
WORK HERE SOON

Contractor Expects to Have Men at
Work in Lake Wales About

September 15th

According to Mr. McCarthy, who
represents Edwin C. Humphrey, the
contractor who will build the road from
Lake Wales to Bartow, work upon
this section of the Polk County system
of asphalt roads will be started within
a few days.
This gentleman stated that about

September 15 three gangs will be
started to work, one at Lake Wales, one
midway between Lake Wales and Bar¬
tow, and one at Bartow. There is a

deposit of clay near here, which will
be used and if this plan is carried out
it will not be many months before the
new road from here to the County
Seat will be open. It is estimated
that a mile of road can be completed
in a week.
This division of the roads, which will

be built by Edwin C. Humphrey, will
be 44J miles in length and will cost
$243,596.41. It will go from Lake
Wales to Bartow, Mullbery, Medula,
Lakeland, Galloway and Socrum.

SCHOOL OPENED
MONDAY MORNING

The fall term of school began on

Monday, with an attendance of 98,
which will probably be increased to
over 100 within a few days, when an
effort will be made to obtain another
teacher. Monday and Tuesday were

employed in getting the classes or¬
ganized. The addition to the school
will probably be ready next week,
which will provide much better accom¬
modations for the pupils.

ENGINE LEAVES TRACK

The engine on the north-bound after¬
noon train from Sebring left the rails
near Crooked Lake Wednesday, but
outside the delay caused no serious
damage was done.
The wrecking train was sent down

from Haines City and the engine put
back upon the track, the train arriving
in Lake Wales at 11.15.
The return trip was made from

Haines City at about midnight, so that
the train left Sebring on schedule time
Thursday morning.

Suit To Recover Dock Property
Jacksonville.—Claiming title to the

eighty acres of made land, on which
the docks and warehouses of the mu¬
nicipal docks improvements are locat-.
ed, Judge Rhydon M. Call, United
States district court, southern district
of Florida, has brought suit against
the city of Jacksonville and the board
of port commissioners. The style of
the case is Rhydon M. Call versus
City of Jacksonville, et al., the bill
of complaint having been filed by the
orator's attorney, in the office of Frank
Brown, clerk of the circuit court.
The orator, Judge Call, asks the

court to declare and decree that the
defendants have no right, claim or
title to the submerged lands, now
made land, and that the deed of con¬
veyance which the city of Jacksonville
holdB to the property be declared void
and that the defendants be enjoined
from further trespass on the proper*
ty pending the outcom,e of the suit.
The bill of complaint recites and al¬

leges that during 1915, before the
completion of the bulkheading and the
filling in of the submerged property,
and before the completion of the docks
and warehouses thereon, the orator
had demanded of tlfe defendants to
cease operations and trespass. It is
further alleged that during the latter
part of 1915, the city of Jacksonville
unlawfully bulkheaded the property
in question, erected two docks with
warehouses, all to the complete exclu¬
sion of the orator. The bill of com¬

plaint avers that the acts of the de¬
fendants constitue a trespass with¬
out legal rights.
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REGISTRATION

Attorney-General West express
es the opinion that there is some
doubt as to the constitutionality of
the provision of the Primary Elec¬
tion law that a voter who registers
for the primary election is thereby
registered for the general election.
He advises all voters who have
not heretofore registered for the
general election to do so at once,
whether or not they are registered
for the primary elections.
In view of this opinion it would

be wise for each voter in the dis¬
trict to be sure that he is properly
registered for the general election.

CLAIM DESERT AS THEIR OWN

Bedouins Insist on Their Right to
Levy Toll on Those Who Traverse

the Territory.

The Bedouin contends that the
desert is his land, as much as America
belongs to the Americans or England
to the English. He reasons that he
has as much right to levy a toll on all
who travel his way as a western gov¬
ernment has to levy a tariff or to col¬
lect ap excise tax . He contends that
every caravan entering Bedouin ter¬
ritory can, by the payment of a proper
fee, secure from the nenrest Bedouin
sheik a passport which will entitle it
to safe passage through their terri¬
tory. Failing to secure sucii a pass¬
port and to pay such a toll for the
privilege of passing through the desert,
the Bedouin asserts that the traveler
puts himself in the same category
with the smuggler, the bootlegger, and
the moonshiner in our own country,
and that his goods are ns justly liable
to confiscation as those of the smug¬
gler and moonshiner in America. The
Bedouins declare that the caravan
owner not only can secure the right
to pass through their territory un¬
molested, but that he can even go
further and secure from them, for a

proper fee, an escort which will pro¬
tect him and his property while in
the desert.

Good Roads Money For Florida
Jacksonville.—The Florida represen¬

tatives to the good roads meeting in
Washington, August 16, returned, fill¬
ed with highway inspiration. F. O.
Miller of this city, member of the state
road department, declares the conven¬
tion was a decided success in every
way.
Florida's share of the federal road

fund is $804,000 and covers a period
of four years. The first amount to be
received by the state will be $56,000,
in Octboer or November. The second
sum will be $112,000, and will be
ready about February, 1917. The third
amount, $168,000, will be given the
state in 1918, and the balance in 1919
and 1920.

RUSS DRIVE RESUMED

IN THE CARPATHIANS

London.—Despite bad weather there
has been considerable fighting and a
renewal of mine warfare along the
British front in France. London re¬
ports the capture of 200 yards of a
German trench north of Bazentin-le-
Petit and a further gain northwest of
Ginchy. Berlin say that British at
tacks south of Thiepval, northwest of
Pozieres and north of Bazentin-le-Pe-
tit were without success.
Paris records only the repulse of

German attacks along the line held
by the French. These attacks were es¬

pecially violent in the Vaux-Chapitre
wood of the Verdun sector, in Lor¬
raine and in the Apremont forest.
The Russians, for some time inact¬

ive in the Riga region, again have
started an offensive. However, their
efforts to cross the Dvina river south¬
east of Riga and also near Friedrich-
sadt failed, according to Berlin. On
the remainder of the Russian front no
important fighting has been reported.
In the Carpathians, Petrograd chroni¬
cles a fres hadvance of Koverla moun¬
tain, near the Hungarian border.

When a grower of citrus
fruits sends his crop to market
through a non-cooperative
marketing agency or a specula¬
tor, his fruit comes in competi¬
tion with that of neighboring
and friendly growers and ruin¬
ously low prices are the result.
The fruit of a grower who is

a member of the Florida Citrus
Exchange does not come into
competition with that of other
members, but only has to com¬
pete with outside fruit. If all
growers were members of the
Exchange competition would
ceaseand Florida fruitwould be
sold only where prices are fair.
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CATTLE TICKS ARE MAIN CAUSE FOR
POOR QUALITY OF FLORIDA BEEF

Fine quality cuts of beef have increased in cost to the consumer about
67 per cent during the last few months. The price for beef on the hoof
has also increased to a considerable extent for the grade of cattle which
will supply some of that kind of meat.

But Florida tick-infested steers are not drawing much premium, as theydo not carry the quality of meat required for this special trade. It is true
that every beef carcass has a section of tenderloin and porterhouse steak,but the small size and poor quality of meat in the three br four-year-old tick-
infested animal does not command a premium on the cutting block. The
bulk of Florida steers class as canners and cutters at the packing houses.
Recently a large number of Florida

steers were sold on the St. Louis mar¬

ket, a few of the heaviest animals,
averaging 630 pounds, bringing $6.40
per hundred weight. A lot of them
sold as low as $4.70 per hundred
weight.
On the same market several hun

died Texas and Oklahoma steers, av
eraging from 1,025 to 1,275 pounds,
went over the scales at $7.35 to $8.30
per hundred pounds, while a load of
corn belt tick-free yearling steers, av¬
eraging 922 pounds, sold for $10 per
hundred weight.

Ticks Retard Development.
Florida cattle owners have a lot of

native piny woods and grade cows on
the ranges which can be used as the
basis for better grade herds in the
future if the cattle ticks are eradicat¬
ed so that pure-bred beef type bulls
can be brought in from above the
quarantine line to breed up the qual¬
ity.

W. F. Ward, senior animal husband¬
man, animal husbandry division, Bu¬
reau of Animal Industry, who has
studied the beef production problem
of the southern states for a number
of years, says:
"The native southern cattle are

small in size, variable in color, usual¬
ly poor in milking qualities, slow of
growth, and poor in quality from the
standpoint of beef production. This
may be due to a number of causes,
very prominent among which stands
the cattle tick.
"These animals could not grow nor¬

mally while young nor develop when
older while they were infested with
ticks, which not only decreased the
vitality of the animals by the drain
upon the blood supply, but weakened
and stunted them by transmitting the
protozoa of Texas fever.
"Scrub cattle were, therefore, ac¬

cepted, not because they were wanted,
but because the cattle tick, frequently
combined with poor treatment, imma¬
ture breeding under range conditions,
and often inbreeding for generations,
gave scrubs as a result.

Improvement Of The Cattle
"However, the use of pure-bred beef

bulls upon these herds of scrub cows,
especially when the herd has been
kept free of ticks, has resulted in
such an improvement in the calves,
both as to size and quality, that the
old notion that good cattle could not
be raised in the south is rapidly be¬
ta z dispelled.

"The more progressive farmers in
sections where the cattle tick has
been eradicated have purchased good
bulls to use in grading up their herds.
The result has been wonderful. High-
grade cows, producing deep, broad,
blocky calves that mature into 800
to 900 pound steers at two years old
have now replaced the small, cheap
scr.ubs that were formerly on the
farm.
"Scrub calves that were formerly

worth from $4 to $7 at 12 months of
age are supplanted by the grade beef
calves that weigh 450 to 600 pounds
at a year old and sell for $15 to $30
a head.
"Such grade calves have been mar¬

keted for several years by the Bu¬
reau of Animal Industry in the Ala¬
bama cattle-feeding experiments at
prices ranging from $25 to $36 a head
when fattened before being put on the
market. Good profits were made on
raising and feeding them."

Comparative Costs
Mr. Ward has prepared some com¬

parative costs for raising calves and
young stock in various sections of the
country, based on actual results.
The average cost per 100 pounds

raising calf to weaning time was :
$9.10 in corn belt; $7.22 in Pennsyl¬
vania; $3.53 in North Alabama; and
$3.57 in West Alabama. Both Ala¬
bama tests were made with tick-free
stock.
The average cost per 100 pounds to

raise the calf to 12 or 15 months of
age: $11.79 in corn belt; $7.24 in Penn¬
sylvania; $4.41 in North Alabama;
and $4.69 in West Alabama.
The charges included feed, labor,

equipment, taxes, risk, depreciation,
veterinarian fees, bull service and six
per cent interest on investment.
Under tick-free conditions in Flor¬

ida the calves and yearlings can be
raised cheaper than in Alabama and
the packing plants which will be in
operation at Jacksonville and other
Florida cities this winter will afford
a nearby market for good quality beef.
Florida has an abundance of water

and shade. The climate is equable,
with no destructive blizzards. Pastur¬
age in general is plentiful and where
lacking can easily be supplied by for¬
age crops suitable to the different
soils.

The county demonstration agents
will meet at the University of Flor¬
ida, Gainesville, during the week be¬
ginning October 2nd.

don't permit cattle
to waste feed

Do you know how much feed your
animals waste when they are allow¬
ed free run of the corn or velvet
bean fields? They harvest efficient
ly as long as they are hungry, but
once they become full they wander
round and nibble here and there at
will. As a result the feed is knock
ed down and either cornea in con

tact with the ground or is trampled
into it. MoBt of that feed spoils and
even if it is not damaged seriously
the animals will not eat it unless
they are extremely hungry.
E. S. Pace, district agent for the

University of Florida Extension Di
vision, suggests that the animals be
confined by cross fences or allowed
the run of fields only a short time
each day. Some farmers have found
the latter practice profitable, They
turn the animals on the field about
two hours each day. They are usual
ly hungry and do not spend any time
wandering. As soon as they have
filled up they should be remov¬
ed. In this way the feed will last
longer and very little of it will be
wasted.

diversified farming
insures better living

Why will folks persist in following
the single cropping system? A great
deal has been said against the prac¬
tice in recent years and a great deal
more has been said about the results
which follow it. It is at the root of
most of the farm and rural social ills
which exist at present. A great many
men have worked for a solution of
one or more of the results, but Dr.
Bradford Knapp of the United States
Department of Agriculture has sub¬
mitted the formula which gets at the
bottom of the trouble. P. H. Rolfs,
dean of the University of Florida
College of Agriculture, calls attention
to Dr. Knapps safe farming program.
This program haB been published a

great many times, but in view of the
fact that single cropping still exists
it is worth publishing many times
more:

"1, A home garden for every fam¬
ily on the farm. Not less than a
tenth of an acre for garden and half
an acre for potatoes. An acre of
sorghum or cane for the syrup of the
family; the excess cane can be fed.
"2. Produce corn enough to feed

the people and the livestock on the
farm for a year, with a little excess
for safety.
"3. Produce oats and other small

grain to supplement the corn as food
and' to conserve the soil in winter.
"4. Produce hay and other forage

crops sufficient to feed tke livestock
on the farm for one year, not forget¬
ting the legumes which produce hay
and enrich the soil.

6. Produce the meat for the fam
ily by increased attention to poultry
and hogs. Plan to gradually in
crease and breed up the cattle and
other livestock bo as to consume the
otherwise waste products and make
the waste lands productive, Not less
than 25 hens for a renter and 50 for
a land owner would help; 100 would
be better, Set a standard of at least
one sow for every tenant family and
two for every owner, and breed them
carefully and feed them well. Not
less than two milk cows for every

family, the cows properly bred and
fed.

6. When the living has been pro
vided, grow a money crop. If this is
done there will always be a few eggs
and chickens, a pig now and then,
and occasionaliy a steer for sale, and
out of these surplus or sundry prod¬
ucts let us pay the farm expenses."
This program will make for safe

farming. It will relieve the neces

•ity for borrowing money and for
store credit." It will enable farm¬

ers to bank money. It will provide
a better living and conserve soil. It
will make for a more prosperous and
contented population.
Dean Rolfs suggests that every

farmer make preparations to follow
the details of this plan. In Florida
where the planting season lasts prac¬
tically the year around it can be
adopted at any season. The best
season of course is the earliest avail
able, which is now.

Border Rumors Again In Circulation, But
Placing Qf Rolling Stock Has

No Significance

ROUTINE MILITARY DUTIES
Command Shows The Effect Of Many

Weeks Of Hard

Training

Jacksonville.—Forming "in line,"
the last parade of the Second Flor¬
ida infantry at state camp, was one
of the prettiest exhibitions of effi¬
ciency, which the regiment has shown
since its mobilization last June.
Lieut. Col. Sam J. West was in com¬

mand, Col. A. H. Blanding watching
the ceremony from the side lines.
Many visitors in camp saw the parade
and enthusiastically complimented the
regiment on its showing. Weeks of
hard training has transformed a raw
command into a regiment having all
the ear marks of a regular unit.
In this connection it is interesting

to note that following the inspection
of the regiment by regular army of¬
ficers from the inspector general's de¬
partment, one of these officers stated
that the Florida • command was the
best regiment he had seen on his tour,
and he had inspected all of them from
Maine to California.
Rumors were in circulation again re¬

cently that the regiment was soon to
go to the border. The fact that the
Atlantic Coast Line railroad had back¬
ed some cars into a siding at state
camp, perhaps, was responsible for
these rumors, but when officials^ of

the line here were questioned they
stated that the rolling stock was
placed there merely to relieve conges¬
tion in its local yards, as this partic¬
ular equipment was of a surplus na¬
ture. '•

Florida Cities After Meeting
Tallahassee.—Two Florida cities are

among the four already contending for
the 1917 convention of the Atlantic
Deeper Waterways Association, name¬
ly Miami, which was the first to put
in a request, and St. Augustine, Bos¬
ton and Charleston are the other two
contenders, and others are expected to
join in the fight before the meeting,
which will be held in Philadelphia Sep¬
tember 12 to 15, incluive, adjourns.
Miami representatives have estab¬

lished headquarters and are openly
lining up delegates. St. Augustine's
delegates and those of the other cit¬
ies are also in the field.
The Charleston and Boston dele¬

gates, however, have been laying their
plans all winter, and while it is ex¬
pected that the contest will be ulti¬
mately between these two, Miami's
sudden and determined appearance,
St. Augustine's threatening attitude,
and the grim silence of Baltimore and
Newport, who have long harbored a
desire to obtain the convention, prom¬
ises one of the most interesting fights
in the history of the association.

Increase In Celery Acreage
Manatee.—There will be' a much

larger acreage of celery planted here
this season than last. Not less than

seven hundred acres will be planted
in this immediate vicinity. Plants in
seed beds are doing well, notwith¬
standing the Unusually dry weather.
Some of the growers netted more than
one thousand dollars an acre from
their crop last season. The acreage
of beans, cukes, tomatoes, egg plant
and peppers will be about the same
as usual.

Postal Figures Show Gain
Jacksonville.—Gains of 20.3 per cent

in the total receipts and 61 per cent
in money orders paid were made by
the local postofflce during August, ac¬
cording to figures compiled. Total
receipts for August were $44,464.10,
and for the same month last year
were $36,962.55, or a gain of $7,-
501.55 for the month just closed.
The most phenomenal gain, howev¬

er, was made in the paid money or¬
ders. August's record Jumped above
the total for the same month of 1915.
The money orders paid in August,
just closed, totaled $226,832.42, as
against $140,428.41 for the same pe¬
riod of 1915. The increase was $86,-
404.17, or 61 per cent.
The postal receipts month by month

for this year have shown a steady
gain over the same months of 1915,
and are considered a reliable barome¬
ter of local business conditions. In
the money order division the gains
have shown the greatest increase,
each month ranging far above the re¬
ceipt for corresponding periods of the
previous year.

death, Mrs. Inman proved herself a
wonderful helpmate during the long
years of development work undertaken
and carried to a most successful end
by her husband; for, through their
united efforts and persistency, they
managed to accumulate the vast es¬
tate and interests which stand as a
monument to their memory.

Soldiers Get Their Pay
State Camp, Black Point.—Lining up

Provision for this training is
contained in the new army reorganiza¬
tion act with the pay and allowance
given officers and enlisted men of
the regular army of the same grade.
Twelve aero squadrons are to be or¬
ganized in the National Guard.

The Board of Bond Trustees, com¬

posed of C. M. Clayton, of Lakeland;
T. L. Wilson, of Bartow, and W. H.
Lewis, of Fort Meade, held a meeting
at Bartow Monday, and prorated the
proceeds of the bond issue among the
various banks of the county.
Surety bonds were put up by the

banks agregating one and three quarter
ihillion dollars, and 85 per cent, of the
face of these bonds was paid into the
banks, the entire million and a half of
bond money being thus deposited in the
banks of the county. Every bank in
the county joined in furnishing the
bonds and participated in the deposit.
Checks on the New York banks were
given the various banks by the Bond
Trustees for their pro rata deposits.
The money for the road work is now

in Polk county, and nothing remains to
be done except for the contractors to
push their various divisions to com¬
pletion.—Lakeland Telegram.

Work To Begin On Mill
Gainesville.—Work has been started

on a $40,000 plant for the manufac¬
ture of feed and meal, which enter¬
prise promises to be one of the big¬
gest things for Gainesville that has
been started in years. The Diamond
Ice company are the promoters of
this and the plant is to be known
as the Sweet Water Mill, which will
manufacture meal and dairy and
chicken feed, and which will mean
a cash market for all the grain that
can be grown in Alachua county.
Workmen are now on the ground.

Machinery for the mill has been or¬
dered to be shipped December 1, and
the plant will be in operation by
the first Of the new year. From the
time the corn is unloaded from the
wagon or car it will be handled by
the latest automatic machinery. There
will be eight elevators, twelve feet
square by thirty-five feet high, and
will hold 5,000 bushels of grain each.
These elevators will be used for the
storage of white corn for making meal
and yellow corn for making feed, and
wheat and -other grains for making
dairy and chicken feed. The total ca¬
pacity of the elevators will be about
2,000,000 pounds.

To Fix New Hanging Date
Tallahassee.—The supreme court

grant the motion of Attorney Gen¬
eral West to dismiss the writ of error
in the case of Willis Turner, sentenc¬
ed to death in Alachua county for the
murder of a noted turfman, "Dad"
Avery. It appears that the writ of
error was abandoned by attorneys for
Turner until his death warrant had
been forwarded by the governor,
when they again advised their inten¬
tion to prosecute the writ. The writ,
however, was returned to the supreme
court August 15, and the record not be¬
ing forthcoming.

Clay To Hold Fair
Green Cove Springs.—Preparations

for the approaching fair are going for¬
ward and every indication points to a
successful event. The officers . are

busy on the plans and farmers are
getting their exhibits in shape. There
will be a number of exhibits, particu¬
larly along livestock and agricultural
lines.

REPEAL SECTIONS
OF WAR TAX BILL

Collector of Internal Revenue Makes
Explanation for Benefit of Those

Who Are Liable

Jacksonville.—H. H. Lewis, collector
of internal revenue for this district,
gave out a statement explaining in de¬
tail the meaning of the repealing of
schedules A and B of the war tax bill
in order to make it clear to those

heretofore liable for this assessment

just what and how they must act in
reference to documents drawn up be¬
fore and immediately after the repeal
became effective at midnight Septem¬
ber 8.
"The stamps referred to are those

enforced by schedule A, known as
documentary stamps, which include
stamp duties on bonds, debentures,
certificates of indebtedness, certifi¬
cates of stock, transfers of stock,
memoranda of sales for future deliv¬
ery, promissory notes, bills of sale,
bonds indemnifying, etc., certificates
of profit, certificates of damage, cer¬
tificates of any kind required
by law, brokers, memoranda of
sale, conveyances customs, en¬
tries, insurance marine, inland, fire
and lighting, insurance, fidelity and
guaranty, passage tickets, powers of
attorney, including proxies, protests,
telegraph and telephone messages and
parlor car and Pullman berths," he
said.
"Schedule B refers to perfumery,

cosmetics and other similar articles
and the stamps imposed by this sec¬
tions are also repealed.
"It is the construction of the col¬

lector's office that the stamp taxes
imposed under these schedules are
not required upon any of the instru¬
ments or documents executed after
midnight of September 8, but that all
instruments executed prior to that
time are still provisions of the act of
October 22, 1914.
"Stamp taxes have not been repeal¬

ed as to wines and cordials, but the
basis of taxation and the rate ot tax¬
ation have been changed."

Wants $10,000 From State
Jacksonville.—Florida is looked to

by the Democratic national commit¬
tee to contribute $10,000 to the na¬
tional campaign fund, according to
George M. Powell, chairman of the
Florida campaign committee, who re¬
turned from Washington recently.
Mr. Powell in conference with the

national committee head, Henry W.
Morgenthau, in New York recently,
went deeply into the situation and
declared on his return that while the
Democratic party leaders are confi¬
dent of victory, still the "sinews of
war" must be forthcoming to finance
the fight.

Largest White Roll In State
Tampa.—The largest enrollment of

White children of any county in the
state is shown by the annual report
for Hillsborough county from the su¬

perintendent's office. The total en¬
rollment of children is 14,607, of whom
12,229 are white. The number of
white children increased over the pre¬

ceding year by 1,495, and the number
of negro children increased 237.
There are fifteen white an<i five

negro schools in Tampa; four white
and one negro school in West Tampa;
two white and one black in Port Tam¬
pa, and two white and two negro
schools in Plant City.

Crystal Springs.—A number of the

Rifle Matches To Be Held
Jacksonville.—Unless the govern¬

ment makes provisions for sending ri¬
fle teams from each of the regiments
of the National Guard on the border,
the rifle matches of the shooting tour¬
nament of the Nationual Rifle Associa¬
tion at Black Point in October will
not have a large attendance, in the
opinion of interested persons here.
As the matches are held mostly for

National Guardsmen, regular soldiers
and men of the navy, it will depend
upon the government whether the tour¬
nament is as successful as last year
in point of attendance, it is believed.
Some persons believe the govern¬

ment will manage to send teams from
the border, in which case the matches
will be held on as large a scale as
ever before. Over five thousand troops
and teams were here last fall, includ¬
ing the Twenty-third infantry, which
manned the targets and handled the
scores.

This year there wilj be no regiment
to do this work, it is known, and the
problem of manning the targets is
still to be solved. In any event the
matches will be held by both associa¬
tions, following the matches of the
Florida State Rifle Association.

To Raise Drainage Fund
Miami.—Arrangements have been

made for the sale of twenty thousand
acres of land bordering on and adja¬
cent to the course of the Tamlami
Trail, the proceeds from which will
go toward extending the Snapper creek
canal to intersect the Miami-Marco
road canal and such other drainage as
will benefit the territory west and
southwest of Miami.
The survey and work will begin

when $20,000 has been placed to the
credit of the trustees of the Internal
Improvement Fund, arrangements hav¬
ing been made by Capt. J. F. Jaudon
with members of the I. I. Board at
Tallahassee. Captain Jaudon, L. T.
Highleyman and R. E. McDonald will
represent the county commissioners in
the sale.
The plot to be sold consists of 31.25

sections, to be platted and sold in
tracts of twenty acres and more at
prices from $15 to $30 an acre. Con¬
tract receipts will be issued by the
commissioners' committee and deeds
will be issued by the trustees of the
internal improvement fund. The work
is to be carried on under the direction
of the commissioners of the everglades
drainage district.

GERMAN CASUALTIES

TOTAL 3,375,000 MEN

832,000 Of This Number Killed —The
Naval-Colonial Casualties Not

Included, However

London.—German casualties in the
war during the month of August, ac¬
cording to a compilation here from the
German casualty lists, totalled 240,-
900. This brings the German total
since the beginning of the war, as
compiled from the same sources, to
3,375,000. These figures include all
the German nationalities, but do not
include the naval and colonial casual¬
ties.

Killed 832,000
Prisoners .... 165,000
Missing .... 234,000
Wounded . . . .2,144,000 *

Robber Drops Box Containing $8,070
Martin's Ferry, Ohio.—A box con¬

taining $8,070, which was stolen when
two men held up and fatally wounded
Lee Ranking, paymaster for the
Youghiogheny and Ohio Coal compa¬
ny, near here, was found by boys in
a wood a few hundred yards from the
scene of the robbery. The authori¬
ties believe the robbers dropped the
box in order to escape. Harry Bal-
dine of Bellaire, Ohio, who was ar¬

rested as a suspect, was identified by
Paul Pickens, chauffeur of the auto¬
mobile in which the money was be¬
ing carried, as one of the robbers, ac¬
cording to the police.

Urged To Withdraw From The
Washington.—Pressure from politi¬

cal and business quarters is being
brought to bear upon Secretary Baker
and administration officials generally
to withdraw National Guard organiza¬
tions from the border. Members of
congress, business houses and friends
and relatives of Guardsmen have del¬
uged the department the last few days
with requests for the release of the
militia. The department has inform¬
ed all inquirers that action will be
taken as soon as practicable.

Over 50 U. S. Warships In Maneuvers
Old Point Comfort, Va.—Fifty-odd

dreadnaughts, pre-dreadnaughts, de¬
stroyers and supply ships of the At¬
lantic fleet steamed from Hampton
Roads for the southern drill grounds
off the Virginia capes to engage in
what naval officers say will be the
most important battle maneuvers and
target practice ever held by the fleet.
The preliminary drills and big gun
firing were held last week and the
ships have been (stripped down to
actual battle trim for the more stren¬
uous work ahead of them.
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THE McMULLEN-PEN-
DLETON CONTROVERSY

We know very little about Kent
Pendleton, Superintendent of the
State Anti-Saloon League, except
what we have read in the papers
recently (and that for the most
part has been of a very uncom

plimentary character), but we have
known the Hon. Don C. McMul
len for several years, and believe
that he has done more for the pro¬
hibition cause than the said Pen
dleton or any other man in the
state.

stood by the organization.
If the State Anti-Saloon League

wishes to retain the confidence
of the prohibitionists of Florida
the present Superintendent should
be put out of office at once, and
perhaps the liquor interests will
give him a job which he is better
fitted for.
If the organization refuses to dis¬

charge Pendleton we would ap¬
prove of Mr. McMullen's inten¬
tion to resign his office and refuse
futher connection with the League.
The Anti-Saloon League has

accomplished much toward the
extermination of the liquor traffic
and we hope that wiser council
will prevail in this matter and the
good work of the organization
carried on as heretofore.

TRUCK GARDENING

Both
will be stationed here and will be
used in training on the river. Each
steamer has a steaming radius of 400
miles.

Phophate Moving From State
Plant City.—From authoritative re¬

ports the railways handled out of
Plant City territory during August,
1916, 1,113 cars of phosphate, which
was a small increase over August,
1915. The hard rock miners suffered
most by the war, yet will profit in
the future, since a home market has
been opened up for pebble phosphate
that is mined in this part of Florida.
It is almost impossible to get the

figures on the shipments of phosphate
since there are available here, but the
shipment records of the week ending
Septmber 9 show a much heavier
movement through Plant City to Port
Tampa than in some time. Two hun¬
dred cars passed through this city in
one day toward Port Tampa.

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TICKS REDUCE MILK QUANTITY

Florida Is strewn with the wreckage of rusty, empty condensed milk
cans, resulting from the devastating storm of cattle ticks which have al¬
most ruined the dairy industry of this state. This photograph, taken on
a Florida dump, shows very meagerly a little of the actual loss. The tick-
free communities which benefit from our disaster, as shown by labels on
the empty cans in this pile are: Seattle, Washington; Aylmer, Ontario,
Canada; Jefferson, New London, and Manawa, Wisconsin; Highlands,
Illinois; Indianapolis, Indiana; Mlllhall, Pennsylvania; Cooperstown, and
New York City, New York.
"It's an ill wind that blows nobody

good," is an old axiom.
Even though the windstorm causes

disaster and great financial loss it
usually benefits some one.
A great many people have wondered

why cattle ticks were created to handi¬
cap the dairy and beef industries of
those districts where the ticks have
been permitted to thrive.
The answer seems to be, in part,

that while the presence of cattle ticks
in Florida causes disaster to the dairy
industry of the state, they help to
make dairy farmers prosperous in
many of the northern states, through
the great amount of condensed milk
which we buy from those districts.
Dairy communities are prosperous

communities in tick-free states, where
the farmers get all of the milk a cow
can produce from the feed she con¬
verts into blood for that purpose-

Ticks Reduce Milk Yield
The United States census reports

show that back as far as the year
1899, Florida cows were rated as the
lowest in the country, for average milk
production per dairy cow, with 122
gallons per year.
But in the ten year period inter¬

vening between that and the last cen¬

sus, the average milk production of
Florida dairy cows dropped down to
108 gallons per cow per year, or a
loss of 11.5 per cent in ten years,
chargeable to the cattle ticks which
have continued to stunt the growth
of our calves and heifers, while draw¬
ing large quantities of blood from their
veins.

This explains why dairying has not
been profitable in Florida under tick-
infestation conditions, and why
much condensed milk is shipped into
the state each month to supply our
actual requirements.
It also explains why Florida is not

more prosperous, the great amount of
money spent for our yearly supply of
condensed milk being gone from the
state forever, to help northern farm¬
ers buy luxuries.
It looks like there is going to be an

end to dairying on Florida farms if
the ticks are not eradicated, for the
farmers cannot raise ticks on their
cattle and get satisfactory yields of
milk at the same time.

Schools Will Have Tick Day
Cattle ticks have thrived in Florida

because the people never have given
much thought to getting rid of them,
but progressive farmers and business
men have awakened to the real im¬
portance of tick eradication work to
the dairy industry and prosperity of
this state, resulting in much tick erad¬
ication work having been started this
year.
Arrangements are being made for

Tick Day in the schools, on October
13th, when special exercises and study
of damage done by cattle ticks, as well
as some other pests and diseases, will
be featured in every public school in
the state.
Watch this newspaper for additional

information about the event and in
the meantime take an inventory of
damage the ticks have caused in this
community, and see if you want this
ill-wind to continue blowing for the
benefit of dairy farmers hundreds of
miles away

From inquiries we expect
a great many visitors during the com¬
ing season.

Department Makes Report
Tampa.—The war department's re>

port favoring an appropriation of $1,-
425,000 for the improvement of Tam¬
pa's harbor, told in a Washington dis¬
patch, is regarded as signal recogni¬
tion of the natural advantages of the
harbor here. Coming to the house
with the war department's approval
after the rivers and harbors bill has
been disposed of and appropriation
made for work in the bay, it takes on
an extraordinary nature which is
thought to presage greater work In
the harbor here.

New Artesian Well
St. Augustine.—The people are well

pleased over the flow from the new
test well, recently driven to augment
the water supply. The new well has
been drilled to a depth of 256 feet and
a flow of 718 gallons per minute has
been secured. The calculation shows
over a million gallons a day, which
is entirely satisfactory and considera¬
bly greater than the other wells now
in service. The water is soft and
pleasant to the taste, and it is ex¬

pected that the analysis will show it
to be suitable for all purposes.

The neglected wound is the one that
gives trouble. Small wounds are
usually neglected because they are
small, but they should be treated as
carefully as a large wound, Pin pricks,
scratches or small cuts are more likely
to cause trouble than larger wounds
because they are inaccessible and do
not attract much attention until they
become infected. Pricks from small
instruments such as pins, wires, nails
or splinters are especially dangerous
since infection is carried beneath the
skin and causes trouble after the skin
has healed.
Every farmer should keep some dis¬

infectant on hand with which to treat
wounds not only on his own body but
on the bodies of his animals. Among
the best and accepted disinfectants for
such purposes, according to Dr. E. R.
Flint, professor of Chemistry in the
University of Florida, are tincture of
iodine, creolin, and hydrogen peroxide.
Iodine is especially good because it is
penetrating and it is being used exten¬
sively on the battle fields of Europe
now. Creolin is also good and will de¬
stroy any disease organisms with which
it comes in contact.
In case none of these is at hand,

turpentine may be substituted altho it
is not so good as the others. In any
event do not neglect a wound no mat¬
ter how small it may be. Hundreds of
people die each year of blood poisoning
and lockjaw as a result of small wounds.
It is especially dangerous for farmers
to neglect injuries since they are brot
more closely in contact with the soil in
which lockjaw organisms live. If the
wound is deep it will pay to see a phy¬
sician so he can drain it and cleanse it
thoroughly.

TRY ABRUZZI RYE
THIS WINTER

Abruzzi rye is one of the most
promising crops for winter cover or
for grain that is grown in the state.
Perhaps it has passed the promising
stage, for every farmer who has tried
it is pleased with the results. E. S,
Pace, district agent for the University
of Florida Extension Division, has been
recommending this rye and he has in¬
duced a number of farmers to try it.
In every case reported to him the trial
has been successful.
The seed is expensive and if farmers

do not wish to sow a large quantity be¬
fore testing it, they may plant a seed
plot and grow their own seed while
they are making the test. If the rye
is to be used for a winter cover and
grazing it should be sown between the
middle of September and the middle of
October. For grain best results will
be had when it is sown during the first
two weeks in November.

Bulgar-German Drive Continues In Rou-
mania And Silistra Is Taken

On The Danube

AUSTRIANS ARE IN RETREAT
Roumanians Reported To Have Lost

Heavily When Bulgars And Ger¬
mans Captured Turtukai

London-—Continuing their advance
In western Dobrudja, the German and
Bulgarian forces have captured the
old Bulgarian fortress of Silistra,
which lies on the eastern bank of the
Danube, about twenty-five miles north¬
east of Turtukai and sixty miles east
of Bucharest, the capital of Rouma-
nia, and about an equal distance to
the south of the Constanza-Bucharest
railway line. The capture of the fort¬
ress is announced by the Berlin war
office, which adds that the Rouma¬
nians and Russians fighting in Dobrud¬
ja apparently have suffered very con¬
siderable losses during the last few
days of fighting.
In Banat, north of Orsova, how¬

ever, the Roumanians are keeping up
their advance against the Austrians,
having compelled the Austrian right
wing, after it had pushed them back
two and half miles, to withdraw to its
former position under a strong counter
attack.
Attempts by the Roumanians to ad¬

vance against heights west of Ssik
Szereda were repulsed. In southern
Bukowina, near the junction of the
Hungarian and Roumanian borders,
the Germans are in contact with the

Roumanians.
Patrbl engagements and bombard¬

ments continue to feature the fighting
on the Macedonian front. The Bulga¬
rians, according to Paris, have been
forced to abandon several trenches in
the district east of Veterenik, while
the British have shelled Jenikoi and
Nevolyen and made a raid on the
Doiran front.
In Albania the Italians in the Av-

lona sector have taken with opposition
several Austrian points of vantage.

W. H. Garletts has closed a deal for
the lot on the southeast corner of
Central Avenue and Fourth St., and
will begin the erection of a five room
bungalow upon the property at once.

Rush Orders To Federalize 8oldier«
Jacksonville.—That the local troops

of the National Guard of Florida must
be federalized at once or else they
will not be allowed to participate in
tho federal allotment this year, is the
gist of instructions received here. In¬
structions from General Foster to pro¬
ceed at once with the federalization
were received by Major Covington. A
meeting of officers was held and plans
worked out for rushing the soldiers
through. It is imperative that the fed¬
eralization be completed at once.

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DRAINAGE PLANS
ARE APPROVED

Will Mean the Drainage of 350,0(10
Acres of Land in Four

Counties

Jacksonville.—Final plans for the
drainage of the upper St. Johns dis¬
trict have been approved in Washing¬
ton at a conference between the chief
of engineers for the war department
and officials of the district. The ap¬
proval of the plans means the drain¬
age of 265,000 acres of land lying in
Brevard, Osceola, Orange and St. Lu¬
cie counties. It also means tfye drain¬
age of probably 100,000 acres not di¬
rectly in the district, taking care, in
all, of well over 350,000 acres.
Plans for the district hit the first

snag when Maj W. B. LaDue, corps of
engineers here, refused to accept the
proposition as outlined by the engi¬
neers. Several conferences were held
and Major LaDue went to Washing¬
ton. It was contended that by di¬
verting excess water from the St.
Johns to the Indian river there was

danger of affecting navigation in the
upper St. Johns, or flooding the Indian
river country. These obstructions, how¬
ever, were overcome by the engineers
at the conference.
It probably will cost between two

and a half million and three million
dollars to complete the drainage as
planned and approved at this late date
by the government. Two years at
least will be necessary to cut canals
and complete the actual physical work.
The result, however, will be the open¬
ing of two hundred and sixty-five thou¬
sand acres of land which is now prac¬
tically worthless for agriculture, some
of it being inundated constantly.
The increase in this property value

will be more than twenty-five million
dollars, it is estimated, through drain¬
age.
The next step in the plans is to

apportion the benefits individual land
owners will receive from the drainage
of the district and to levy proportion¬
ate taxes. This work probably will
take three months, and it is estimated
at the local office of the engineering
company that actul work should start
within six months.
The Upper St. Johns Drainage Dis¬

trict was organized under the drainage
law of 1913, under which most of the
successful districts in Florida have
been formed.

Standard Of Citrus Fruits
Jacksonville.—Florida's department

for fruit inspection has set the stand¬
ard to which all citrus fruit grown in
the United States, or imported, must
now conform. This state inaugurated
the inspection last year, and good re¬
sults have been evident ever since.
The inspection season will begin this
month, and inspectors are now quali¬
fying for work. They will only pass
upon such fruit as may be found in
packing houses prepared, or being pre¬
pared for shipment, and conforming
with the analysis, rules and regula¬
tions prescribed by the national and
state authorities for the last shipping
season.

The rules require that there shall
be eight parts of total solids to one
part of anhydrous citric acid for or¬
anges, and seven parts total solids
to one part of acid for grapefruit. The
sample shall consist of the mixed
juice of twelve average fruit, which
sample shall include the smallest
sizes and most immature as well as

the largest and most mature fruit.
In case the fruit shows to be above
the U. S. standard, the inspector shall
inform the shipper of the fact that
the sample is mature, and pass the lot
for shipment. If it fails to pass the
standard, the fruit shall be attached
and placed in the hands of the sher¬
iff. Inspectors are not permitted to
pass upon fruit on the trees in any
capacity. The inspection season shall
continue until discontinued by order
of the national authorities, after i the
full maturity of the crop. The inspec¬
tion order is endorsed by R. E. Rose,
state chemist, and W. A. McRae, state
commissioner of agriculture.

30 per cent increase in the acreage
this season and the celery delta will
produce the largest shipments ever
sent from this market. Early celery
is being set in the field now and Octo¬
ber 1 will see evidences of much prog¬
ress.

Census Shows Rural Population
Tallahassee.—According to the fig¬

ures compiled by the state census
board seventy-one Incorporated cities
have a population of 1,000 or more,
while there are 123 incorporated
towns with populations under the
1,000 mark.

The census clearly
shows that the state is made up most
of rural population and is not a state
of cities. The state also boasts of the
oldest town in the United States, St.
Augustine, eleventh in size.

Advise Against Miakka Project
Jacksonville. — Government engi¬

neers have submitted adverse recom¬

mendations on the question of im¬
proving the Miakka river. The Man¬
atee county project will, therefore,
fall through unless appeal is made
to the permanent board of engineers
In continuous session in Washington
for a reversal of the report of the
resident district engineer. The no¬
tice of the adverse recommendation
submitted to the war department at
Washington, reads as follows:
It having come to the notice of the

undersigned that you have expressed
an interest In the pending proposition
for the improvement of Miakka river,
Florida, you are hereby informed that
the report thereon, authorized by the
act of congress, approved March 4,
1915, has been made, and Is unfavor¬
able to the improvement. The prin¬
cipal grounds upon which the adverse
conclusions are based are, that owing
to the lack of water in the dry season,
the improvement would probably re¬
quire the construction of locks and
dams and the cost would be greatly
in excess of what seems warranted by
the small commerce now existing or In
prospect.; that even If the river were
Improved as desired, It would not
prove a useful or advantageous water
route as it runs in the wrong direc¬
tion, and freight handled by it would
be subject to a longer rail haul than
if handled from railroad stations
nearer Miakka valley points; that the
amount of freight offered by the Miak¬
ka valley would not be sufficient to
affect transportation conditions at
Charlotte harbor points where all farm
products and farm supplies are now
handled by rail; and that the proteit

Some time ago
the schooner arrived and made the re¬

port unofficially. Government offi¬
cials learned of this and called on the
captain by orders from the department
and he was told to appear before the
district attorney and make a sworn
statement of the Incident.

Quantities Of War Material And Large
Number Of Prisoners Fall Into

Hands Of The Allies

London.—German positions exceed¬
ing four miles length were captured by
the British and French armies in the
continuation of their offensive north
and south of the Somme river in
France. In addition quantities of war
material and a large number of pris¬
oners fell into the hands of the en¬

tente allies—700 prisoners being taken
by the French alone. Heavy counter
attacks against the British were re¬

pulsed with large losses to the Ger¬
mans, according to London.
Near Thiepval the British took a

fortified position over a front of a
mile known as "The Danube trench;"
near Courcelette an advance of about
1,000 yards was made, and finally the
strongly-defended position at the Mou-
quet farm, over which there had been
numerous hard-fought battles
To the south of the river the French

pushed back the Germans and occu¬
pied the remainder of the towns of
Vermandovillers and Berny still In
their hands and also captured all the
ground between Varmandovillers and
Deniecourt and between Denlecourt
and Berny, the gain being over a front
running northeast two miles and
thence east another mile.

Only Sister Of Wilson Passes Away
New London, Conn.—Mrs. Anne E.

Howe, only sister of President Wil¬
son, died in a local hotel here. Mrs.
Howe had been extremely ill for about
a week with peritonitis and the end
had been expected at any moment.
Mrs. Howe came from her Philadel¬
phia home in the early summer with
her niece, Miss Margaret Wilson, the
daughter of the president, stopping at
a summer hotel in the suburbs. Her
health had long been impaired. When
her condition became grave, she was
taken to a city hotel

Seth Low Is Dead In New York City
New York.—Seth Low, former may¬

or of Greater New York, and one¬

time president of Columbia Universi¬
ty, died at his country home. Broad-
brook Farm, Bedford Hills, N. Y.,' at
the age of 66 years. He had been ill
several months of a complication of
diseases. Mr. Low's most recent ac¬

tivities were exerted in an effort to
find a solution of the differences be¬
tween the railroad brotherhoods and
the railroads. He had long been con¬
sulted by heads of the brotherhoods.
His death resulted from a breakdown.

To Raise Hampshire Hogs
Jacksonville.—Marion county has

started out right with her pig clubs.
The bankers of Ocala and other Mar¬
ion county towns have put up the
money for the boys, as well as the
farmers, and all have mutually agreed
that but one breed of pigs shall ,be
grown. The breed is known as the
Hampshire. The first carload arrived
recently from Indiana and the second
carload is expected soon.

Speaking of the advisability of rais¬
ing one breed of hogs in any locality,
C. K. McQuarrie, state agent for the
University of Florida, extension divi¬
sion, recently said:
"The farmers, pig club members and

bankers of Marion county have taken
a step which will be beneficial not only
to themselves but to the whole county
as well. By raising a given breed of
hogs they will be able to market ad¬
vantageously. They will have no
trouble In marketing in carload lots.
They will obtain uniformity, which
means an increase in price. A car¬
load of hogs of a given breed, quality,
size and color will bring firom a half-
cent to a cent more a pound than a
mixed lot of the same quality and
size.
"Furthermore, farmers will be able

to trade sires or to buy them co-oper¬
atively. This will save hundreds of
dollars when the whole county is con¬
sidered."

ViLLA IS ROUTED
WITH HEAVY LOSS

Six Hundred Of The Bandit's Followers
Killed In Attack On Chihuahua

City

MANY REPORTED CAPTURED
General Trevino Wounded While Di¬

recting His Troops In Defense
Of The Town

Chihuahua City, Mexico.—Villa's
own troops executed a surprise at¬
tack on Chihuahua in the dark of the
morning, which, although successfully
initiated, ended in a complete vic¬
tory for the de facto government
troops under General Trevino, who re¬
ceived a flesh wound In the left fore¬
arm under the fire.
At 3:30 o'clock, during a heavy rain,

and while the people were asleep, af¬
ter the festivities of two nights in
honor of the Mexican Independence
Day, the Villa forces entered the town
in two columns. One made straight
for the penitentiary, where Jose Ynez
Salazar, the amnestied rebel on trial
for plotting against the government,
and politcal prisoners were released.
Others rushed for the government
buildings and federal palace, drivng
out the small Carranza guard.
General Trevino, rushing his troops

to vantage points, covered the govern¬
ment buildings with rifles and ma¬
chine guns. He then took personal
command of the artillery at Santa
Rosa and by a few well-directed shots
made the buildings untenable. The
bandits, cauhgt under the double fire,
fled out of the city to the northwest,
leaving more than a hundred dead
behind.
The fleeing Villa followers at Nom-

bre de Dios ran into the forces of
General Ramos, which General Trevi¬
no had placed there to cut off the re¬
treat. Ramos continued the pursuit
with heavy loss to the bandits.
Although in command of the attack

Villa did not enter the city with his
troops. The streets around the gov¬
ernment buildings are strewn with
dead men and horses, while wounded
bandits continue to be brought in.
A large number of former adherents

of Villa and Orozco are among the
dead. Marcelo Caraveo, once a gen¬
eral under Orozco, was taken prisoner,
which proves the complicity of other
factions with Villa.
General Trevino received his wound,

which is not serious, while directing
the fire of the field guns. He remained
with his men, however, throughout the
fight. It is reported that not a single
government soldier deserted his post
during „ the fight.
Advices from El Paso said Villa had

attacked Chihuahua with 600 (men
and penetrated part of the city, but
was driven out with heavy losses. The
men taken prisoner by the Constitu¬
tionalist army were immediately put
to deatti, the dispatch added.

Large Tarpon Is Caught
Jacksonville.—Tarpon fishing in the

St. Johns river this season no doubt
has surpassed that of any previous
season and the sport has really put
the St. Johns on the map as a field
for the big game fish. For many years
certain places throughout the length
of the stream have been used for feed¬
ing' grounds by the tarpon and fre¬
quently fish have been caught. This
season the catches have been regular
and so frequent that the sport is being
sought in many localities over the riv¬
er's course. It is reported that a 120-
pound tarpon was landed by T. S.
Scoggins after an hour's battle.

tick eradication article? Ask your
groceryman how much condensed milk
he sells each week to farmers and
townspeople, and figure how much
money goes out of this community to
Wisconsin and other states for that
commodity, just because the cattle
ticks reduce yield of milk from our
cows.
"The South is a good customer of

Wisconsin, but I would like to see
the South reap the benefits of its own
advantages and enterprise," was the
statement made by A. J. Glover, edit¬
or of Hoard's Dairyman, at the an¬
nual meeting of the Southern Cattle¬
men's Association, in Shreveport, Lou-,
isiana, last month.
"Dairying has proven to be the

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MAKE THE FARM MIXTURE RIDS
PRODUCE YOUR LIVING HOGS OF WORMS

Every dollar that is spent for
something that can be grown on the
farm is wasted, and the farmer who
can ill afford to lose that dollar is

the one who most frequently throws
it away. Goodness knows the poor
man has enough trouble without this
indictment, but he must face the
facts. Not a farmer in the state
raises as much food for his own table
as he should. This is particularly
true of the poor man.
With all his work and sweat and

his efforts to get along, he contri¬
butes further to his own poverty ev¬
ery time he gives a coin from his
emaciated purse in exchange for
something he can grow.
Ask one of these farmers why he

does not grow more products for
home consumption, why he does not
adopt certain methods or why he
does not grow livestock. His an¬
swer will be the universal one. He
hasn't the money. Now what reply
can be made to an answer of that
kind? Of course it is the lack of
money that makes him poor. Dr. A.
H. Logan, veterinary field agent for
the United States Department of Ag¬
riculture, who is stationed at the
University of Florida, urges such
farmers to raise everything possible
that they consume and they can save
the money which they usually pay
the grocer. With that money they
can make the needed improvements
and lift themselves out of the rut.

Every hog raiser is troubled at
some time with intestinal worms in
his herd. This is especially true in
Florida where the parasites are pre¬
valent. Farmers have been accus¬

tomed to depend on proprietary
compounds to rid their hogs of
worms. They usually pay a fancy
price for these conditioners and even
tho they are beneficial they are no
better than the following which can
be made at home at very small cost:
Santonin, 8 grains: areconut, 2

drams: calomel, 1 grain; sodium
bicarbonate, 1 dram. This quantity
is recommended for a hog weighing
100 pounds by Dr. A. H. Logan, vet¬
erinary field agent for the United
States Bureau of Animal Industry,
who is stationed at the University of
Florida. Larger or smaller hogs
should receive proportionate amounts.
Where a number of hogs are to
treated they should be divided into
lots of twenty. The powder should
be mixed with a little moist ground
feed and given in a way so that each
hog will receive its share. Food
should be witheld twenty hours be¬
fore the medicine is given. One treat'
ment is usually enough to rid the
animals of internal parasites, but
another can be given in three weeks
if necessary.
The following mixture will help to

keep the animals in condition and it
contains practically the ingredients
which are contained in high priced
condition powders: Charcoal, 1J
bushels: common salt, 4 pounds

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Shortage Of Vegetables
Jacksonville.—Shortage of vegeta¬

ble crops in northern states may
prove a harbinger of good to Florida
growers this fall as conditions now

point to high prices for all winter
Vegetables on account of the cold
spring and summer and a super¬
abundance of rain in New England,
New York and other northeastern
states.
Seeds decayed in the ground, seed¬

lings were destroyed, beds were
downed and the earth packed so hard
that the seedlings could not push
through. Prices for seedlings have
reached a new high price level, and
in some sections they cannot be
bought at any price. Cabbage and
cauliflower beds are far short of the
usual acreage. Plants are selling for
$2 a thousand and those having them
are holding out for still higher prices.
In some states the crop is reported
to be 60 per cent of normal. Cauli¬
flower growers have suffered an un¬

precedented slump in production and
the crop will be short at best. Cel¬
ery plant beds in northeastern states
have suffered extensively and the
Florida crop is expected to fill the
shortage.
Florida growers of cucumbers, of

melons, squash, tomatoes, eggplant
and peppers are now having an oppor¬
tunity to reap a harvest on account
of the anticipated shortage in other
states, and they are looked to to pro¬
duce a bumper crop this year and
again help to feed the country.

Prizes For Big Fish
St. Petersburg.—Additional prizes

for big flsh landed probably will be
offered by the St. Petersburg Tarpon
club next season. T. W. Westofl, sec¬
retary of the club, has written to reel
and line manufacturers, asking them

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CRATE MILL
IN OPERATION

New Industry Begins to Turn Out
Material Monday Morning - Will Make
Fruit and Vegetable Crates

The new crate mill installed by the
Lake Wales Manufacturing Co. is now
in operation, though all the machinery
has not yet been set up, and the full
force will not be put to work until next
week when about fifty men will be em¬
ployed.
The company has erected two large

buildings. The mill building which
contains the machinery is 75x156 feet,
and the wareroon which will be used
for the storage of the products is 60x150
feet.
In addition to these structures is i

long steam room containing four cham
bers, where the logs are placed to be
softened before being run through the
knives and cut up into suitable thick
nesses for the many varieties of boxes
and crates manufactured.
Hundreds of feet of drying racks

have been erected, which will hold
material enough for the manufacture
of 15,000 orange boxes.
C. O. Densford, one of the partners

connected with the enterprise states
that the plant will have a capacity
when under full operation of two car¬
loads of orange boxes a day.
At the present time they are work¬

ing on an order of 8,000 crates for egg
plants, and the latter part of the week
will start on the manufacture of orange
and grapefruit boxes.
In addition to these, the plant will

turn out fruit and vegetable crates of
all descriptions as well as hampers and
boxes of all sizes.
There is an abundance of lumber for

the making of the crates in this neigh¬
borhood, and the plant is located at the
junction of the Seaboard and Atlantic
Coast Line tracks, so that the facilities
for shipping will be of the best.
This industry will bring many new

people into Lake Wales, and be the
means of advertising the town to a
considerable extent.

Tjie last block was knocked
from under the ship, and, while thou¬
sands cheered, the deep-throated
blasts of numerous craft in the har¬
bor sqluted the birth of the first Tam¬
pa-built all-steel steamer.

New Masonic Temple Planned
Miami.—Plans are now on foot in

Miami for the erection of a Masonic
Temple, entailing a cost of $75,000,
according to a report from a joint
committee of the Masonic lodges of
Miami and Biscayne Bay.
It is understood that the plans have

already been approved and the com¬
mittee is now seeking the right loca¬
tion. The lodges will incorporate and
sell bonds in denominations as low as

$100, that every Mason in Miami may
able to have an interest in the

temple.

A gang of men have been placed at
work on the outskirts of Bartow on the
road leading to Lake Wales.

Jacksonville.— Three months in
camp, the Second Florida regiment
has made a record which at once in¬
spired the enlisted men and officers
and caused praise from regular army
inspecting officers.
Florida's Second regiment has been

declared the best in every point of
consideration, in the East. This com¬

pliment was passed by a United States
army inspection officer, who, after
spending several days at the Black
Point camp, spoke words of highest
praise for the Florida contingent.
During the three months these Flori¬

da men have spent at Black Point the
command has come up from a body of
raw troops, poorly disciplined, poorly
drilled, only partly unifoimed, to the
best contingent of the Department of
the East. This is a record in which
both officers and enlisted men take
pride.
Nestled beneath the ancient oaks

that shade the bend where the St.
Johns sweeps in a classic curve, hun¬
dreds of dun colored tents aligned in
company streets house nearly twelve
hundred members of the citizen sol¬
diery. From early morning, when first
the sun begins to penetrate the leafy
canopy above these canvas homes, un¬
til "taps" at night, when all retire to
their cots for rest well earned, the
regular army routine is followed.
The days are filled with routine du¬

ties—but the kind of duties that have
brought out. long dormant muscles,
broadened shoulders and increased
chest expansion; duties that have kept
"office men" in the open air and have
bronzed cheeks that were bleached by
too much indoors. That is partly what
Black Pqint and the last three months
have done for'the men of the Second
Florida.

Camp Life Healthy
That life in camp is healthy is shown

by t-he hospital corps' report. Major
M. H. Axline, commandant of the Sec¬
ond regiment medical corps, is au¬

thority for the statement that only
about one per cent of the men in camp
report sick for medical attention. This
percentage is considerably lower than
that of the regular army command on
the border, and is somewhat below the
record of guard troops which have
been sent to patrol the international
boundary.
The guard troops have shown the

Cleanest health records recently, their
percentage of sick reports going con¬
siderably below those of the regular
army commands. Records kept for
three consecutive weeks of sick re¬

ports of border commands show for
the week ending August 5, 2.45 per
cent of the men in- the regular army
on border duty reported for medical
attention, and 1,14 per cent of the
Guard troops. For the week ending
August 12, 2.38 per cent of regular
and 1.21 of the Guard received medical
attention.

MANY AUTOISTS
COMING SOUTH

According to Chairman David Joyce,
of the American Automobile Associa¬
tion Touring Board the last two years
have witnessed the commencement of
real automobile touring in this county.
"Previous to last year a transconti-

nentalist was looked upon by friends
as either foolhardy or exceptionally
rash," says Chairman Joyce, "but 1915
saw more thousands cross the continent
in automobiles than had toured a

stretch of three or four states less than
five years ago.
"There is also a like condition of

travel flow between the North and the
South, that saw its real beginning in no¬
ticeable numbers last Fall. Previous to
that time there was a venturesome one

now and then who braved the reported
road horrors, only to find the trip free
from hardships, although presenting
some discomforts. But road improve¬
ments in the South were so many in
1915 that the American Automobile As¬
sociation Touring Bureau, both in New
York City and at the national head¬
quarters in Washington, handled more
cars last Fall and this gpring than all
previous years combined. This year has
seen many miles of improved road
added to the route, with the result
that, early as it is, the inquiries for
route information and maps to Florida
and the Gulf Coast points indicate that
the entire motoring North is preparing
to migrate South for the winter.

Planning a Read Program
Jacksonville.—Planning a program

the carrying out of which will give
Florida a system of roads second to
none in the country, the state road
department is seeking the co-operation
of every person in the state and will
go before the 1917 session of the leg¬
islature asking for laws which will
place Florida in the front rank of
progress along highway construction.
The plans of the state road depart¬

ment are here outlined in full for
the first time:
Full power over all main highways.
Consolidation of all automobile taxes

into one tax.
Six hundred of the state convicts to

be used in road work.
Power to maintain a road patrol sys¬

tem.
With such powers the road depart¬

ment will be in a position to carry
out its program in its entirety, to
build and maintain main highways at
the least cost and to co-operate with
counties in the building of lateral
highways.
This will mean that road building in

Florida will come under one head in
the general, though it will not take
from the county commission boards
their powers along this line except in¬
sofar as county operations concern the
main trunk highways.

Automobile Taxes
Under the present system automo¬

bile owners in Florida must provide
themselves with five separate and dis¬
tinct licenses, and three license tags.
The licenses are:

1. State registry fee.
2. State and county license.
3. City license.
4. Personal tax, state and county.
5. Personal tax, city.
It is the idea of the road depart¬

ment that all these taxes should be
consolidated, so that the automobile
owner paying once would pay for all,
and eliminating the necessity of car¬
rying three license tags.
The department has not yet decided

PLANT A TREE

About the homes in many
towns in Florida there is a no¬

table lack of interest in planting
ornamentals and shade trees.

More or less elaborate houses and
bungalows are built as homes for
their owners as well as to rent

but very often no effort is made
to grow shade trees on the premi¬
ses. Aside from the protection
afforded from the heat of the
summer sun a few good shade
trees add materially to the value
of residence property. Some
varieties of Eucalyptus make fair¬
ly good shade trees and grow
rapidly, often attaining a height
of twenty-five feet or more in
two years' time. We are not
lacking for varieties of trees and
many that are growing wild near
most every community can be
transplanted with good results if
proper care is used.—Fla. Farm
and Homeseeker.

Tremendous Corn Crop
Leesburg.—A single corn crop

grown on muck Jands near here con¬
tains an estimated yield of not less
than 85,000 bushels, valued at $80,-
750, which is about ten time the
cost of production. This cornfield con¬
tains one thousand acres, located on
the Ocklawaha river in the tract of
the young muck farms.
There are now over five thousand

acres drained and ready for cultiva¬
tion in this territory. A total of 17,-
000 acres of this rich land will be re¬

claimed, and it is said to rival any
of the best corn lands In the West.
The expense of producing this crop of
corn is estimated to be $8,028. Besides
the corn crop, crops of cowpeas, rice,
navy beans, dasheens and sorghum
were raised at the same time, the rice
crop alone being valued at $9,000, an
average of 85 bushels being raised to
the acre.

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TEXAS FEVER IMMUNITY
IS VARIABLE QUANTITY

"Cattle ticks are the greatest foes of South's stockmen," was the key¬
note thought in speech of E. K. Middleton, Pocahontas, Mississippi, presi¬
dent of the Southern Cattlemen's Association, at the opening of their
fourth annual convention in Shreveport, Louisiana, on August 16.
"Ignorance and the cattle ticks are the only known enemies of the

live stock industry. With these two influences removed, the cattle prob¬
lem will be solved in the South."
Texas fever immunity is a variable quantity in cattle which have had

the disease. Government officials who have given close study to rais¬
ing cattle in tick-infested territory have proved that immunized cows
do suffer from Texas fever which results iii deaths.

The following statements are re¬

printed from Farmers' Bulletin No.
147:
"The common tick, margaropus

annulatus, infests the cattle through¬
out the greater part of Florida.
While maturing/ each tick abstracts
a definite amount of blood from an

ani'mal, and to that degree injures it.
The quantity of blood abstracted is
many times the weight of the ticks
when grown, for these represent only
that part of the solids and fluids of
the blood which may be converted
into the tissues of the tick, the re¬
maining solids and fluids being re¬
jected.
Ticks Carry Texas Fever Germs.
"But the greatest disturbance cre¬

ated by the tick seems to be, not in
the amount of Mood abstracted, but
in the fact that it is the carrier of
the germ of Texas fever which it
transmits to cattle. When cattle
that have never become accustomed
to ticks are infested they become
very sick and usually die. This may
occur anywhere, either within or
without the tick-infested region. As
time passes the important fact that
no cattle in the quarantined area of
the South are ever safe from the ef¬
fects of Texas fever, either in its
acute or chronic form, becomes more
and more impressed upon those who
have to study the affected cattle."
In a milk yield experiment at An¬

thony Farms, Anthony, Florida, gov¬
ernment officials used 20 immunized
cows, keeping 10 of the number free
from ticks by spraying with arsenical
solution, while the other 10 cows were
permitted to become tick-infested.
"The temperatures of the tick-in¬

fested cattle were higher than the
checks and nearly always above nor¬
mal.
"Cow 15, that became most heav¬

ily infested, was a large red brindle
cow. She seemed to resist the effects
of the ticks until toward the end of
the experiment, but finally failed rap¬
idly in giving milk and died within a
week after the close of the experi¬
ment.

"Cow 20 was infested almost as

heavily as cow 15. Her milk failed
quite early in the experiment. She

presented a dejected appearance for
some time but later recuperated and
held her weight to the end.
"Cows 13, 16, and 17 were infested

about alike, but Nos. 13 and 17 suf¬
fered more from fever than No. 16.
They were red cows of mixed origin
and doubtful ancestry.

A Few Ticks May Cause Fever.
"The sickness in the cattle was

not entirely due to the number of
ticks, for cows that had fewer ticks
by far than cow 15 were sick much
earlier.

"The death of cow 15, due to ex¬
cessive tick-infestation, and various
recurrences of fever in the other an¬

imals, emphasizes the extreme haz¬
ard of cattle being continuously sub¬
jected to these losses by the tick.
Cow 15 was one of the best of the
tick-infested group, and represented
at least a 10 per cent loss from tho
capital invested in tick-infested
cows. Furthermore, the losses ob¬
served in this experiment were sus¬
tained on rations sufficient to main¬
tain body weights. It is prob¬
able that much of the spring losses
in cattle now laid to starvation, due
to lack of pasturage, is materially
aided by Mood depletion due to ticks,
and that repeated dippings would
save many cattle lost otherwise.
"Fever-producing parasites are pre¬

sent in the blood of cattle once in¬
fested by ticks, though they may be
so few. in number that no symptoms
of the disease are apparent. The
danger from them lurks there, never¬
theless, for under certain conditions
the parasites may multiply so rapid¬
ly as to cause marked disease or
death, or they may be transferred by
ticks to uninfected animals. Thus
the tick constitutes a source of dan¬
ger, and should be exterminated."
The second Friday in October has

been officially designated as a time
for the special study of cattle ticks
in e"Very public school iti Florida.
You do not have to wait until that
date to study the financial loss ticks
have caused for you. Tick eradica¬
tion work is worth while, whether
you own catttle or not, so why not
get behind the movement and ma1
ihis a tick-free community?

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ARE YOUR PREMISES
CLEAN AT PRESENT?

Are your premises clean? If they
are like those of the average farm
they are not. Then you should make
them clean. The simplest and most
natural corrective of dirty premises
is sunlight. Disease cannot resist
sunlight long. Wherever it is pos¬
sible. therefore, let the sun in.
Diseases of man and livestock are

harbored in trash, decayed material
and stagnant water. Such places
should be made as clean as possible.
There are some places, such as the
interior of barns, stables, chicken
houses, privies, that cannot be ex¬

posed to the sun. These should be
treated with some disinfectant. The
old standby for this is lime. How¬
ever, according to Dr. E. R. Flint,
professor of chemistry in the Univer¬
sity of Florida, creolin solution is
better. Creolin should be diluted
with water and sprayed on surfaces
that are to be treated. It is especial¬
ly good in the stables and it can
be used on walls where it is not
possible to scatter lime.

With milk ranging from 40 to 60
cents a gallon and butter running
from 40 to 50 cents a bound, it seems
that more men would go into the
dairy business. Think of the large
variety of feeds, cheap land, and
mild winters. Dairy products can be
produced cheaper here than any¬
where in the United States and the
prices are far above what northern
dairyman receive.

IMPORT MOST OF
MEAT CONSUMED

More than fifty percent of the meat
consumed in Florida is imported
from other states, according to Dr.
A. H. Logan, veterinary field agent
for the United States Department of
Agriculture, who is stationed at the
University of Florida. This is a re¬
flection on somebody's thrift, and it
is not the grocers' and butchers'.
Certainly a state so well adapted

to meat production should produce at
least what is consumed by its peo
pie. No state can grow a greater
variety of crops for animal produc
tion than Florida. Pastures make
cheap meat and pastures can be had
all year. The cost of wintering ani
mals is lower here than in any part
of the country both on account of
the cheap feed and on account of the
mild winters. With these advantages
and the added advantage of freight
rates from the north, the most timid
farmer should not hesitate to grow
livestock.
Owing to the mild winters meat is

hard to keep. As soon as a cool spell
comes, everybody kills hogs. The
result is a glutted market. The farm¬
er must sell his carcasses at a re¬

duced price. Naturally he is disgust¬
ed with production. A little later
he buys meat for double the price
he sold his own.

Dn Logan recommends local stor¬
age plants. Animals could then be
slaughtered and placed in storage
until the market assumed normal
conditions. If necessary the plant

FLEA BEETLES ATTACK

PLANTS IN SEEDBEDS

Reports have come to the Univer¬
sity of Florida Experiment Station
that flea beetles are causing trouble
in eggplant and pepper seedbeds.
They also attack beets, tomatoes and
other seedlings. Most of the beetles
are from one sixteenth to one fourth
of an inch long and are black or
brown. They eat the lower epidermis
and the middle tissues of the leaves,
leaving them white and useless.
J. R. Watson, entomologist to the

Station, recommends that the at¬
tacked plants be sprayed with lead
arsenate, 1 pound of powder to 50
gallons of water. The lead arsenate
can be added to the bordeaux mix¬
ture which is used against fungi in
the seedbeds, in the same propor¬
tions as with water.

Thirty Persons Killed And One Hundred
And Ten Wounded In Attack

On The City

TWO AIRSHIPS DESTROYED
Crew Of One Zeppelin Killed, But

That Of The Other Was
Captured

London.—Of the twelve big Zeppe¬
lins which invaded the British Isles
at night to deal death and destruction
from the skies, two were left stark
and black masses of steel and alumi¬
num in the little village of Mangold,
Essex county. They fell victims of
the anti-aircraft defenses of London
and outlying districts.
One came down a flaming torch, as

did the Zeppelin L-21, destroyed three
weeks ago, while the second, disabled
by gunfire, effected a landing which
saved the lives of the crew, who are
prisoners in England. The crew of
the first raider died in the consum¬

ing flames of their own ship, but were
not so terribly charred as their pre¬
decessors.
This latest raider to light her own

funeral way on English soil collapsed
and was consumed much more quickly
than the L-21. It is possible, though,
that some of the men were still living

• when the great vessel struck the
ground. The captain's body was found
some distance from the wreck.

Thousands Saw Zeppelin Burn
The death and burning of the first

Zeppelin was witnessed by tens of
thousands of London's residents, but

the wounding and descent of the sec¬
ond raider was a matter of doubt un¬
til official statements were given out.
Few details are available of this sec¬

ond raider's condition, but it is reli¬
ably reported that the crew surren¬
dered to special constables.
Many who saw the shrapnel burst¬

ing like sky rockets about the in¬
vader, which subsequently caught fire,
think there must have been several di¬
rect hits. Many aeroplanes were aloft
and attacked the Zeppelins from all
sides.
The raiders took a heavy toll of

lives before their destruction, twenty-
eight persons being killed and ninety-
nine wounded in the metropolitan dis¬
trict of London. Two persons were
killed, probably four, and seventeen
were wounded in the provinces.
The property damage, while widely

distributed, is confined for the most
part, to small suburban dwellings and
shops, although one railway station
was damaged, some empty_ cars being
destroyed and part of the "tracks torn
up.

Roar Of Dropping Bombs
The roar of dropping bombs was

heard in many districts where the
raiders were invisible. It is not be¬
lieved that more than two or three
invading Zeppelins which crossed the
east coast succeeded in reaching the
environs of London and that two of
these paid the death penalty gives the
greatest satisfaction to the military
authorities. Apart from the loss of
material, the casualties of the last
two raids, it is believed, will have a
depressing effect on the morale of the
Zeppelin crews in the future.

ROCKWELL KILLED NEAR

SCENE OF FIRST VICTORY

Paris.—The aerial fight In which
Sergeant Kiffln Rockwell of Atlanta

(Georgia) was mortally wounded by
a German airman, took place over the
town of Thann. The body of the
American aviator fell in reconquered
territory in Alsace, near where Rock¬
well shot down his first adversary five
months ago.
Sergeant Rockwell was one of the

first American volunteers to join the
foreign legion. He was grievously
wounded in a bayonet attack at Arras
in May, 1915, before being transfer¬
red to the flying corp. He was re¬
garded in French aviation circles as
an "ace," a name given to the most
skillful and daring pilots. Lieut. Wil¬
liam Thaw of Pittsburg before he
was wounded and Rockwell made a

formidable fighting pair.

Prevents Dedication Of Monument
Chicago.—A brother of Samuel Mei-

sinberg, the Chicago marine who lost
his life at the occupation of Vera
Cruz, plunged through a crowd gath¬
ered about the monument in Wald-
heim cemetery, erected to the ma¬
rine's memory, and prevented its ded¬
ication. The brother, Edward. Meisin-
berg, startled the 500 persons gath¬
ered for the dedication by charging
that the sodtety which erected the
monument had failed to give the ma¬
rine's poverty-stricken parents the
money promised them.

R. R. Securities Coming From Europe
New York.—A further increase of

$807,881,660 in the amount of Ameri¬
can railroad securities abroad absorb¬
ed by American financial interests and
Individual investors between July 31,
1915, and July 31, 1916, is shown in
the last compilation. Data collected
from 105 railroad companies, whose
securities were held in part abroad,
fixes the total par value of these
stocks, bonds, notes, car trust and re¬
ceivers' ce»*t''ficates so held in July.

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HIGHER PRICES
FOR THE FRUIT

Indications Are that Florida Growers
Will Receive Highest Prices in Years,
SaysManager Skelly of the Exchange
With more money in circulation in the

north than ever before, and the pro¬
duce bringing higher prices than
years, the outlook for a bright winter
in Florida is the most promising the
state has ever seen, according to F. L.
Skelly, general sales manager of the
Florida Citrus exchange. Mr. Skelly
returned only recently from a ten
week's trip through the north and dur¬
ing that time had a look at all the big
market centers in the country and
found general prosperity in existence
in every quarter, with the prospects of
the wave continuing for some time to
come. The importanceof this condition
to Florida cannot be overestimated and
although the wave has not been felt
here during the summer as much as it
has in the north, Florida's time is com¬

ing and the biggest winter in the his¬
tory of the state is about to commence.
Mr. Skelly said that labor was scarce

all over the country, with a correspond¬
ing higher price being paid, to work¬
men and the outlook for high prices
this year is fine. All the representa¬
tives of the Citrus exchange in the
north are enthusiastic over the outlook
and the trade is optimistic relative to
the sale of Florida fruit.
Data on the crop for this year is still

incomplete, but he says it is the opin¬
ion of citrus men over the state that
the output will run about the same as
last year as far as the oranges and
tangerines are concerned, while the
grapefruit crop will drop off 25 per
cent. Many new groves have come in¬
to bearing, making up for less than
nominal products elsewhere.
Mr. Skelly believes the highest

prices ever paid for Florida fruit will
prevail this year throughout the sea¬
son, provided the fruit is shipped only
after it is thoroughly matured and
growers are careful not to make ship
ments during the rush shipment sea.
son just prior to the Christmas holi.
days.
In Porto Rico this year, consider¬

able damage has been done the citrus
crop by hu ricares and first estimates
had it that 50 percent of the fruit
had been destroyed while revised fig¬
ures reduce this amount to 25
percent. There was a very large
crop, however, for the island amount¬
ing to about 400,000 boxes, which has
probably been reduced to 275,000 or
300,000. Hurricanes sweeping over
the Isle of Pines also did some dam
age, causing a loss of from 15 to 20
percent of the crop. Although this
has been a great loss of fruit the re¬

sult will be felt only slightly in the
markets and whichever way the tide
turns it can only be but advantageous
to Florida.
Approximately 24,000 cars of cit¬

rus fruit left the state last year, and
the shipments this year will run to
about the same figures.—Tampa Times.

ROAD MACHINERY

AT HAINBS CITY

C. A. Taylor, Florida manager of
the Eureka Paving Company
Houston, Tex., has arrived in Haines
City and opened offices in the Huie
building, opposite the Union Depot.

PETITION FOR ELECTION

Big Land Suit In Court
Tampa.—G. A. Petteway, in his an¬

swer in the suit of J. A. Caldwell,
trustee for the Wauchula Manufactur¬
ing and Timber company vs. the Pette¬
way Turpentine company for $20,000
profit tbe naval stores company is al¬
leged to have secured off a tract of

to be for the sum of $15,000.

Tallahassee.—According to statis¬

tics compiled by the state board of
health, which has been under the di¬
rection of Dr. Joseph Y. Porter since
it was organized, Florida ranks sec¬
ond to no state in the Union in
healthfulness, and its mortality rate,
in spite of the fact that many health-
seekers from other states die within
its borders annually, is no higher
than that of commonwealths that
make the best records. The state is
particularly free from typhoid fever,
various forms of tuberculosis and oth¬
er dread diseases, and has not been
visited by an epidemic of any kind
since imported yellow fever was erad
icated many years ago.

TROOPS ORDERED
TO THE BORDER

Florida's Contingent in 6,000 National
Guard Units Going to the

Rio Grande

Jacksonville.—After three months
of "watchful waiting," it is now ap
parent that the Second Florida
fantry, mobilized at State Camp, will
be happily on its way to the Mexican
border soon.

Dispatches from Washington state
that Florida is included in the list
of states from which National Guard
organizations would be sent to the
border.
The regiment is ready to move on a

few hours' notice, but as it is
now an emergency proposition noth
lng will be done hastily, and it is be
lieved that the full seventy-two hours
previously designated, will be allowed
the railroad to assemble equipment
for the movement of the command
This will consist of baggage and
kitchen cars; tourist sleepers for the
the men and Pullmans for officers
There was much rejoicing in camp

when it became known that Florida
was among -the designated states to
send troops to the border, as officers
and men have for weeks been anxious
to get away and do their bit along
the Rio Grande. That is what they
volunteered to do, and they did not
want to go home until they had, at
least, seen the country out there along
the border.
The president called the National

Guard to the colors June 18. June 22
the Second infantry arrivv"! at State
Camp. At that time it was as green
a* regiment as ever slept under can¬
vas. Practically 80 per cent of its
personnel was without previous mill
tary training. That was three
months ago. A marvelous change
was wrought in the command in those
three months and determination and
just hard work'did it. Perhaps no reg
iment ordered into the field last June
has been put through more gruelling
pace than this same Florida regiment.
From a green outfit it has been

transformed into a seasoned organiza¬
tion, having all the earmarks of
regular regiment. In fact it has been
rated as one of the most efficient
National Guard regiments in the Unit¬
ed States and is probably the most
efficient in the department of
east, as a compliment of this charac¬
ter was paid the unit on the occa¬
sion of a visit here of officers from
the insnector general's department.
And this regiment is one of the best

behaved in the country. There has
been not one serious disorder in
which any part of the command has
figured during its stay at State Camp.
This is a remarkable record and one

probably no other guard regiment can
boast of.

LAKE WALES HIGHLANDER
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CATTLE TICKS ARE RESPONSIBLE
FOR RETARDING BUTTER PRODUCTION

The cattle ticks In Florida are large¬
ly responsible for Importations of
large quantities of "condensed sun¬
shine," in the form of butter, from
Kansas, Missouri and other tick-free
States.
Wholesale dealers estimate that im¬

portations of butter from other States
amount to from 60,000 to 100,000
pounds a week, on which the freight
charges are two cents per pound. As
the retail price averages 40 'cents a
pound, and the retailers make only a
small percentage of profit, it is evi¬
dent that approximately $1,500,000
of Florida money is distributed an¬
nually among the butter makers in
other States.
Scientists have analyzed butter and

report that less than 50 cents worth
of fertilizer elements are contained
in each ton, which shows that the
farmers who produce butter keep on
their farms practically all of the fer¬
tilizer content of their forage and
grain crops from which it is obtained,
and sell only the "condensed sun¬
shine."
The last Government census report

shows that during the previous year
only 29.7 per cent of the Florida
farms had produced any butter, even
for home consumption, but 67.4 per
cent of the Kansas farms and 75 per
cent of Missouri farms were listed
in the butter producing class, which
explains why those farmers are more
prosperous than Florida farmers.
Kansas Butter Buys Automobiles
Taking the registrations for last

year, of privately owned automobiles,
as a basis; Florida had one machine
to every 80 persons, while Missouri
had a machine for every 44 persons,
including the large populations in
St. Louis and Kansas City where
thousands of working people do not
own automobiles, and Kansas had an
automobile for every 25 persons.
Taking some more figures from the

census report, we find that Kansas
farmers converted a part of their for¬
age crops and Buffalo grass, by
means of tick-free cows, into 29,647-
881 pounds of farm made butter and
they supplied additional cream
enough for 18,712,568 pounds of fac¬
tory butter.
The prosperity of a farming com¬

munity depends very largely upon the
dairy industry. Florida farmers have
been engaged in mining fertility by
selling all of their crops in the raw
state, for cattle raising has not been
profitable on small farms owing to
the presence of cattle ticks. Far¬
mers therefore have tried to cultivate
those crops which might bring the
largest returns, resulting in too much
one-crop system which is gambling
with nature and the markets, and
not always profitable.

Dairy Community Prosperous
Diversified farming includes the

raising of some crops, like legumes,
which cannot conveniently be turned
into cash as soon as the crop is har¬
vested, but if tick-free cattle are in-
eluded in the farming operations,
they will become the home market

Bread and Butter

Owing to the damage which the
cattle ticks are doing to the Florida
dairy Industry, most of the children in
the State have to use butter made in
Kansas or other tick-free States to
spread on their bread.
lor those soil building crops, and
mere aiways is a market tor dairy
products.
Caiawba county. North Carolina,

has become prosperous in the past
six years as tue result of dairy farm¬
ing. At the start 3u farmers owning
40U cows got together at Hickory and
organized a creamery association.
Now that county is tick-free, has U0U
members owning 4,000 cows in the
creamery association, which last
year distributed about $506,U00 for
dairy products.
The farmers also have specialized

on growing cowpea seed and last year
marketed 150,000 bushels. The cow-
pea hay is very rich in protein and
it has been marketed to the home
cows, resulting in practically all of
the fertilizer being retained on the
farm, while obtaining a good profit
on the hay as well as the seed.
Florida has been made a zone for

Government tick eradication work,
with Dr. E. M. Nighbert as Inspector
in Charge. He will have ten assist¬
ants at once and more later when
there is work for them. Headquar¬
ters are at Jacksonville.
This offers great encouragement to

those communities which are trying
to establish dairy farming, as it in¬
sures plenty of Federal help in the
tick eradication work which will be
pushed vigorously in all counties
where the people are anxious to get
out from under Texas fever quaran-

sons likeness In a portrait, no mat¬
ter how difficult the subject might
be, Garrick thereupon asserted that
Gainsborough «cou!d not paint his like¬
ness, and begged to be allowed to sit
for his portrait. Gainsborough,
pleased at the commission, and expect¬
ing to find It very Interesting to pnlnt
the actor's expressive countenance,
glndly consented. Garrick then made
a secret wager with the artist's friends
that he could prove to them that there
was one face at least that Gains¬
borough could not paint.
The results of the first sitting were

very satisfactory to the complacent
artist. At the second sitting, how¬
ever, Gainsborough was made uncom¬
fortable and nervous at finding it nec¬
essary to make several alterations in
his work. At the third sitting his dis¬
pleasure became extreme when, on
comparing the half-completed work
with Garrlck's face, he saw that the
two bore so little resemblance to each
other that the portrait had to be al¬
most repainted. When Garrick ap¬
peared for the fourth^tlme, with the
most Innocent expression Imaginable
and begged the painter to begin work,
Gainsborough, thoroughly angry, broke
out:
"I've no use for you! You can ag)e

thousands of faces, and never have
one of your own 1"
Smiling, Gnrrlck left the studio to

announce to the artist's friends that
he had won the wager.

RIFLE ASSOCIATIONS ARE
URGED TO CHANGE DATES

General Foster Believes Preliminary
Events To Big National Match

Should Follow This Year

Jacksonville.—In view of the extra¬
ordinary conditions existing In con¬
nection with the national rifle match¬
es, scheduled to begin on the Florida
range at State Camp, October 20, Gen.
J. C. R. Foster, adjutant general of
Florida, is strongly urging officials of
the National Rifle Association to hold
the annual matches of the organiza¬
tion following the completion of the
national match, instead of preceding
It, as now scheduled.

Marketing is one of the ever pres-
ent problems of the citrus grower. A
great many new problems have de¬
veloped in marketing citrus fruits
during the last few years and many
new methods have been worked out
to meet the new problems. There is
a growing demand among growers
for the latest information on market¬
ing. As a result of this demand one

day, Wednesday, October 18, of the
Citrus Seminar at the University of
Florida will be devoted to marketing.
Dr. C. J. Brand, chief of the Of¬

fice of Markets and Rural Organiza¬
tions in the United States Depart¬
ment of Agriculture, will address the
growers that day on methods of
marketing.
Dr. Brand and his associates have

been studying marketing problems
in co-operation with the California
Citrus Exchange. He will be able
to give a great deal of information on
the machinery of co-operative market¬
ing, shipping, buying, selling, trans¬
portation, associations. He will also
outline the plan which the Office has
adopted in furnishing market re¬
ports and other information of inter¬
est to growers.
Some of the projects which his di¬

vision has taken up are marketing
and distribution, city marketing and
distribution, transportation and stand¬
ards, co-operative purchasing and
marketing by parcels post and ex¬

press, marketing, business practice
and a number of others.

PEANUT HAY EQUAL
TO ALFALFA

Peanut vines make one of the best
native hays available to Florida
farmers. A. P. Spencer, district
agent for the University of Florida
Extension Division, says that the an¬
alysis shows them equal in feeding
value to alfalfa, cowpeas and red
clover. The value of the hay, how¬
ever. depends on good curing and
harvesting without loss.
The best hay is made from vines

that are not over ripe. The best time
to cut the vines is about the time the
nuts are ripe. The hay must be han¬
dled and cured as quickly as pos¬
sible and every effort should be made
to place it under cover without ex¬
posure to rain.
Farmers have two general methods

of harvesting the hay. Some pull the
hills up and allow the nuts to cure
on the vine. This practice is detri¬
mental to the hay since it must be
exposed to the weather long enough
to lose considerable feeding value
before the nuts are cured. The best
method is to mow the vines and
handle them like any other hay. This
will avoid loss from shedding leaves
and leaching of food elements.

Every acre of the farm should be
occupied by a cover crop this winter
Unless the land is covered a large
amount of plant food will be lost
thru leaching. The winters are so
warm that the soil organisms which
liberate plant food are active practi
cally all the time. The material
which they break down leaches read
ily thru the soil, especially where
is sandy.
A crop should be grown to use the

plant food liberated. This crop can
Be turned under or pastured and the
soil fertility thus conserved.
Pace, district agent for the Univer
sity of Florida Extension Division,
mentions the following crops that
are suitable for winter covers: oats

barley, rape, rye (preferably Abruzzi
or Florida grown), crimson clover
and hairy vetch. The last two are
best to grow, wherever they can be
grown, because they will not only
conserve soil fertility but they will
add nitrogen to the soil. Crimson
clover will do best on the heavier
types of well drained neutral or alka
ine soils. It is not advisable to sow

rape on poor land.
The oats and rye may be used for

grain or pasture and at the same
time protect the land against leach¬
ing. Where ever possible one of the
legumes should be planted, because
the soil will need the nitrogen which
it will add.

German Aerial Fleet Attempts To Raid
The Metropolitan And The East

Coast Of England

ZEPPELIN FIRED BY SHELLS
The Fourth Airship To Be Brought

Down On English
Soil

London. — Another Zeppelin raid
against London and the east coast of
England was made In progress.
An airship was brought down in

flames north of London, according to
the official statement issued shortly
after midnight.
Great crowds cheered the spectacle

of the burning Zeppelin as it fell in
the London district. The great flare
fr»m the burning aircraft was visible
for a long distance.
Graphic accounts of the manner in

which i the Zeppelin—the fourth to be
brought down on English soil—fell a
victim to Great Britain's anti-aircraft
defenses have been received from Lon¬
don's suburbs.
Although the Zeppelin crashed to

earth almost due north of London, the
spectacle was witnessed by thousands
of Londoners.
The official statement regarding the

raid says:
"A number of hostile airships cross¬

ed the east coast between nine o'clock
and midnight. A few bombs were drop¬
ped near the coast, but no damage is
yet reported."
Four Zeppelin raids on London and

the east coast have been carried out
in the last month, the more recent at¬
tacks being made by airships of the
newer and bigger types. On September
2 one Zeppelin was struck while flying
over the London district and fell in
flames.
Two Zeppelins were destroyed in the

raid of September 23. On that occa¬
sion the raiders killed thirty-eight per¬
sons and wounded 125. The following
night in another raid in which the air¬
ships apparently escaped without dam¬
age, they killed thirty-six persons and
wounded twenty-seven.
In the raid of September 2 only two

persons suffered death and thirteen
were injured.

Senator Clarke Passes Into Beyond
Little Rock, Ark.—Senator James P.

Clarke of Arkansas, president pro
tempore of the United States senate,
died at his home here. Senator Clarke
first complained of feeling ill when
he returned to his home from his of¬
fice, but it was thought at the time
that he was suffering from indiges¬
tion, and his illness was not regard¬
ed as serious. News of his death
was a shock to the whole country.
He had been sick only a few days,
and tbe serious nature of his illness
was not generally known.

13 Persons Killed And 23 Are Injured
Dertoit, Mich.—Thirteen persons

were killed and more than twenty-five
injured, several probably fatally, late
at night, when a switch engine push¬
ing two freight cars crashed into a
crowded trolley car at Forest avenue
and Dequinder street, on the east
side. There were more than ninety
persons in the street car, many of
them returning from the theaters. The
street car was struck almost in the
center, the impact pushing it from
the tracks and sliding it along side of
the freight cars.

3,000 ROUMANIANS TAKEN

PRISONER BY TEUTONS

Berlin.—More than three thousand
prisoners have been taken by the Ger¬
mans in the battle near Hermannstadt,
Transylvania, where the first Rouman¬
ian army was defeated and dispersed.
Thirteen guns and a large quantity of
war supplies also have been captured.
Roumanian attacks have been repuls¬
ed. The following is the official ac¬
count of operations in the Transylva¬
nia theater:
"On the eastern front Roumanian at¬

tacks in Maros valley were repulsed.
In Georgeny valley and farther south
our vanguards partly evaded the ene¬
my's thrust. The booty taken by Ger¬
man troops in the fighting south of
Henndorf has been increased by eight
cannon. Northwest of Fogaras the en¬

emy has ceased to attack.
"As a result of the battle of Herr-

mannstadt more than three thousand
prisoners and thirteen guns were
brought in up to yesterday. One han¬
gar, two aeroplanes, ten locomotives,
300 railroad cars laden with munitions,
more than 200 munition wagons, more
than 200 loaded baggage wagons, sev¬
enty transport wagons and one hos¬
pital train also have been taken. Fur¬
ther material is being brought in
gradually from the woods. Rother-
thurm pass is filled with vehicles
blown to pieces by our fire."
Russians Resume Drive In Galicia
Petrograd.—The Russian drive at

Lemberg was renewed. After a
riod of comparative inactivity, the
Russians inaugurated strong offensive
movements north and south of the Ga-
lician capital. According fo war of¬
fice report material successes have
been won. It is said Austro-German
positions were penetrated and that
more than four thousand prisoners
were taken. The Teutonic forces are
offering bitter resistance.

MANY SHIPS SUNK
OFF U. S. COAST

German Submarines Play Havoc With
Neutral Shipping in American

Territorial Waters

Boston.—The submarine arm of the

Imperial German iiavy ravaged ship¬
ping off the eastern coast of the Unit¬
ed States.

Four British, one Dutch and one

Norwegian steamers were sent to the
bottom or left crippled derelicts off
Nantucket shoals.
Under the light of the Hunter's

moon, the destroyer flotilla of the
United States Atlantic fleet picked up

passengers and crews of the destroyed
vessels and brought them into New
port, R. I.
So far as known, there was no loss

of life, though the crew of the Brit¬
ish steamer Kingston had not been
accounted for. A submarine held up
the American steamer Kansas, bound
from New York for Genoa with steel
for the Italian government, but, later
on establishing her identity, allowed
her to proceed. The Kansas came into
Boston harbor for her usual call here
The hostile submarine is believed to

be the U-53, which paid a call to
Newport and disappeared at sunset
Some naval men, however, declare
that at least two submarines are op¬
erating close to the American shore,
though outside the three-mile limit.
The sensation created when the U-53

quietly slipped into Newport harbor
and as quietly slipped away three
hours later, was less than the shock
In shipping circles when wireless re¬

ports of submarine attacks began to
come into :lhe navai radia stations
just before noon. Within a few
minutes the air was literally charged
with electricity, as wireless messages
of warning were broadcasted along the
coast.
The submarine, or submarines, had

taken a position drectly in the steam¬
er lanes when they could hardly miss
anything bound in for New York or
bound east from that port.

Nine Vessels Reported Sunk
Newport, R. I.—The executive offi¬

cer of the destroyer Ericson, returning
from the scene of the German subma¬
rine activities off Nantuckett, report¬
ed that nine ships had been sunk and
that three submarines were operating
off the coast. This information, he
said, he had on the authority of the
captain of the Nantucket Shoals light¬
ship.
Three British cruisers arrived oft

Nantucket Island at 2:40 o'clock in the
morning.
Radio messages in code were con¬

stantly exchanged by the vessels.
Other cruisers of the allied naval

forces were expected in the same wa¬
ters soon.

Washington Deeply Concerned
Washington.—Submarine warfare at

the very doors of the United States
with all its spectacular features does
not necessarily portend further com¬

plications with Germany so long as it
is carried on within the limitations of
international law.
That is the view of official Washing¬

ton on the record of one day's opera¬
tions in which none of the ships de¬
stroyed appears to have been attack¬
ed without warning or without proper
measures having been taken for safe¬
ty of those aboard.
Academically, at least, in interna¬

tional law, an allied ship destroyed by
a German submarine just outside the
3-mile limit and in sight of American
shores, is no different than a ship de¬
stroyed in the Arctic ocean, provided
its destruction is accomplished in ac¬
cordance with the laws of nations and
humanity.
But despite the fact that it seems to

make little difference on which partic¬
ular part of the high seas Germany
prosecutes her newest submarine cam¬

paign, officials and diplomats see a
situation filled with so many possibili¬
ties that it is almost impossible to
enumerate them so long as commerce
in and out of American ports is men¬
aced.

Many Passengers Rescued
Newport, R. I.—Four destroyers of

START HARD SURFACING
THE LAKE WALES ROADS

Engineer is on the Ground and Expects to Begin
Putting Down Clay the Latter Part of the

Week—Town Will Have Over
Four Miles of Hard Roads

Work upon the streets of LakeWales
has actually commenced, that is, the
preliminary surveys are tffeing made
and the grades established. Claude O.
Campbell, a civil engineer from Ocala,
has been engaged by the Lake Wales
Land Company and he will have charge
of the paving work.
By the latter part of this week Mr.

Campbell hopes to be putting down
the clay. Altogether there will be
about two and one half miles of roads
b ilt within the town, the individual
property owners co-operating with the
Lake Wales Land Co. in bearing the
expense of this paving. These roads
will be built of clay, preparatory to
having a coating of asphalt laid on
them later.
The first road to be clayed will be

the one from Sessoms Avenue to Park
Avenue, after which Park Avenue,
from the railroad to the Lake will bs
improved. Sessoms Avenue, Central

Avenue ^rom the railroad to the lake
and the Lake Boulevard as far as the
Bullard residence are also included
in the hard road plans.
In addition to these hard roads built

by the Lake Wales residents, there
will be about one and one fourth miles
of the asphalt county roads within the
town limits, which will give this little
burg about four and a quarter miles
of hard roads.
The contract for the county roads

calls for a nine foot highway, but the
Lake Wales Land Company will pay
the extra cost of construction and
have fifteen foot asphalt roads built
within the town limits.
It will take but a few weeks to

complete this system of hard roads for
Lake Wales, and by the time our
winter visitors ■ arrive here the town
should present quite a dressed up ap¬
pearance. Lake Wales is coming
along.

Bernstorff by Lieut. Capt. Hans Rose,
commander of the German submarine
U-53. The dispatch, which arrived at
the embassy, consisted of a personal
communication, in plain German, re¬

garding payment for some supplies the
commander of the submarine thought
he might secure In Newport. There
was said to be no Information in It
regarding the intentions of the com¬
mander.

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Cost Of Tick Eradication
Versus Loss On Ticky Hides

TICK-DAMAGED HIDE PERFECT HIDE
"Every time the tick drives his blood-well through the hide of an animal

he makes a flaw in the leather. Every pinhole or imperfection in the
hide sends down its market price per pound, because the finest grades
of leather can not be made from punctured hides. The average price
for a tick-bitten hide is from 50 cents to $1.25 less than for a tick-free one.
"The accompanying pictures show tick-damaged and perfect leather,

magnified five times."—From Bureau of Animal Industry Leaflet.

"Tick bites make the hide worth less
money." The reason is that every im¬
perfection in the hide shows up in the
leather after it has been tanned, re¬

ducing its value.
Shoe jobbers and dealers in Florida

have been using large quantities of ad¬
vertising space in the newspapers this
season for the purpose of educating
the buying public to the fact that there
Is a great shortage of line grade
leather in the United States, necessi¬
tating an increased retail price for
shoes.
"Blooded ticks prevent blooded stock."
They not only da-mage the hides by
numerous punctures through the skin
in their search for blood, but they pre¬
vent importing from above the quar¬
antine line pure bred bulls to use in
grading up Florida range stock, which
has been in-breeding and deteriorating
in size for years, until the beef cattle
now have the lowest average weight
for any State.

Small Florida Cattle Hides
The hides wfll average about 25

pounds weight, and under penalty
of from one-half to two cents per
pound, which the hide dealers assess
for tick holes, are not very valuable.
Commission men estimate the dockage
at about 50 cents each for Florida
cattle hides. That is about what it
costs per animal to eradicate the ticks,
so why not invest that amount per
head in tick eradication work and save
the hide dockage, at the same time pre¬
venting all of the other losses which
ticks entail upon the live stock indus¬
try.

A prominent cattle man owning a
large herd in the central part of the
state bought a few high grade im¬
munized cows from a farmer in a
neighboring state last year and during
the winter killed them for beef. He
sold one of the hides for $14, which
was what mature native piney woods
cows were costing him per head. Of¬
tentimes the owners of native stock
which die from Texas fever or starva¬
tion do not bother to save the hide,
as the labor for skinning the carcasses
costs more than the small damaged
hides are worth.

Ticky Live Hides Penalized
Packing house agents make "due al¬

lowance" for tick punctures in hides
when they bid on cattle from the
Texas fever quarantine district, ac¬
cording to one of the buyers, as they
cannot get any more from tanners for
damaged hides than can any one else,
so the seller of a car load of tick-in¬
fested cattle need not think that he
has bested the hide dealers by selling
the hides on the cattle.
Owing to the fact that it takes a

Florida steer three or four years to
get large enough to butcher, the ticks
have a fine chance to bore its hide
full of holes during that time.
The tick-free ranges in Western

States are being rapidly settled up,
so that the country has to depend
more and more upon Florida and Tex¬
as for cheap range cattle, and most
of that stock wears hides full of tick
holes, which is one of the reasons why
fine grade leather is getting so scarce.
Eradicate the ticks and get more

money for the hides.

CATTLE RAISING TAKING
HOLD IN FLORIDA

Lands On Which Timber Has Been
Removed Being Utilized For

Promoting Industry

Tallahassee. — Thousands upon
thousands of acres of cut-over timber
Jands in the extreme western part of
the State are being converted into
great cattle ranges, and when present
plans are carried out that section
will be one of the biggest and rich¬
est cattle producers of the United
States.
One tract of 105,000 acres is being

stocked in Santa Rosa county alone.
Thousands of head of high-grade

cattle are being brought into Santa
Rosa, Escambia, Jackson and other
counties in West Florida, and Florid-
ians are even interested in big cattle
ventures in the South Alabama coun¬
ties, where they own cut-over lands.
■Within the past month some sixty

of the leading business men of West
Florida visited cattle producing sec¬
tions- of Kentucky and Illinois with
a view of studying the success at¬
tained in those sections and with a
view of making purchases. Hundreds
of head of the finest cattle in the two
States were purchased.
In a number of instances the own¬

ers of land in western Florida are
making only an experiment with a few
hundred head of cattle. They are
going to handle possibly 500 or 600
head this winter and if the venture
proves as expected then the lands will
be stocked with thousands of head.

Sunday 8chool To Hold Meeting
Jacksonville.—Just now every pos¬

sible effort- is being made to acquaint
the people of the state with the fact
the Floritia Sunday School Association
will hold two state conventions this
year instead of one as has been the
custom heretofore The first one will

be "held at DeFuniak Springs, "No¬
vember 21 to 23. The second will
be held at Lakeland, November 23 to
26. This is done to somewhat over¬
come the long distance necessary to
reach one place from all points of the
state. The same program and speak¬
ers, with few changes, will be used at
both places, at which all necessary
preparations for the conventions are
being made.

Interesting Highway Facts
Jacksonville.—"Nearly every branch

of industry is manned by workers who
have specialized in their particular
line and their products are classified
and standardized according to their
relative value or usefulness," states
William F. Cocke, highway commis¬
sioner of Florida, who has been pre¬
paring for Florida a most construc¬
tive system of road building. This
program will be submitted to members
of the road department at their next
meeting. Since coming to Florida to
take up his duties Mr. Cocke has made
a deep study of the state's good roads
needs. He came here from the United
States department of public roads,
"Each product of labor is graded ac¬

cording to some established standard,
and each grade handled and marketed
in such a manner that it will net the
greatest profit to the producer. This
principle is just as firmly established
in handling the products of the farm
and the forest as in the output of the
factories," says Mr. Cocke.
"Road building is today the largest

and most costly form of internal im¬
provement being carried on by the
states and counties, and there is more
capital and labor thus employed than
ever before in the history of this
country. This being the case, would
it not be logical to follow out the
course of up-to-date business methods
in the administration?"

Jacksonville.—Port business picked
up during September and incidentally
some new records were established.
The first cargo of nitrate ever receiv¬
ed at this port from South America
arrived in the steamer Admiral Sa-
bree, being discharged for the nitrate
agencies at the Seaboard terminals.
This cargo consisted of 3,500 tons,
and will be followed by others in the
future. The receipt of refined oil,
gasoline and fuel oil was heavy dur¬
ing last month. Three barges brought
cargoes of oil and gasoline coastwise
and similar cargoes came in three
tank steamships. Four tank steam¬
ships also arrived with cargoes of
fuel bunker oil.

Building Plans For Fair
Jacksonville.—The management of

the Duval county fair has completed
estimates of the cost of preparing the
grounds at Phoenix Park for the fair,
which will be held there December 6-9,
inclusive. This work is to begin at
once. Besides the buildings already
available a number of structures will
have to be erected, including a tempo¬
rary building for the live stock. A
Jacksonville building, where products
of local manufacturing plants here will
be exhibited; weatherproof cattle and
swine sheds, will also be built. An¬
other feature of the fair will be a

big display of wares exhibited by ne¬
groes of Duval county. A building
will be set apart for this exhibit.
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APPLY BABCOCK TEST

TO CITRUS GROVE"

"Apply the Babcock test to your
grove and eliminate the drones," was
the advice which Leo B. Scott, of
the United States Department of Ag¬
riculture, gave to the citrus growers
at the Citrus Seminar last year. Mr.
Scott has been closely identified with
the performance record experiments
on citrus trees which were carried out
by the Department in California. That
some trees, like some cows, are
drones was clearly established by
these experiments.
Every grower knows that some

trees do not produce as well as oth¬
ers. Pew of them know how much
these loafers fall short of paying
their living expenses. If they took
the trouble to keep records they
probably would find that the same
trees gave the short crop year after
year. Every tree which does not pay
for its keep and produce a profit

* should be eliminated. It would be
better to leave the soil unoccupied.
Such trees occupy the same relative
position as that of the unprofitable
cow in the dairy.
Mr. Scott will attend the Seminar

at the University of Florida again
this year and will explain the per¬
formance record method. He will
also explain the advantage of bud
selection.

AUTHORITY ON SPRAYING
WILL ATTEND SEMINAR

Citrus Growers who have had trouble
in running or selecting spraying ma¬
chinery will have an opportunity to
hear one of the best spraying machin¬
ery experts in the United States at the
Citrps Seminar, University of Florida,
October 17 to 20. M. B. Waite, chiefof
the Office of Fruit Disease Investiga¬
tions, Bureau of Plant Industry, United
States Department of Agriculture, has
promised to attend the meeting this
year.

pathologist and has had twenty-five
years experience in handling spraying
machinery.

MOLES,WHITEGRUBS AND RAILROADS GRANT RATES
MICE RUMMAGE GARDENS TO CITRUS SEMINAR

Moles, white grubs, and mice may
cause a great deal of trouble in gar¬
dens. The white grubs are the larvae
of the June beetle, which likes t°
lay its eggs in grassy places. If your
garden grew up in grass during the
summer, white grubs probably will
be dining on the roots of your fall
vegetables. Mole, which are insec¬
tivorous animals, like the grubs and
wherever their burrows are seen the
grubs can probably be found. Moles
do not feed on the vegetable roots,
but their burrows frequently injure
plants because the loosened earth
soon dries beneath the roots. Mice
follow the mole burrows and feed on
the vegetables.
J. R. Watson, entomologist to the

University of Florida Experiment
Station, suggests that the garden be
cleared of grubs to avoid mice and
moles. Hogs may be pastured in the
garden before it is plowed, but that
is not possible at this late date. It
would be better to allow the chickens
to follow the plow while the garden
is being broken. They wiil catch
most of the grubs.
Moles' can usually be discouraged

from running in gardens by tramping
their runs. It is adt Uable to tramp
the earth solid around plants under
which the moles have run to prevent
the soil from drying.

FALL WEB WORM
DAMAGES TREES

The fall web worm can be easily
detected by the web mass which it
spins in the trees. As a rule grow
ers burn the nests and the caterpil
lars on the tree with a torch—if they
try to control them at all. They
should be taken out of the trees, but
not with fire. Fire should not be
used, especially in pecan trees, since
it is apt to injure the wood and thus
pave the entrance for insects and
diseases.
J. R. Watson, entomologist to the

University of Florida Experiment Sta¬
tion, recommends that a pole with
some sort of hook arrangement be
used to pull the nests and the cater¬
pillars out of the tree. Then they
may be burned or dropped in a ves¬
sel containing water over-laid with
kerosene.

business men, urging that as many
farmers as possible attend:
"On November 20 a meeting of the

national farm loan board will be held
in Jacksonville for a hearing as to
whether or not our state will be chos¬
en as a location, for one of the twelve
district banks. The prospectss seem to
be excellent for our securing one of
the farm loan banks. This will give
our farmers opportunities to make
long time loans at very reasonable
rates which will aid materially In the
development of our commonwealth.
This means more business, more set¬
tlers, more deposits and more commer¬
cial borrowers for your Institution.
"We are compiling a brief, showing

the necessity of the location of this
bank in our state. Will you not kind¬
ly send to Chairman A. F. Perry full
replies to the following questions:
"1. What is the average rate which

farmers pay on mortgages in your vi¬
cinity?
"2. What per cent of the farmers

desiring to secure money on mort¬
gages are able to secure the same at
this average rate?
"3. What is the usual commission

charged by the agent or broker?
"4. What is the usual length of the

loan, and terms of repayment?
"5. What commission is charged

for renewal?
"8. What would be the result If our

farmers could secure long time loans
at a low rate of interest?
"Give any further data or informa¬

tion that you think would be of value.
Please endeavor to interest one or
two of the leading farmers of your
community to come to Jacksonville
at the hearing and come yourself, if
possible. It is very necessary that the
farmers be represented."

PRAIRIE FOR RICH FARMS

Advertise For Bids To Do Drainage
Work In DeSoto—Can Save

250,000 Acres

Jacksonville.—Bids for a contract to

dig a drainage canal from Lake Istapo-
ga to Lake Okeechobee, a distance of
nearly twenty miles, are being adver¬
tised for by the Internal Improvement
Board of DeSoto county, which, under
the internal improvement act, will be
paid for by funds derived from taxes
accumulating for this purpose in past
years. While this special tax has been
used some time, this is the first big
work that has ever resulted from the
act, it is said.
The engineering corps has been at

work on the proposed canal for sev¬
eral months and has only recently
completed a report.
The canal is primarily a drain to

furnish an outlet for a large amount
of water that almost covert. Indian
prairie during the rainy season. It
will require many laterals to com¬
plete the drainage district and reclaim
the lands within its boundaries, which
embrace about two hundred and fifty
thousand acres.

This territory, when reclaimed, is
destined to become the richest farm¬
ing and cattle raising section in the
South, it is claimed. The soil Is ex¬

tremely rich and crops can be grown
in larger quantities in this section
than in any other.

FLORIDA TROOP8 DOING
DUTY ON THE BORDER

8econd Florida Infantry Stationed At
Laredo, Texas—Town Of Huts

And Greasers

Tallahassee.—A dispatch from Lare¬
do, Texas, says: Disentraining, pitch¬
ing camp and then moving the next
day into the quarters of the Fourth
Maine infantry, which has returned
home, the Second Florida infantry has
at last settled down to regular routine
duty on the Mexican border.
The contingent from Florida reach¬

ed Laredo, October 7, after a very
pleasant trip, although it consumed
more time than was expected, and im¬
mediately went Into camp, which prov¬
ed to be only a temporary one; the
next day it was a case of break camp
and move to the location which had
been occupied by the Maine troops.
While the move occasioned more or

less inconvenience, a very desirable
and noticeable improvement was
found in the new camp site, where
natural gas is furnished for the rang¬
es, electric lights for the mess hall
and in the tents of those soldiers who
are willing to pay the munificent sum
of fifty cents per month for the lux¬
ury.
It is easy to imagine the dissatisfac¬

tion of the troops who were brought
here in July, as the alkali is some¬

thing fierce when it is dry, and the
mud is muddier and stickier than any
anywhere, when it is wet, with not a
tree in sight as far as the eye can
reach. The temperature is not so bad
now, although the troops who have
been here long state that a short time
ago the thermometer often registered
115 and 120, which to those who have
Just arrived it seems that it would
have been impossible to live in such
heat with no shade.
Although there are a few creditable

buildings in Laredo, it is, as a whole,
a town of huts and hungry and dirty
greasers.
The troops are in readiness all the

time, and there is always an air of
uncertainty, as it is not known what
time there might be an invasion by
some of the numerous bands of ban¬
dits, which are continually on the
move. There are about 7,000 troops
stationed here, including two batteries
of light field artillery, and the Four¬
teenth cavalry of the regular army.
Sanitary and health conditions in

the camp are good, but the same con¬
ditions do not apply to the town,
which has a population of about 18,-
000. The greasers seem to thrive on

filth, and at every mess in camp there
are hundreds of diminutive Mexicans
waiting for the scraps left by the sol¬
diers which they stuff in buckets or
sacks and carry home.

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INCREASE VALUE OF CATTLE
BY ERADICATING THE TICKS

The Illustrations show size of female tick of the margaropus annuls-
tus variety (Texas fever germ carrier), in various stages of develop¬
ment.

Taking an average for the 11 States on quarantine border, eradica¬
tion of the ticks has resulted In increasing the weight of cattle about
one-fifth, and their quality more than one-fourth. There always is a
better market for good quality beef than for tick-Infested cattle.

Cattle In tick-free territory are worth
more than those in tick-infested terri¬
tory, according to Government figures
made up from a large number of in¬
dividual reports.
The moral for Florida cattle own¬

ers then is to eradicate the ticks and
move the quarantine line entirely out
of the State.

The Bureau of Animal Industry has
at various times sent out lists of ques¬
tions to various stockmen and farmers
in'the 11 States bordering on the quar¬
antine line, to get expressions as to
the value of tick eradication work. Dur¬
ing the year 1913 the following ques¬
tions were among those asked of more
than 1,000 farmers: "What, if any,
has been the average per cent in¬
crease in the weight of the cattle
since tick eradication began?
"What has been the average in¬

crease per head in the value of cattle
in your county since tick eradication
began in 1906?
'"Express in percentage the average

increase in grade or quality of the cat¬
tle since ticks were eradicated."

Increase in Weight of Cattle.
"The great majority of the replies

stated there was a substantial in¬
crease in the weight of cattle subse¬
quent to the clearing of the ticks.
The averages for the States ranged
from 11 per cent in Texas to 23 per
cent in Mississippi and the average
per cent of gain for the entire tick-
free territory was 19.14. In other
words, the cattle as a whole are con¬
sidered to be about one-fifth heavier.

Increase in Value of Cattle.
"The bulk of the replies gave the in¬

crease in monetary value per head.
Upon averaging these for each State,
the sums varied from $7.70 per head
in Alabama to $15 per head in Califor¬
nia, and the weighted average for the
11 States is $9.76. The averages by
States are as follows:

Alabama $ 7.70
Arkansas 8.31
California 15.00
Georgia

9.00
North Carolina 8.30
Oklahoma 8.20
South Carolina 9.25
Tennessee . . 10.94
Texas 13.79
Virginia 13.28

"It must be admitted, of course, that
all of this increase in value Is not at¬
tributable to the tick work. We can,
however, get a line on this matter by
comparing the above advance with the
place in the two remaining Southern
States where little or no tick-eradica¬
tion work is being done, namely, Flor¬
ida and Louisiana. Tbus, according to
the estimates of the United States De¬
partment of Agriculture, published an¬
nually in the Yearbook, the average
farm value of dairy cows in Florida
normal increase which has taken
has risen $6 from January 1, 1907, to
January 1, 1913, while the advance in
"Other cattle" during this time was
only $1.20 a head. In Louisiana the
increase in value of dairy cattle for
the same period was $5, and in "Other
cattle" $2 a head. There is, therefore,
an immense advantage in favor of the
tick-free territory and it is evident
that a large portion of the gain in val¬
ue in the cleared portions of the 11
States mentioned may fairly be as¬
cribed to the influence of tick work.

Increase in Quality of Cattle.
"The replies concerning the increase

in the grade or quality of the cattle
since tick eradication were consider¬
ably more flattering than those per¬
taining to the increase in weight,
(given above.)
"The lowest State average was 16

per cent for Georgia, and the highest
31 per cent for Mississippi. The aver¬
age for the 11 States was 26.91 per
cent, which means that the cattle in
the tick-free sections at present are
rather over one-fourth better in grade
or quality than they were under quar¬
antine conditions.

tick go together, and that when the
latter is banished, and not until then,
is the influx of pure bred animals on a
large and profitable scale possible."
The concensus of opinion shows

that cattle ticks do seriously reduce
the weight and values of cattle, which
should be sufficient reason for taking
action against the ticks. The report
quoted abeve also states that the mor¬
tality loss to the live stock industry
by the ticks, averaged 13 per cent in
the 11 States.
Fortunately ticks are easily eradica¬

ted at very small expense per head of
stock and after the district is cleaned
up there is no further trouble from
that source.
One section of Florida has already

moved the line and other counties
hope to do so within another 12
months. Is this county going to be
among the number which will make
a white spot on the Texas fever quar¬
antine map next year?

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PLANT A PATCH
OF SMALL FRUITS

Every Cni'mer should have a patch of
native blackberries and dewberries.
These fruits will be appreciated ns a

delightful addition to the table supplyof fresh fruits in spring. According to
C. K. McQunrrie, state agent, for the
University of Florida Extension Divis¬
ion, it is not necessary to buy the
bushes. They can be obtained from
the fields and from patches where they
have not been molested. If one has
marked the heaviest producers these
should be transferred to the home ber-
ry patch.
Land for these fruits should be

well prepared as for any crop. The
blackberries should be placed in rows 4
feet apart and 18 inches in the row.
Dewberries should be planted 12 to 16
inches apart in 42-inch rows. The
blackberries will need no trellising, but
two wires should be strung for the
dewberries to climb on. The first wirte
may be placed about 18 inches above
the ground and the second about the
same distance above the first.
With cultivation and proper care

these berries will produce fruits twice
as large as they do in their wild state.
They may be planted during Novem¬
ber, December, January or early
February. It will be necessary to
prune the bushes before they are plant¬
ed. The dewberries should be cut back
to 18 inches and the blackberries to 2
feet.

BURNING OFF TRASH
MAKES POOR LAND

The easiest way to get rid of trash
and crop remains is by fire. This is al¬
so the easiest means of destroying the
fertility of the land. Florida soils
need the organic matter which this
rubbish will supply. In most cases
this material will not increase the fer¬
tility when it is returned to the soil on
which it grew. It will merely tend to
maintain that fertility. If it is burnfed
most of the plant food will be lost and
the farmer will have nothing but poor
land to show for the crop which pro-

A wide variety of vegetables can be
grown for' home consumption during
the fall gardening season. Many of
these vegetables are not injured by
frost and, hence, can be planted thru-
out the fall. Among the vegetables
suitable for greens, C. K. McQuarrie,
state agent for the University of Flor¬
ida Extension Division, mentions rape,
rutabagas, Swiss chard and curly
plume mustard. Rape may also be
used for chicken or hog pasture when
sown on large areas. It may be sown
up to December. Rutabagas can be
planted any time during October and
November.
Onion sets for early table use can be

planted up to Christmas, and onion
seeds sown in beds during October or
November should produce plants for
the field by early March. The Bermu¬
da or Mediterranean varieties are

recommended for Florida. The Aus¬
tralian brown onion is used largely for
green bunching.
Peas and beans may be planted to

within 35 to 40 days of frost. Radish¬
es, beets, turnips, lettuce and many of
the hardier vegetables will add con¬
siderable variety to the garden.

A PROGRESSIVE TOWN LOCAT¬
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ENTERED BY TWO RAILROADS
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CONFEREES MAKE
SLOW PROGRESS

Work In Regard To Mexican Situation
Will Not Be Finished For

Some Time

CARRANZA FORCES DEFEATED
Elections Are Held In Various Parts

Of Mexico For Senators And
Deputies To Congress

Atlantic City, N. J.—Members of
the Mexican-American joint commis¬
sion appeared to have little hope that
their work would be finished for some

time. Their conferences have been
resumed.
The Mexicans have not been able

thus far to satisfy the American rep¬
resentatives that their government,
unassisted, can maintain such order
along the border as will safeguard life
and property of Americans.
Unofficial information reaching here

Indicates that it is not improbable
General Carranza's impatience at the
failure of the American government
to withdraw General Pershing's troops
might cause him to send to the state
department at any time a communi¬
cation that would give the conference
a new aspect.
The Mexicans have been told repeat¬

edly that until a satisfactory method
of control has been adopted, the ques¬
tion of the withdrawal of American
troops cannot be discussed and Villa
activities have been cited as suffi¬
cient reason for the maintenance of
that attitude.

Carranra Troops Defeated
Laredo, Texas.—Ten thousand de

facto government troops who were
defeated at Tepuacan October 6 Join¬
ed the Felix Diaz movement, accord¬
ing to information reaching the bor¬
der. A column of five thousand troops
under Gen. Jose Robles sent against
the Revolutionists declared themselves
with their leader for Diaz, while an¬
other column of equal strength, com¬
manded by Gen. Cesario Castro, like¬
wise deserted, the report said.
General Castro, who is governor of

the state of Puebla, is said to have
escaped in an automobile with his
staff, remaining loyal to Carranza.
Elections for senators and deputies
were held in various parts of Mex¬
ico, according to advices received at
Nuevo Laredo. The Mexican con¬
gress is scheduled to meet at Quere-
taro on November 20.

JAPAN INVESTIGATING
ANOTHER CONCESSION

Probes Right Given Minnesota Com¬
pany To Reconstruct Shan-

Tung Canal

Tokio, Japan.—The foreign office
admitted that Japan had instituted an
Inquiry into the granting bv China of
a concession for the reconstruction of
part of the Grand canal in Shan-Tung
province of a company of St. Paul,
Minn.
Japanese officials declared that no

protests had yet been lodged by Ja¬
pan with the Chinese government
against the American railroad project
and it was added that the future ac¬
tion of the government would not be
discussed.
Japanese newspapers assert that

Russia, Great Britain and France have
protested against the signing of a con¬
tract between the Chinese government
and the St. Paul concern, claiming

that such action wouI3 be "a violation
of previous agreements with these
powers.

and Surroundings
The Lake Wales Land Company has

just issued a beautiful, new booklet,
replete with descriptive matter and
views of the town of Lake Wales and
the surrounding country.
One of the new views shown is that

of the proposed new driveway through
the park along the shores of Crystal
Lake. When this work is completed,
it will add greatly to the attractive¬
ness and beauty of the surroundings.

LaFayette Votes Against Bonds
Mayo.—The election held in LaFay¬

ette county to decide whether bonds
co the amount of $600,000 should be
issued and sold for the purpose of
constructing a system of good and
hard-surfaced roads throughout the
county resulted in defeating the bond
issue by a large majority, only one
precinct in the county giving a major¬
ity for the issue, and that majority be¬
ing only one vote. The southern end
of the county, which desires to cre¬
ate a special tax road and bridge dis¬
trict, voted almost solidly against the
county bond issue. However, the lead¬
ers of the movement have withdrawn
4the petitions that they filed with the
board of county commissioners on the
first Monday in September asking for
a special district election, and it is
understood that they will soon file
new petitions for the same purpose.

Field Hospital Off For Texas
Jacksonville.—The first Florida

field hospital, under command of Maj.
Raymond Turck, departed from here
for San Antonio, Texas. The corps
consists of five officers and sixty-
eight men who have been mobilized at
state camp for the past several
months. The departure was made by
way of Montgomery. The corps trav¬
eled in two Pullman sleepers and two
baggage cars, which carried their
equipment. Officers of the corps are
Major Turck and Lieuts. H. C. Black,
L. A. Green, Ralph N. Greene and
J. B. Griffin.

florida leads
in good roads

Is Ahead, According to Population, o(
All the Other States in

the Union

Tallahassee.—Within the past few
years thirty-four counties of Florida
have issued bonds for a total of $1^-
723,421.37 for good roads. The report
of the federal government shows that
Florida is now expending more per
capita for good roads than any other
state in the Union and the tremendous
road-building activity is making the
state a boost for good road advocates
everywhere, and if continued will place
Florida at the head of good road
states in the Union.
Three great highways are being

made in different sections of the state,
which, when completed, will have lat¬
erals connecting with every town of
any importance in the state. The Dixie
highway from Savannah to Jackson
ville and from Macon and Atlanta to

Jacksonville, and from Jacksonville
down the east coast to Miami, is one
of the most important of these high¬
ways on account of its being the prin¬
cipal road entering the state from the
north. The old Spanish Trail, from
Miami to Jacksonville and to Pensa-
cola and on to Los Angeles, Cal., is
the principal east and west highway,
and the Florida state highway, down
the central western part of the state,
is the third. All of these roads are in
the course of construction, and each
county is building its connecting link.
It is thought by members of the state
road commission that the three great
roadways will be completed by next
year.
The plan under which these roads

and their laterals are being construct¬
ed was made by the state road com¬
mission. The commission, in order
to secure full power over all high¬
ways, will ask the next Florida legis¬
lature for a law along the following
lines: Full power over all main high¬
ways; consolidation of all automobile
taxes into one tax; half of the state
convicts to be used in road work;
power to maintain a road patrol sys¬
tem.
With these powers the road depart¬

ment will be able to carry out its
progress in its entirety and maintain
highways at the least cost and to co¬
operate with counties in the building
of lateral highways. The present ap¬
propriation for good roads by the
state to meet the federal appropriation
is $112,000 this year and $168,000 in
1917. With this money the depart¬
ment can carry out its ideas, and with
the county bond issues can eventually
cover the state with model highways.
Much of these good roads are being

constructed with sand clay, while oth¬
ers, especially those on the main
highways, are being constructed with
brick.

State Auditor M. C. Mcintosh, on the
alleged shortage of County Tax Col¬
lector John L. Branch of Hillsbor¬
ough county, made public at Tallahas¬
see, alleges that Branch is short more
than eighty-three thousand dollars in
his accounts and that the shortage
covers a period of a little less than
two years. The statement is to the
effect that the daily records of cash
receipts tallies with the stubs in the
collector's books, but that the month¬
ly recapitulation does not balance
with the daily record, and that there
in several months the day's cash is
omitted in the monthly report. The
collector made monthly settlement
with the county and state, and such
settlements did not always tally with
the daily cash record for the month,
it is alleged.
Branch has been removed from of¬

erty, valued at about one hundred
thousand dollars to protect the state,
county and his bondsmen and other
creditors.

to prevent the shipment of citrus
fruits artificially colored by sweating.

Tallahassee.—Before adjournment,
the Florida division, United Sons of
Confederate Veterans adopted a reso¬
lution directed to the commander-in-
chief of the Sons, Gen. Charles Hardee
Spencer of Tampa and suggested that
steps be taken to have passed by the
next session of the legislature an act
which will grant an increase of pen¬
sion to all Confederate soldiers in
the state. The pension at present is
$10 a month, and the Sons propose
that this be increased to $30 a month.
It was stated in discussing the reso¬
lution that there is $500,000 in the
pension fund at Tallahassee above the
amount that will be required to round
out payment of the veterans' pension
this year.

Tug Lost In Storm..
Pensacola.—The tug Flanders was

lost in the bay during the hurricane.
Capt. Rocheblave, the vessel's owner
and all members of the crew got into
a life boat and finally reached shore
across the bay, but not until they had
clung to the upturned life boat for
hours. They were brought across to
the city by the tug Dixie which went
out in search of them. The Flanders
took a fishing schooner in tow just be¬
fore the first portion of the hurricane
broke and towed it across the bay to
a sheltered anchorage. The tug start¬
ed back when the hurricane broke and
waves were dashed continually over
the tug, choking the pumps with coal.
The vessel then started to run for a

protected spot, but could not make it
and began to founder.

COULD NOT DISTURB SCOT

Standardization Of Citrus Fruits

Gainesville.—Standardization is the
greatest need of the Florida citrus
grower. This is the opinion of Leo
B. Scott, United States bureau of
plant industry, who lectured before
the Citrus Seminar at the University
of Florida. Mr. Scott says that in¬
stead of the forty or fifty varieties
and strains of oranges and the great
multiplicity of strains of other fruits,
there should be not more than five or

six at most. He urged the growers
to appoint a committee who should
select the best varieties and those
which should come to represent the
state. All growers should agree to
produce the standard varieties and
thus solve many of their marketing
problems.

Work Started On T. & E.
Tampa.—Actual work has been be¬

gun on the proposed electric interur-
ban line connecting Plant City and
Lakeland with Tampa. A crew of
men under Contractor Pope of Arca¬
dia started operations at Thirty-sixth
street and Tenth avenue, just outside
of Gary. The crew is to be enlarged
as fast as labor ca& be secured and
by the latter part of the week a large
force is expected to be on hand. Sev¬
eral portions of the road are to be
worked in sections at the same time
by the Tampa and Eastern company.
Matters pertaining to gaining rights

of way have held up the beginning of
the work.

I dictated to him sentences that I
thought would make him leap rrom
his chair; he shorthanded them as
though they had been geometry, and
whenever I paused to see him collapse
he would Inquire in a dry voice, 'What
next?""

Confederate Veterans In Reunion

Tampa.—Some 300 or more Confed¬
erate Veterans from all parts of the
state, with perhaps twice that num¬
ber of Sons and Daughters of the Con¬
federacy, met here for the annual re¬
union of the Florida division. United
Confederate Veterans.
As the veterans arrived they were

met at the union station by two or¬
ganizations of boys, khaki-clad, the
Boy Scouts and the Tampa Light Ri¬
fles, who conducted them to reunion
headquarters. From there they were
sent by the housing committee to
the various homes thrown open to
them for entertainment for the re¬

union period. Also, each veteran was

given a strip of meal tickets good
at any of five prominent downtown
restaurants, so that they need not go
to the houses for meals if they pre¬
ferred to stay downtown; free passes
on the street cars also were given
out, and the veterans were informed
that all of the moving picture shows
were open to them without cost.
Each veteran also was furnished with
a copy of the program of the three
days' events, so that if they left head¬
quarters they were "accoutered."
The annual session of the Florida di¬

vision, United Confederate Veterans,
came to a close with the big parade
and the barbecue at Plant Field. The
business sessions ended with the elec¬
tion of Maj. Gen. Alfred C. Ayer of
Ocala to be division commander for
the year.
After taking his place as head of

the Veterans General Ayer appointed
Col. F. E. Harris of Ocala as adju¬
tant general and chief of staff. The

Boost for Lake Wales!
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TICKS HANDICAP DEVELOPMENT
OF FLORIDA CATTLE INDUSTRY

This is a fair demonstration of the damage ticks do to many Floridacows. She had been on excellent range with plenty of water, but thethousands of ticks had sapped her blood, until she could not keep upher "maintenance ration," and became so emaciated that she could hard¬ly get around. The calf also was tick-infested and very weak. Pho¬tographed in a cultivated field, where her owner had put her in tne hopesthat the ticks would drop off and she might survive.

Eradicate the cattle ticks and take
the friction brakes off of the Florida
beef and dairy industries.
"The dairy cow has been likened by

many writers to a machine or a man¬
ufacturing plant. This comparison
can be applied literally, with certain
reservations. A certain proportion of
the power furnished any machine is
used for running the machine itself,and is not in any sense productive.
"In a steam engine this is represent¬

ed in the exhaust steam, in heat which
escapes without producing steam, andin the friction of the working parts of
the engine.
"In the feeding of the dairy cow

this over-head expense, this unproduc¬
tive force, is termed the 'maintenance
ration,' and is that portion of the feed
given the cow which is iised by her to
perform her own functions, such as
heating the body, pumping the blood,
digesting the feed, and moving the
body from place to place. This feed,
from a productive standpoint, is en¬
tirely lost to the farmer.
Ticks Add to Maintenance Cost.
"The cow can produce without loss

to body weight only after she has ex¬
acted this toll of maintenance. Hav¬
ing received feed enough to maintain
her, practically all of the feed she
consumes above this can be used for
milk production. This 'maintenance
ration' is a fixed charge, and the more
a cow can consume above that re¬
quired for maintenance, the greater
the amount available for production."
—From Farmers' Bulletin No. 743, on
"Feeding Dairy Cows."
The above statements are based on

tick-free stock and also apply to grow¬
ing beef cattle, for no animal can

increase its own weight until its own
maintenance has been provided.
Cattle ticks have been the retarding

element in the slow growth of Florida
cattle, similar to the friction on wear¬
ing parts of the engine, by increasing
the necessary amount of maintenance
ration.
The supply of energy in tick-infest¬

ed cattle beyond their requirements
for maintenance has been so small
that they produce little milk or beef.
Our range cattle have graduallybeen getting smaller, caused by tick-

infestation and inbreeding, so their
capacity to gather and assimilate the
forage has been growing less in suc¬
ceeding generations, until today the
native piney woods stock averages the
smallest in the United States.
Their small digestive organs can

not handle a large quantity of feed,but, after the assimilated portion has
been converted into blood for feedingthe tissues of the body, the ticks bore
holes through the hides and suck
large quantities of the blood into their
bodies, thereby setting the brakes on
increased size or milk production of
the cattle.
By using open range for pasture the

cost of maintenance ration may not be
increased to the owner, but the slower
development of size, caused by rav¬
ages of the ticks, amounts to the same
loss on the investment.
After the ticks are eradicated the

millions of acres of Florida range will
support several times as much stock
as are on it now, and by introducing
pure-bred bulls of the large beef types
to head the herds, it will be only a
short time until Florida range-raised
beef will be equal to that on any
range.

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SWEET POTATO VINES
MAKE GOOD DAIRY HAY

Sweet poteto vines make excellent
hay if they are cut and cured during
dry weather. Many tons of vines are
lost annually because faimers do not
appreciate their value, according to C.
K. McQuarrie, state agent for the Uni¬
versity of Florida Extension Division.
The right stage to cut the vines is the
most important consideration. If they
are left too long they become woody
and the quality of hay is not good.,
The best time to cut the vines is just

when the foliage begins to yellow and
before the main stem becomes woody.
The vellowing leaves denote the maxi¬
mum point of production. The pota¬
toes are mature at that time. If the
vines are left in the field after this
stage many of the leaves will be lost in
harvest, and the foliage is the valuable
part of the plant for hay.
The best tool with which to harvest

the vines is a scythe or sickle. A stub¬
ble several inches long should be left.
The potatoes should be dug as soon as

possible after the vines are removed.
The hay is hard to handle and should
be cured without rain if possible. It
will be found an excellent hay for dairy
cows.

On thin soils it may be advisable to
turn the vines under to add organic
matter. Whether this is done will de¬
pend on the need for hay and the needs
of the soil. The farmer must rely on
his own judgment.

LEVY COUNTY MAN CURES

PEANUTS UNDER COVER

Peanut hay is usually neglected be¬
cause it is a byproduct of peanut rais¬
ing, Nevertheless it is a valuable by¬
product and it will amply repay the
care necessary for good curing. One
Levy county farmer, A. G. McKay,
has built a barn 60 by 400 feet which
he uses in curing his peanuts.
The nuts and vines are harvested

and placed in the barn on series of pole
platforms. These platforms are placed
about four feet from the ground to the
top of the barn as the peanuts are

CORN CLUB AVERAGES
58 BUSHELS TO ACRE

Thirty Nassau county corn club boys
finished the work this year. Their
average was 58 busheln to the acre.
According to G. L. Herrington, boys'
club agent for the'University of Flor¬
ida Extension Division, this is the high¬
est average yield that has ever been
reported in Florida when so many boys
were enrolled.
Port Geiger of Hilliard is the cham¬

pion corn grower of his county. He
made 119.6 bushels on his acre. The
cost per bushei was 26 cents. His corn
was grown on the same sort of soil,
light sandy loam, on which farmers in
the same community averaged 20 bush¬
els or less this year. It will be seen
that Port Geiger must have had some
advantage other than land. He did.
It was a receptive mind. He worked
his land well before he planted the
corn and cultivated it well under the
county agent's instructions.
The contest was held in Callahan,

September 30. Each boy exhibited a
ten ear sample from the corn which he
grew. Mr. Herrington says that the
corn was exceptionally good. A big
crowd of farmers attended the contest.
Three scholarships were awarded to
club members. Pasco Foracker, Bald¬
win, took second place, and Edwin
Brown, Callahan, third. The three
winners will attend the Club Boys
Short Course at the University of
Florida, December 4 to 9.

The hay is worth at
least $15 a ton.

Small seeds such as lettuce frequent
ly fail to give good germination when
there is apparently no reason for it
If the seeds are alive and if there is
plenty of moisture and warmth they
should give a good stand. When these
conditions are fulfilled and germination
is poor it is probable that ants are
causing the trouble. They are fond of
small seeds and will carry practically
the whole planting to their nests if they
are left unmolested.
J. R. Watson, entomologist to the

University of Florida Experiment Sta¬
tion, suggests th8t the nests be treated
with a solution of sodium cyanide. One
ounce of the poison to a quart ofwater
will make a solution strong enough.
Punch a hole in the main entrance of
the nest from six inches to a foot deep.
Pour about an ounce of the solution in

to the hole and close it immediately by
tramping the soil. The solution will
evaporate and the fumes liberated will
kill the ants. If all the ants are not
killed the survivors wiW probably start
another nest nearby. This can be
given the same treatment.
The cyanide solution is extremely

poisonous and should be guarded strict¬
ly. If any is left after the ant nests
have been treated it should be covered

tightly and placed where no person will
get it thru mistake. Carbon bisulfide
is sometimes used for killing the antB
but it is not so effective as the sodium
cyanide.

IS ASSASSINATED

Assassin After Shooting Premier Wound¬
ed Two Other Men Before

He Was Arrested

CAUSED GREAT EXCITEMENT
Doctor Adler Killed Count Stuergkh

Because Latter Refused To
Convene Parliament

Vienna.—The assassination of the
Austrian premier, Count Karl Stu¬
ergkh, who was killed here, was pure¬
ly political and was induced by his re¬
fusal to convene parliament, accord¬
ing to admission of Dr. Friedrich Ad¬
ler, his assailant, shortly after his ar¬
rest.
Doctor Adler's arrest was accom¬

plished after the wounding of two
men who leaped at him when he fired
on Count Stuergkh. He discharged
the two remaining chambers of his re¬
volver at these men before Austrian
and German officers, with drawn sa¬
bers, overpowered him.
Count Stuergkh arrived at the hotel

at 1:30 o'clock. With him at luncheon
were Baron Aehrenthal, Count Tog-
genburg, governor of the Tyrol; Herr
Jacobson, a prominent Vienna musi¬
cian, and an actor from the Court
theater.
At two o'clock Adler, who was un¬

known to the premier, arrived and
took a seat three tables away. He ate
luncheon and paid for the meal, but
lingered at the table.
Shortly after three o'clock he arose,

advanced quickly toward the premier
and fired three, shots.. The. first miss¬

ed. The next two struck the premier
in the head. Without X word, Count
Stuergkh fell back lifeless in his
chair.
Baron Aehrenthal sprang toward

Adler. The head waiter ran up from
behind the assassin and grasped the
hand that held the revolver. Adler
wrested his arm free and fired two
shots. Baron Aehrenthal was wound¬
ed in the foot. The waiter received
only a superficial wound.

Assassin Surrenders
Seeing that the struggle was hope¬

less, Doctor Adler surrendered to the
officers, who crowded upon him and
gave up his revovler. Apparently he
was the calmest man in the room. He
gave his name without hesitation and
added:
"If you please, gentlemen, I know

perfectly well what I have done. I
shall not resist arrest."
In reply to a question as to the rea¬

son for his act, he said at first: "That
I shall leave to answer in court."
It was half an hour later that he ad¬

mitted that he had been actuated by
political motives.

TWENTY-ONE MEN DROWNED

.WHEN STEAMER SINKS

The James B. Colgate Goes Down In
a Storm On Lake

Cleveland, Ohio.—Twenty-one mem¬
bers of the crew of the steamer
James B. Colgate were drowned in
Lake Brie October 19 at night, when
the Colgate, bound from Buffalo to
Port William, Ontario, with coal, went
down in a storm off Erie, Pa. The
tragedy became known when Capt.
Walter Grashaw of Cleveland, sole
survivor, was picked up by a car ferry
and taken to Conneaut, Ohio, after be¬
ing afloat thirty-four hours on a life
raft.

_ ...

Captain Grashaw, who had been
master of the Colgate for only two
weeks, became unconscious soon af¬
ter being picked up, but was able
to tell part of the story of the dis¬
aster. Nineteen of the crew, he said,
were drowned when the big whale-
back vessel foundered, and two others,
Second Engineer Harry Ossman of
Cleveland and an unnamed coal pas¬

senger, were washed from the life
raft after exposure and exhaustion had
rendered them helpless.
The Colgate went down the night

of what has.become known as "black
Friday." Six* men were lost when the
steamer Filer sank in Lake Erie, Oc¬
tober 19, and on the same day the
steamer, Marshall F. Butters founder¬
ed, but its crew of thirteen was saved.
Less than an hour after the Filer

sank, the Colgate, by far the largest
of the three lost vessels, went down

Mr. B. P. Kelly,
Lake Wales, Fla.

Dear old friend:
Yours of the 26th re¬

ceived and when I say I am glad to
hear from you that is putting the ap¬
preciation of your letter very weak for
you know it has been so long since I
heard from you.
The charges that are being circu¬

lated against me are without founda¬
tion and is made solely to try to injure
me by a few low down people who op¬
posed the recent bond issue for good
roads. They are seeking this means
of getting revenge out of me on ac¬
count of the active part I have taken
all the way through.
The editor of the paper here that is

trying to do me the most harm hasn't
one dollar's interest in Polk county and
hasn't been here long enough to vote.
All the better people here are still my
friends and are standing by tne.
I am inclosing you herewith a copy

of my answer to charges made against
me which I would appreciate if you
would get your paper to print same.
I would also appreciate the fact of
getting a substantial support in your
precinct on Nov. 7th, which I am
sure of if the people understand the
situation.

To the Taxpayers of Polk Co:
I have refrained from any reply to

certain statements which have been
published from time to time since the
bond election intended to reflect upon
my character and the faithful per¬
formance of my duties as Commission¬
er of District No. 5 and chairman of
the Board of County Commissioners
of Polk County, and in so doing have
felt that it was the yroper thing to do
under the circumstances, because un¬
less a public official is ready to be
critized and misunderstood and mis¬
represented at times he should not ac¬
cept office, but the time seems to me

to have come when I may not simply
answer the unwarranted charges Which
have been brought against me, for I
do not care to do that, but acquaint
the taxpayers of the county with the
actual facts concerning such state¬
ments.
The first statement to appear against

me was that as chairman of the Board
I issued a warrant remitting the fines
of certain men who were at the time
guests of the county, invited here,
who had unknowingly violated the law.
I did this without an expression of
disapproval on the part of the Board,
then in session, and of a large number
of prominent taxpayers in the county,
and with the full assurance that such
act was right and legal under the ad¬
vice of our attorney, who at the time
tendered his check for the amount in¬
volved to be held subject to the result
of an inquiry as to the legality of such
remittance. Such inquiry was made,
the act reported not perhaps illegal
but inadvisable, and the amount was
returned to the county. This act was
in the full light of day, open to some
of the largest taxpayers of the county.
The next statements were that it had

cost the county $9,000 accrued interest
on the bonds and the expenses of five
people to go to New York to deliver
the bonds which were sold for delivery
in Bartow.

would cost $1,600 to send such valu¬
able documents by express and the
agent of the bond buyers suggested
that the bonds be signed in New York
and in the presence of the proper of¬
ficials and that they would bear all
the expenses of such officials to make
the trip.

FLORIDA TROOPS
TO LOSE VOTE

No Provision Made in Laws of State
for Soldiers in the Field to

Cast Their Ballots

Jacksonville. — Are the Florida
Guardsmen who are on the border, at
Laredo, Texas, to be deprived of their
vote because of their response to the
call to the colors?
Other states have made arrange¬

ments for voting commissioners to go
to the border, and take the vote of the
troops in the field. Under the laws, or
their interpretation, as the case may
be, thousands of men will be given the
ballot though beyond the borders of
the state. In the majority of the
cases, if not all, specific laws were
enacted prior to the presidential elec¬
tion of 1864, when tens of thousands
were in the field, fighting the battles
of the Civil war.
No one has recalled any statutory

provision in Florida of similar na¬
ture, that could be applied this year.
Judge C. E. Harrison said that he
has a vague recollection of some ar¬
rangement whereby Florida soldiers
were permitted to vote in their elec¬
tions "back home" during the war,
although he could not say positively.
He does not remember any general
election law that specifically author¬
izes such a procedure. Perusal of cop¬
ies of the general election laws sent
out by the secretary of state fail to
disclose any clause which might be
construed to permit the vote of any
one, cast elsewhere than at the poll¬
ing place of the precinct in Which he
is registered.
So, unless some construction of

the laws, soil.: .iJ.e" decision
of the supreme court, some forgotten
procedure i3 uncovered, the yotes of
the hundreds of registered and quali¬
fied electors among the 1,200 Flori-
dians at Laredo, Texas, will be lost
The majority of the men at the bor¬
der are of age, and are with proba¬
bly few exceptions registered and
qualified as the troops were not call¬
ed out until after the June primary.

$2,000 Raised For Starving Syrians
Jacksonville.—Over two thousand

dollars was raised in this city for the
benefit of the starving Syrians living
in the war zone. A committee of five
from the* local Syrian club was named
to thank the people and press of this
city for the liberal donations made to
the $5,000,000 now being raised. Two
million dollars practically has already
been collected in this country, and it
is believed that the full $5,000,000 will
be raised this fall.
The money is to be used for the

purchase of food. These supplies will
be' distributed jointly by the American
Red Cross and the Turkish Red Cres¬
cent. societies. The Turkish govern¬
ment has agreed with the American
government that the supplies shall be
distributed to the starving people as
fast as it is transported to Asia.

Mrs. Flagler Will Rebuild Hospital
St. Augustine.—The encouraging

news has just been conveyed to the
people of St. Augustine that Mrs.
Mary Lily Flagler will rebuild the
Flagler hospital recently destroyed by
fire, as a memorial to her husband, the
late Henry Morrison Flagler.
Nothing further than this important

announcement is known here as yet,
no details having been included in the
first news. The plans, exact cost and
other details will, no doubt, be sup¬
plied in the near future. It is safe
to assume, however, that Mrs. Flag¬
ler will build a magnificent structure.

Orlando.—Sixty Orlando Shriners

CAMPAIGNERS
SPEAK HERE

Large Crowd Listens to Story of Fraud
in the Recounting of

Ballots

A large number of the citizens of
Lake Wales assembled Tuesday eve¬
ning to listen to the campaign speeches
of two gentlemen from the Catts head¬
quarters, These men, O. N. Williams,
representative to the State Legislature
from Pasco County, and L. S. Moody,
of Citra, spoke very convincingly on
the issues of the campaign and in sup¬
port of Sidney J. Catts, the people's
nominee for the governor of Florida.

Signal to Each Other by Well-Under¬
stood Sounds—Elephants' Trum¬

Rabbits, when star¬
tled at strange noises, stamp hard
the ground with their hind feet.
Other rabbits, peculiarly sensitive to
hearing this noise, are thus, warned
and scurry to safety. When a lion
roars In its native land those roars
are said to vary according to the ani¬
mal's instinct for seeing danger. A
lion's roar will reverberate to an ex¬

traordinary distance, and will send
the smallest animals, such as mon¬
keys, various species of little deer,
birds and lizards scuttling awny to
some places of safety. The elephant,
when hunted, very often sets up a
shrill trumpeting which carries for
miles to other elephants who may not
be pursued. But they hear it, and
are immediately on the alert. When
a herd of elephants are stampeding
the sound of their thundering gallop
is so tremendous that it carries for
miles. Small wild animals have been
seen to stand and quiver all over quita
suddenly, then bolt. They have heard
the "thunder" of the herd of elephants,
and know their danger.

GREAT BRITAIN DEFENDS

HER TRADE BLACKLIST

It Is Contended The Britsh Govern,
ment Has Right To Regulate

Trade Activities

Washington.—Great Britain's note
in reply to American representations
against the commercial blacklist was
received at the state department.
Arrangements regarding its publi¬

cation will be made later. It is un¬
derstood to reiteratue the contention
for the right to blacklist, but offers
derstood to reiterate the contention
tain circumstances.
The Britsh note is in reply to the

American note of July 28 which de¬
nounced the blacklist as "an arbitrary
interference with neutral trade," and
"inconsistent with that true justice,
sincere amity and impartial fairness
which should characterize the dealings
of friendly governments with one an¬
other."
The names of some American firms

already have been taken from the
blacklist, and the Britsh note is un¬
derstood to offer means of removing
others.
The Britsh note is understood to

take the line of argument that it is
unprecedented for a neutral to claim
that a belligerent should in effect com¬
pel its subjects to trade with the en¬
emy, and that it violates no law for
the Britsh government to prevent its
subjects from doing so.

Florida Soldiers On Rio Grande
Jacksonville.—A dispatch from La¬

redo, Texas, says:
Jupiter Pluvius the other night gave

the Florida soldiers a taste of his
water spilling in Texas, and while the
boys thought they had seen some rains
back home, never had they experienc¬
ed the bottom of the clouds falling
out, which evidently happened just af¬
ter taps, October 21. Rain had fallen
most of the afternoon with the result
that the soil was thorou^ily soaked
before the deluge came, and it looked
for a while as though the camp would
float away. Several tents were blown
down, and numerous soldiers of the
Second infantry did some informal
drilling in B. V. D. regalia getting
their tents set up again. Those men
who were drenched show no evil ef¬
fects of the experience.
The lightning effect prior to and

during the storm was the most won¬
derful they had ever seen, instead of
being in streaks the entire heavens
were brilliantly illuminated for sec¬
onds at a time with very little thun¬
der.
Col. Albert H. Blanding, command¬

ing the Florida regiment, is acting
brigade commander during the ab¬
sence of Colonel Slocum, who is in
New Mexico on a ten-day official busi¬
ness trip.
Bach regiment maintains its own

camp or interior guard, and most of
the exterior and special guards are
furnished by the Ninth United, States
and the Fourteenth United States cav¬

alry.

12 Counties Have No Demonstrators
Jacksonville.—Thirty-nine, counties

in Florida have demonstration agents
or have made provisions for them.
This leaves only twelve that have no

agents. Thirty-four agents are em¬

ployed. Five counties have made pro¬
visions for agents but have none.
These five counties will be supplied

as soon as suitable men can be found.
The demand for men to fill agricul¬
tural positions is large and counties
which are ready to take agents must
compete with these other demands for
men. C. K. McQuarrie, State agent for
the University of Florida Extension
Division, expects to have the remain¬
ing positions filled in a few months.
The demonstration work is growing

and farmers are anxious to co-oper¬
ate. It is expected that the twelve
counties that have not made provis¬
ions for agents will be wanting them
soon.

Government Takes Fortune
Tampa.—James M. Wright, a federal

secrete service men from Atlanta, con¬
fiscated $280,000 in counterfeit Mex¬
ican money held by A. S. Richards, a
local grocer, who bought the money
at a sale of unclaimed articles by an
express company about six weeks ago.
They money was in an old trunk sent
from Key West, and Richards had no
idea of what he was buying. His
amazement when he opened the trunk
was unbounded, for it contained near
half a million in Mexican money. He
sent samples of it to banks in Mex¬
ico City, El Paso and Laredo and a
letter was received from the cham¬
ber of commerce of Laredo saying
the money was counterfeit. Wright
called and took all the money Rich¬
ards had left. The grocer had sold
considerable of it for souvenirs.
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TICK-INFESTED FLORIDA FARMS
HAVE LOW MORTGAGE VALUES

"A farm mortgage indebtedness is a sign of prosperity, rather than of ad¬
versity; of progress, rather than of retrogression."
That has been the impression made upon members of the Federal Farm

Loan Board during their several weeks studying of farm loan conditions in
various sections- of the United States, for the purpose of locating twelve re¬
gional banks authorized by Congress.
Farm mortgage loans furnish (additional working capital to the farm owners

who desire to increase their investments in land, live stock or better farm¬
ing implements.
Tick-free live stock plays an impor¬

tant part in diversified farming, which
is the system practiced by a very
large majority of the farmers who are

borrowing money to enlarge their op¬
erations.
Florida farmers are very small bor¬

rowers of money on farm mortgages.
One reason is that the presence of
cattle ticks reduces the profits to be
made on breeding and feeding cattle,
which almost eliminates them from
the farms, and consequently the agri¬
cultural development of the State has
been seriously restricted.
There are millions of acres of fine

agricultural land' which have not been
touched by a plow, and which can
not command a mortgage value
of five dollars per acre, in their pres¬
ent undeveloped condition, but if the
cattle ticks are eradicated these same

areas will offer fine opportunities for
diversified farming and feeding of
pure bred and high grade cattle.
Then their mortgage value will in¬

crease rapidly, and if the production
of agricultural wealth keeps pace with
the farm mortgage indebtedness, as
it has in the most prosperous states,
Florida will eventually take her place
in the front rank of the agricultural
states.
Take the states of Florida and Wis¬

consin for a comparison as to farm
mortgage indebtedness, wealth pro¬
duction and1 development.

in the last census report, Florida's
farm mortgage indebtedness totaled
$2,709,970, 21 per dent of the value
of the land mortgaged, which repre¬
sented only 14.8 per cent of all the
improved farm lands. The total value
of farm products, including crops,
fruits, dairy products and sales- of live
stock amounted to $43,348,172. At that
time about five per cent of her farm
lands were listed as improved. The
total area of Florida is about 250,000
acres less than that of Wisconsin.
Considerable areas of the latter are

cut over timber lands, which are
snow bound for several months each
year. Her live stock has to be housed
and furnished stored' rations during

about seven months out of every
twelve.

Wisconsin Is Tick-Free.

However, there are no ticks of the
Texas fever variety in Wisconsin, to
take a heavy toll of life from the cat¬
tle herds and to injure every surviv¬
ing animal by drawing quantities of
blood from its veins. The Wisconsin
farmers get full value from the ra¬
tions they feed to their cattle, out¬
side of the extra "maintenance ra¬

tion" necessary to keep up body heat
during the cold weather.
The total farm mortgage indebted¬

ness for Wisconsin was $146,815,313,
which represented 34.3 per cent of
the value of the mortgaged farms.
That state stood second in percent¬
age of mortgaged farms with 61.4,
Iowa being in the lead with 51.8 pbr
cent:
Wisconsin's farm products amount¬

ed to $266,802,587 for that census
report year. Approximately 12,000,-
000 acres of land, or 33 per cent of
her area, was classed as improved
farm land.
Thus it will be seen that her farm¬

ers were not carrying farm mortgages
in order to meet living expenses, as
the wealth production was nearly
twice as mucjh as the total amount of
farm mortgages.

Contrast In Dairy Industries
In order to get a better idea of

what tick-free cattle do to help Wis¬
consin's agricultural wealth produc¬
tion, take a look at a few more fig¬
ures. Her farmers owned 1,473,505
head of tick-free dairy cows, valued
at $50,910,735, which produced dairy
products worth $55,595,344 during that
year.
Florida had 116,041 dairy cows,

most of them tick-infested, valued at
$2,020,547, which produced dairy prod¬
ucts worth only $1,444,710, although
the wholesale and retail prices for all
kinds of dairy products are much high¬
er in Florida than in Wisconsin,
which furnishes a large part of the
cheese and condensed milk we con¬
sume.
The large number of tick-free dairy

cows and an equal number of tick-
free beef cattle in that State produced
fertilizer enough for all bur 1.7 per
cent of the farms which used $127,753
worth of commercial fertilizer. In
tick-infested Florida, 59.6 per cent of
all the farms used commercial fertil¬
izer to the amount of $3,609,853.

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ALLIES MAKEGAINS
ON SOAK FRONT

Both The French And British Report Fresh
Progress, While Berlin Admits

Gains For British

ATTACKS BY THE RUMANIANS
Capture of Over Two Thousand Pris¬

oners By The Roumanians
Is Reported

London.—Following up their advan¬
tage the British captured another Ger¬
man trench October 29 northeast of
Les Boeufs, in the Somme region,
while the French made fresh ad¬
vances near Sailly-Sailiisel and Bia-
ches. Heavy artillery activity against
the British positions is being carried
out by the Germans in the Les Boeufs
sector and elsewhere.
Again, according to Berlin, another

heavy Russian offensive against tfcs
German lines along the Stokhod river
in Volhynia has been put down by
the German curtain of Are. Petro-
grad reports successful reconnols-
sances by the Russians along the
River Stavok, a tributary of the Stok¬
hod.
Except for bombardments the bad

weather on the Austro-Italian front
is keeping down the operations.
Roumanians Take 2,000 Prisoners
On the Transylvania front the Rus¬

sians and Roumanians are operating
successfully against the Teutonic al¬
lies near the junction of Bukowina,
Transylvania and Roumania, and to
tbp south near Campyluijg, and in the

Jiul Valley have gained successes
over them.
In the fighting the Jiul valley the

Roumanians are declared by Bucha¬
rest to have captured two Howitzer
batteries, which later were turned
against the Austro-Germans. Accord¬
ing to Berlin the Teutons have made
additional gains south of Kronstadt
and in the direction of Campulung.
The Roumanians and Russians in

Dobrudja are still in retreat before
the Germans, Bulgarians and Turkish
troops and are now endeavoring to
make their way across the Danube at
various points on pontoon bridges, ac¬
cording to the Sofia war office.
The Macedonia theater is still the

scene of somewhat vigorous fighting,
especially at the bend of the Cerna
river. Both sides are claiming vic¬
tories in the maneuvers in this region.

Common Labor Famine Reported
Chicago.—Chicago faces a famine in

common labor, according to the inspec¬
tion department of the Illinois state
employment agency and Canal street
near Madison, one of the greatest mar¬
kets for common labor in the United
States, is slowly being deserted by
employment agents, who for years
congregated in that locality.

Ex-Gov. Little Dies In Arkansas
Little Rock, Ark.—John Sebastian

Little, 65 years old, former governor
of Arkansas and former congressman
from this state, died here. Governor
Little was first elected to congress in
1893, and served in the lower house
in Washington for fourteen years. In
1907 he was elected the twenty-eighth
governor of Arkansas by an over¬
whelming majority. He carried all
but three counties in the state. A
few months after his inauguration he
was stricken ill and was unable to
serve his term.

BONDED FACTORIES

Jacksonville.—That the farm demon¬

stration agents of the state are work¬
ing toward the goal for a greater
Florida agriculturally, is the state¬
ment of W. L. Watson, agricultural ad¬
viser of Duval county, who declares
that the hearing before the federal
farm loan bank board in this city
practically every county in the state
was represented by its demonstration
agent, who were enthusiastic over the
prospect of one of the farm loan
banks being located in Jacksonville.

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PRODUCTION OF
CORN INCREASING

Has Gained 400 Per Cent in the State
In the Last Eight Years-

Acreage Doubled

Jacksonville.—The members of the
federal farm loan board who attended
the meeting here seemed to he par¬
ticularly interested in the statements
made by various speakers that a great
many Florida farm owners and pros¬
pective farm owners need the oppor¬
tunity to borrow money at reasonable
rates of interest for the purpose of in¬
stalling dipping vats to eradicate the
ticks, and to buy pure bred sires to
breed up the quality of their herds.

C. M. Cooper, who made a general
outline of the importance of locating
one of the regional banks in Jackson¬
ville, emphasized the necessity for
completing the tick eradication cam¬
paign which is being conducted in this
state at the earliest possible date,
and said that the corn crop in Florida
about equals the value of the citrus
crop. The farmers must have money
to develop the live stock industry so
the crops can he fed out at home to
the best advantages, as this is natural¬
ly a cattle raising state, but has been
greatly handicapped by the presence
of cattle ticks.
Prof. P. H. Rolfs, director of the

Florida Agricultural Experiment Sta¬
tion, told the members of the board
that corn production has increased 400
per cent in Florida during the past
eight years and the yield per acre has
increased about 50 per cent. This re¬
sulted from better farming methods,
including deeper breaking of the soil.
He estimated that 60 per cent of the

54,000 square miles of territory is cul¬
tivable, and that several millions of
acres more will be added when the va¬
rious drainage projects are completed.
The Hon. W. A. McRae, state com¬

missioner of agriculture, stated that
corn can be grown in every county,
and that when farmers can borrow
money on long time at reasonable
rates of interest, the finishing of cattle
will be greatly encouraged.
Tick-free Dade county has shown

wonderful agricultural development in
the last few months, and J. F. Jau-
don of Miami, tax assessor, stirred up
a lot of enthusiasm at the hearing
when he stated that applications for
farm loans in that county have reached
a total of $300,000, the largest total
reported for any county in the state.
Dr. W. F. Blackman, president of

the Florida Live Stock Association, re¬
lated the advantages resulting from
tick eradication on his farm, where he
has this year grown feed enough to
carry through the year 1,000 head of
cattle besides some other stock. He is
very proud to own some 800-pouni"
yearling steers, which he has fattened
on corn and velvet beans, and told
about recently seeing some three-year-
old ticky steers, which averaged about
425 pounds.

To Demolish Grain Elevator
Pensacola.—The immense grain ele¬

vator of the Louisville and Nashville
railroad, erected about fifteen years
ago at a cost of $250,000, is to be de¬
molished. It occupies a portion of
the company's Tarragona street pier
and the space is desired for tracks
and other purposes. Proposals were
inivited by the company for the re¬
moval of the elevator, the successful
bidder to be given the material if it
is removed promptly. During the re¬
cent storm, the elevator, which stands
about two hundred feet high, suf¬
fered materially, about forty feet of
the top being carried away. This
caused the company to reach the con¬
clusion to demolish the structure. It
was erected at a time when the L. &
N. was engaged in a fight with an¬
other road and the former threatened
to go after the latter"s grain busi¬
ness. It was operated for about three
months and then closed down and
never again used. The work of re¬
moving the immense structure will
commence within the next thirty days,

WILSON IN THE LEAD
Result of Presidential Race Uncertain, with Several Doubt-

States Yet to Be Heard From

CATTS ELECTED GOVERNOR BY A LARGE MAJORITY

Democratic Voters of Florida Stand by Their First Choice for State
Executive and Register Their Disapproval

of Boss Rule

The presidental election is hanging
in the balance with several doubtful
states yet to hear from, Wilson being
in the lead with 251 electoral votes,

Hughes having 243.
All the first returns to come in show¬

ed a great majority for Hughes, but
these continued to be reduced as the

reports from the West began to come
in until Wilson took the lead in the
race.

Not since a next day's revision of
the returns seated Grover Cleveland in

the contest of 1884 has the country
been compelled to wait so long to know
the result. More than twelve hours
after the polls had closed President
Wilson and Mr. Hughes were running a
neck and neck race in doubtful states.

The great majority of the Demo¬
cratic voters of Florida have triumphed
their fight for clean politics, have

repudiated the unfair and contemptible
methods pursued by the State Execu¬
tive committee to seat Mr. Knott in
the gubernatorial chair, and elected
Hon. Sidney J. Catts governor of this

state by a majority of approximately
6,000 votes, according to the latest
returns.

It was evident from the time the
first returns began to come in, that
Catts was far ahead in the running
and his lead continued to increase as

later reports came in.
Duval County gave Knott a majority

of abput 600, while Hillsboro, which
was in the doubtful column, reports a
lead of about 400 votes for Catts.
The latest bulletins, as we go to

press, gives Catts 27,664 and Knott
22,861, with complete returns in from
twenty counties.
Polk County gave a substantial ma¬

jority for Catts.
Lake Wales gave Catts 51 votes and

Knott 23, also 4 for Allen.
Frostproof had 62 Catts votes and

21 for Knott.

In Lake Hamilton Catts received 21

votes, Allen 11 and Knott 7.
Dundee and Davenport both gave

Republican majorities.
Haines City gave Knott 44, Catts 23

and Allen 13.

The last returns were received in
Lake Wales at about 11.30 Tuesday

evening and from early Wednesday
morning, every report on the presi¬
dential election was eagerly received,
and when the Wilson barometer began
to go up their was much satisfaction
displayed, though it was a great disap¬
pointment not to be able to obtain the
complete returns.

The Highlander had made arrange¬
mentswith the Highland Telephone Co.
to receive the returns and have them
thrown on the screen in the tent audi¬
torium and F. D. Shepard, President,
and Mr. Sumner, local manager, did
excellent work in obtaining the re¬

ports, and right here the editor wishes

FARMERS' SHORT COURSE
REGISTRATION BEGINS

Farmers are beginning to register
for the Farmers' Ten Day Short
Course at the University of Florida,
January 9 to 19, 1917. Dr. J. E. Tur¬
lington, professor of agronomy in the
College of Agriculture, has received
the names of two men who have ex¬

pressed t.heir intention to attend. Dr.
Turlington will have charge of the
course this year.
The course is designed for farmers

who cannot leave home for a longer
period than ten days. The lectures
and demonstrations will be made as

practical as possible. It is planned to
have a series of lectures from each de¬
partment in the college during the
course. A lecture will be given every

day from those departments. In ad¬
dition special lectures will be given by
members of the Experiment Station
and Extension Division staffs. It is
probable that no class work will be
held in the afternoons. Demonstra¬
tions and field trips will be given then.
Complete details for the meeting

have not been formulated yet, but Dr.
Turlington is working on the program
and expects to have the tentative plan
for the course ready in a few weeks.
A large enrollment is expected this

year. The attendance last year was
60 per cent more than for the year
pievious. At least this great an in¬
crease is expected for the next meet¬
ing.

Navy Beard Inspects Big Station
Pensacola.—The general board of

the navy made an Inspection of the
United States aviation station, which
is located at the Pensacola navy yard.
The board, under the recent act of
congress, appropriating nearly four
million dollars for aviation, was in¬
structed to proceed to all stations and
investigate their facilities for train¬
ing aviators and to designate one as
the chief aeronautic station. This
station is to be the largest in the
world for such purpose. The board
comes here from Norfolk, where
the members spent Friday. It
is the belief that the facilities afford¬
ed at the Pensacola station are such
that this port will be the final selec¬
tion, especially as the government al¬
ready has spent large sums in the
work of preparing for aviation con¬
struction. Permanent hangars and
sheds for aeroplanes and dirigibles
are either finished or under construc¬
tion, while other contracts have been
let for work of this character and
ground cleared for an extension of the
station proper to cover all that part
Of the naval reservation formerly
used by the town of Woolsey.

30 Miners Perished In Explosion
Birmingham.—Thirty miners perish¬

ed in the Bessie mine disaster No¬
vember 4. Rescuers having recover¬
ed sixteen bodies, were checked by the
prevalence of black damp in the four
most remote entries, and fourteen min¬
ers, killed by the deadly gas, are still
entombed in the mine. The revised
list of the victims of the disaster shows
that eight white men and twenty-two
negro miners lost their lives.

Urges League To Keep World Peace
New York.—Theodore Marburg, for

mer United States minister to Bel
gium and who Is now chairman of the
committee on foreign organization of
the League to Enforce Peace, in an
address here, dealt with a construct¬
ive scheme of world statesmanship to
be put into effect after the close of
the war. Mr. Marburg proposed that
former President Taft, who is the pres¬
ident of the League to Enforce Peace,
should be sent to Europe at once to
negotiate some plan of a joint guar¬
antee of peace.

REPORT BUSINESS
CONDITIONS GOOD

Estimated that the Citrus Crop Will
Amount to 750,000 Boxes

This Season

Washington.—The Federal Reserve
Board has issued an encouraging re¬

port on business conditions in Florida,
with special reference to the citrus
fruit industry and business in Tampa,
the report says:
"The present condition of the citrus

crops of Florida appears to be the same
number of boxes of oranges that were
shipped last season, and grapefruit
probably 75 to 80 per cent, of last sea¬
son's output. The fruit is a better
quality than last year and the sizeswill
run very desirably in oranges, but on
account of the very short crop grape¬
fruit will probably run to larger sizes
than last season, on the whole.
"Last season the fruit shipments

were 5,598 cars of grapefruit and. 17,-
836 cars of oranges, aggregating ap¬
proximately 8,250.000 boxes. The ship¬
ments for this season will be, as near
as we can tell at the present time, 7,-
750,000 boxes of grapefruit, oranges,
and tarigerines. The securing of an au¬
thentic estimate of the size of the sea¬
son's crop is quite difficult, for the
reason that there are crops from seven
different blossoms on the tree at the
same time, while the fruit is of differ¬
ent sizes, which makes it exceedingly
hard to estimate the exact number of
boxes to be produced.—Tampa Tribune.

A BOOSTER FOR
THE HIGHLANDS

The editor enjoyed a very pleasant
call from Mr. and Mrs. H. P. Mills,
from Greenwich, Conn., Monday eve¬
ning. They are both ardent boosters
of the Highlands, having property at
Mountain Lake, where they are plan¬
ning to erect a bungalow. Mr. Mills is
so enthusiastic over the section that he
has, since his arrival from the north,
increased his holdings here.
He believes that Florida is to have

the best season the state has ever had,
as he states that he had difficulty in
obtaining reservations for his trip
south, and the railroad officials inform¬
ed him that the travel to Florida was
two months ahead of a normal season.

Discuss Value Of Fertilizers
Gainesville.—That raw rock phos¬

phate is the fertilizer preferred by
many of the growers attending the
recent seminar at Gainesville was

shown.
The opening session of the seminar

was devoted almost entirely to pa¬
pers on fertilizers. Professor Colli-
son of the university staff, reporting
the results of certain experiments,
and Professor Turlington of the engi¬
neering college presenting a summa¬
ry of various papers by different ex¬
perimenters, were prominent among
the lecturers. Dean Rolfs of the uni¬
versity, chairman of the meeting, in
a few words intimated his concurrence
in the conclusion, suggested by the
reports that commercial or acid-treat¬
ed phosphate rock was found superior
to the raw ground rock.

Settlers To Come To State.
Jacksonville.—Alfred St. Onge, of

Windsor, Ontario, Canada, arrived in
the city'with the news that twenty-
five or thirty-five Canadian and Michi¬
gan families will shortly come to
Ongeville, 12 miles froom St. Augus¬
tine, to make their homes: Mr. Onge
plans extensive development of his
property there, and the rapid coloniza¬
tion of the large tracts.
He has bought a 500-acre tract lying

3,000 feet long the St. Augustine
paved road, and is having surveys
made as rapidly as possible. Much
of the land will be devoted to the cul¬
ture of strawberries, figs and poultry
on an extensive scale. As a large
part of the land is timbered, a saw¬
mill will be erected, and, later, prob¬
ably a box and crate factory will go

FLORIDIANS ARE NOW
ON PATROL DUTY

Many People Coming Out Of Mexico
Through Laredo Shows The

Conditions Are Bad

Tallahassee.—Reports from Laredo,
Texas, say that owing to the unset¬
tled conditions in Mexico, and the
policy of taking every precaution
against a possible attack the first and
3econd battalions of the second Flor¬
ida infantry are on patrol duty along
the banks of the Rio Grande, where
they will live in pup tents and be
ready at all times to resist any at¬
tempt of Mexican bandits to invade
American territory. While practically
all conveniences will have to be dis¬
pensed with while doing this duty the
Floridians are glad to be able to ex¬
perience actual war service, should
eventualities so shape themselves as
to make it necessary for the troops
to become actually engaged. There
is no real reason known why these
extra precautions are being taken, and
it is presumed that it is done, on the
presumption that an ounce of pre¬
vention is worth a pound of cure.

Preserve Fungus For Future Use
Gainesville.—At the beginning of

the rainy season in June, the grower
of citrus fruits should see that there
are plenty of the parasitic fungi, both
the red and the brown, in his grove.
If they are not already present, he
should spare no effort to introduce
them. However, in Junf, fungus ma¬
terial is often scarce, while in the fall
it is usually abundant. Therefore, it
should be collected at that time and
preserved for future use.
Dr. E. W. Berger, entomologist to

the state plant board, has shown that
it keeps well in cold storage. The
grower having cold storage facilities
should collect a supply of fungus for
usenext summer. Collect a quantity
of leaves having the beneficial fungi
upon them, and allow them to dry
for a week or ten days in an airy
room, out of the rain and direct sun¬
light. Put the dried leaves in a tight
tin box. Place the box in a cold
storage room where the temperature
is usually below 40 degrees F. or in a
refrigerator. Next June this fungus
material will be fresh and bright and
capable of germination.

Postmasters To Aid In Recruiting.
Jacksonviille.—Postmasters of Flor¬

ida, second, third and fourth class,
will be actively engaged in securing
recruits for Uncle Sam's navy, army
and marine corps in the future and
will be paid $5 for every enlistment,
according to circular letters being
sent out by the department. This
work will be done without neglecting
their official duties.
As the navy station here is planing

an active campaign throughout the
State to secure 20,000 additional men,
postmasters will be in a position to
render valuable assistance and there¬
by profit financially.
The circular advises that a repre¬

sentative will be sent to any locality
to examine any applicants where a
group has been secured. In such cases
those passing the preliminary exam¬
ination will beforwarded to the re¬

cruiting office and re-examined. If
they fail then, transportation home
will be provided by the government.

Nearly Forty Million Cigars Made
Tampa.—Internal revenue taxes

were paid on 35,726,233 cigars manu¬
factured in Tampa last month, accord¬
ing t-o figures announced here by
Stamp Deputy Collector O. R. Knight.
It represents the greatest month's
business in the history of the industry
in this city.
The internal revenue receipts for

the month totaled $109,965, while the
customs receipts totaled $221,000.

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GOOD TICK-FREE DAIRY COWS
WILL INCREASE FARM WEALTH
The future of the milk cow In Florida depends to a very large extent

upon the success of the tick eradication campaign. Government special¬
ists have demonstrated that ticks reduce the production of milk and the
census returns show Florida in the lowest place in the United States for
milk production per cow per year.
But Florida is destined to become one of the greatest dairy states in

the Union, within a few years after the State is released from the
Texas fever quarantine.
People are getting away from the idea that ten acres of land in this

commonwealth is plenty for a farm. A few truck gardeners may be able
to succeed on such small areas, but the average farmer needs more
land.

The following endorsement of dairy¬
ing as a part of farm operations has
been taken from an address, delivered
at the agricultural demonstration
agents' school, held recently in Gaines¬
ville, by Brevard county demonstra¬
tion agent, Alfred It. Nielson, of Mel¬
bourne:
"Development of the agricultural re¬

sources of Florida to the highest effi¬
ciency will have to be done on farms
of from 40 to 320 acres, with milch
cows of either the purely dairy type
or of the dual purpose type for the
major live stock department of the
farms.
"The yield of crops per acre will

be greater than on the purely one-
crop farm, and this on land that is
often not so promising. Farms with
their herds of milk cows invariably
show the greater labor incomes, the
bank deposits are higher and the peo¬
ple more intelligent and contented.

Tick-Free Cattle Helped.
"Los Angeles- county, California,

stands at the head of the list in the
United States for highest labor in¬
come and wealth produced per acre,
with Lancaster, Pennsylvania, second.
The former uses citrus fruits and veg¬
etables as the money or speculative
crop, and the other uses tobacco and
vegetables, but both are highly inten¬
sive and diversified farming counties,
and the milk*cow with her two satel¬
lites, pigs and chickens, play a very
important part in making this won¬
derful record. (Both counties are
tick-free. Editor.)
"Why? Because she insures that

ever-welcome monthly cash income
which places the farm on a cash
basis, and the farmer consequently
buys for a lower price than his broth¬
er farmer does on credit.
"The milk cow distributes employ¬

ment of labor over the entire year,
thereby making it possible for the
farmer to do all of the work himself
or to train and keep good hands the
year around and make the most .out
of his labor investment.
"She converts all of the forage

crops grown on the farm into a high¬

ly marketable product and, when the
season is not advantageous to money
crops,*she provides support for the
farmer. Should some crop not be
in the best marketable condition when
harvested, bossy will take that and
make it so. She works in well with
most any kind of a crop rotation on
the farm, and what I believe to be
one of her greatest assets to us here
in Florida, she actually increases the
fertility of the soil.

Grow Feed In Place Of Weeds.
"I firmly believe that not many

years hence we will have several
counties of our State well up in the
king row of counties, placed there for
the value of farm products that they
produce, and the milk cow will be
the means for attaining that height,
for diversification is absolutely neces¬
sary in any farming community.
"Many of the Florida dairies buy

mill feeds and some even buy rough¬
age for their cows. They are not
making a great amount of profit from
their efforts. It has been demonstrat¬
ed that we can grow the feeds and, at
the same time, make a market for
products grown at a time of the year
when many of our fields grow up to
weeds.
"We may not grow alfalfa and clo¬

vers, but we grow other legumes just
as good and often superior, such as
velvet beans, cowpeas, soy beans, pea¬
nuts and beggar weed. Hay can be
harvested from our Sudan, Natal,
Rhodes and the ever-present crab-
grass, in addition to the legumes men¬
tioned above, and we can have pas¬
tures for the cows to graze Upon the
year around.

Cows Make Owners Prosperous.
"When a few herds have been well

established in a community and they
have demonstrated their worth, the
newcomer will look for land that will
be suitable for dairying, for potatoes
and vegetables, and where climatic
conditions are favorable, for land that
can be planted to a citrus grove.
"His purchase will be greater than

five or ten acres, and he will plan
to have a few cows at once, so he will
have a living while developing his
farm, and, ere long, that community
will be settled by a thrifty and pros¬
perous people, their lands increasing
in value every year."

US KB) DECKS

Provinces Occupied By Teuton Troops
Are Proclaimed Kingdom

Of Pcland

PEOPLE TO NAME DELEGATES
New Constitution Will Be Framed By

A Body Of Poles To Be
Selected Later

Berlin.—Polish provinces occupied
by troops of the central powers," says
a news agency, "were the scene of
a great and momentous historic event.
Germany and Austria-Hungary by
joint action, proclaimed Warsaw and
Lublin, the Kingdom of Poland; and
re-established the right of the Polish
nation to control its own destinies, to
live an independent national life and
to govern itself by chosen representa¬
tives of the nation.
A few days ago a Polish delegation

had called upon the imperial chancel¬
lor, Dr. von Bethmann-Hollweg. Its
members were representative Poles
of society and all creeds. They trans¬
mitted to the German government the
wishes of the Polish nation which now
have been granted to them.
"Thus the ancient kingdom of Po¬

land from which In the past came fa¬
mous rulers like the Jagellones (a
dynasty founded by Jagelio) which
reigned in Poland from 13S6 to 1572
and glorious soldiers like the great
Sobieski (John III., King of Poland in
1074-1696) is now resurrected to new

life. The Poles are free from Russian
oppression, no more to be trodden un¬
der the heels of the Cossack. The

libertfy that had been destroyed a cen¬
tury ago on Russian instigation now
is restored. The rule of the knout
has been abolished. Poland has been
given back to western civilization."
The new constitution of Poland will

be framed by a body of Poles to be
selected later. It is understood that
the selection of these delegates will
be left entirely to the decision of the
people.

Autonomy For Galicia
Amsterdam.—Emperor Francis Jo¬

seph has addressed an autograph let¬
ter to Premir von Koerber, stating that
it is his will when the new state of
Poland comes into existence to grant
Galicia the right independently to
manage its own internal affairs. The
emperor charges Premier von Koer¬
ber to prepare measures for the legal
realization of this command.

The hunting of deer, wild turkey,
quail, doves, swan, geese, brant, rail-
coots, sandpipers, curlews, snipe,
ducks and plover is permitted in Flor¬
ida between November 20th and March
10th; pheasants, November 20 to De¬
cember 20th; squirrels October 1st to
March 1st.

FOR POLK COUNTY

Consolidated Fruit Corporation of New
York Buys 3,000 Acres Which Will Be
Developed and Planted in Grove

Sale of 3,000 acres of high-class land,
mostly citrus fruit land, has been con¬
summated by Thomas E. Lucas and
associates of this city to the Consoli¬
dated Fruit Corporation, of No. 204
Franklin Street, New York city. The
sale was closed by Ben Ludlow, pur¬
chasing agent for the corporation,
which is one of the largest of its kind
in the country. The land is situated in
Polk County and lies between Lucerne
Park and Haines City, in what is known
as the citrus center and lake region of
that section of South Florida.
According to Mr. Ludlow, purchasing

agent of the Consolidated Fruit Cor¬
poration, who has been .here for sev¬
eral weeks arranging for the purchase
of this big tract, his concern does not
intend to sell off any part of the tract,
but will develop it, clearing the land
and establishing a huge fruit ranch, on
which will be planted citrus fruit trees
of all kinds, as well as other fruits in¬
digenous to Florida. The corporation
controls some 20,000 acres of fruit
ranches in California, and this, its first
big purchase in Florida, will be devel¬
oped along the same lines as its Cali¬
fornia holdings. In addition to its Cali¬
fornia holdings, the Consolidated has
some 7,000 acres in Arkansas and a
900-acre cocoanut ranch in Cuba.
"We are not real estate speculators,

but developers. We do our own mar¬
keting of our fruit through our head¬
quarters and branches," said Mr. Lud¬
low. "We have turned our attention
to Florida because of the wonderful
opportunities here. I feel proud of this
purchase, and know it will mean much
to this section. Your State produces
wonderful fruit—I consider it the finest
in the country. Our president, Col. W.
H. Garland, will be here about the 26th,
on his way to Cuba. Arrangementswil
be made shortly for clearing up our
new holdings and establishing a big
fruit ranch. We market our own prod¬
ucts, but we will not be competitors of
the Florida Fruit Exchange.

FOR THIS STATE
Florida Is to Spend $14,000,000 for

Good Roads During the
Next Two Weeks

Tallahassee.—According to Informa¬
tion sent cut from the state road de¬
partment at Tallahassee, the total
amount of bond issues for road im¬

provement up to the present time is
approximately $13,000,000, with at
least $10,000,000 in bonds to be sold
during the next two years. In addi¬
tion to the money from road improve¬
ment bonds, the various counties in
the state, as a whole, will raise from
direct taxation for road purposes ap¬
proximately $2,000,000 per annum, or
$4,000,000 for the two years, which
means that the counties of Florida,
independently of what the state may
do, will spend at least $14,000,000 on
roads during the years 1917 and 1918.
The $840,000 in federal aid allotted

to Florida for the five-year period end¬
ing June 30, 1921, will be an additional
amount to be spent on the rpads of
the state, and, according to the law
on the subject, the state or counties
must match the federal fund, dollar
for dollar; therefore, Florida will lead
practically every state in the Union in
appropriations for improving and
building permanent highways through¬
out the state.
Through the effort of the road de¬

partment the moneys to be expended
for this purpose will be under the su¬
pervision of Road Commissioner Wil¬
liam F. Cocke, who is one of the best
road engineers in the country, and
whose knowledge of materials and
conditions will heip make Florida's
reads better than most in any other
state.

New District For Recruiting In Florida
Jacksonville.—Recruiting stations

will be established in Tampa, Miami
and probably Pensacola or Tallahas¬
see, some time this month, with the
advent of Florida as a separate dis¬
trict for recruiting. Lieut. Joseph T.
Clements, who assumed char-ge of the
Jacksonville station as officer in
charge of the Florida district, says
that a vigorous campaign to secure
recruits in the state will be conducted.
Lieutenant Clements, who was as¬

sistant statistical officer of the na¬
tional rifle matches, comes from San
Antonio. New men will be sent here
to augment the Florida details and
will be stationed at the new sub-sta¬
tions.
Splendid opportunities are now of¬

fered enlisted men in the regular
army, as 1,700 vacancies have been
created in the second lieutenants per¬
sonnel, which will necessitate taking
men from the ranks for commission.
The president has authorized the ap¬
pointment of young men upon recom-
dation of commanding officers for en¬
trance to West Point, from whence
they graduate as officers. Those re¬
ceiving such appointments must have
served at least one year.

Suwannee Cotton Crop Very Large
Live Oak.—The receipts to date for

1916 Suwannee county sea island cot¬
ton crop, from statistics compiled,
amount in round numbers to $1,250,'-
000. The crop has not all been mar¬
keted as yet. Thousands of dollars'
worth is being brought to market daily
and will continue to come in until
the middle or last of the month. The
predictions that were made in August,
that the 1916 crop would be short
have proven erroneous, as there has
been harvested and marketed to date
more cotton than was ever produced
in this county before.

Map Of Florida One Of The Largest
Tallahassee.—In 1909 the United

States and nearly all the other prin¬
cipal countries of the world, by inter¬
national agreement, planned to pre¬
pare maps of the entire surface of the
earth, to be published on a scale one-
millionth of actual size, or about one
inch to every sixteen miles. The
United States geological survey, de¬
partment of the interior, is preparing
the maps of this series that include
the United States. A1 lthe maps are
to be uniform in shape and general
appearance and are to have the same
conventional signs.
As most people in this country have

more use for state map than for maps
of any other kind, the geological sur¬
vey is utilizing the data collected for
the world maps in preparing and pub¬
lishing maps of each state on a larger
scale—of about 1 inch to every 8
miles. A map of the entire United
States on this sqale would cover a
sheet measuring 20 by 31 feet.
The survey has already Issued such

maps for 33 states, the latest "one be¬
ing that of Florida, which is one of
the largest of the series. In compiling
the map every available source of in¬
formation has been ransacked for ma¬

terial, and many data never before
available to the public in any form
have been procured so that the map
exceeds in accuracy -any heretofore
published. It measures 44% by 61
inches.

SOUTH FLORIDA FARMERS

MAY STILL PLANT OATS

The oat planting season is over in the
northern belt of the state, but farmers
from Ocala southward may plant until
December 15. A. P. Spencer, district
agent for the University of Florida Ex¬
tension Division, suggests that the fui-
ghum oat be given a trial. This
variety has been grown only to a limit¬
ed extent but it has given such satis¬
factory results that it deserves wider
distribution.
Of course the earlier plantings

probably will give the best yields since
they will have had time to become es¬
tablished before the fall growing sea¬
son closes. If the plants are small and
shallow rooted when frost comes they
will become stunted and probably will
not rriake much growth before spring.
Cold weather followed by drouth makes
hard going for young oats.

GIVE A LITTLE OIL TO

WHITEFLY LARVAE

A few growers have not sprayed for
the fall brood of wliitefly. The white-
fly should not be neglected Since it sans
the life out of citrus trees and not only
weakens the tree but impares the rip¬
ening of fruit. The combined methods
of fighting whitefly are necessary to
keep the pest in control.
J. R. Watson, entomologist to the

University of Florida Experiment Sta¬
tion, recommends that those growers
who have not sprayed do so at once.
November is a little late, but a great
deal of protection may be "had even
that late. Several instances of effec¬
tive spraying in early November are on
record.
Oil emulsion or soap solution, 1 pound

of soap to 4 or 5 gallons of water, will
be effective. The spray should be di¬
rected to the under sides of the leaves
where the whitefly larvaewill be found.
The work must be thoro since each lar¬
vae must be hit to be killed..

STANDARDIZING OF

AVOCADO VARIETIES

Avocado production is in its infancy.
This is the time to avoid some of the
mistakes that have -been made in citrus
culture. Even now there are numer¬

ous varieties of avocadoes. It is
probable that other varieties and
strains wili ba developedorpropagated
within the next few years. Certainly
the development of new varieties or
strains should be encouraged in the
hope of producing something better,
but most growers should aim at the
bullseye instead of the whole horizon,
Everybody but the farmer recognizes

the value of standardization. Citrus
growers are beginning to recognize it
but will the avocado grower stop in
his mad haste to set a grove and con
sider what a multitude of varieties will
lead to? Leo. B. Scott, Bureau ot
Plant industry, said recently in a Iec
ture at the University of Florida that
even now the consumer in the northern
market could not be sure that he would
obtain a fruit of good quality when he
purchased an avocado. He suggested
that growers select the best varieties,

early, a medium, a late and probab¬
ly a very late variety, and produce
them exclusively. These varieties will
become standard and the market will
have confidence in them.

FRENCH MAKE GAIN
IN FIERCE BATTLE

Desperate Fighting Is Reported For The
Possession Of the Village

Of Sailly-Saillisel

TEUTONS ATTACK RUSSIANS
Petrograd Admits That Southeast Of
Lemberg The Austro-Germans Have

Captured Russian Trenches

London.—After days ,of sangqinary
fighting, the village of Saillisel, lying
to the east of Peronne-Bapaume, in the
Somme region of France, has at last
fallen entirely into the hands of the
troops of General Foch. In the cap¬
ture of the town the French inflicted
heavy casualty on the Germans and,
in addition, captured seven officers
and two hundred and twenty men and
eight machine guns. On the remain¬
der of the front in France artillery
duels are in progress.
Little fighting of moment is going

on in the Russian, Macedonian and
Austro-Italian theaters. Along the
Narayuvka river in Galicia attacks by
the Russians have been put down by
the Austro-Germans. The town of
Polog and Julse hill have been cap¬
tured by the Serbians from the Bul¬
garians, according to Paris. Berlin,
admits an advance by the Serbians in
this region. No infantry engagements
on the Austro-Italian front have been
reported.
French Charge And Gain Ground
Paris.—The war office announces

that the French gained ground in the
battle which has been in progress for
several days for possession of Saily-
Sallisei, on the Somme front. The
Germans penetrated French trenches
south of the Somme, but were subse¬
quently expelled.

MAJORITY OF PAPERS
WANT WHEAT EMBARGO

In Southern States, However, Senti¬
ment Appears To Be Against

Such Procedure

Columbus, Ohio.—Of 175 newspapers
throughout the United States which
participated in a poll conducted by the
National Association of Bakers to de¬
termine public sentiment on the ques¬
tion of an embargo on wheat, 74 have
expressed themselves as in favor of
such an embargo or as inclined to such
views where no editorial stand has
been taken on the subject, according
to a report made public here. Fifty-
four expressed themselves as definite¬
ly opposed to an embargo. The re¬
maining papers did not answer in full
the questions asked and the informa¬
tion sought was not given.
The sentiment in favor of the em¬

bargo seems to be developed most
largely in the Northern states and the
Southern states appear to be against

Several of the Southern editors
expressed themselves regarding an em¬
bargo or export tax as a war meas¬
ure.

Answering a question as to the sen¬
timent of their communities in regard
to the project, forty-four reported their
communities as in favor and nineteen
against the measure.
The detailed results of the poll, it

is contemplated, will be placed before
President Wilson and the departments
of agriculture and commerce within
the month.
The Master Bakers' association an¬

nounces that the poll was taken in
furtherance of an effort to conserve

American crops to secure lower prices
of flour in this country.

Realtors' Meetings Postponed
Tampa.—The meeting of the Florida

Realtors' Association, dated for Jack¬
sonville November 15, has been post¬
poned by order of President Thomas
C. Hammond of the organization until
December 7. Indications are that the
Jacksonville gathering will be larger
than originally expected and that the
association will be one of the most
active in the state.

Police Chief Is Deposed
Pensacola.—Capt. Frank D. Sanders,

for more than ten years head of the
PensaUola police department, and for
yearsp revious to his connection with
this department a member of the sher¬
iff's force, has been deposed by the
city commissioners. The reason giv¬
en for the action was that they sought
harmony which could not be had in
the police department under Captain
Sanders. The ousting of Captain San¬
ders was made possible by the com¬
missioners abolishing the office of city
marshal.
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Ticks Increase Rapidly
Under Normal Conditions

There is an old adage in the poultry
Industry that a person should not
count their chickens before they hatch,
but eggs from cattle ticks doYiot seem
to lack hatchability.
Dr. E. M. Nighbert, Inspector in

Charge, Bureau of Animal Industry,
■who was one of the pioneers in tick
•eradication jvork, has prepared the
following schedule of increase from
one pair of ticks in Florida.
The female will deposit approxi¬

mately 4,000 eggs within 50 days of
time she is hatched, the egg laying pe¬
riod being within a few days of the
close of that period. During egg lay-
ling the mother tick gradually shrinks
lin size and finally is reduced to about
•one-third her original size. After egg
llaying is completed the mother tick
lhas fulfilled her purpose and dies in
the course of a few days.
Under Florida conditions these eggs

will hatch in approximately 30 days,
making a total of 80 days for the com¬

plete life cycle of the tick.
One-Half Ticks^Are Females.
It is estimated that one-half the

original progeny of this female tick
may have opportunity to invest cat¬
tle, equal to 2,000 seed ticks on hosts,
the others eventually dying on the
vegetation of starvation or being kill¬
ed by inclement weather and ene¬

mies.
The survivors are about equally

divided as to sex, so approximately
1,000 of those infesting cattle will be
females.
Within 50 days from time they were

incubated, each will lay approximate¬
ly 4,000 eggs, which will make it pos¬
sible for one tick and her daughters
to lay a total of 4,004,000 eggs. Thirty
days later there probably will be about
4,000,000 little seed ticks of the third
generation, ready for business, and if
one-half succeed in getting on hosts,
our cattle will have to support 2,000,-
000 ticks for several weeks while they
are developing and breeding.

One Million Granddaughters.
On the usual basis of one-half the

survivors being females, the third gen¬
eration will have 1,000,000 egg layers,
so that by the end of 210 days from
incubation of the grandmother tick,
the production will have amounted to
about 4,004,004,000 tick eggs. There¬
fore, it is very important to kill all
of the female ticks before they have
an opportunity to lay eggs.
,4One litle tick may not suck much
blood from a cow, but, when she is
supporting thousands of them, in vari-

Very much enlarged photograph
furnished by the Bureau of Animal
Industry, showing a female tick of
the margaropus annulatus variety and
quantity of eggs she laid.

ous stages of development, the drain
on her blood supply is very heavy.
The seed tick during its life on the

pasture takes no food and consequent¬
ly dees not increase in size, unless it
reaches a host to take up the parasitic
portion of its development. The en¬
durance of seed ticks is very great,
however, so cattle on tick-infested pas¬
tures are continually picking up new
ticks to take the place of those which
have matured and dropped off.
This explains why cattle which are

being cleaned of ticks have to be dip¬
ped regularly every two weeks for six
months. The females must be killed
before they have a chance to mature,
or they will re-seed the pasture. If
this is prevented all the seed ticks
will be picked up by the cattle and kill¬
ed by the dipping process, or they
will starve to death without reaching
a host, within that period, and then
the herds and pastures will be tick-
free.

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Citrus Crop Will Be Estimated
Jacksonville.—The citrus crop will

be estimated quantitatively hereafter.
This announcement was made by Nat
C. Murray, statistician to the bureau
of crop estimates, in a speech before
the citrus seminar at the University
of Florida recently. Growers will wel¬
come this change, since they have
never had an unbiased estimate of the
number of boxes that the crop will
make. The bureau has formerly made
its estimate in percentages. Private
concerns have estimated the crop in
boxes heretofore.
The first estimate will he published

in the November crop report. C. C.
Hare, field agent for the bureau in
Florida, says that a special inquiry
will be sent to reporters within the
next few days. This will ask for the
percentages of bearing trees which are
oranges, grapefruit, limes and lemons;
what percentage of the present citrus
crop will probably be oranges, grape¬
fruit, limes arid liemons. An estimate
for the average yield in boxes per
tree and per acre and the percentage
of a normal crop will be required.

Federation Of Women's Clubs

Miami.—State President Mrs. W. S.
JeiAings announces the following pro¬
gram for the meetings of the State
Federation of Women's Clubs which
will meet in Miami, November 21.

Crytal Springs Ships Dasheens
Crystal Springs.—The first shipment

of dasheens of the 1916 crop from this
place were made, the shipments go¬
ing to Uoston, New York and Dade
City. These dasheens were grown on
the demonstration farm, on a low spot
on which little else could have been
raised, and the yield was quite sat¬
isfactory, although it is reported that
the crop this year is generally poor.
Indications are that there is begin¬
ning to be a demand for this vegeta¬
ble in a number of the Northern mar¬

kets. Inquiries in regard to the crop
have been coming in here for a moqth
or more. Heretofore the vegetable
has been so unknown on the market
as to get almost no attention from
commission men and buyers, hut now
apparently most of them have heard
of it, and some are having calls for it
from their patrons. A New York
commission man, to whom a trial ship¬
ment was sent, wrote that if these
dashens proved satisfactory, he could
handle about five thousand bushels
per season. He had apparently been
buying • dasheens • outside the United
States, but stated that he would pre¬
fer to buy in Florida if he can.

Berlin Claims British Paid Bloody
Price—Bad Weather Checks Oper.

ations In North France

London.—Bad weather is hampering
the operations on the western front
in France, but the British neverthe¬
less have taken twenty additional Ger¬
man officers and 752 men prisoners in
the Ancre sector, making their total
of prisoners since the 13th of Novem¬
ber, 6,962.
Berlin says that in the fighting No¬

vember 18, which was over a front of
seven and a half miles, the British met
with a sanguinary reverse except for
insignificant gains southwest of Serre
and near Grandocourt. A French at¬
tack south of Sailly-Saliisel met with
a similar repulse. Attacks by the Aus-
trians in the Adige valley and upper
Butt regions, in the latter of which
the Austrians and Italians fought hand
to hand, the Italians were victorious,

Methodist Hosts To Gather
Ocala.—The seventy-third session of

the Florida annual conference to con¬

vene at Ocala December 6, is looked
forward to with peculiar interest by
the hosts of Wesley both in the state
and out of it. It is doubtful if the
little handful of preachers who com¬
posed the first conference held at Tal¬
lahassee in 1845, when Bishop Joshua
Soule presided, looked forward to that
historic gathering with keener interest
than the 200-preachers regard the ap¬
proaching session of the conference.
The Florida conference was organized
in the same year that the first general
conference of the Southern Methodist
church was held.

Three Companies To Remain
Jacksonville.—As a result of the

strenuous campaign conducted by the
officers and enlisted men of this post,
three companies and one platoon of a
fourth company, National Guard of
Florida, are to be retained at this post.
A large number of recruits have been
received and sworn into the service.
Maj. Henry J, Covington, Jr., went to
St. Augustine for a conference with

159 Persons Killed in Railroad Wreck

Laredo, Texas.—One hundred and
fifty-nine persons were killed and
many injured in a railroad wreck on
the Inter-Oceanic line to Vera Cruz,
between Deliesa and San Miguel, near
Jalapa, on November 12, according to
a report received here. The train was
said to have been running at a high
rate of speed when it left the rails.
Four gars of the train of five cars
are said to have left the tracks and
rolled over a cliff. The passengers
were literally ground to pieces.

American Killed By Villa's Bandits
El Paso, Texas.—An unidentified

American was killed when a Villa band
took Jiminez and four Americans were

seen under a guard of bandits at Par-
ral during Villa's occupation of that
town, according to reports believed by
federal agents to be authentic, brought
to the border by refugees. Refugees
state that the district between Parral
and Jiminez has been cleared by Vil
la's followers of more than two hun¬
dred Chinese.

Jacksonville and no such structure has
been reared, the positive and definite
statement is now made and authorized
to be issued that during the spring
work will begin on the erection of a

playhouse that will cost between $125,-
000 and $175,000.

Catts Celebrates Wedding Anniversary
DeFuniak Springs.—Mr. and Mrs.

Catts were congratulated not alone
upon Mr. Catts being elected Governor,
but upon their thirtieth wedding anni¬
versary which was celebrated here.
They were the recipient of many good
wishes from their friends and relatives
and were entertained at dinner in
honor of ocassion by Mr. and Mrs.
Padeilck, the Governor's d&ughter and
her husband.

The State Sunday School Convention
opened today at Lakeland. The ses¬
sion will last for four days and a splen¬
did program has Lean arranged.

Negroes Fooled And Deserted
Jacksonville.—About one hundred

and fifty negroes are hopelessly strand¬
ed here at the present time as a re¬
sult of being deceived by labor re¬
cruiters who fooled them into believ¬
ing that they were to procure work
in the North and, after robbing them,
left them helpless in this city. The
police are investigating the fraud.
The negroes came here from Green

Cove Springs, where supposed labor
recruiters, both white and colored, be¬
gan their task of flim-flamming the la¬
borers in mills and similar places.

Rate On Corn Reduced

Pensacola.—Rates on corn from this
territory will be reduced from one to
eight cents on a hundred pounds lower
than it was heretofore, according to a
notice sent out by R. Hudson Burr,
chairman of the railroad commission.
The reduction will enable native grown
corn to compete with Western corn,

Jacksonville.—In a letter to those
interested in the upper St. Johns drain¬
age district, which provides for the
drainage of several hundred thou¬
sand acres of land in three or four
counties on the upper St. Johns river,

made known the attitude of the
board of engineers of Washington, D.
C., on several matters In connection
with the project. Among these is the
proposition to cut a canal to the ocean
in the vicinity of Oceanus, or some
other point nearby.
The letter addressed to the public

follows:
The chief of engineers has author¬

ized me to advise those interested in
property along the Indian river with¬
in the area of the possible influence
of the drainage operations of the upper
St. Johns drainage district, that the
war department, in acting upon the
drainage plans presented by the board
of supervisors of the drainage district,
including outlet canals to the Indian
river, can consider only the effect of
the execution of these plans upon the
navigable capacity and usefulness of
the navigable waters affected, and that
all questions of property damages must
be relegated to the courts; but that
if the various parties at interest de¬
sire to join in presenting a request
for permission to cut an outlet to
the Atlantic ocean at Oceanus, or at
some other suitable point along this
stretch of the coast, the department
will be inclined to give favorable con¬
sideration to the request if properly
presented, and if accotijj'anied by
plans making adequate provision for
the protection of the navigable ca
pacity of the Indian river, and by sat¬
isfactory guarantees that the plans
will be executed and the protection as¬
sured.
"Please communicate these views of

the war department to any other in
terested parties who may be known
to you.

Bridge Across Old Tampa Bay
Tampa.—To give Tampa and St.

tersburg direct interurban connection,
it is planned to build a million dollar
bridge over Old Tampa bay. A con¬
crete structure to meet all govern¬
ment requirements will, it is estimat¬
ed, at- least require the expenditure
of that sum.
Preliminary plans have been ap¬

proved and the studies call for two
spans of 1,000 feet each that will per¬
mit light draft craft to pass beneath
the bridge without having to follow
the channel. A hearing on the proj¬
ect is scheduled for the near future
by the government.
The proposed interurban is planned

to strike into Hillsborough county,
near Port Tampa, and one of three
lines may be used, or a new line run
into Tampa. It is believed that the
interurban will be a great developer
of lands between Tampa and St. Pe¬
tersburg, and the project is linked
closely with the suburban and tourist
development of the St. Petersburg end
of Pinellas county.

Election Cost County $5,000
Jacksonville.—The general election

Just held cost Duval county $5,000, ac¬
cording to County Supervisor of Reg¬
istration Ironmonger, and the county
board appropriated that sum to cover
the expense incurred.
The board fixed the remuneration

of clerks and inspectors serving for
the election at $5 per day for the first
day, and $2 for each 100 votes, or a
fraction thereof, counted thereafter.
Deputy sheriffs were ordered paid $2
per day and ballot box bearers $2 per
day and mileage.

Want Sea Wall Built
In Lake Worth the chamber of com¬

merce is strongly urging the issuance
of $25,000 in bonds for the building
of the desired sea wall. The town
commissioners are to be asked to sub¬
mit the mattre to the people at an

early dat and from the statements
made it would seem likely that the
bond issue will be authorized. The
report of the action of the chamber
of commerce shows that in order to
have the work done reasonably and
well it should be arranged to go on
while the West End bridge is being
constructed and save much money by
co-operating with the road and bridge
district trustees. The sea wall is
deemed a necessity by many and would
add to the value of Lake Worth prop¬
erty as well as contributing to the
health and attractiveness of the place.

WORLD SITUATION FULL OF
PORTENT FACED BY WILSON

For Next Few Weeks President And
His Advisers Will Consider Inter,

national Questions Only

Washington.—A portentous and com
plicated international situation now
faces President Wilson and for the
next few weeks will engage his at¬
tention and that of his advisers to the
practical exclusion of all but the most
urgent of domestic subjects.
In the last days of the campaign

Secretary of State Lansing frequent¬
ly spoke of the necessity of postponing
action on the more delicate interna¬
tional questions because of the uncer¬

tainty of the outcome of the political
contest had a direct bearing on the
success or failure of some of the ad¬
ministration policies.
From now on the president expects

to deal with all foreign questions with
out embarrassment and he is receiv¬
ing from his advisers a summary of
the outstanding issues so essential to
taking stock of the basic situation
which must be met now that interna¬
tional relations have returned to their
place of prime importance. While it
is not evident that there will be any
fundamental change in policy, freedom
from fear that any move at all would
be misinterpreted as inspired by an
internal political struggle has been re

moved, President Wilson and Secre¬
tary Lansing feel themselves able to
act with a single eye to the interna¬
tional situation and their immediate
conferences on the president's return
to Washington indicate how pressing
they feel the situation to be.

Girls' Industrial School Will Open
Tallahassee.—The girls' industrial

school or reformatory authorized by
the last legislature, will soon be es¬
tablished. The board of commission¬
ers of state institutions composed of
the governor and his cabinet officers
hare been desirous for sore time of
getting this institution established.
Several months ago this board pur¬
chased a site near Ocala on the Silver
Springs road to be used as the per¬
manent location of the school. The
location is ideal and the tract of land
containing a little more than one hun¬
dred as being exceedingly well adapted
for the purpose. The board secured
the services of an architect for making
preliminary plans and drawings for
the first building and the building was
practically agreed upon. When finish¬
ed it will be a splendid brick structure
well adapted to the needs of such an
institution and will be built along
modern lines. However, the board
found it impossible to proceed with
dispatch in the erection of this build¬
ing because funds were not available
in the state treasury for taking care
of the necessary running expenses of
the government and at the same time
meet all of the special appropriations
made by the last legislature. Therefore
the board was confronted with the

problem of either postponing for sev¬
eral months the actual opening of the
school or providing temporary quar¬
ters. It was finally decided that if

suitable building could be found
they would establish a school in a tem¬
porary home so that urgent needs now
existing could be met without delay.
Temporary quarters such as needed
have been found and the school will
be ready for oecupancy by the 15th
of December.

Boost for Lake Wales!

Farmers To Grow Rice.
Lake City.—The farmers of Colum¬

bia are giving a great deal of attention
to growing rice, and Mr. J. M. Murray,
living about eleven miles from Lake
City, at Deep Creek brought in to the
Lake City market a thousand pounds
of perfect, whole rich, which compares
favorably with any first grade of rice
ever brought to this market. In this
locality it is not necessary to inun¬
date rice fields at any period of its
growth. The field is generally select¬
ed on a lower range of ground than is
customary for other cereals, and if for
a brief length of time water stands on
the ground during the growing period,
no particular damage Is done. The na¬
ture of the soil, in this region, is such
that the. hydrostatic water stands
high frequently coming within eigh¬
teen inches of the surface. Such spots
are ideal for rice, and for the past
several years more or less attention has
been given to its cultivation by local
farmers.

Prominent Bankers of East Visit Lake
Wales as Guests of Seaboard

Railroad Officials

Lake Wales has never before been
visited by such a party of men, promi¬
nent in the financial affairs of the
country, as were those who came in on
the "Bankers Special", which arrived
here at 7.30 Tuesday morning. In the
party were about fifty bankers repre¬
senting many of the prominent finan¬
cial institutions of the east, and many
of the leading officials of the Seaboard
Railroad.
The party was personally conducted

by S. David Warfield, Chairman of
the Board of Directors, and W. J.
Harahan, President of the Seaboard
line. The trip was made for the pur¬
pose of allowing the bankers to be¬
come more conversant with the south¬
ern country and the great possibilities
here for the investment of capital.
The train was made up of nine es¬

pecially equipped steel cars, consisting
of one observation sleeping car,
two compartment cars, one twelve-
section sleeping car, one dining car,
three officials cars and one combination
ir.

The enterprising citizens of Lake
Wales had requisitioned all of the
available automobiles, which were as¬
sembled about the depot, and the en¬
tire party was taken aboard the mach¬
ines and given a ride about the coun¬

try. There were nineteen machines
in the procession and the yun was made

through the town and thence out to
Mountain Lake where a stop was made
at th6 club house, the golf course in¬
spected, and the other development
work shown.
The visitors were then driven back

to the Seaboard Station, where they
again got aboard their special and went
on their way to further inspect the
country entered by the Seaboard lines.
A hearty cheer was given the Lake
Wales boosters by those on the obser¬
vation platform as the train got under
way.
This was the first visit south of the

majority of the party and they were
apparently greatly pleased with what
they saw of this section and were filled
with a desire to know more of the

country. Many of the gentlemen ex¬

pressed their intention of returning to
Lake Wales and taking more time to
become acquainted with conditions
here.

WORKING TO IMPROVE

CITRUS FRUIT TREES

The work upon the town roads
is being pushed right along, and
we shall soon have a system of
hard roads covering all the princi
pal streets of the town.

Some folks are always looking
for pearls in oyster soup, but a
certain young man who is forced
to take his meals in a boarding
house says that he would be satis¬
fied if he could find an oyster.

Understand the Civic League
has quite a surplus of funds on
hand. Why not use a part of it
in planting trees and shrubs where
they will do the most good about
the town.

The surest way to make a lot of
money that we know of is to plant
potatoes in Florida this winter.
The price is going to $4.00 a bush¬
el, and it is one of the quickest
and easiest crops to grow.—Florida
Chief.

That community Christmas tree
is the right idea and is lots better
than having three Christmas enter¬
tainments, with small crowds at
each one, and beside, it will be
the means of bringing us all to¬
gether in a common cause. Af¬
fairs of this sort are always bene¬
ficial to the entire community.

Judging from the expressions
overheard from the visiting bank¬
ers here Tuesday, many of them
were very much interested in what
they saw, and were very much im¬
pressed with the development
taking place here. Andwhyshould
they not look with favor upon a
section so blessed by nature as

is the Highland section of this
state. And where has the de¬
velopment been more rapid than
it has been here during the past
two years?

Washington, D. C., Nov. 22.-More
than 200,000 select fruit-bearing buds
from citrus trees with known perform¬
ance records have been placed in the
hands of co-operators of the Bureau of
Plant Industry, of the U. S. Depart¬
ment of Agriculture, who are to per¬
mit the Department to secure progeny
records from the trees so propogated.
The purpose is to secure uniformity of
strain of the trees and the fruits borne
by such trees. This distribution fol¬
lows extensive taking of records of
select trees of the Washington Navel
and Valencia oranges, Eureka, Lisbon,
and Villa Franca lemons, Marsh grape¬
fruit, and Dancy tangerine. The buds
are supplied not merely for propoga-
tion of nursery stock, but, in many
cases, for the top working of unprofit¬
able trees in established plantations.
Recently, in co-operation with the

California Fruit Growers' Exchange,
a systematic campaign has been under¬
taken to eliminate all of the inferior
strains of grapefruit in California by
top-working trees of such strains with
select buds from trees of the Marsh

variety, with known performance rec¬
ords, thus reducing the grapefruit pro¬
duction of the State practically to the
basis of a single variety. Each year
sees an increase in the number of citrus
growers in California who adopt the
commercial tree performance record
system for locating trees of unprofit¬
able character, either because they
bear little fruit or because they bear
fruit of a strain not well suited to com¬

mercial use. A second commercial
nursery has been established during
the year in California for the purpose
of propogating trees from wood borne
by record individuals.
Of interest also to the citrus grower

is the statement in the Annual Report
of the Chief of the Bureau of Plant In¬

dustry that a machine has been in¬
vented which successfully removes the
oil-bearing portion of the rind of waste
and cull oranges and other citrus fruits,
thus making it possible to eliminate a
large part of the expensive hand labor
which has heretofore rendered the do¬
mestic production of sweet-orange oil
commercially unprofitable. This ma¬
chine has been patented and dedicated
to the public. There has also been de¬
vised a simple, practical, and inexpen¬
sive method of manufacturing sweet-
orange oil from the rind of cull and
waste fruit removed by the machine
mentioned.
Studies of the citrus scab, a disease

increasingly destructive in the past
few years in Florida, especially in
grapefruit groves, were undertaken.
Spraying experiments indicate the
possibility of satisfactorily controlling
it by thorough protection of the young
fruit.

EXTENSIVE PLANTINGSOF
POTATOES THIS SEASON

WHAT ARE PERFORM¬
ANCE RECORD TREES?

Do you know what performance
record trees are? Here, in substance,
is the definition given by Leo B. Scott,
Bureau of Plant Industry, in his lec¬
ture before the Citrus Seminar at the
University of Florida: Performance
record trees are trees budded from

parents of known production and per¬
formance, whereby the amount and
quality of fruit which the offspringwill
produce is assured.
It is not enough that the parentage

of the tree be known. Pedigreed trees

Growers commonly plartt Irish po¬
tatoes on beds, not because they gen¬
erally do better on elevations, but be¬
cause they usually give best yields on
moist soils and bedding is necessary to
give drainage. If potatoes are planted
on well drained soil they may be given
level cultivation. Beds may make cul¬
tivation and digging more convenient,
and a bed six inches high is not objec¬
tionable even where it is not necessary.
A. P. Spencer, district agent for the

University of Florida Extension Divis¬
ion, reports that a large acreage of po¬
tatoes probably will be planted this sea¬
son on a wide variety of soils. Potatoes
do best on soils containing a large
amount of organic matter. The most
successful growers provide some form
of irrigation since growth is apt to be
slow during spring drouths.

SHOULD USE THE
BEST SEED CANES

The sugar cane crop will justify
selecting the best canes in the field.
It may be necessary to obtain canes
from different parts of the field which
will require more work and labor than
if they were collected indiscriminately,
but the trouble will be amply repaid.
C. K. McQuarrie, state agent for the

University of Florida Extension Divis¬
ion, lays great emphasis on careful
bedding of canes. Unless they pass
the winter in good shape they will give
a poor stand. Careless bedding may re¬
sult in destruction of the canes by dis¬
ease. If the plants are dry some water
should be sprinkled over them to pre¬
vent firefanging. Usually the water in
the axils of the leaves following dew
will prevent this trouble.
Mr. McQuarrie suggests that a strip

of ground about five feet wide and as

long as necessary be leveled. The
leaves of each succeeding layer should
cover the seed buds of the preceeding
layer. It is not advisable to make the
bed deeper than four layers of two
canes each in any place. A strip thru
the middle Of the bed should beleftun-
covered for ventilation when the soil
is thrown on. This will prevent over
heating, but it should be covered as
soon as heavy frost threatens.
Of course the covering of soil should

be rounded to shed water. Most farm¬
ers provide a ditch around the bed but
fail to dig one for carrying the water
away from the bed. The ditch at the
foot of the mound should be emptied
immediately after heavy rains, else
the water will soak into the bed.

them by selecting the budwood them¬
selves from trees, the performance of
which they know. Do not accept the
nurseryman's statement that the trees
are performance record stock. Some
nurserymen do not know the difference
themselves and others merely want to
sell trees.
The purchase of performance record

trees is a means of eliminating a great
many risks. In fact, it insures pro¬
ductive trees. Aren't there enough
doubtful possibilities in citrus growing
without neglecting to assure quality
and production?

SERBIANS AGAIN
IN NATIVE LAND

French And Serbian Forces Capture The
City Of Monastir, Where Serbs

Will Establish Capital

IS GREAT ALLIED VICTORY
Allies Consider Capture Of City As

One Of Most Important Devel¬
opments Of War

Paris.—After having been for
months men without a country, the
Serbians are again to establish their
capital on native soil. Monastir, in
southern Serbia, for which the entente
forces have been struggling since the
advance from their base at Saloniki
began, has been evacuted by the Ger¬
man and Bulgarian forces and occu¬
pied by the French and a considerable
number of Serbs.
The French and Serbians having

captured the crest of hills partly sur¬
rounding the valley town, the Germans
found their position untenable and
withdrew, according to Berlin, to a
new position to the north of Manastlr.
Unofficial advices from Saloniki say

that a temporary capital of Serbia will
be immediately established at Monas¬
tir. With the reoccupation of Monastir
the railway line from the entente allied
base at Saloniki now is in entente
hands.
To the east and southeast of Monas¬

tir the French and Serbian troops con¬
tinue to make gains In the Cerna river
region against the Teutonic allies,
having captured several towns In this
region.

Factory Census Of County Over
Jacksonville.—The enumeration of

the manufacturing census of Duval
county, this including a mass of Inter¬
esting statistics, has just been com¬

pleted and will be submitted to the
county commissioners. The work has
been in charge of Enumerator C. R.
Thebeau and R. H. Trasca, deputy
enumerator, and gives desired facts re¬
lating as to the totals of men employ¬
ed, average wages, output and value
of the same and what part for domes¬
tic or for foreign trade.
R. H. Trasca, who has been deputy

enumerator in this work, has worked
hard in the effort to get the statistics
all together in the part of the work
assigned to him. It is stated that
there was little difficulty in getitng the
desired facts from manufacturers, as
soon as they were assured that the
information would be confidentially
handled, and that one concern would
not have a chance of making compar¬
isons of Its own business with that
of a competitor. In the great major¬
ity of cases the utmost co-operation
resulted.
The great amount of facts and fig¬

ures gathered after being submitted
to the county commissioners will be
forwarded to Tallahassee. As soon as

the report is printed, It is believed
that it will be of great value to this
county and city in advertising its re¬
sources.

Navy Board Reaches Perisacola
Pensacola.—A special board of the

navy, of which Admiral Helms is the
chairman, arrived here to investigate
the advantages of Pensacola in con¬
nection with the establishment of a

graving dock at some port of the At¬
lantic or gulf coast, south of New¬
port News. The board is proceeding
under the act of congress authorizing
this investigation and the secretary
of the navy is authorized to carry out
any recommendations of the board.
Capt. J. L. P. Stone, now commanding
the battleship Georgia, has been or¬
dered detached from sea duty and to
proceed to Pensacola and assume com¬
mand of the navy yard, relieving Capt.
H. C. Mustin.

Jacksonville Is Grading Station
Tallahassee.—A Washington dis¬

patch shows that a division of the
coutnry into thirty-two districts for ad¬
ministration of the federal grain stand¬
ards act, effective December 1, has
been announced by the department of
agriculture. Headquarters of the dis¬
tricts will be established in the fol¬
lowing cities, which will have grad¬
ing stations:
Boston, New York, Buffalo, Pitts¬

burg, Philadelphia, Baltimore, Jackson¬
ville, Atlanta, Nashville, Louisville,
Cincinnati, Indianapolis, Toledo, Min¬
neapolis, Omaha, Chicago, Peoria, 111.; >
St. Louis, Cairo, 111.; Kansas City,
Mo.; Memphis, New Orleans, Galves¬
ton, Forth Worth, Oklahoma City,
Wichita, Denver and Portland, Ore.
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Eradicate the Ticks
And Mongrel Bulls

The pure bred Hereford bull at left was reared on a tick-free farm and
weighed 1,135 pounds at the age of two years and six months. The three-
year-old tick-infested, scrub bull at right weighed 460 pounds. He is a
fair sample of the bulls which are being uSed on the Florida range cows
at present, and is one of the main reasons why Florida cattle are so small.

One of the incentives for eradication
of cattle ticks in Florida is to save
the great waste of feed which, under
tick-infestation conditions, is required
for blood to support them.
Even where the cattle graze on the

open range, which the owners figure
is not an expense, it is a money-losing
proposition to permit the ticks to exist,
owing to the lessened value of the
tick-infested cattle when they are sold.
Another incentive for eradication

of cattle ticks which progressive cat¬
tle owners recognize, is the necessity
for using better bulls than our range
herds contain, to breed up the size
of future generations and also breed
better quality into the beef animals.
The maximum weight for a mature

piney woods steer is about 600 pounds,
but in tick-free states where attention
is given to breeding, it is quite com¬
mon to see two-year-old steers aver¬

aging 1,400 pounds and better.
Low Price For Small Cattle.

Florida has range enough to grow
as many large cattle as small ones,
so the State at large is losing several
-millions of dollars a year, for the
larger cattle also command a much
higher price per pound than the small,
ticky stuff.
Within the last few weeks several

hundred head of three-year-old steers
averaging 425 pounds were shipped
out of Central Florida to St. Louis,
and the market report as published in
one of the St. Louis daily papers re¬
ferred to the receipts as "common
Southern trash," quoted around $5.00
per 100 pounds.
The same market report quoted

Texas and Oklahoma grass steers at
$7.50 to $8.50 per 100 pounds. They
averaged over one thousand pounds,
so the owners of the larger grass-fed
steers received at least $75 per head
for their stock, while the little Flor¬
ida steers which took a heavy shrink

before reaching market brought their
owners about! one-quarter as much.
A great many thousand head of

common Florida range cows have been
shipped to Texas this season to be
used in breeding herds, headed by
large type, pure bred bulls. As those
cattle men find it profitable to use our
cows for foundation stock, surely Flor¬
ida owners can make a large profit on
investment in them for the same pur¬
pose.
A number of ranches have been

started in Florida this season, and
foremost in their operations are the
eradication of ticks, followed by pur¬
chase of pure-bred beef type bulls.

Shoot the Ticky, Scrub Bulls.
One of the leading cattle men in

the State emphatically urges every cat¬
tle owner to shoot the scrub bulls as
one would wild cats or other danger¬
ous marauders, for there is no chance
to increase the size or quality of range
produced beef as long as they are
used for heading the herds. The sire
exerts more influence on the offspring
than does the dam, which explains
why large, pure bred sires used on our
common cows can produce so much
better calves than do the scrub bulls
used on common cows.
The experience of two cattle own¬

ers in Utah demonstrates the value
of using pure bred bulls. Both men
sold their cattle on the same market
on the same day. Both used the same
amount of national forest range per
head and paid the same grazing fee.
One had used good bulls to produce
his cattle, while the other had not.
The well-bred cattle brought $40 per
head more than the poor-bred cattle.
There is opportunity in Florida for

greater profit per head on well-bred
cattle, than the above example, as our
range steers at present are among the
lowest valued stock on any market.
Eradication of the cattle ticks and

purchase of some pure-bred beef type
bulls will work wonders in building
up the quality, size and value of Flor¬
ida range cattle.

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MANY CARLOADS
OF FRUIT SHIPPED

Million Dollar Irish Potato Crop
Raised In St. Johns County

In This State

Tallahassee.—One hundred and ten
solid carloads of fruit, mostly oranges,
have been shipped from Plant City.
It is expected that shipments between
now and the holidays proper will be
even greater than the past three weeks
and buyers and shippers anticipate bet¬
ter prices since the fruit yet to move
is of a higher class than that picked
early in the season. The cool weath¬
er has brought color to the cheeks of
the orange, and this naturalness will
doubtless prove a factor in the sale
of fruit during the Christmas period.
The bulk of the fall vegetable crop

has been marketed, but daily ship¬
ments aggregate between two and
three hundred packages. Lettuce has
commenced to move. Peas seeip to
command the best price, one buyer
having gladly paid $2.85 for all he
could get. Egg plant, cucumbers, okra
and pepper, squash and beans, Irish po¬
tatoes, etc., are still going forward, but
in diminishing quantities.
County Enumerator John W. Davis

has submitted to the board of county
commissioners agricultural and indus¬
trial statistics of St. Johns county.
Agricultural interests lead in the

county. Of all crops Irish potatoes led
in value of production last year, the
million dollar mark having been pass¬
ed in this crop. The total acreage in
this crop was 9,099, producing 184,931
barrels, valued at $1,023,174. The acre¬
age was 9,960 and the harvest 1,202,-
255 bushels, which sold at the aver¬
age price of a dollar a bushel. The
county's sweet potato crop was valued
at $41,750 and the cane crop at $8,-
205.
The report shows that there are 43,-

026 bearing orange trees and 16,088
non-bearing trees. There are 1,131 pe¬
can trees, which bore a crop valued
at $25,313. The grape crop was valued
at $17,550. A small acreage was plant¬
ed to strawberries, twenty-seven acres
being devoted to this fruit. The value
of the crop is given at $3,267. Peaches,
pears, figs, grapefruit, bananas, plums,
persimmons, guavas and other fruits
figure prominently in the report.
The cattle industry also looms up

large. There are 42,653 hea dof cat¬
tle, valued at $639,795. During the
year 3.374 head were sold, bringing
$105,020. There are 25,383 head of
hogs, valued at $251,788. The report
shows 2,305 sheep in the county.

RETURNS COMPLETE

Complete tabulation on the vote cast
in the State in the general election has
been made by Secretary of State Craw¬
ford, but the Canvassing Board has not
met yet and declared the figures official.
The Board will meet December 2.
Taking the highest vote cast for pres¬

idential electors, Democrat and Repub¬
lican, shows that Woodrow Wilson re¬
ceived 41,497 votes more than Charles
E. Hughes in Florida. Frank E. Har¬
ris, veteran editor of the Ocala Ban¬
ner, received the highest number of
votes for a Democratic elector, with
Fred U. Cubberly leading for the Re¬
publicans.
For Governor, Rev. S. J. Catts, Pro¬

hibition-Independent Democrat receiv¬
ed a plurality of 9,203 votes over W.
V. Knott, Democratic Nominee. Gov¬
ernor Trammel!, for United States
Senator, received the highest number
of votes cast for any candidate—58,391.

HEAVY TOURIST SEASON
PREDICTED THIS YEAR

That this winter will be a record
breaking tourist season is indicated by
the fact that the railroad lines running
from the North into this State have
commenced to add extra coaches to
their trains. The Atlantic Coast Line
train running between New York and
this State known as the Florida and
West Indiana Limited, left the big me¬

tropolis last Tuesday morning at 9:15
o'clock and was obliged to add an ex¬
tra Pullman at Washington on account
of the heavy traffic. Upon arriving at
Jacksonville No 85, Coast Line train,
attached an extra coach to run between
that city and Lakeland.
According to J. G. Kirkland, division

passenger agent of the Atlantic Coast
Line, the traffic this year nearly
doubles that of last year, at this time.
He predicts that the tourist season
this year will be greater than ever be¬
fore in the history of Florida,—Tampa
Tribune.

FIRST SHEET ASPHALT

LAID ON NEW ROADS

On Thursday morning of last week
the first sheet asphalt was laid at
Homeland by the Edwards Construc¬
tion Company, and many visitors from
Bartow and other points of the county
are going out daily to the plant, sit¬
uated two miles this side of Homeland.
At this time about a block of the hard
surface was laid. This will be continu¬
ed from day to day at the rate of about
10,000 square yards per day. When
the two mile stretch from Homeland is
laid to the present location of the plant
work of hard surfacing will commence
at the Christian Church on Oak Avenue
and extend back to the plant thus mak¬
ing a completed road from Bartow to
Homeland in five or six weeks from
now. Then the factory will be removed
to a point about half way from Home¬
land to Fort Meade, after which the
plant will be moved again and work
along the Dixie Highway contract be¬
yond Ft. Meade. Gen. Supt. Trebes is
pushing the work with all possible
speed and is much pleased with the
start that is being made. Several oth¬
er sheet asphalt plants in other sections
of the county are being made ready for
operation so that the Dixie Highway
part is assured of completion in the
early spring.—Polk County Record.

Big Farmers' Convention.
Palatka.—The National convention

of the Farmers' Educational and Co¬
operative Union of America, opened
in Palatka Tuesday and remain in ses¬
sion through Friday.
On the second day of the convention

the delegates and their friends were
treated to a boat ride on the river, the
destination being the .pretty little
town of Welaka. The people of that
progressive city gave the visitors fish
chowder and roast pork, also some
oranges and grapefruit fresh from the
groves of the surrounding country.

Practically all of the
delegates left the city, following the
conclusion of a convention that was

the most successful ever held in the
state.
The subjects discussed were trans¬

portation, music, home, economics,
conservation, birds, forestry, Seminole
Indians and legislation. Many of the
subjects were supposed to belong to
the realm of man, but were discussed
with ability and knowledge by the
women.

WANT SPECIAL
ROAD DISTRICT

Frostproof Citizens Believe That Only
Way to Get Road to South End

of County Completed

At a meeting of the citizens of Frost¬
proof, held last week, a committee was
appointed to circulate the following ap¬
peal regarding the strip of seven miles
of road extending from Frostproof to
the DeSoto county line. For some
reason the county commissioners have
refused to do anything toward improv¬
ing this stretch of road, which connects
the asphalt roads of Polk county with
the brick road system of DeSoto.
To the citizens of the Scenic High¬

lands:
Most of you are fully aware of the in¬

justice done the Scenic Highlands by
the failure on the part of our county
commissioners to provide for building
the hard road from Frostproof to the
DeSoto county line, to join with De-
Soto's complete system of hard roads
that reach the Atlantic and theGulf.
Many of you in our new, fastgrowing

towns are planning to widen the road
through your respective towns. The
citizens of Frostproof in a large and
enthusiastic mass meeting, have de¬
cided to ask the citizens of the eastern

part of Polk county to form a special
road district and issue bonds to widen
to fifteen feet, the entire Scenic High¬
land road from Haines City to Frost¬
proof, to fill in the gap south of Frost¬
proof and build a few lateral roads for
short distances where most needed.
Every town and citizen in the high¬

land section is deeply interested in this
road and the only hope for filling in
this gap is by a special road district.
This unjust omission hits us all andhits
us hard.

It is estimated that more than 50,-
000 autos will come down into Florida
this winter. How many will come
down each succeeding season? And
all of you know that none of these
thousands of tourists in their own
machines will ever travel over our

Scenic Highland route until we build
in this omited gap in the system.
Here is a complete system down the

Highlands, and over to the East Coast,
or to the Gulf, or through the Glades,
except this gap.
Let us at once build this. We are

rich enough, we are growing fast, and
we will control the spending of all our
future road tax funds, if we form the
special district.
Let us get busy at once. Petition

the County Commissioners at the De¬
cembermeeting to call an election for a
Special Road District.
Frostproof has appointed the under¬

signed committee to notify all the
towns interested and to at once circu¬
late petitions to create this Special
Road District. We are sending copies
of the petition to each town and will
hold our firing line until the battle is
won.

Warehouses Destroyed By Fire
Tampa.—Fire destroyed a block of

frame warehouses along the Hillsbor¬
ough river, burned considerable mate¬
rial being unloaded from cars
the deckwork on the Central Hudson
steamship Poughkeepsie, now being
rushed to completion here, and flying
sparks carried by a strong easterly
wind set fire to more than thirty dwell
ings across the river, in the fashion
able residence section, three of which
were a total loss. The total damage
is estimated at between $80,000 and
$100,000. The fire apparatus from
West Tampa was hurried to the aid
of the local fire fighters.
The fire was first discovered at

o'clock and by the time the fire de
partment arrived the entire block was
enveloped in flames. Considerable hay
and grain, including ten carloads of
hay stored by the Atlantic Coast Line
railway, was stored in the buildings.
The plant of the Tampa Foundry and

Machine company was endangered and
the steamship Poughkeepsie was towed
from its moorings to across the river,
but not before the flames had caught
on the wooden deck posts. This firm,
with losses estimated at less than $40
is the heaviest loser. The material
damage in this instance is slight com
pared to the delay in completion of the
steamer, which was to have beeD de¬
livered in January.
The sparks started fires as far as

a mile and a half away, only the fact
that it was Sunday morning and the
men folks were at home to combat the
flames in their incipiency, preventing
the congregation from being general,
One of the dwellings that was destroy¬
ed was nearly half mile away.

N1ERNAL REVENUE
RECEIPTS INCREASE
More Than Half Million Dollars Collected

And Turned Into Treasury Dy
Commissioner Osborne

ANNUAL REPORT IS ISSUED
All Records Broken During Last Fis¬

cal Year—"Bootlegging"
Unabated

Washington.—More than $500,000,-
000 was turned into the federal treas¬
ury during the last fiscal year by the
internal revenue bureau. Commission¬
er Osborn's annual report made pub¬
lic shows that receipts broke all rec¬
ords with a total of $512,723,288, or
$97,000,000 more than last year.
Corporations paid $56,972,721 and in¬

dividuals $67,943,595 on account of the
income tax, an increase of almost $18,-
000,000 for tax corporations and $27,-
000,000 for individuals. There was an
enormous increase in collections from
manufacturers of cigarettes. Produc¬
tion of distilled liquors increased, and,
though output of fermented liquors fell
off during the early part of the year,
a steady increase followed.
"Boc-tlegging," or illegal sale of li¬

quor, the report says, continues un¬
abated and will continue until there
is a more hearty co-operation of lo¬
cal officers in the various states. Gi¬
gantic frauds against the revenue and
evasions or omissions of tax have
been uncovered during the past three
years, evaded taxes discovered approx¬
imating $50,000,000. Of this amount
more than $22,000,000 was assessed
as unpaid taxes, about half being cor¬
poration taxes.
Commissioner Osborn recommends

that the personal income tax law be
amended so as to require returns of
annual gross income of $3,000 or over
instead of annual net incomes of like
amount, and "information at the
source" be substituted for the present
system of withholding the normal tax
at the source of the income, except
as to non-resident aliens or corpora¬
tions.

Faction Headed By The Former Pre¬
mier Announces That It Intends

lations between the entente comman¬
der and the Greek ministry over the
demand for the surrender of the Greek
arms and ammunition have been avert¬
ed, if, as reported ,the ministry has
decided not to resist the demand. Vice
Admiral du Fournet, the entente com¬
mander, has delivered an ultimatum
to Greece allowing only a short pe¬
riod in which the arms in Athens were
to be surrendered and threatened that
unless the demand was complied with
ho would take measures to enforce
it. It is reported that the provisional
government of Greece, headed by for¬
mer Premier Venizelos, has declared
war on Bulgaria.

Venizelos Party Declares War
Saloniki.—The Greek provisional

government, composed of followers of
former Premier Venizelos, has formal¬
ly declared war on Germany and Bul¬
garia.

Ten Batteries To Allies
Athens.—The first delivery of arms

demanded of the Greek government
by Admiral du Fournet, commander of
the entente squadron, consists of ten
batteries of mountain guns.

Teutonic Diplomats Leave Greece
London.—The ministers represent¬

ing the central powers at Athens, to¬
gether with their staffs, left for Ka-
vala on the Greek steamer Mykala,

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INTRODUCTION OF PURE BRED BULLS f
CAN FOLLOW ERADICATION OF TICKS Attention Butter Users

Ticky, scrub cow, dehorned for safety, and her 500 pound, six months
old calf, sired by a pure bred Shorthorn bull. Native cattle seldom weigh
more than that when they are three years old.

A pure bred, tick-free bull consti¬
tutes about three-quarters of the herd
when mated to Florida native scrub
cows, as very few cattle mature larg¬
er than their sires.
The greatest handicap to getting a

larger supply of the good hulls is that
the cattle ticks endanger the lives of
those brought into tick-infested terri¬
tory from outside of the quarantine
district, by inoculating them with Tex¬
as fever micro-organisms, and there
are very few pure bred bulls raised
under tick-infestation conditions.

So Florida cattle men, as a rule,
have been using the little tick-infest¬
ed bulls they have raised on the range,
getting calves which are correspond¬
ingly small and low in value.
A contrast in beef values was re¬

ported at the live stock sale in Jack¬
sonville on October 20, when one of
the cattle men stated that he had ob¬
tained four times as much for some

grade Shorthorn yearlings as for some
scrub yearlings, both raised free of
ticks, the figures being as follows:
those sired by a little scrub bull
weighed 375 pounds and brought only
four cents per pound, owing • to lack
of beef quality in the carcasses, while
those sired by a pure bred Shorthorn
bull weighed 750 pounds and brought
eight cents per pound, or $60 per
head, as against $15 each for the
scrubs.

Pure Bred Bull Was Profitable

The mothers of both lots of calves
were scrub cows of about the same

age and size, from which the ticks had"
been eradicated, so the sire was worth
$45 per head for each one of his
calves, as both lots were matured on

pasture at practically the same ex¬
pense. The only reason he used any

scrub bulls was because he did not
have enough pure bred bulls for his
herd, but he since has eliminated all
of the scrubs.
A 500 pound, six months old tick-

free calf sired by a pure bred Short¬
horn bull was shown with its scrub
mother, at the sale, and attracted con¬
siderable attention. At the last South
Florida Fair, held at Tampa, a six
months old calf sired by a Shorthorn
bull weighed 50 pounds more than its
mother, which was one of the piney
woods breed.
Offspring of other pure bred type

bulls show just as good results and
it is a matter of personal choice as
to which breed to select.
The small number of really good

beef animals in the state is shown by
the Thirteenth Biennial Report of
Florida's pepartment of Agriculture.
It was necessary to pool the number
of grades and pure bred animals in
each breed to make any kind of a
showing.

Pure Bred Cattle In Florida
The figures show that there were

only 418 representatives of the Aber¬
deen Angus breed, but they were list¬
ed at an average of $38 each, three
times the value of native individuals.
The Shorthorns, which numbered

1,346, were valued at an average of
$30 per head, and 1,901 Herefords car¬
ried an average value of $27.50 each,
but there were 855,958 of the little,
scrub native tick-infested cattle, val¬
ued at $12.75 per head.
The future of the beef industry in

the United States looks very bright
and a large number of Florida ranch
and farm owners are eradicating the
ticks as rapidly as possible so they
can use tick-free pure bred beef type
bulls to head their herds of native
cows, and take advantage of their op¬
portunity.

Sweet potato vines should be cut at
the hill after the first killing frost so
that the rots which attack them will
not descend into the roots. A sharp hoe
should be used to clip them at the sur¬
face of the ground. It is not necessary
to harvest the potatoes immediately,
according to C. K. McQuarrie, state
agent for the University of Florida
Extension Division. However, if wet
weather occurs it will be advisable to
dig them as soon as possible.
It is necessary to avoid injury to the

potatoes during harvest since wounds
admit decay organisms. Observance of
the following recommendations sent
out by the United States Department
of Agriculture will lessen storage
troubles:
"Care should be taken in plowing out

the potatoes to avoid all bruising by
contact between the implements used
and the roots. The soil should then be
scratched away from the potatoes and
they should be left exposed for several
hours to dry. Picking should be in
padded boxes, baskets or crates. The
roots should be carefully placed, not
thrown into the recepticles. Although

sweet potatoes do not have the appear¬
ance of being easily injured, they re¬
quire, in fact, as careful handling as
oranges and apples.
"Handling should be minimized to as

great an extent as possible. This makes
desirable a rough sorting in the field by
placing the largest potatoes in one
picking container, the smallest in
another, and the bruised roots in a third.
In no case should sacks be used either
as temporary containers or for market¬
ing purposes. Diseased potatoes should
be placed in none of the assortments.
Such roots snould not be left perma-
ently in the field, however, to contami¬
nate the soil, but should be gathered
and fed to pigs."

Alachua County's Fair Closes
Gainesville.—Alachua county's big

fair, held here during the past week,
came to a close. It was decidedly the
best exhibition and most successful
fair ever held in this place. J. B.
Simonton of Micanopy won first prize
for the best exhibit of general farm
products. The college of law at the
state university was warded first
prize for having the best float in the
parade on university day. The races
were an attractive and enjoyable fea¬
ture of the fair.

TENTATIVE PROGRAM
FOR SHORT COURSE

The Farmers' Ten Day Short Course
at the University of Florida this year
will be replete with valuable sugges¬
tions for farmers. Dr. J. E. Turling¬
ton, professor of agronomy in the Cob
lege of Agriculture, who has charge of
the program, has announced a number
of the subjects which will be discussed
during the course. Among these are
soils, crop rotation, uses of lime, plant
food and how plants feed, farm crop in¬
sects, young folks club work, applica¬
tion of fertilizers, types and breeds of
farm animals, corn culture, vegetable
gardening, peanut culture, forage
crops, boll weevil conditions, curing
meats, legumes, truck and fruit dis¬
eases, loss of plant food thru leaching,
cover crops, farm management, leases
and farm mortgages.
The general plan is to have lectures

in the mornings and laboratory work,
field trips and demonstrations in the
afternoons. The laborary work will
include livestock, fruit and staple crops
judging. Demonstrations in hog cholera
inoculation, farm implements, irriga¬
tion systems, and farm power machin¬
ery will also be held.
A few night lectures probably will

be arranged. These will be on subjects
of general interest and will be held in
Gainesville so that any one interested
may attend.

PRIZE OF $200 FOR
BOYS' CLUB WORK

One club boy will receive a $200prize
as a result of his year's work. The
State Bankers' Association has inform¬
ed G. L. Herrington, boys' club agent
for the University of Florida Exten¬
sion Division, that the former prize of
$50 has been withdrawn and this one
has been substituted. The prize is of¬
fered as a scholarship to the College of
Agriculture for one year.
An examination will be held Decem¬

ber 7, at Gainesville, during the boys
short course at the University. Ap¬
plicants will be graded, half on their
club work and half on examination.
The successful candidate will thus have
most of his expenses paid for one col¬
lege year while he is attending the
University. The average cost for a
year of schooling is between $200 and
$300.
The Florida Federation of Women's

Club prize of $50 and the prize of
enough pecan trees to set two acres
offered by G. W. Stone will be award¬
ed during the short course, December
4 to 9.

Soldiers To Spend Winter In Texas
Tampa.—While the information is

not official, it is rumored that the
Second Florida will spend most of
the winter in or near Laredo, pro¬
viding they do not go into Mexico
in the meantime.

tents and putting in heaters is dis¬
cussed. If the rumor of remaining
here through the winter proves true
the extra precaution for the soldiers
will be needed, as they have just gone
through a severe frost that had the
men from the land of flowers shiver¬
ing. While the men have heen issued
heavy clothing, in fact much heavier
than one ever wears in Florida, the
cold went straight to the marrow, and
the sunshine that came out and warm¬
ed the atmosphere up a bit was almost
as welcome as an order to return
home.

Many Fish Are Shipped
Tarpon Srpings.—Tarpon Springs is

getting to be quite a fish shipping
point. Sometimes more than a hundred
barrels of fish are shipped by express
on a single train and frequently fifty
barrels or more. Every morning train
bound north and every evening train
bound north carries scores of barrels
of fish from this point. This brings
hundreds of dollars to the city every
day during the shipping season. Fish
dealers say that they cannot fill the
orders they receive, owing to the big
demand for fish.

Monument For Andrew Jackson
Jacksonville.—The erection of a

bronze monument in honor of Andrew
Jackson, first governor of Florida, and
for whom Jacksonville is named, was
heartily endorsed by members of the
Florida Historical society on a motion
by Mrs. Roselle C. Cooley, at the an¬
nual meeting. This is considered a

great undertaking by the society and
ways and means of raising money for
the expense of constructing such a
monument will be decided later.

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MUCH MONEY IS
BANKED IN STATE

Phenomenal Increase is Shown in Bank

Deposits Throughout the
State of Florida

Tallahassee.—According to a report
just made public by John Skelton
Williams, comptroller of the Currency,
there never was a time when the na¬

tional banks of Florida were so full

of deposits as they are at present.
The increase of deposits within a

year is almost phenomenal all over the
country and Florida shares in this
phenomenal prosperity. The figures
given are taken from the reports under
the call of September, 1916, as compar¬
ed with the reports under the call of
September, 1915. In this period of ap¬
proximately one year the deposits in
the national banks of Florida increas¬
ed as follows:

Demand deposits, from $25,716,000
to $30,482,000.

Time deposits, from $11,867,000 to
$16,023,000.

"In Manatee county, Florida, careful
study of sales and real estate records
indicated that the improvement of the
roads has added from 15 to 100 per
cent, or at least $15 per acre to the
selling price of all lands within one-
half mile of improved roads. This
would give atotal of $611,000, or more
than twice the value of the bonds
issued."

Seismic Explosion Kills Tons of Fish
Jacksonville.—A seismic eruption or

explosion somewhere near the shores
of Florida in the Gulf of Mexico is
now said to have been the cause of
death of the tons of fish that have
lined the coast between Boca Grande
and Marco, a distance of more than
seventy-five miles, some time ago.
Off Boca Grande thousands of of dead
fish suddenly appeared on the shore
and a few days later they began to
die in Charlotte Harbor. No reason
could be found for this fatality that
was sending up to the crest of the
waves mighty tarpon, huge jewflsh
and thousands of mullet and other
small fish. The people began to be
alarmed over the spectacle and as the
warm sun began to effect the fish on

the shore the scent became unbeara¬
ble. In Boca Grande there were for sev¬

eral days a force of twenty men em¬

ployed in burying the dead fish washed
ashore to save the city from the offen¬
sive odors.

Fishermen and boating parties com¬

ing in he brought news of great bod¬
ies of dead fish floating on the sur¬
face and swarms of flies making life
miserable for those on boats attempt¬
ing to plow through the mass of pu-
trifying fish.

The alarm over the death of the
fish became such that help was call¬
ed for from the shellfish commission¬
er and from the department of the
federal government in Washington.
Both responded at once.

School Children Donate $758.80.
Jacksonville.—According to a state¬

ment issued by the Children's Home
Society of Florida, a total of $758.80
was given to the institution by the
school children of Florida as a Thanks¬
giving offering. Besides the cash do¬
nations, the home also received large
quanities of clothing and provisions.

Analysis Of Election Figures
Tallahassee.—Usually general elec¬

tion figures for state office excite no
interest to Floridians. This year it
is different. With such unusual prac¬
tical conditions preceding the election
it has caused many deduction to be
drawn and anlyses to be made of
the total vote received by the sev¬
eral candidates

Judging by the presidential electors,
the normal party vote as to Democrat¬
ic and Republican seemed to be divid¬
ed approximately 54,000 against 14,000.

On the state ticket, Gov Park Tram-
mell led all others, with a vote of 58,-

Capitalists Inspect New Railway
Tampa.—A large party of capitalists

arrived here from the East for the
purpose of making a cross-state trip
over the route of a proposed railway,
which is to connect the two coasts,
They were headed by Charles H. Ba¬
ker of New York City.

The capitalists went from this city
to Bradentown by boat, and then pro¬
ceeded from that point to Arcadia,
Moorehaven, Palm Beach and Miami
by rail.

Moorehaven is a new township on
the edge of the Everglades, and a
number of Northern people have be¬
come interested in its development,
and it is planned to start truck raising
there on a large scale. This town¬
ship is east of Miami and has not yet
been reached by a railway. The in¬
spection is for the purpose of deter¬
mining the feasibility of building
such a line.

Corn Inspector Opens Offices (

Jacksonville. — Offices at 511-12
Clark building were opened by Har¬
ris Reeder Hungerford, of the United
States department of agriculture un¬
der the office of markets and rural or¬

ganization, and will be conducted in
the future by expert corn graders who
will cover the states of North and
South Carolina, Georgia, Alabama and
Florida.

In speaking of the purpose of the
office here, Mr. Hungerford stated that
the object of the station was to grade
and inspect corn and grain products
under -the provisions of the United
States government, owing to the fact
that Florida is a large user of grain
products and it has been charged that
inferior products were being shipped
here. There will be no interference
with the grain inspectors of different
states, but the federal standards will
be carried out to the letter.

64TH CONGRESS
RESUMES WORK

President Wilson Confers With Leaders
and Urges That Important Meas¬

ures Be Quickly Passed

The High Cost Of Living To Figure
In This Session Of

Congress

Washington.—Speaker Clark and
Representative Kitchln, majority lead¬
er cf the house, assured President
Wilson at a white house conference
that they would do all they could to
hasten the passage of railroad legis¬
lation at the short session of the
Sixty-fourth congress which is now in
session.

The president summoned the house
leaders to talk over with them the
legislative program and to secure their
co-operation in expediting important
measures. Legislation to supplement
the Adamson law, he said, was of the
utmost importance and he asked that
this be given precedence in consid¬
eration over all other general legisla¬
tion.

To Economize Time

Realizing that three months is a
short period for consideration of gen¬
eral measures when appropriation bills
also must be passed, the president
asked the house leader if they thought
there would be time for enactment of
new railroad laws before March 4.
Both told him they thought there would
be and promised to exert every effort
to economize time on ether matters.

Speaker Clark reminded the presi¬
dent that congress would have to pay
strict attention to business and asked
him to help at the outset to eliminate
the usual two weeks' holiday recess.
In that two weeks, *vhi h otherwise
would be wasted, the speaker said
several important appropriation bills
might be disposed of by the house.

President Wilson did not discuss
details of the railroad legislative pro¬
gram with the house leaders. He
merely desired to get in touch with
them on the subject and to have their
co-operation. He spoke briefly regard¬
ing other important measures, among
them the Webb bill to permit domestic
corporations to mainatin collective
foreign selling agencies, the corrupt
political practices bill and conserva¬
tion measures.

High Cost Of Living
Proposed embargo legislation and

issues raised by the high cost of liv¬
ing were not mentioned at the con¬
ference. In the opinion of the house
leaders, however, the subject is bound
to demand attention of the congress.

"There is no question," said Repre¬
sentative Kitchin, "that various meas¬
ures aimed at high prices of food will
be pressed. Discussion of that issue
is bound to consume time, but, in
spite of that, I think we can find
time for consideration of railroad
laws.

Pearl Buttons May Be Manufactured
Apalachicola.—Investigation by par¬

ties fro mthe north, who are interest¬
ed in the manufacture of pearl but¬
tons, has shown that in the Apalach¬
icola river and tributaries there is an
unlimited supply of clams from which
pearl buttons are manufactured. The
supply seems to warrant the anticipa¬
tion that a new and wonderful indus¬
try will shortly be opened in this city
and one that will bring a large amount
of money for this community. The
clams are found In fresh water and
are caught with tongs.

$25,000 SCHOOL
BOND ELECTION

Will Be Held on December 18---Vote
Will Probably Be Unanimous in

Favor of Project

The question as to whether or not
Lake Wales is to have a fine $25,000
brick school building is to be decided
a week from next Monday, and as the
voting was unanimously in favor of es¬
tablishing the special school district,
there is no question but what the
bonds will be carried by a large ma¬
jority.

In this election for the school bonds
only those qualified electors who are
freeholders will have the privilege of
casting a vote.

The present school buildings do not
provide sufficient accommodations for
the pupils and two tempory structures
have been built since the fall term
started to provide for the increasing
number of scholars, there being at
present 118 pupils in the school.

The teachers have been much handi-

c'apped for want of room, and, with
the children, hail with delight the
prospect of having a fine modern
school building.

There has been some talk of chang¬
ing the site for the school and putting
the new building where it would be
more centrally located and also show
up to better advantage than on the
present site. It is understood that the
officials of the Lake Wales Land Co.
met to talk over this matter with the
school trustees Tuesday but what de¬
cision was arrived at we do not know.

The assessed valuation of the prop¬
erty in Lake Wales Special Tax School
District is about $325,000.00

Shaw Appointed Convict Inspector
Tallahassee. — Governor Trammell

has appointed B. F. Shaw of Tallahas¬
see as convict inspector to succeed
Mr. Brett of Bonifay, who recently re¬
signed.

WILL BUILD JAIL
IN LAKE WALES

Have No Place to Keep a Prisoner at
Present—Trade Board Gets Together

•Elect Officers at Next Meeting

The Board of Trade got together
again on Tuesday evening after a rest
of several months. There were ten
members present.

The chief matter of business was the
proposition to erect a small jail build¬
ing, as there is at present no place to
keep a prisoner when one is apprehen¬
ded in this neighborhood. M. C. Cain,
who is a Justice of the Peace, was

delegated a committee of one to col¬
lect funds for the erection of a suit¬
able building.

J. B, Briggs was appointed to com¬
municate with Hoke Wooten, an agri¬
cultural expert of Lakeland, and ask
him to appear before a meeting of
citizens here to give a talk on the soil
conditions of this section and explain
what fruits and vegetables will best
grow here.

There was also talk of having a map
made of this locality, to be printed
on the reverse side of a letterhead.
A. R. Nason was chosen to get prices
for same.

A letter was received from the
Frostproof Board of Trade urging the
members of the Lake Wales Board to

join them in an effort to form a special
road district on this side of the county
and bond for $150,000, and also have
the road from Haines City south along
the ridge, made a fifteen foot highway
instead of nine feet as now being
built.

The secretary was instructed to
write the Frostproof Board that in
view of the heavy indebtedness being
put on the county for the new roads,
in connection with our $25,000 school
bond issue, etc., that it would be in¬
advisable to increase our bonded in¬
debtedness at the present time.

A special meeting for the annual
election of officers will be held on

Tuesday, December 19, and all the
members are urged to be present at
that time.

Bond Trustee Short In Accounts
Tampa.—Former State Senator J. E.

Crane, member of the board of bond
trustees for a Hillsborough county
roads bond Issue, has, according to As¬
sistant State Auditor M. C. Mcintosh,
admitted that he is short some twen¬
ty thousand dollars In his accounts
with the fund. He transferred all of
his property to a trust fund for the
benefit of the county and his bonds¬
men. He is under bond of ten thou¬
sand dollars. Crane was secretary-
treasurer of the board.

Auditor Mcintosh made formal re¬

port of the affair to the governor. Mr.
Crane is the third official here to be
found short In his accounts this year.
The first was City Tax Collector J.
L. Hollingsworth, short $29,000; the
second County Tax Collector John L.
Branch, short $83,000. Both were re¬
moved from office.

State Watching Pest To Cotton
Jacksonville.—Cotton growers in

Florida have doubtless read with alarm
the recent accounts of the discovery
of the pink boll worms in Mexico
and of attempts by the United States
department of agriculture to prevent
states. This pest, the original home
of which is thought to be India, Egypt
and other tropical countries In the
eastern hemisphere, Is the most de¬
structive cotton pest known, greatly
exceeding in destructiveness the boll
weevil or any other cotton enemy In
this country.

The state plant board already has
an efficient inspection service at all
ports of Florida, and Immediately up¬
on the discovery of this pest in Mex¬
ico, the Florida inspectors were in¬
structed to prevent entry of cotton and
cotton seed from Mexico. The Flor¬
ida cotton grower may, therefore, rest
assured that he is receivinge very pro¬
tection from this new pest that scien¬
tific knowledge and efficient inspection
service can afford.

Jacksonville.—Officials of the rail¬

roads having oflces and terminals in
this city, as well as those in every
other port of the country, are busy
now getting up the data required by
act of congress for compiling the vdl-
uation, statistics of all the railroads
in the United States.

The Illinois Central local office has
been busy for the past few days get¬
ting this data asked by headquarters
for this purpose. In addition to a blue
print plan of the interior of the office,
with a description of all furniture, a
complete statement as to the finish¬
ing of wall, floors and ceiling, an
itemized account of all fixtures and
every pencil, there must be sent pho¬
tographs of the Interior, with pictures
of the exterior of the office also. These
photos show no employes or officials,
being strictly to show up the furnish¬
ings. Of course, with these go a copy
of the Invoices covering all articles
purchased and in use.

Out on the roads men are busy en¬
gaged in counting the bolts and nuts,
the rails and the ties, probing down
and stating the depth of the ballast
and the condition of all culverts and
bridges.

Others are in the shops figuring out
Just what the value of every imple¬
ment and machine is, and what all the
material for use is worth. In addition
there is the estimate of the rolling
stock, and all equipment.

In fact, everything is valued except
the men who are at the head and the
men who operate the entire road and
every road, and without whom not
one of the roads would be worth val¬
uing at all.

$122,747 Gained In Exports
Jacksonville.—Exports shipped from

Florida ports during October gained
$122,747, over September and $1,072,-
312 over the same month of 1915, ac¬
cording to records obtained from the
office of Collector J. F. C. Griggs at
Tampa. The figures show that total
exports during October amounted to
$3,335,196, while the amount for Oo-
tober, 1915, was $2,262,884.

Nearly two years have elapsed
since the commission began looking
to the erection of a suitable statue for
the famous Confederate general, and
those who have been permitted to see
the model as it stands today in the
artist's studio are struok with its ap¬
pearance and life-likeness to Gen. Ed¬
mund Kirby-Smith, Florida's greatest
Confederate hero and statesman. The
statue when completed will be placed
in the hall of fame at Washington,
and it is thought that if it is com¬
pleted in time for the Confederate re¬
union in the national capital next
year it will be unveiled for the ben¬
efit of the visiting veterans.

Oranges 76.7 Of Citrus Crop
Gainesville.—C. C. Hare, field agent

for Florida of the bureau of estimates
of the department of agriculture, has
made public his estimate of the cit¬
rus crop of the state for the coming
year. Part of the estimate was given
out from Washington in connection
with the estimate of the California
crop a few days ago, but the details
of the state estimate were made pub¬
lic by Mr. Hare

The estimated crop of oranges for
the state this year is 6,334,790 boxes,
an increase of 185,000 boxes over last
year. The Florida grapefruit crop Is
estimated at 892,210 boxes, a decrease
of one hundred thousand boxes from
last year.

CARRANZA REGAINS
CHIHUAHUA CITY

GOVERNMENT TICK ERADICATION WORK
REPORTED IN NINE FLORIDA COUNTIES

Polled Angus bull which was sold at 13 months of age in October for

| The progress of tick eradication
work in Florida is shown in the Gov-
ernment's monthly reports telling what
is being done in all of the quarantined
states, the September statement list¬
ing 8,736 square miles in this State.

A foot note states that this area is
preparing to take up systematic work,
but doing only vat construction at
present. Inc'uded in this territory are

; the following counties: Duval, Escam-
: bia. Holmes, Palm Beach, Osceola and

j Walton.
The Government representatives of

| the Bureau of Animal Industry under
; the direction of Dr. E. M. Nighbert,
| Inspector in Charge, at Jacksonville,

added the counties of Monroe, Nassau
and Santa Rosa during the month of
October.

They have spent considerable time
visiting the farmers in the above

' counties to learn their attitude toward
co-operation in tick eradication work,
which is so fa,vorable that active
work on the part of the Government
is assured.

Dipping Vats Being Built.
This gives Florida a recognized

working area of 12,000 square miles,
which is a good beginning in the tick
eradication campaign, although it is
less than one-half the area being work¬
ed in each of several states which
have more free territory than Florida,
and which are competitors of Florida
in bidding for progressive farmers to
help develop our agricultural re¬
sources.

No systematic Government supervis¬
ed dipping is being done at present,
as none of the counties named are far
enough along with construction of vats
to justify trying to clean up any
'•ntlre county, but the work is pro¬

gressing and there are a number of
faims where tick eradication is being
prosecuted for the purpose of saving
the great loss which tick infestation
of cattle causes.

Other States Hurrying Work.
Alabama led the list of states for

number of cattle dipped under Govern¬
ment supervision during September,
with 737,837, from an area of 25,016
square miles.

Mississippi led in point of area be¬
ing worked, with 28,676 square miles,
although Louisiana was a close second
with 28,616 square miles, and Arkan¬
sas stood third with 27,726 square
miles.

During September the Government
was doing systematic dipping of cat¬
tle in 195,000 square miles of terri¬
tory, which is more than three times
the entire area of Florida, the total
number dipped being 2,794,352 head.

Mississippi and Louisiana have set
their stakes for complete release from
Texas fever quarantine by the year
1919, and each one is trying to get out
earlier than that date. Having got¬
ten a good taste of farming under tick
free conditions in several of the coun¬

ties which took up the tick eradication
work at first, their appetite has been
whetted for tick gore and state-wide
tick-free advantages.

Our neighbor state on the north is
making good progress, 18,633 square
miles being worked. Some fine Polled
Angus cattle are being raised on one
of the tick-free farms in the heart of
tick-infested Tift county, Georgia. A
13-months-old bfltl, weighing 950
pounds, was recently sold from this
farm for $400. Florida offers just as
good opportunities, under tick-free con¬
ditions, for raising pure bred cattle.
The fever tick just hates high-class
cattle. They prefer scrubs, and either
kill the high-class ones or convert
them into scrubs.

SHALLOW BOX GOOD

SEEDLING NURSERY

A flat box about four inches deep
and not too large to carry makes a

good receptacle for seed. Bore sev¬
eral holes in the bottom, which should
be covered with an inch deep layer of
gravel or ashes, to facilitate drain¬
age. F. F. Halma, assistant horticul¬
turist to the University of Florida Ex¬
periment Station, recommends that
the seed bed soil be composed of well
rotted manure, loam and coarse sand.
Lumps and trash should be eliminated
with a seive. Three inches of this
soil over the ashes or gravel will be
enough.

If the seed are sown thickly the
plants will be weak and splindling.
Hence, they will be more readily
susceptible to damping off. In gen¬
eral seed should be covered about as

deeply as its own thickness. After
sowing the seeds, water the flat thor¬
oughly; and to prevent evaporation,
mulch with some substance such as

sawdust. Frequent and light watering
is harmful since it encourages shallow
root systems.

The seeds may be germinated in the
dark, but the flat must be moved to
abundant light after the seeds have
sprouted. If they stay in the dark the
plants will be weak and will not stand
transplanting.

Any animal will respond to care
This applies alike to the scrub and
purebred. A steer or hog exposed to
weather continually will use a large
proportion of its feed to keep its
body warm. This is waste of feed,
and feed is especially expensive now.

The native animal will not suffer
so much from exposure as the pure¬
bred, but it will respond neverthe¬
less to good care. If range pasture is
supplemented by feeding during win¬
ter and it should be, the losses from
exposure will be correspondingly
greater, since feed which would be
used for fattening will be diverted to
energy production.

John M. Scott, animal industrialist
to the University of Florida Experi¬
ment Station, calls attention to the
necessity for better care especially
since livestock improvement cannot
be had without it. No purebred ani¬
mal can withstand the treatment giv¬
en native stock. He urges plenty of
feed during winter, accessible drink¬
ing water, and protection. Protection
is particularly necessary for breeding
animals.

EXPERIMENT STATION
ISSUES NEW BULLETIN

Every citrus grower in the State
should be interested in a new publica¬
tion that will be issued soon by the
University of Florida Experiment
Station. This is Bulletin 132, Loss of
Fertilizers by Leaching, by S. E. Col-
lison, chemist, and S. S. Walker, as¬
sociate chemist. It contains the re¬

sults of four years of experiments in
fertilizer leaching.

The experiments were conducted
with citrus trees in soil tanks on the
Station grounds. While the bulletin
will be of primary interest to citrus
growers it will also be of interest to
every fertilizer user in the state.
The leaching processes in general
are somewhat the same and the dis¬
coveries made in these experiments
are indicative of what may be expec¬
ted with other crops.

FIRE THREATENS
LAKE WALES

Blaze, Which Promises to Be a Disas¬
trous One, Is Gotten Under Con¬

trol After a Hard Fight

What threatened to be a most dis¬
astrous fire was averted by the prompt
action and effective work of the volun¬
teer firemen here early Tuesday morn¬
ing.
The fire started in the kitchen of

the building occupied by Mrs. Z. L.
Simmons as a boarding house and the
Griffin Bros. Meat Market, and was
discovered by Mrs. Simmons who was
asleep in an adjoining room and who
was nearly stifled by the smoke. She
gave the alarm and her son and several
lodgers on the second floor quickly got
out of the building.
A number of men ran to the water

works and quickly returned with sever¬
al lengths of new hose, which by good
fortune had been recently purchased.
The connections were made and a

strong stream played upon the flames,
which by this time seemed to be com¬
ing out all around the lower part of
the building.
It did not seem that anything could

save the building and the adjoining ones
either, but by fast work and good
judgment, combined with high pres¬
sure from the water system, the flames
were confined to the lower floor, and
the extent of the damage was very
little.
There was a high wind blowing from

the southwest and if the fire had got
beyond control there is no doubt but
what the greater part of the business
section of Lake Wales would have been
destroyed.
The occupants of the nearby build¬

ings were so sure that the fire would
reach them that they were getting out
their personal property as rapidly as
they could. Several men got tne cars
out of the garage nearby and took
them to places of safety.
B. P. Kelly, who keeps a store ad¬

joining the burned building, fired sev¬
eral shots from his pistol to give the
alarm before the fire bell was rung,
and many people were suddenly awak¬
ened believing that someone was hav¬
ing an engagementwith another house¬
breaker.
How the fire started is a mystery,

for Mrs. Simmons claims that there
had been no fire in the stove in the
kitchen for several hours. It seemed
to those who were first to arrive on
the ground that the building was afire
in several places under the floor. The
flames were just coming through the
floor of Mrs. Simmons' room when she
made her escape.
The building was owned by W. U.

Gaskins and was insured for $800.
The damage was probably not more

than $200.

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NO PEACE MOVE
BY UNITED STATES

Reports Of Mediation Are Embarrassing
As No Move Will Be Made Unless

The Unexpected Happens

RUMORS ON SUBJECT UNTRUE
No Suggestions For Ending The

Great European War Have Been
Made By Uncle Sam

Washington.—Offers of mediation
or suggestions of peace to the Euro¬
pean nations have not been made by
the United States, they are not now
being borne across seas by Ambas¬
sador Gerard, and will not be broach¬
ed by this government in the near
future unless there is some unexpect¬
ed turn in world events.
These facts are stated authorita¬

tively by one of the highest officials
of the government to counteract re¬
ports to the contrary which have been
generally published, much to the em-

. barrassment of the administration
and to the misleading of foreign na¬
tions. The facts set forth and the
details following may be said to ex¬
press the administration's view of the
situation affecting peace prospects.
In official circles it is felt that the

Increasing and apparently authorita¬
tive rumors that the United States is
planning some move for peace are cal¬
culated above all else to destroy the
chances of peace, and, no matter what
their origin, to defeat their own ends.
Indeed, the misunderstanding has be¬
come so serious that an official de¬
nial has been contemplated, probably
through the state department. The
president, however, has preferred to
disassociate himself entirely for any
such announcement, no matter how
made, in order that he might stand
untrammeled in his original offer of
mediation at the beginning of the war.
Two cardinal factors stand out in

the minds of officials: First, that
many such proposals originate in Ger¬
man circles, and, second, that their
reiteration has been driving allied
statesmen to an extremity of refuta¬
tion from which it would be very em¬
barrassing for them to recede.
Without in any way passing on the

ultimate outcome of the war, it is felt
here that Germany has largely achiev¬
ed her objectives and that she is in
a position to treat on the basis of her
present gains without subjecting her¬
self to the inevitable losses of men

and money caused by further hostil¬
ities.
The allies, on the other hand, have

shown that they are absolutely oppos¬
ed to peace now. They have left not
the least doubt that they would re¬
gard mediation at this time as un¬
friendly. It is firmly believed here
in official circles that such an attempt
by this government would subject the
United States to the charge of parti¬
san interference in the war.

INJURED CITRUS FRUITS
DECAY IN TRANSIT

Many citrus growers take precau¬
tions against insects and diseases and
then permit careless handling in pick¬
ing and packing. Experiments carried
out by the United States Department
of Agriculture show that 95 per cent
of the decay of fruits after they reach
market is due to fungi induced by
mechanical injuries. Blue mold decay
and other citrus fruit diseases are har¬
bored by the cuts or abrasions on the
skins. These sometimes develop so ex¬

tensively as to demoralize the market.
The direct loss of fruit through decay

leads to depreciation of prices for fruit
actually sound, to a reputation for poor
keeping qualities and to a proportion¬
ately high overhead expense for han¬
dling a perishable product which de¬
velops waste and spoilage during transit
and after it reaches the market. H. E.
Stevens, plant pathologist to the Uni¬
versity of Florida Experiment Station,
calls attention to a recent statement
sent out by the Department concern¬
ing the handling of fruit.
According to reports from investi¬

gations injuries result from clipper
cuts, leaving long sharp stems which
wound other fruits, thorn punctures,
and bruises. Bruises result from drop¬
ping fruits into the boxes or into the
picking bags and baskets, or from care¬
less handling in the packing house.
Sand, gravel, splinters or protruding
nails in containers or hauling over

rough roads may cause additional in¬
juries.

TOO MUCH WATER MAY
INJURE HOUSE PLANTS

House plants do not need so much
water during winter as they do in sum¬
mer, This is because the weather is
not so warm and the plants are not so
active in winter as in summer. Warm
weather causes them to give off mois¬
ture rapidly and consequently they
must have an abundant supply at their
roots.
F. F, Halma, assistant horticulturist

to the University of Florida Experi¬
ment Station, recommends that house
plants be kept rather dry in winter,
since they do better in that condition
during cool weather. If toomuchwater
is given the soil sours, the roots decay
and plant growth is therefore suspen¬
ded.

Seventy-five thousand of the 250,000
students in the institutions of higher
learning of the United States arestudy-
ing agriculture, according to President
A. A. Murphree of the University
of Florida. This means that 75,000
persons have keen foresight. There is
room for still others because more than
100,000 agricultural jobs are waiting
for this army of students.
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PLAINS BEING LAID FOR

Tallahassee.—The people of Florida
who have attended Inaugural ceremo¬
nies at Tallahassee In the past can
recall the excellency of the occasions,
but unless all present signs fail, the
Inauguration of Governor Sidney J.
Catts will eclipse them all.
The second meeting of the commit¬

tee on arrangements was held, which
was full of enthusiasm to make this
an occasion long to be remembered in
the memories of Florida's citizens
gathered to extend honor and best
wishes to the state's executive.
The parade will be the largest and

tnost gorgeous of any in the past. And
Instead of carriages as used in the
Ipnst, there will be in line two hun-
Idred or more automobiles. Every coun¬
ty in the state will have at least one
automobile in the parade, and Chair¬
man J. S. Lewis is writing every coun¬
ty, inviting them to be so represent¬
ed. Many counties have already sent
word that they will bring their cars
from their homes, some of them stat¬
ing that there would be as many as a
dozen cars to come from counties as

112,000 ROUMANIANS
CAPTURED BY TEUTONS

Casualties Estimated At 300,000 Men.
Berlin Claims German Losses

To Be Small

Berlin.—The Roumanians have lost
approximately one hundrift and
twelve thousand men in prisoners
since entering the war, or about one-
sixth of their army, besides suffer¬
ing casualties estimated at about
three hundred thousand.
In addition the Teutonic victory has

made possible the shortening of the
front by more than three hundred
and forty miles. The area conquered
is nearly twenty thousand square
miles.
The German losses are declared to

have been astonishingly small. One

army corps which made 8,000 prison¬

The Teutonic forces captured
30,000 prisoners in one week, besides
immense quantities of cannon, ma¬
chine guns, material and supplies.
The great Rusian offensive on the

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PEACE VALLEY
RESIDENT SHOT

E. F. Bocwe Brutally Murdered Early
Sunday Morning-- Two Suspects

Placed Under Arrest

The residents of the eastern part of
Polk county have been greatly shocked
over the brutal murder, last Sunday
morning, of E. F. Boewe, a respected
citizen of Peace Valley, the man being
killed by charges fired from a shotgun
bv someone lying in ambush, on the
road about two miles west of the Peace
Valley station. The murder was first
reported by Jasper Mims, who claimed
to have stumbled upon the body while
going over the road.
At about 7 o'clock Sunday evening

word was telephoned from the hotel at
Peace Valley to Deputy Sheriff Parker
at Lake Wales and to Sheriff Logan at
Bartow.
Mr. Parker with some deputies, Jus¬

tice Cain and Dr. Wilhoyte left Lake
Wales for the scene of tragedy at
about eight o'clock, and upon arrival
an inquest was held and the body then
taken to the hotel at Peace Valley.
Mr. Boewe, who was awidower, with

two little boys, aged about six and
eight years, was engaged to be mar¬
ried next Sunday to Miss Lula Bonny,
a step-daughter of Jasper Mims, and
was on his way to visit her when he
was shot down.
Upon evidence unearthed by Sheriff

Parker, Jasper Mims was placed under
arrest soon after the body was taken
to the hotel, and later on his son, Ed.
Mims, was also apprehended. They
were placed under guard for the night,
and after .a preliminary hearing before
Justice Cain, both father and son were
taken to Bartow by Sheriff Logan and
J. Walker Pope, The jury was com¬
posed of T. J. Parker. H. S. Butler,
W. G. Driggers, H. J. Whidden, L. L.
Barnes, and Dexter Mims.
Judge Trammell and others from

Bartow were present at the prelimi¬
nary hearing.
A note was found on the person of

the dead man from Miss Bonny in
which she expressed anxiety for his
safety.
At the time of the tragedy Mr.Boewe

was known to have a gold watch and
about $15.00 in money on hie person,
but his pockets had been turned inside
out and the valuables taken.
It developed at the preliminary hear¬

ing that Miss Bonny had a presentment
that something had happened to Boewe,
when he did not appear at the house as
he promised and she and her mother
started up the road and found the body,
about three miles from the house, but
they were too frightened to say any¬
thing about the matter.
A place was found in a patch of pal-

mettoes, about eighteen paces from
where the body was lying, where an
ambusade had been cut out, and three
empty cartridges were on the ground.
The murder was a most atrocious

one, as the evidence showed that the
last shot had been fired into the man's
head while the assasin was standing
over the body.
On Wednesday, Deputy-Sheriff Wil

der found Mr. Boewe's pistol and the
shotgun, witji which it is believed the
crime was committed, hidden under a
tree a short distance from the scene of
the tragedy.
Mr. Boewe, who was employed by the

Peace Valley Farms Company, was a
man greatly respected by all who knew
him, and the dastardly crime has great¬
ly incensed the citizens of the county,
who want to see justice speedily ad¬
ministered when guilt has been es¬
tablished.

McCoy Found Guilty In U. S. Court
Jacksonville.—Verdict of guilty in

the case of the United States against
Thomas C. McCoy, charged with vio¬
lation of the internal revenue laws,
was returned by the federal court jury
before which the week was consumed
in trial of the cause. The jury was
out seventy minutes and the verdict
was announced in court at four o'clock.
Counsel for the defense, it is stated,

will motion a new trial. The maximum
penalty provided for such cases is four
years' imprisonment or a fine of twen¬
ty thousand dollars, or bo'th fine and
imprisonment.
Disposition of the cases against the

men jointly indicted with McCoy has
not been announced, but it is not now
thought they will come up for trial
at the present term of federal court,
McCoy remains under bond of twen

t.y thousand dollars which he made
immediately fololwing his arrest some
time ago.
This was one of the most sensa-

tianal revenue cases ever tried in the
South, owing to the large sum involved
in the alleged conspiracy, of which
McCoy was said by the government
to have been a part. The government
alleged that the internal revenue de¬
partment was defrauded of revenues

amounting to nearly three million dol¬
lars, as the result of the combine, the
purpose of which, it is alleged, was to
distill and dispose of spirits without
the payment of the revenue tax.

Auto To Take Place Of Horse Stage
Washington.—Completion of long-

talked of plans for substituting auto¬
mobiles for picturesque horse-drawn
stages in Yellowstone National park
is announced by Secretary Lane. Next
summer there will be big ten-paSsen-
ger motor cars to speed visitors
through the long stretches of lodge-
pole forests, giving them time to lin¬
ger at points of special interest. The
passing of the horse is a feature of
a general reorganization of living and
transportation facilities in the park,
and better service is promised.

$750,000 To Fight Citrus Canker
Tallahassee.—Senator Fletcher has

taken the first step toward securing
legislation at this tension of congress
to stamp out the citrus canker. He
called on Secretary of Agriculture
Houston and asked him to recommend
to congress that $750,000 be appropriat-

at this session to fight the can¬
ker.
Senator Fletcher said he thought

that the secretary of agriculture would
recomemnd $250,000 to stamp out cit¬
rus canker, in addition to the $250,000
contained in the estimates, making
$500,000 in all. Of the last $250,000,
it is believed $180,000 will be made
available for use between now and
next June, and the remaining $70,000
will be made contingent on a liberal
appropriation by the Florida legisla¬
ture.

UNANIMOUS VOTE
FOR BOND ISSUE

Lake Wales Citizens Pull Together as

Usual, and 0. K. $25,000 Bond Issue
for Modern School Building

The citizens of Lake Wales again got
together on Monday and unanimously
voted in favor of the issuance of $25,-
000 bonds for the erection of a modern
brick school building, in the Lake
Wales Special Tax School District.
The voting was confined to the free¬

holders in the district, and though there
were but forty votes cast they were
all solid for the bonds. The sale of the
bonds has been guaranteed by local
citizens, so that money for the erec¬
tion of the new school is assured and
before the next term of school opens
the children of Lake Wales will have
just as modern a school building as can
be found in any other section of the
State.
A new site has also been purchased

for the new school. The Lake Wales
Land Company has generously donated
two lots on the corner of Seminole
Avenue and Third Street, and the local
school board has purchased the balance
of the south half of block twelve, at a

price of $600, so that the school grounds
will comprise a lot 208x600 feet. This
plot is a very desirable and sitely
one, being more centrally located than
the old site, and being where it will be
seen from both the railroads, thus ad¬
vertising the excellent school facilities
to the travelers and prospectors pass¬
ing through town.
The next step will be the validation

of the bonds by the judge oi the circuit
court. This will have to be advertised
for three weeks, after which the bonds
will be ready to be sold.

Predict Crop Of 8,277,000 Boxes
Jacksonville.—The season's total cit¬

rus crop will be 8,227,000 boxes, ac¬
cording to the prediction of the bureau
of crop estimates, United States de¬
partment of agriculture, as transmit-

by C. C. Hare, field agent for Flor¬
ida.
Of this estimated total 6,334,790

boxes will be oranges and 1,892,210
will be grapefruit. The weather and
other general crop conditions will gov¬
ern these estimates.
Of the total number of citrus trees

of bearing age 70 per cent are orange
trees, including tangerines; 29.5 per
cent are grapefruit and 0.5 per cent
are lemons and limes. Of this season's
total citrus crop oranges probably will
form 76.7 per cent; grapefruit 23 per
cent and lemons and limes 0.3 per cent.
The proportions of the 1915-16 crop
were as follows: Oranges 74.6 per

cent; grapefruit 25 per cent and lem-
and limes 0.4 per cent.

It appears that the principal objection
to the law as it now stands is the fact
that a great many voters do not avail
themselves of their right to cast the
second choice vote. Those who are

opposing the present law claim that
a real expression of the'people is not
obtained, and that it is very possible
for a man who is ont the real choice
of the people to secure the office on
this second choice vote.

Negroes Want To Come Back
Jacksonville.—The Associated Char¬

ities in a number of Northern cities
have advised similar organizations in
the South that a large number of the
Negroes who recently went North are
in distress. In spite of the fact that
the leading men of their race strong¬
ly advised against it, hundreds of ne¬
groes from all sections of the South
went North some months ago in an ef¬
fort to find big wages, comfort and
prosperity described to them by the
peoplfe interested in having them go.
A great many of these negroes were
given but a few days' work after they
reached the Northern cities and their
condition is said to be distressing.

OLDEST CHRISTMAS CUSTOM

Decorating Houses, Churches and
Streets With Evergreen Popular

Since Dawn of History.

PERHAPS the very oldest of allChristmas customs Is that of
decorating our houses, churches
and streets with evergreens.

At the very dawn of history began the
worship of the trees, or forest worship,
and the groves were man's first tem¬
ples.
All our instincts, our passion about

nature, are forest memories, for forest
worship was universal.
In later times to each god some tree

was dedicated: Apollo had the laurel,
Jupiter the oak, and Greece for ages
had its sacred groves.
The forest worshipers could not

worship without giving, because to
worship is to give, and these boughs
and garlands were the oldest gifts of
man. Before he had learned to shape
offerings of his own rude skill he could
bring to the sacred trees and hang up
on them the first flowers and greenery
of spring and the perfect fruits of au¬
tumn.
These gifts, remember, were never,

as with us, decorations; they were sac¬
rifices.
The Romans, with a fine eye for

beauty, used to garland their temples
and homes and gathering places and
even the big Coliseum with boughs of
green and ropes of flowers. This par¬
ticular custom was received by the
Christians with a special sort of ap¬
proval, recalling, as it did, the fact
that our Lord entered Jerusalem amid
the strewn branches of the multitude.
We must not forget the welcome and

lovely mistletoe and holly. Indeed,
Christmas without them would not,
with us, seem quite complete.
Mistletoe was for ages regarded as

sacred by the old British pagans—the
Druids—and was surrounded with
great mystery and sentiment, little un¬
derstood by us.
It wns supposed to possess healing

powers nnd that it could ward oft evil
spirits. The reverence paid to this
little parasite seems to have been re¬
stricted to it, only, when it was found
growing on the sacred oak trees in the
Druids' groves.
Once every year the Druid high

priest cut it with a golden sickle,
blessed it and distributed the sprays
among the people, praying aloud that
each one who received it might receive
divine blessings, of which it was the
symbol. Having received the sprays,
the people hung them above the doors
to propitiate the gods during the year.
The only remaining significance at¬

tached today to the mistletoe Is the
idea that if a maiden is not kissed
under it on Christmas day she will go
unwed throughout the year. This idea
goes so far back into the past that one
cannot trace it.
It is because the mistletoe Is rare

and not easy to get that we found
and brought forward the holly, which,
though lovely, is used only as a sub¬
stitute for the mistletoe.—New York
World.

Radical Changes In Postal Rates
Washington.—One-cent postage for

local first class mail deliveries and
a zone system of rates for second
class matter which is expected to
greatly increase the charges for mag¬
azines and other periodicals having a
nation-wide circulation, are provided
for in the annual postoffice appropria¬
tion bill as virtually completed in
committee. The measure, carrying
appropriations totalling about three
hundred and twenty-seven million dol¬
lars, will probably be reported to the
house.

Speedy Voyage By The Deutschland
Berlin.—The German commercial

submarine Deutschland, completing a

quick voyage home from the United
States, arrived off the mouth of the
Weser. The arrival of the Deutsch¬
land at a German port marks the suc¬

cessful completion of the second
round trip of this commercial under¬
sea boat to the United States. On
her voyage just finished she made the
passage in nineteen days, having left
New London on November 21. This

MAKE PLANS NOW FOR
WINTER POTATO CROPS

• ■ ~
Winter-grown Irish potatoes are

more profitable to the Florida farmer
than the fall-grown crop. It is the
early potato that finds a ready market
both at home and in the North and it
can be marketed before it reaches ma¬

turity. Florida-grown seed has not
proved satisfactory in past seasons, says
A. P. Spencer, district agent of farm¬
ers' co-operative demonstration work
to the University of Florida, who
reccommends that growers follow the
usual custom ofbuying northern-grown
seed.
Mr. Spencer also recommends the

growing of a larger acreage of winter
potatoes. The flatwoods sections
where artesian irrigation is possible
are well adapted to this crop if proper
means for drainage are provided.
These soils contain much humus and
can be brought to a high state of culti¬
vation by systematic crop rotation.
Make the potato beds from 12 to 16
inches high, and with ditches at the
ends of the rows, sufficient drainage for
ordinary seasons will be had.
Potatoes may be planted in South

Florida in January, or even in Decem¬
ber, with comparative safety from kill¬
ing frosts, but in North and Central
Florida plantings should be deferred
until the latter part of January. Feb¬
ruary plantings are usually quite safe.
The favorite varieties for planting on

the flatwoods soils are Spaulding's
Rose 4 and Bliss Triumph because they
grow rapidly and are good shippers.
Ot.her good varieties are Look-Out
Mountain and Irish Cobbler.
Potato growing in many sections of

Florida has developed , beyond the
trucking stage, showing that Florida
soils and climate are favorable to its

profitable production.

PLANT FLAME FLOWER

FOR JANUARY BLOSSOMS

One of the most desirable vines for
covering wall areas is the Bignonia
Venusta or flame flower. Two plants
will cover the south wall of the com¬

mon-sized cottage, whether it be of
^vood or stone. F. F. Halma, assist¬
ant horticulturalist to the University
of Florida Experiment Station, recom¬
mends a more generous use of this
plant for beautifying farm homes.
The plant will bloom in December

and January, presenting a solidmass of
orange, trumpet-shaped flower clus¬
ters. After the flowers are gone, the
foliage will remain dense and attrac¬
tive.
Mr. Halma suggests the planting of

this vine in December or January, but
•it may be planted from pots at any
time of the year.

WHO OWNS YOUR

FARM CROPS?

If you own your farm, the crops
growing upon it are your property also.
But, suppose you are farming a leased
tract, or that you have given a mort¬
gage on your farm; then who owns the
crop? You can get this information by
consulting a high-priced lawyer, or you
may get it and more by attending the
Farmers' Short Course beginning Jan¬
uary 9 at the University of Florida.
Harry R. Trusler, professor of law in
the University, will discuss "The
Farm, Its Crops and Its Exemptions:"
Legal phases of crops will be dis¬

cussed and their relation to various
transactions such as buying and selling,
mortgaging and leasing made plain.
Their joint ownership by husband and
wife will also be discussed. The second
part of Professor Trusler's addresswill
deal with the land and homestead ex¬

emptions.
This address is one of the many

practical lectures offered on the ten-
day program. The others deal with the
physical problems of the farm.

AS A PEACE LEVER

Senates Told That Such Contribution
By Americans To Non-Comhaiants

Might Stop The War

INVESTIGATING CONDITIONS
President Wilson Forwards Notes Of

The Central Powers To Triple
Entente, Proposing Peace

Washington.—Frederick C. Walcott
of New York, who recently investigat¬
ed conditions in Poland and Belgium
for the Rockefeller foundation, told a
number of senators and representa¬
tives who met at the home of Miss
Mabel T. Boardman of the Red Cross,
that a fund of five hundred million
dollars collected in this country and
offered for relief of non-combatants in
Europe would be a powerful peace in¬
fluence at this time. He said such an
act would tend to create great pop¬
ular demonstrations for peace_ among
civilian populations of warring na¬
tions because they would be anxious
for the assistance in rehabilitating
their homes and restoring normal liv¬
ing conditions.
With the forwarding of the notes

of the central powers proposing peace
negotiations the United States gov¬
ernment performed its role of inter¬
mediary and took the only immediate
step contemplated by President Wil¬
son. Now every one in official and
diplomatic quarters here is awaiting
with profoundest interest sqme word
indicating what nature of replies may
be expected from the entente powers.
It is believed that the speech before

the British parliament to be made De¬
cember 19 by Premier Lloyd George
will set forth England's attitude.

WILSON GIVES $2,500
TO PAY OFF DEFICIT

Incurred By Democratic National Com.
mittee In Recent

Campaign

Washington.—President Wilson is
the latest notable contributor to the
fund being raised by popular subscrip¬
tion to pay off the deficit incurred by
the Democratic national cornmittee in
the recent campaign. Treasurer Wil¬
bur W. Marsh has just received from
him the following letter:
"My Dear Mr. Treasurer: I do not

want to be left out In the work of
paying the deficit in the campaign
which you and your associates are
working so unselfishly to make good.
I therefore beg that you will let me
contribute and take pleasure in en¬
closing my check for two thousand five
hundred dollars ($2,500).

Quarantine Maintained By The Plant
Board Is Proving a Success

In Florida

FEDERAL LAW ENFORCED
Inspectors Stationed At Jacksonville,

Pensacola, Tampa, Miami And
Key West

Tallahassee.—For several months
ithe state plant board, through Its port
land railway inspection department,
(lias inspected all shipments of nursery
Istock and other plants arriving at
Florida ports from foreign countries.
Inspectors of the board are stationed
at Jacksonville, Pensacola, Tampa, Mi¬
ami and Key West, and meet all in¬
coming vessels, examining the bag¬
gage of passengers, and all shipments.
Many shipments of diseased plants
have been intercepted and returned
to the countries from which they came.
Among the serious pests recently in¬
tercepted and prevented from entering
Florida were a gall-insect affecting
mflngo, a leaf disease of mango, borers
affecting bamboo and scale insects of
various kinds.
The inspectors of the plant board

engaged in this work are also appoint
ees of the federal horticultural board
of the United States department of ag¬
riculture to enforce the federal laws
and regulations relative to the impor¬
tation and inspection of plants. The
customs officials at the various ports
mentioned also co-operate efficiently
in this work

Found Guilty Of Federal Charge.
Pensacola.—After all day had been

consumed in the trial, the Jury render¬
ed a verdict in the case of H. G. Nealy,
charged in the Federal Court with
using the mails to defraud. Nealy was
found guilty as charged.
Nealy, who is well known in Pensa¬

cola, was arrested in Mobile about ten
days ago, having been indicted by the
grand jury at the present term of the
Federal Court. He is alleged to have
written a number of naval stores op¬
erators in West Florida that he could
secure negro labor for them and to
have secured money from the naval-
stores men under this pretense. This
money, he is charged with having ap¬
propriated to his own use.

Brookville Girl Wins First Prize,
Tallahassee. — Cora Laiylrum of

Brookville wins the first prize in the
state contest for canning club girls,
and the first prize offered by the

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GOOD PROGRESS
IN ROAD WORK

Part of Lake Wales-Bartow Road Open
for Traffic Though Asphalt is

Not Yet Down

Good progress is being made on the
new asphalt road between Bartow and
Lake Wales. The work of clearing the
right-of-way was completed last week
and the entire strip of seventeen miles
is now ready for the grading and hard-
surfacing, preparatory to the final pro¬
cess of covering with sheet asphalt.
The grading has done for over half

the distance between the two towns
while the clay has been put down to
a point near the Taylor place, which is
about nine miles from Lake Wales.
For a distance of several miles out

from Bartow the highway has already
been rolled and crowned, and even
without the asphalt surfacing, makes
an excellent roadway which it is a
real pleasure to drive over.
The clay, which is put down and

rolled to four inches in depth, has been
obtained from pits located at various
points near the right-of-way. The clay
road is fifteen feet wide, While the as¬

phalt surfacing will be but nine feet,
thus giving a three-foot shoulder of
clay either side of the asphalt.
As fast as a section of the roadway

has been clayed it has been opened for
traffic, so that within a few weeks there
will be a good clay road opened between
Lake Wales and Bartow.
R. J. McCarthy, Superintendent for

J. E. Humphrey, who is building the
road, states that he will have the larg¬
est asphalt plant that will be used in
the county and that the work of laying
the asphalt surfacing will proceed rap¬
idly as soon as the clay is all put down.
He will have this section of the Polk

County asphalt road system, all com¬
pleted by June 1st.

Lad Falls Seven Floors—Unhurt

Pensacola.—Falling seven stories
and striking on top of a steel elevator
car, yet suffering only slight injuries,
was the experience of Frank Dotson,
elevator boy at the San Carlos. He is
in bed, but so far as can be ascertain¬
ed by physicians no bones were brok¬
en and he was not injured internally.
One hand was cut and one knee is
bruised.
About eleven o'clock he went to the

door of one of the passenger elevators
on the top floor and unlocked it from
the outside; then he looked down to
see on what floor the car had stop¬
ped.

TAX ASSESSORS
OF STATE MEET

Vice President Alfred Ayer, Of Marion
County, Presided, In The Absence

Of President Sparkman
Jacksonville.—At the opening ses¬

sion of the annual meeting of the As¬
sociation of Tax Assessors and Coun¬
ty Commissioners of Florida, held
here, was a splendid representation
of the membership, the president of
the organization, S. E. Sparkman, tax
assessor of Hillsborough county, be¬
ing unable to attend the session, Vioe
President Alfred Ayer, tax assessor
of Marion county, acted in his place
as presiding officer.
The first session was devoted to

organization and the appointment of
committees, the schedule for 1917 be¬
ing adopted during the day.
Present at the convention were John

Neel, president of the state tax com¬
mission, R. J. Patterson of the com¬
mission and also W. A. McWilliams of
St. Augustine, who addressed . the
meeting on the subject of tax assess¬
ments.

Principal among the matters of dis¬
cussion was the-50 per cent valuation,
agreed to at a previous meeting of the
assessors. Under present conditions,
officers and members of the associa¬
tion state, this agreement is being ad¬
hered to as far as practicable, but
some counties are still considerably
below the agreed valuation, and a
few have overshot the mark and as¬

sess property as high as 65 per cent of
its valuation. In order to equalize
these assessments and put each coun¬
ty on an equal plane in this regard,
with every other county, the assessors
will endeavor to secure from each oth¬
er definite promises and agreements
to assess property at one-half of its
real value. Those present at the meet¬
ing agreed again on the 50 per cent
valuation.
Among the matters of legislation

proposed is that' of having a bill in¬
troduced requiring a compulsory re¬
turn made by all owners of property
in every other county as is done in
other states. In other words, every
owner of property will be obliged to
call at the office of the county tax as¬
sessor every year and list property
owned and state its actual valuation.
The association decided to raise

the valuation on range cattle to ?6 per
head, the present valuation being $5
and also to raise the valuation of
sheep to $2 per head, the present valu¬
ation being $1.
Failing to approve a proposed, hill

which would ask the legislature to
delegate to the Florida tax commis¬
sion certain specified powers in task¬
ing assessments and valuations, the
association in its closing session en¬
dorsed a substitute bill providing for
a state hoard of equalization. This,
with the election of officers and the
unfavorable report on a compulsory
tax returns bill, proved the feature,
and the convention adjourned.

CALF CLUBS IN TICK-FREE AREAS
ARE DEVELOPING BETTER CATTLE

Special Show at the Tent Auditorium
tonight. Four reels.

Eradication of the cattle ticks will
clear the way for organizing calf clubs
in Florida. We are acquainted with
the fine work accomplished by mem
bers of the corn clubs, pig clubs, can
ning clubs and other similar organiza
tions of the juniors, under State lead¬
ership, but largely owing to presence
of ticks no calf clubs have been organ¬
ized.
The Federal Government is giving

some assistance to formation of calf
clubs in other states and is getting en¬

couraging results. At the Mississippi
State Fair this year, there were- 18
counties represenied 'by baby beef
clubs which are fostered by the Mis
sissippi Agricultural College working
with the Department of Agriculture at
Washington. The clubs are a big fac¬
tor in creating interest in better live
stock in that State.

Tick-free Bulls Given Away.
A railroad company which operates

in Mississippi recently gave away 47
pure bred bulls in ten tick-free coun¬
ties in that State to help build up the
beef and dairy industries. In the lot
were 6 Aberdeen Angus, 8 Shorthorns,
23 Herefords and 10 Holsteins. The
conditions governing distribution of
these bulls were: first, that the county
must he tick-free; second, that the
county must have a demonstration
agent; and, third, that the county must
have an organized baby beef club.
Each of the counties meeting those re¬
quirements received five bulls, except
one county which received only two.

The bankers in Illinois have recog¬
nized the merit of such organizations
for developing the live stock indus¬
tries of their respective territories and
there now are eight calf clubs in that
state with more than 500 members,
each of whom owns a calf. The first
one was organized at Brighton with
members, more than one-half of whom
were girls. One farmer's family has
four members in that club, each of
whom owns a Holstein calf.

Ticks Discourage Interest.
Farmers who wish to keep their chil¬

dren interested in farm life should
eradicate the ticks and make each
member of the family a present of one
or more beautiful, tick-free calves, as
it is almost impossible to arousd in
terest of boy or girl in a scrub, tick-
infested animal.
There is little encouragement for

organizing baby beef clubs in Florida
at present, as there are not enough
tick-free farms to justify the state club
leaders starting such clubs, although
the matter is being considered by Mr.
Herrington, Boys' Club Agent, who
may try two or three next year in
communities which are tick-free or

where tick eradication work is being
actively carried on.
Unless this State gets after the

ticks in real earnest and drives them
out of existence, the other states now
under Texas fever quarantine, which
are making such rapid progress in
tick eradication work, will'get such a
lead in breeding better cattle that we
will continue to drag along behind the
procession as the producers of poorest
quality and lowest prtced cattle in the
United States.

HOME GROWN FEEDS

CHEAPEST FOR STOCK

Prices for all grains used in feeding
live stock have been increasing so
rapidly during the last six months that

i many sorts of feed now cost nearly
twice as much as they did a year ago,
This heavy expense for feed is being
keenly felt by many dairymen of the
South, particularly those located near
the large cities, who have been buying
all their stock feed. The present situ
ation emphasizes the need for all dairy¬
men to become dairy farmers and pro¬
duce most of the feed for their animals
upon their own land, says C. L. Wil
loughby, professor of animal husbandry
in the College ofAgriculture, Universi¬
ty of Florida.
The basis of profitable dairy feeding

is unquestionably plenty of legume hay
and plenty of corn or sorghum, either
cut green in summer or preserved in
the silo for winter use. These essen¬

tial feeds can be produced cheaper in
Florida than in some other sections,
yet many dairymen are not making
proper use of them. As the cities grow
in size and land increases in value,
such dairymen will find themselves
compelled to move their farm anddairy
operations far enough away from the
city limits to secure land at $60 to $100
an acre for growing feed crops,
Modern methods of transporting milk
are now so perfect that milk can be
shipped forty or fifty miles by train
with as little trouble as hauling it by
wagon five or ten miles.

CATTLE TICKS WORSE
THAN A WOUND

IF one of your steers or dairy cows gota bad cut and was bleeding nearly a quart
of blood a day, you'd do something about

,<it in a hurry. You'd know that such loss of
blood would weaken the animal, prevent its
putting on weight, and, in the case of the cow,
you'd soon see the milk flow fall off. If you
couldn't handle the wound yourself you'd think it
a good investment to pay a veterinarian from 50
cents to $1, or more, to stop the bleeding.
Ticks have the same effect on a steer or

a cow as such a wound, but the difference is
that you don't see the blood dripping because
it flows into the tick. Every tick bite is a tiny
wound on the animal through which blood is
constantly being drawn. These tiny wounds and
the drawing of this blood irritate the animal
and weaken it just the same as the \\ound.
The wound, of course, may become infected
and make the animal very sick, but the tick in
addition to causing blood to flow may give the
animal Texas fever and even kill it.

The Secretary of Agriculture says:

"This is not theory. Actual experiments show

that where an animal is heavily Infested with

ticks they will draw as much as 200 pounds of
blood a year from a 1,000-ipound steer.

"Of course they do not draw this all at once, but get it in tiny sucks. Fig¬
ures show that the blood in a steer at any one time weighs about 50
pounds. Where the ticks are very numerous and very busy, therefore
they force the animal to renew its blood four times a year
"This means that blood that should go to maike milk or meat goes into

fattening ticks. An actual experiment showed that a tick-infested steer
which weighed 730 pounds and was a scrawny animal, when freed from
ticks by being dipped in the arsenical dipping bath gained 285 pounds
weight in two months.
"The price that you'd pay a veteri¬

narian for curing a wound or that
you would spend for liniment and
cloths to cure the wound yourself,
would more than pay for dipping ticky
cattle, and save this terrible drain
on their blood and strength. The
trouble in driving the animal to the
dipping vat and letting it swim
through would be less than treating
the wound.
"Moreover, when a beef animal has

been freed from ticks, because it can
be sold in the open pens at the stock¬
yards in competition with other free
cattle, It brings from $5 to $10 more
per head than when offered for im¬
mediate slaughter only from a quar¬
antine pen.
"It costs less to ship tick-free cat¬

tle than ticky cattle, because ticky

to the cost, and maike the animal
worth less at home and cause it to
bring less net profit at the packing
house.

U. S. Government Will Help
"The United States Department of

Agriculture will be glad to work with
you, your neighbors, your county and
your State to free your district of
ticks and help you establish a profit¬
able stock-raising and dairying indus¬
try. It will supply free Information,
and when your district shows that It
means business and wants to take the
profits that await it the department
will be glad to send its expert field
men to supervise the building of vats,
to prepare the arsenical baths, and- t*
help you to dip your cattle. Full In¬
formation can do you no harm."
Dr. E. M. Nighbert, Inspector in

Charge of the Government's forces
in Florida, with headquarters in Jack¬
sonville, says: "When a few ticks get
on cattle they fool some farmers and
cattle men, and make them believe
they are rendering those cattle fever-
proof.
"The tick Is a disease carrier and a

low-down, dirty parasite. It kills more
cattle In the South than all other dis¬
eases of cattle combined."

Counter Libel Suit Filed

Pensacola.—Horace Turner, J. C.

SPRING VEGETABLES

Lettuce is the housewife's best friend
in planning a meal. It is edible and
universally liked. A dinner needs
salad course and lettuce m^y always be
counted on to furnish a base for it,
Again, it is good for decorating the
table dishes. A spoonful of hash placed
on a lettuce leaf will be eaten with
relish where on a bare plate will be
scorned. The lettuce leaf furnishes
the appeal and whets the appetite.
Big Boston lettuce is perhaps the

best known variety in Florida. This is
the favorite hard head lettuce with
those who grow for a market. The
Salamander is a very fine loose head
lettuce and is a favorite in many home
gardens. The Romaine type of lettuce
may prove to be the housewife's favor¬
ite because of its loose curly leaves
which make it good for both salads and
table decoration.
If plants are set out now you will

have all of the lettuce you need by
early spring. Seed planted now will
furnish the plants for late spring and
early summer.
But C. K. McQuarrie, state agent

for the University of Florida Exten¬
sion Division, says that lettuce is not
the only vegetable that may be planted
during December. Cabbage may be set
from plants or the seed planted. Onions
and radishes may also be planted. And
then there is one article which he
thinks is often neglected; the English
pea. These should be sown now for
early spring. Mr. McQuarrie recom¬
mends the McNeil pea, a hardy variety
originated and grown successfully by a
Florida man. It is especially adapted
to the northern part of the state where
it was originated, for the McNeil pea
will stand the cold with less injury
than any other variety.
Preparing the ground for a vegetable

garden is not an expensive matter. It
should be fertilized with well rotted
stable manure, working it into the soil
before anything is planted. A light top
dressing of nitrate of soda or some high
grade commercial fertilizer will be
needed after the plants are up. Then
the faithful use of the hoe to keep the
surface provided with the necessary

dust mulch is about all that is to be
done to make your garden products
available for early spring use.

FARMERS' SHORT COURSE

BEGINS JANUARY 9TH

Arrangements are practically com¬
plete for the Farmers' Ten Day Short
Course at the University of Florida
which begins Tuesday, January 9.
During the second week of the course
the fifth annual meeting of the Florida
Live Stock Association and the annual
Live Stock Institute of the University
of Florida will be held. The programs
have been arranged to avoid conflict
and to make one big course for those
interested in any way in Florida agri¬
culture.
In making up the program for the

course, J. E. Turlington, professor of
agronomy in the College of Agricul
ture, University of Florida, touched on
nearly all of the most important phases
of agriculture in the State. The dis
cussions are grouped so that those of
fered each day will be along the same
general line. This will make it con
venient for those unable to attend the
whole session, although the whole ses¬
sion will be profitable.
The instruction offered during this

ten-day period is free, except for
fifty-cent registration fee; there is no
tuition and no entrance examinations.
The lectures and discussions will be
given by professors in the University,
College of Agriculture and Experiment
Station and special instruction will be
available through the presence of suc¬
cessful Florida farmers and state of¬
ficials.

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Bark And Twelve Men Lost In Storm
New York.—The Brazilian bark

Nethtis, with twelve men on board,
was lost during a snowstorm off Barne-
gat, on the New Jersey coast, accord¬
ing to Captain Moroes, of the tug Gar¬
ibaldi, which arrived here. The Neth¬
tis was in tow of the Garibaldi on

her way here from Maranham, Brazil,
to be converted into a steam vessel.
The bark was lost, according to Cap¬
tain Moroes, through the breaking un¬
der the strain of the wind and high
seas of the chain tackle to which the
tow line was fastened.

Memorial To Governor Broward

Jacksonville.—Unveiling the boul¬
der erected in the water works park
as a memorial to the late N. B. Brow¬
ard, ex-governor of the state of Flor¬
ida, and who at the time of his death
was senator-elect, will probably take
place during the Christmas holidays,
or as soon thereafter the preparations
for the exercises can be completed.
Senfitor^W. H. Milton of Marianna

is chairman of the Broward commis¬
sion, Mrs. Gertrude Dzialynski Corbett
of Jacksonville being secretary. Other
Jacksonville members of the commit¬
tee are R. E. Wheeler, M. A. Brown
and Senator N. J. Bryan.
It was during the year following

the death of Governor Broward that
H. Goldstein of Nassau county and
H. Bethel of Tallahassee, during a
session of the legislature, proposed
the erection of some monument in
memory of Governor Broward. Each
made the suggestion without knowl¬
edge of the other's idea, with the re¬
sult that T. F. West, attorney general,
Senator Fred Cone of Lake City, Sen¬
ator W. H. Milton, Senator F. M. Hud¬
son of Miami met informally in Tal¬
lahassee and organized a commission
or committee to receive contributions
to this memorial. Mrs. Corbett was

named secretary, and a friend of Gov¬
ernor Broward's in each county was

put on the commission.
Small contributions were received

from time to time, and when suffi¬
cient funds were in hand to warrant
it the huge boulder, wi'th properly
inscribed plates, was ordered. It is
now in place. The cost of laying suit¬
able foundation exceeded the expecta¬
tions of the committee, and there are
a few hundred dollars still due.

Really Little Known of Poland.
Poland's history, with its fights for

freedom, justice and equnlity, its strug¬
gles in defense of Christianity and Eu¬
ropean civilization and its unselfish¬
ness in aiding the weak, made it fa¬
mous among the world's nations, both
in success and adversity. The achieve¬
ments of the Polish nation in art,
music, literature, science and religion
are known, as are the lifedeeds of its

great men.
But the industries, mines, trade and

natural wealth of that unhappy coun¬
try have since its partition been to a
great extent a sealed book to most of
the people outside of the nations at¬
tempting to assimilate the Poles. This
was principally due to the inability
of people from the outside to break
through the network of foreign govern¬
mental systems in which Polund is
enmeshed.
